FOREIGN POLICY OF FRG IN THE POST-TRUTH PERIOD:
CHANCELLORSHIP OF A. MERKEL

Intercepting with foreign policy-making, «post-truth» politics causes
doubts in the rightness of the taken decisions, that is reflected on the carry-
ing out the policy, where the multilateral diplomacy is represented with an
effacement, whereas the multilateralism is considered the dominant national
interest of German state, that was formed after the unification of Germany in
1990 and the end of the Cold War.

Due to Joel Ben-Yehoshua, the result of the Brexit referendum in June
2016 is interpreted as the outcome of the post-truth politics. The above given
expression about the United Kingdom European Union membership referen-
dum being the reason to announcement of «post-truth» as a word of 2016
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year affirms the expression about the equipollence between the results of the
Brexit referendum and of the post-truth politics. In such a way, post-truth
phenomenon is driven to the democracy and populism.

Democracy as a definition is represented as the guideline of the «will of
the people», that embodies the direct form of the human appeal, accumulated
with the collective opinions, interests of voters and citizens.

German identity took the roots from the end of the II World War, where
it was overlooked as the including one into the European identity. After this
historical passage European Union provided Germany with a bringing out of
the non-militarism policy, where the antimilitarism got a dominant and per-
manent force of Germany. Four tides that determine German foreign policy
are regionalism, pacifism, realism and hegemony. Under regionalism we can
conceive the national identities, referred to the regional grounds in the wings
of the post-sovereign world; pacifism can be esteemed as the avoiding the
militarism; realism is unfolded in the acting on behalf of the normal states ac-
cording to the material functional capabilities and self-interests; and hegemo-
ny is considered the area, where the countries with a dominance of resources
support the economic rates on the regional or international levels.

Populism as holistically apprehending has two types: right- and left-wing
populism. Respectively to the FRG, there it was admeasured the right-wing
populism with an emphasis on the nationalism and xenophobia against non-EU
immigrants.

Currently, due to the German political discourse, there takes place the
«Berlusconisation» («Berlusconisierung») of the policy and media, that is ex-
plained as the pluralist system of the oriented on the parties media, that advo-
cate a precise political interests and views similar to the «Italianization of the
media» ([talienisierung der Massenmedien) in relation to the Silvio Berlusconi
1990’ies policy of the forced political media control.

The Berlusconisierung of the policy and media can mean the subordination
of Germany to the trust in news, whereas in Italy Facebook is to be considered
as the social network of the weekly usage, that can be justified by the presence
of the majority of the intermediaries amid the German media, whereas the
German policy is characterized with the strengthened party structures, where
Angela Merkel is accorded as the antithesis to the populism.

The political polarization, caused by the transformation of the media
branch by social media and the unbalanced information, the social networks
as the optimal political communication and political mobilization mean — in
the instances of issues as: immigration, Islam, euro, the EU, — inform about
the obligatory holding of the fact-checking — a verification of the correspon-
dence of announces of politicians to the facts — combined with a monitoring
and correcting the administration.

In reference to the German populism and post-truth policy, there can be
exemplified of the proper phenomenon: immigration policy of Angela Merkel
and its consequences found the manifestation in Facebook in the end of 2016;
the conspiracy scenarios to the doubtful control of Merkel over the German
television broadcaster and channel as ZDF; and the false report concerning the
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photo, where Angela Merkel had made a «selfy» with one of the terrorists due
to the Brussels announcements in March 2016.

The party system of Federation Republic of Germany, namely the Ger-
man party AfD, demonstrates the next tendency: after the loss of support
in 2015, due to the opening of the German borders to Syrian refugees and
asylum seekers, AfD’s online popularity had been rising in September 2015;
then in the early 2016 throughout the «refugee crisis» — by an influx of
refugees from Syria to Germany — an increase of the number of fans of
AfD had anchored; and in the end of 2016 in the course of the passages in
Cologne on New Year’s Eve 2016 and state elections in Baden-Wurttemberg,
Rhineland-Palatinate and Saxony-Anhalt in March 2016 there was risen the
support rate of AfD.

Since March 2016, the neutralization of the interaction’s rate with AfD’s
Facebook profile and of the fan’s growth had taken place, whereas AfD isn’t
ruled by the breaking of the socially-law standards as the transformation of
Facebook into a mean of the mass political communication compared to the
populists in Italy, France or Spain, where it is necessary to highlight the
«Berlusconisation» as the source of Italy and Facebook as the weekly using
social network.

With respect to the correspondence of AfD to the socially-law standards
and the decrease of the interaction’s rate with AfD’s Facebook, in the begin-
ning of 2017 it had got its power again up to the degree, where the limit of
the interaction’s rate has been already accomplished.

The chancellorship of Angela Merkel gives the preponderant narrative of
German foreign policy in the post-truth era — the defence of liberal democ-
racy — on the memory not only to keep the Germany’s history, but to offer
the opportunity to the citizenship to grow democratically.

THE DYNAMICS OF US POLICY TOWARDS UKRAINE UNDER
THE PRESIDENCY OF D. TRUMP

The research focuses on US foreign policy towards Ukraine under the pres-
idency of Donald Trump. The goal is to determine whether there is a change
in the US foreign policy towards Ukraine after Trump has come to power, and
how is it changed.

As part of the research, one of the methods for studying the problem was
a quantitative content analysis of the main US official documents on for-
eign policy during the presidency of D. Trump. The object of the study was
the word «Ukraine», the frequency of its use. So, in the National Security
Strategy 2018 Ukraine is mentioned 1 time, in the National Defense Strat-
egy 2018 — 2 times, in the National Intelligence Strategy of the USA 2019
Ukraine is not mentioned at all.
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It can be stated that Ukraine is given limited attention at the level of for-
mal documents; the text focuses on helping the Ukrainian state to maintain
its democratic regime and repelling the Russian threat. Thus, at the level of
documents, the US foreign policy towards Ukraine did not undergo signifi-
cant changes after 2016.

During the last years of the Petro Poroshenko presidency US interest in
the Ukrainian problem was declining compared to the period of 2014-2015.
Nevertheless, the parties continued to cooperate on the full implementation
of reforms in Ukraine, as well as on ending the conflict in the Donbas. The
last question is especially painful and important for the Ukrainian side, and
therefore bilateral interaction between states on a particular issue usually has
a specific initiator: Ukraine more often raises the topic of Russian aggression
and possible assistance to Kiev from the United States, and the US — the is-
sue of reforms in Ukraine.

After the election of D. Trump as the President of the United States and
his inauguration in early 2017, the White House interest in the Ukrainian
topic decreased markedly; this is probably due to the fact that for Trump this
topic was «foreign», in contrast to the Obama administration, in which this
topic was opened. The recovery came in mid-2019 after the presidential and
parliamentary elections in Ukraine won by V. Zelensky. Actualization of the
US 2020 presidential election topic and the need for D. Trump to struggle
future opponents led to the fact that Ukraine has become a kind of battlefield
that has no direct relation to Ukraine itself. It is about D. Trump's interest in
the Ukrainian side to investigate the financial and economic activities of the
Biden family in Ukraine in 2014-2015.

The Ukrainian issue, therefore, very sharply became the dominant motive
in the internal agenda of the United States, and the Ukrainian political elites
themselves were split on the question of which of the US parties should be
supported, if it ever makes sense to participate in the intra-American politi-
cal struggle.

The Ukrainian authorities did not rush to investigate and did not comment
on the situation. This was followed by the American ambassador M. Jovanovic
recall from Kiev and accusations of the American side on Ukraine’s interfer-
ence in the US presidential election in 2016 (support of the candidate H. Clin-
ton by Petro Poroshenko).

In the United States themselves, the scandal led to the beginning on Octo-
ber 31, 2019 of the D. Trump impeachment procedure by the House of Repre-
sentatives. In December, the final debate on impeachment was held, at which
Trump was accused of two articles — «abuse of power» and «obstruction of
the Congress investigation.» But in February 2020, the charges were dropped
for lack of evidence.

Thus, the Trump administration may try again to use the Ukrainian issue
to influence the 2020 elections. At the same time, Washington retains its ef-
forts to support Ukraine, although USA is not very active in this area.
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THE HYBRID WAR: CASE OF UKRAINE

Hybrid methods of the warfare still possess novelty today as they synchro-
nize multiple instruments of power with creativity, ambiguity and non-linear-
ity, which make them difficult to spot. Exploring peculiarities of hybrid war
Russia and Ukraine have in the east of Ukraine and the tools the RF used in
the process of Crimea occupation, can help identify possible features of future
and today’s threats for other countries in the region and globally. Since Rus-
sian Federation is striving to get its global influence back we can also state
that these tools are actively used against several states now.

When studying hybridization in international conflicts it is easy to put it
under the definition of «soft power» described by J. Nye in late 1980s. The
complex of it «proposes» instruments for countries to persuade international
community with the use of cultural, identity, values’ and language promo-
tion policies. Notably, when the trials to put Ukraine under control through
the above mentioned means failed with the Revolution of Dignity striking in
2013, Russia has used the more conventional power such as military interven-
tion with its «green men» (dressed in civilian military personnel) in Crimea
and military support for ideologically «crafted» fake leaders of Donbas new
«Republics». Further proofs of its active participation can be found in the At-
lantic Council think tank researches of 2016, where the traces left by Russian
tanks were spotted right at the Ukrainian border, as the pictures from satel-
lites show they were shooting aiming and getting to Ukrainian side. So the
RF completely turned into neo-realistic approach in its foreign and security
policy towards Ukraine (in fact, it happened even earlier for Moldova with
Transnistria issue in 1992 and for Georgia in 2008 (war with RF over South
Ossetia status)).

The first hybrid method to be mentioned is historical propaganda. Fake
narratives like «the majority of population in Crimea has always been Rus-
sian», «Ukraine is an artificial project of the West», «The Ukrainian lan-
guage is artificial», «Donbas and ‘Novorossiya’ are part of the ‘Russian
World’ », «All Ukrainian nationalists were fascists», «Ukraine is Russia’s
failed shadow» and many more were actively used by Russia since perhaps
the very USSR dissolution. The second worth mentioning is economic pres-
sure, especially with Ukrainian debts over RF energy supplies. For example,
the debt was actively used in the beginning of 90s to persuade Ukraine give
up its nuclear arsenal (the third in the world in number of warheads in 1991).
The language policy also is to be mentioned here. In 2011-2015 Russia had a
program called «Russian language» conducted by the Ministry of Education
and Science and Roscooperation promoting the latter, Russia is trying to con-
vince Russian speaking Ukrainians that their rights to use the language are
undermined and they should fight for it. The massive spread of fake news in
popular mass media, cyber threats, the use of bots (fake accounts) in social
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media and digital space to promote certain ideas are also very influential
hybrid warfare tools.

The prediction is that Russia will continue to use the above mentioned
methods comes from its participation in Syrian war supporting Assad, active
role in Venezuela crisis again supporting the dictatorship of Maduro, Rus-
sian bots influencing Brexit referendum to create chaos in Europe and 2015
US presidential elections. These are signs that with the active use of media
(Russia Today global offices, Sputnik, pro-Russian local medias in almost ev-
ery Eastern and South-Eastern European country proclaiming only narratives
approved by Putin’s government), cyber attacks (Petya and NotPetya viruses
to block Ukrainian and US state computer systems in 2017), fake news and
propaganda, reverse security narratives (such as it is the fault of NATO that
Russia felt threatened enough for Ukraine’s intention to cooperate more or
even join (as it is being the zone of the vital interests), that Russia has de-
cided to occupy Crimea).

The key to countering hybrid threats is society resistance. If the people are
taught critical thinking, how to distinguish fake news and propaganda, the
chances to manipulate their personal opinion and individual security therefore
are significantly lower. Thus, Ukraine included the list of hybrid threats into
the Law on National Security of 2018 and the Strategy of National Security of
2015, giving the green light to newly created bodies, which are dealing with
digitalization and cyber threats.

IRAN’S NUCLEAR PROGRAM: THE FUTURE OF JCPOA

The nuclear program of the Islamic Republic of Iran (IRI) is one of the
key problems in modern international politics. Especially, in the context of
the confrontation with the USA its nuclear policy has become one of the most
burning issues nowadays.

Iran’s nuclear program has a half-century history, which can be divided
into three stages: the first one is associated with the reign of the Iranian Shah
Mohammad Reza Pahlavi, next stage began after the Islamic Revolution of
1979 and the new stage is connecting with USA’s withdrawal from nuclear
deal.

On April 2, 2015 in Lausanne, a framework agreement on the Iranian
nuclear program was signed between IRI and the six international mediators.
One of the main points was Iran’s commitment not to enrich uranium above
3.67% and not to establish new uranium enrichment facilities. In response,
Iran’s implementation of these nuclear measures was followed by the repeal
of all existing UNSC resolutions (part of the restrictive measures are main-
tained, but they are imposed through a separate annex to UN Resolution
2231), a series of unilateral US sanctions (mainly financial as well as extra-
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territorial and affecting the interests of third countries) and all restrictive
measures by the EU.

The USA’s withdrawal from JCPOA on May, 2018 has become a turning
point of the history of nuclear deal. US President Donald Trump has an-
nounced that Washington is withdrawing from the 2015 agreement on Iran’s
nuclear program. The US is pursuing several major goals in its anti-Iranian
policy. First goal is to restrain the strengthening of IRI positions in the
Middle East region and the next is to achieve the international isolation of
Tehran. And as a result, the Trump administration aimed at provoking an
increase in discontent and anti-government protests by worsening the socio-
economic conditions of Iranians.

On January 5, 2020, the Iranian government issued an official statement
on the fifth and final step of departing from the Joint Comprehensive Plan of
Action agreements on its nuclear program. Iran will definitively abandon the
nuclear deal restrictions, particularly the number of centrifuges, percentage
and quantity of enriched uranium, as well as research and further develop-
ment of the program. If we look at the overall situation, there is no platform
for compromise between the US and Iran. The US wants to change the regime
in Iran, and IRI wants to push the US out of the Middle East. These positions
cannot be reconciled, which ultimately implies a further escalation of the con-
flict between countries.

Despite the fact that Iran does not have sufficient support and allies in
the international arena Turkey had originally advocated the signing of the
JCPOA. After the USA withdrew from the deal, the official authorities of
Turkey commented it as the «wrong step». The Turkish leadership does not
support United States™ sanctions against Iran, because they destabilize the re-
gion as a whole and also are harmful to the Iranian people. In spite of having
close cooperation, the unilateral withdrawal from the nuclear deal has caused
a crisis in transatlantic relations between the EU and the USA.

With the aim to circumvent American sanctions, France, Britain and Ger-
many developed a special trade and financial mechanism, INSTEX on March
2019 (no real success from this financial channel). This action emphasized
divergence of their views. On 14 January, the EU High Representative for
Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Josep Borrel, said that Paris, Berlin, and
London had the authority to activate the JCPOA dispute settlement mech-
anism. The Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs has called the actions of
Trump’s administration as an escalation of the situation announced that they
would continue actively developing bilateral cooperation and political dialogue
with the IRI. So it seems like Russia and China could potentially remain in
the nuclear deal with Iran.

To sum up all information above, the JCPOA is considered to fail in the
long run even despite the EU’s previous desire to remain it in force underlin-
ing while Iran continues to comply with the terms of the nuclear deal, the
EU will also come down in favour of it. It seems like even this fact would not
prevent the agreement’s demising due to the US serious intent to finish all
these actions.
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THE CHINA — U.S. RELATIONS IN THE CONTEXT OF REGIONAL
AND GLOBAL PROBLEMS OF THE XXI CENTURY

Today it is impossible to imagine a system of international relations with-
out such world giants as the United States and China. With the collapse of the
bipolar system, the United States strengthened its hegemonic position, but
the dominance of one state was not long lasting, because in the early 2000s,
the People's Republic of China became a contender for the role of a regional
and then world leader, which led to a clash of interests, economic and political
confrontation with the USA. In this regard, the relations developing between
China and the USA are acquiring high theoretical and practical importance.

The path of formation of relations between China and the United States
was slow and ambiguous. During the Obama presidency for Washington, a
position in the Asia-Pacific region has become a priority of the US foreign
policy. An important component of the transformation of American foreign
policy in the Asia-Pacific region due to Washington’s desire to maintain and
strengthen its regional position in the new conditions of the rise of China has
become the diversification of forms of American involvement in the region.

In 2011, US President Barack Obama and Chinese President Hu Jintao
issued a joint statement in which the leaders proclaimed their common com-
mitment to «positive, based on comprehensive US-Chinese relations». Each
side assured the other of the issues that interest them the most, in particular,
the United States said that they welcomed a strong, prosperous and success-
ful China, which plays an increasingly important role in world affairs. China
welcomes the United States as an Asia-Pacific country that promotes peace,
stability and prosperity in the region. Since then, both governments have be-
gun to pursue their stated goals. Senior US and Chinese officials exchanged
visits and legitimized their exchanges on key strategic and economic issues.
Military contacts were resumed, opening an important communication chan-
nel. And at an unofficial level, special track groups’ scholars tracked the pos-
sible evolution of US-China relations.

But the situation changed in 2017 when during the presidency elections a
very eccentric Donald Trump came to power. D. Trump generally confirmed
Obama’s policy of active participation in the APR. While maintaining conti-
nuity in understanding the importance of this region for American interests,
the Trump administration, meanwhile, made changes to its regional strategy.
Obama’s «rebalanced Asia strategy» has been replaced by the strategy of a
«free and open Indo-Pacific region», first announced by D. Trump in Novem-
ber 2017.

One of the vectors of the US foreign policy strategy under the presidency
of Donald Trump, which can be clearly defined, is relations with the PRC. The
actions of official Beijing in the economic sphere were harshly criticized by
the newly elected president during the election campaign. The modernization
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of US foreign policy rhetoric caused a certain cooling of US-Chinese relations.
In 2017 and 2018, the United States and China experienced a rapid decline in
almost all dimensions. The tension and instability of Sino-US military ties are
based on conflicting interests in Taiwan, maritime security, the position of
regional forces, defense relations, as well as China’s role in regional security
architecture and deeper geostrategic competition

The economic, political growth of China and its emergence as the main
regional military force compelled the United States to focus its military and
strategic planning on China as one of two critical threats (the other threat is
Russia). This issue was reflected in the new US National Security Strategy
(December 2017), and in the new National Defense Strategy (January 2018).

In conclusion it can be said that the lack of a strategic basis for US-Chinese
relations at the present stage determines the strategic instability of rela-
tions between the United States and China, and the episodic nature of their
cooperation, which due to regional or global security problems become more
acute. Against this background, the deepening of existing and the emergence
of new lines of contradictions is becoming a characteristic feature of modern
US-Chinese relations.

ARMS CONTROL IN INTERNATIONAL SECURITY

Throughout history the international balance of power has been changing
as well as the structure of political institutions, foreign policy approaches,
and political personalia. The only thing that remains intact is the role of a
nuclear weapon in global security. Since the end of the Second World War
nuclear weapon is still increasingly targeted as the embodiment of power and
force and its possession plays a vital role in foreign affairs, influencing and
guiding the decisions of state leaders.

Thus, the peaceful world order can be reached only by means of arms
control, which is used to limit the development, proliferation, and usage of
different kinds of weapons, including weapons of mass destruction. We refer
to arms control mainly as to the tool for promoting peace, avoidance of costly
arms races, or prevention of the damage done by warfare. Although there
are clear benefits of arms control, the enforcement of agreements on limiting
weapons of mass destruction has always been complicated.

Since 1945 we can see the attempts to maintain international peace and
security. It is also hard to forget about the creation of the International
Atomic Energy Agency, the series of international treaties signed, including
the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, the Strategic Arms Limitation Talks
that lead to further weapons control agreements, the INF Treaty and so on.

For the first time since the signing of the Partial Test Ban Treaty in 1963
(the crucial step towards the control of nuclear weapons), we face the situa-
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tion of losing legal control over the most destructive weapon in the history
of mankind.

There can be several reasons for the waning interest in arms control nowa-
days. One of them is that in essence it was a product of the world order
existing during the Cold War. The international politics was based on and
determined by the confrontation and competition of two superpowers, so the
only logical way of promoting international security was the limitation and
reduction of nuclear weapons by achieving strategic parity, therefore creating
guarantees for the absence of nuclear war.

The collapse of the bipolar world had quite controversial consequences for
the world order. However, there were two important moments in terms of
arms control: the relations between the USA and Russia shifted from confron-
tation to cooperation and stopped being central in the international arena. As
a result, the threat of nuclear war between them disappeared from the agenda,
and therefore the question of arms control was not a primary topic anymore.

The good aspect of such cooperation between the Russian Federation and
the West were certain steps towards nuclear disarmament: the reduction of
Cold War arsenals, the transparency concerning Strategic Nuclear Forces
(SNF), the relocation of a tactical and strategic weapon from the former So-
viet republics, which consequently eliminated the possibility of losing control
over nuclear weapons. However, after 1997 the question of arms control was
getting farther from the central agenda, even in the relations between Russia
and the US, as it was considered one of the Cold War vestiges.

In 2002 the US withdrew from the ABM Treaty, and despite all claims of
partnership no alternative to mutual deterrence was formulated, even consid-
ering that SNF of both states together had almost 10 000 nuclear warheads.
As a result, in 2009 when there had to be something instead of START I, it
turned out that there was no other agreement ready or effective enough. So,
for many years we had only New START (quickly signed in 2010) and INF
Treaty in terms of arms control.

Right now, we face the situation when the INF Treaty collapsed in 2019
and the future of the New START is at stake as it is not clear whether the US
will stick with it when it expires in 2021.

There should be no doubt in the importance of the New START prolon-
gation, as it will allow maintaining restrictions on the size of the Strategic
Rocket Forces (SNF) of Russia and on their modernization until 2026. Also,
it doesn’t require any changes to the US plans for the modernization of SNF,
since these plans were developed in accordance with the restrictions estab-
lished by the New START.

However, instead of making any real proposals, President Trump insists on
holding trilateral talks with Beijing and Moscow, which will discuss all issues
related to their nuclear arsenals. Leaders of PRC have repeatedly refused to
engage in trilateral arms control negotiations due to a large disparity in the
size of nuclear arsenals. Moreover, neither Washington nor Moscow would
agree to the same number of nuclear weapons as China, and it is hard to be-
lieve that Beijing will agree to some unequal conditions. Even if PRC leader
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agreed on trilateral negotiations, it would be impossible to conclude a new
treaty before the expiration of New START, so the value of the agreement
prolongation should not be questioned.

Of course, in case New START ceases to exist next year, it does not mean
that the US or Russia would quickly expand their nuclear capabilities on a
large scale, after all both states have certain budget constraints. However, the
number of deployed strategic warheads may gradually exceed the level set out
in New START and, even worse, they can equip their submarines, missiles,
and bombers with additional nuclear warheads, both sides would lose highly
valuable verifications and monitoring provisions, and finally, the relations
between the US and Russia can become worse in face of a new possible arms
race.

Quite obvious that arms control is quite a problematic topic nowadays, but
it is crucial for it to exist. The history shows that arms control is possible,
despite the difficulties, tensions, and lack of agreement on certain issues. The
restrictions set up by treaties play a vital role in promoting peace, minimizing
the threats to international security. Today’s problems could mean the col-
lapse of the previous system and agreements, but it also means that another
system, maybe a more effective one, can take its place.

CHINA — UKRAINE INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION
IN THE SPHERE OF E-GOVERNMENT

According to the United Nations E-government Survey 2016, Ukraine list-
ed number 62 in the global E-Government Development Index rating (EGDI).
However, even if Ukraine is listed as a High EGDI Country, all indicators are
below the average level of other European countries especially in comparison
with European Union member states. Ukraine is a country that is currently
undergoing fundamental reforms, and thus it is all the more in need of a more
transparent, efficient, and accountable public sector. The usage of e-govern-
ment and related technologies could play a decisive role in improving public
services, increasing the responsiveness and transparency of government, and
contributing to the public expenditure savings and helping Ukrainian citizens
become more pro-actively engaged in public life. However, at the beginning
of 2020, Ukraine and the whole international community faced a new global
challenge — pandemics.

According to The Moors' Law of Exponential Growth of Technologies, the
calculation and data analysis speed double almost every two years. Therefore
in the modern world, one of the most valuable resources is not the information
itself but how fast the user could receive, analyze, transfer, and utilize the
information needed. Nowadays, governmental services, online trade, e-health-
care, and e-business are strongly interconnected with each other. However,
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any online service's primary goal is to deliver the information that custom-
ers need in the least amount of time. The growing urban population and the
need to enhance city-level governance systems’ potential capacity have created
a new E-Government System-level called 'smart cities.” An interconnected
system of online governmental services, big data approach, e-participation,
and e-healthcare could not only ease the communication between citizens and
government but also significantly help to overcome the new-type challenges,
such as pandemics and natural disasters. According to the UN Department
of Social and Economic Affairs Report #61 / April 14, 2020, almost every
country's government has modified its existing E-Government structures to
fight the 2019-nCoV pandemic. Therefore, the E-Government development
speed raised dramatically depending on which type of development goals have
been selected by the government (short-term, mid-term, or long-term goals).
By August 2020, many E-Governmental tools have already been adjusted to
implement new technologies (i.e., Al, smart city project, blockchain, robots,
drones) to increase national healthcare resilience economy and public service
delivery.

The main outlines of China-Ukraine cooperation in the spheres of new
technologies and e-government were presented on October 24, 2018, in Qin-
gdao, Shandong Province, at the specific conference 'Development of Ukrai-
nian-Chinese scientific and technical cooperation’ that was held within the
framework of the One Belt One Road Initiative. In March 2020, the newly
appointed China's Ambassador to Ukraine, Fan Xianrong, met the President
of Ukraine to discuss medical and technological help for fighting 2019-nCoV
pandemics as necessary test-systems, smart medical equipment, and medicine.
China also provided IT specialists from Guangzhou Technological Research
Centre for new smart technologies development in healthcare systems. The
E-Government cooperation program focuses on using digital platforms (i.e.,
online portals, social media) for accurate and timely information-sharing and
creating a new form of an effective multi-stakeholder partnership of private
sector, international organizations, and academia on regional, national, and
local levels. Chinese specialists also shared their experience on the 2019-nCoV
contact tracing technologies of health condition monitoring during quarantine
like WeChat Health ID and Green ID Card.

Further cooperation in this field could be extremely beneficial for Ukraine
to create the necessary technological basis, which is relatively weak right
now, for creating own e-governmental projects and implementation of newest
technologies as 'smart city’, 'Internet of Things’, 'smart Earth’ project and
'government 3.0".
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STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN UKRAINE AND CHINA

If we consider the Ukrainian-Chinese relationship, it can be said that
Ukraine and China established a strategic partnership in 2011. It was the first
confidant step in progress in the field of international relations and mutual
support.

China and Ukraine are interested in the constant development of coopera-
tion. Year by year, both countries have conducted many conferences on dif-
ferent subjects that were pointed out to strengthen collaboration and create
new joint projects. There is no doubt that both countries need mutual sup-
port. From the Ukrainian side, there is a need for investment and regulatory
approval from China. And from the Chinese side, it is known that China is a
vast country with its particular needs. Therefore, Ukraine can provide China
with its thriving agricultural sector and different kinds of natural resources.
Although Ukraine is full of natural resources and has developed the farm sec-
tor, Ukraine's policy-making process is a distinguishing mark. Ukraine can
not build its infrastructure independently. The One Belt and One Road Frame-
work includes the concentration of significant investments, innovations, sci-
entific and technical potential in its partners. Hence Ukraine has a chance to
receive this support in exchange for Ukraine's support in political issues and
business transactions.

Considering the One Belt and One Road framework, it is a global strategy
for infrastructure development. The Chinese government adopted it in 2013,
and there are such included objectives to construct a sizeable unified market,
enhance mutual understanding and trust of member nations, and make full
use of international and domestic markets through cultural exchange and
integration. Europe is an essential target in the Chinese strategy project.
Therefore, the Black Sea Region plays a vital role in the implementation
of the global development strategy. It can be explained by the relevance of
Ukraine's geographic location. In other words, Ukraine is situated in the
essential part of the Black Sea Region: it is a logistic transit hub that links
China and Europe. Moreover, Ukraine has such significant features: reach
natural resources, developed the agricultural sector, and opportunities for
new infrastructures.

To conclude, it can be said that Ukraine and China are interested in de-
veloping and strengthening strategic partnerships in every possible sphere,
in particular in the context of the implementation of the One Belt and One
Road Framework. The key priorities of cooperation with China are agricul-
ture, energy, energy efficiency technologies, tourism, cultural and scientific
exchange, and space industry. First of all, China can be considered as a guar-
antee of the successful policy-making, the possibility to put into practice
profitable projects, open new opportunities, an increase of trade intensity,
development of the Ukrainian economy, development of the Ukrainian infra-
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structure, development of the investment policy and innovation cooperation.
On the other hand, we can determine the relevance of the Strategic Partner-
ship for China: strategic partnership, new logistics opportunities; access to a
critical transportation hub between Europe and Asia, expanding trade, lifting
the trade barriers, access to a large resource base in Ukraine, access to rela-
tively cheap and skilled labor.

BANDWAGONING WITH RUSSIA AS TURKEY’S APPROACH
TO SECURITY

In November 2015, a Russian SU-24 fighter aircraft flying over the Turk-
ish-Syrian border was shot down by a Turkish F-16 warplane. It led to an
unprecedented since the end of the Cold War breakdown in Turkish-Russian
relations. However, within a short period of time not only has Ankara normal-
ized its relations with Moscow, but Russia has also become Turkey’s closest
partner in the region. Turkey has obtained the Russian S-400 missile system
despite the resentment of the West, the gas supplies via TurkStream have
already started and a Russian consortium is building a nuclear power plant on
the Mediterranean coast of Turkey. Given that Russia historically occupied
the central seat in Turkish security calculations and was perceived as a major
threat against which Turkey sought to balance through alliances with West-
ern powers, it is necessary to identify what has led to the recent state of the
relations between these two counties.

Neorealism helps to explain which factors led to the Turkish-Russian rap-
prochement. Neorealism is mainly concerned with the issues of security since
the anarchic structure of international relations implies that states perpetu-
ally feel threatened by a potential attack from others. It is argued by neoreal-
ist scholars that when under threat (material or perceived), states will usually
balance against it. Although balancing is induced by the system it is not the
only pattern of political behaviour. Another possible type of behaviour is
bandwagoning. According to Kenneth Waltz, bandwagoning means aligning
with the stronger side, while balancing implies alignment with the weaker.
Bandwagoning makes gains possible even for the losers. As soon as someone
looks like the winner, some states may jump on the bandwagon if they believe
it will minimize their losses. Stephen Walt sees bandwagoning as not just go-
ing with the stronger side but rather going with the side that poses threat.
The decision to bandwagon with a threatening power is based ultimately on
the hope that such a step will moderate its aggressive intentions.

Turkey’s rapprochement with Russia in 2016 may be viewed as an example
of bandwagoning behaviour. Despite expectations that the Turkish-Russian
relations would remain strained, Turkey has moved closer to Russia. At the
centre of this explanation lies Turkey’s changing security environment in
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which Kurdish separatism has returned as the most pressing security threat
in the perception of Turkish leaders.

After Turkey shot down the Russian SU-24, Russia’s actions in Syria start-
ed to pose a direct threat to the security of Turkey. By establishing a no-fly
zone for Turkey in Syria Moscow made Turkey vulnerable to the rocket at-
tacks by the Islamic State that led to civilian losses in Turkish border cities.
At the same time, Turkey-backed rebel groups in Syria began to rapidly lose
ground. This undermined Ankara’s political leverage in Syria while creating
serious security loopholes for Turkey. However, the biggest threat to its secu-
rity Turkey saw in the advance of the Syrian Kurdish forces. The Democratic
Union Party (PYD)/ People’s Protection Units (YPG) elements, which Turkey
considers terrorists, gained an advantage in the northern Syria and settled
in the southern borders of Turkish territory. Ankara believes that they are
affiliated with the Kurdish rebel group based in Turkey — the Kurdistan
Workers’ Party (PKK) — the protracted and bloody internal armed conflict
with which defines Turkey’s security calculations.

At the same time, Turkey’s traditional ally — the United States — was
closely collaborating with the Kurdish forces in Syria. The United States was
concerned with the threat posed by jihadist groups like ISIS, and came to see
the Kurdish forces as natural allies against ISIS, an interpretation that Tur-
key rejected. The US decision to train and arm the Kurdish militia in Syria
made Turkey reassesses its relations with both the United States and Russia.

For Ankara, bandwagoning with Moscow was necessitated by the Turk-
ish state’s perception of the Kurdish threat as a greater and more imminent
threat than the one posed by Russia. Moreover, Russia, in contrast to the US,
was ready to take into account Turkish security perceptions, but in exchange
for Ankara’s milder approach to the Assad regime. By moving closer to Rus-
sia Turkey obtained permission to conduct military cross-border operations
against Kurds in Syria, which would not be possible without Russia’s approval
due to latter’s control over the airspace in the country.

Thus, the Kurdish issue and the increasing differences that Turkey has
with its NATO allies is the most significant reason why Turkey has changed
its approach to relations with Moscow, despite Russia’s increased power in
the regions encircling Turkey. Russia has proved to be the strongest power in
Syria, which is the largest source of threats posed to Turkey, and the security
of Turkey is therefore at Moscow’s mercy.
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PRINCIPAL FOREIGN POLICY DIRECTIONS OF THE ITALIAN
REPUBLIC DURING FIRST AND SECOND CABINETS OF GIUSEPPE
CONTE (2018-2020)

The cabinet of Giuseppe Conte acted in time when the dissent between Italy
and the European Union (especially the French-German couple) on key foreign
policy issues reached their peak. Indeed, the problems of illegal migration and
migrants, as well as the fiscal issue, have become a stumbling block in Italian
foreign policy. Moreover, the state of affairs was aggravated by the historical
problem of the political reputation, and partly the reluctance of the European
Union to compromise on the solution of these problems. As a result in the
Italian political environment, just like in society, the opinion spread that Italy
was cynically left alone to face problems that could not be solved by the ef-
forts of one state. This position made Conte’s cabinet, on the one hand, look
for new allies to solve common problems, and on the other hand, strengthen
its reliance on its own forces.

The situation in the EU considered both in perspective and in the light of
the latest events does not suggest any optimism. The EU is still facing a crisis
of trust and legislative one which could undermine the integration process.
Movements and parties openly hostile to the EU and its fundamental princi-
ples are now noticeably stronger and more influential than several years ago.
This instability is especially noticeable in countries such as Italy, which are
most affected by the crisis, and whose economic and financial systems suffer
from constant structural weaknesses.

More serious and decisive issue is the rooting in Italy, as in other member
countries, of sovereign political orientations and formations, which cast doubt
on some fundamental principles of social construction. The difficulty of mak-
ing compromises at the European level of effective solutions to a number of
problems acutely felt by citizens is pushing for nationalist kickbacks and clo-
sures. Recently, protectionist impulses have also surfaced, which are difficult
to reconcile with the interests of the country, which is the second industrial
power on the continent, and which has significantly improved its export op-
portunities in recent years. Therefore, there is a risk that Italy’s position in
Europe will gradually weaken and eventually become unstable due to improper
actions or statements in open conflict with the principles and obligations
adopted within the EU, which will lead the country to a course of clash with
partners and EU institutions.

The lack of a sufficient level of support for Italian initiatives from EU
partners, the direct contradictions with the French-German couple, both on
foreign policy issues and regarding problems within the EU, insufficient
level of EU policy consolidation in relation to the Russian Federation and
China. The situation was also complicated by Italy’s domestic economic prob-
lems.

However, the government managed to achieve progress in most areas. It was
not possible to reach a compromise from the EU in the field of fiscal policy,
the pace of economic development in Italy was lower than expected, however,
they remained positive, and according to forecasts, positive dynamics should
be expected in the future. New programs were launched both within the EU
and in Africa, which made it possible to achieve success in controlling migra-
tion. In addition, these programs have the potential for further development.

The policy of supporting the Serraj regime in Libya did not bring the
expected results, but also did not cause noticeable damage. Reggeni’s inves-
tigation was not completed, but relations between Italy and Egypt showed
considerable dynamism, especially in the energy field. Foreign policy in the
West Balkan direction was successful, Italy managed to achieve its goals, but,
in the future, the achieved successes may be threatened due to the Serbian
factor.

In relations with the Russian Federation, Conte’s cabinet managed to hold
a balance between the need to follow the consolidated policy of the EU and
the rapidly developing own economic interests. Relations with China — from
an economic point of view — deserve a positive assessment however if there
is no question regarding the restriction of Chinese economic expansion then
negative consequences at the EU level should be expected.
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THE RELATIONS BETWEEN USA, CHINA, AND RUSSIA
IN THE XXI CENTURY

Amidst multiple transformations occurring in the post-bipolar world since
the beginning of the XXI century, a significant one — the increasing influ-
ence and presence of China — remained unnoticed by many until the recent
years of Donald Trump’s presidency. The previous administrations, for exam-
ple of George Bush Jr., used the case of China rather as a political tool in ne-
gotiations with their biggest Asian counterpart. Containing China’s ambition
has not been a strategic goal of the USA; the idea of partnership and shaping
stable and prosperous world order was dominant, as the benefits of US-China
economic cooperation were undisputable.

The conspicuous neutrality of China in many conflicts around the globe,
or simply lack of involvement, allowed China to preserve decent political im-
age but made it look politically weaker, for if a state claims or pretends to be
a superpower, it certainly must have interests and involvement everywhere
in the world. Russia, being for the recent six years an economically stagnant
state, managed to engage effectively in most of regional conflicts and crises,
drawing the attention of the USA as a key political and military rival.

In this context, we observe a certain inconsistency in perception of Rus-
sia and China by the USA. The former, unlike the latter, cannot possess an
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existential threat both to the current world order and the USA, as a global po-
litical and economic leader. Neither does Russia possess an ideology of global
order, as well as the potential to implement it.

The only options Russia resorts to, in absence of real economic and politico-
ideological tools, are mostly aimed at disrupting the balance in regions of the
Middle East, Eastern Europe (particularly Ukraine), and Baltic States, along-
side with alleged interference in European and American elections. Provoca-
tions, fakes and hoaxes, the policy of ‘controlled chaos’ and ‘frozen conflicts’
in Ukraine, Georgia, and Transnistria — these are definitely threats which
must be prevented and negated. Still, however successful Russian malevolent
undertakings are, their prospects are always miserable, for the only beneficia-
ries from politico-military enterprises, such as Crimea annexation, Russian
invasion in Syria, etc. are Russian oligarchs and establishment, but not Rus-
sia as an entity. Moreover, the expenses the Russian state suffers eventually
make it economically weaker.

Comparing the aforementioned to China’s extensive presence in South-East
Asia and Africa, its military offensives around Paracel, Spratly, and Senkaku
islands, the unprecedented pace of militarisation, implementation of global
‘Belt and Road’ initiative together with notable economic growth, Russian
assertive moves look more like futile attempts of the oligarchy to gain tem-
porary political scores and solidify their domestic positions, that to achieve
global dominance.

As the rivalry between the USA and China exacerbates and tensions grow,
Russia is no longer regarded by the USA as a primary opponent. Russian fac-
tor still plays an important role in American politics, but it’s being overshad-
owed by China. Even the Democrats, who feared Russian interference more
than Republicans and generally had a solid anti-Russian position, increasingly
focus their attention on China, on the eve of 2020 elections. Both states,
however, possess such power and influence that prevent each side from acting
decisively against each other. Their economies are deeply interwoven, and it’s
unclear who will lose more in unfolding trade war or other possible escalation.
Currently, it is a matter of huge risk for the USA to play the ‘Taiwan card’,
as well as it’s hazardous to China to expand militarily in the region. Economic
sanctions, as well, shall be detrimental for both states. And, importantly, it’s
almost impossible to convince another state to act openly against such actor
as China or USA, which means that finding allies, not just supporters, can
become a matter of difficulty. So this stalemate can be broken by an actor of
similar power — Russia.

Depending on the winner of the 2020 elections in the USA, the American
position on Russia and China will vary. For the USA to defeat China economi-
cally, politically, and ideologically, huge resources are required to allocate. In
this context the USA might seek temporary reconciliation with Russia which
should coincide with the attempts of EU states, like France and Germany, to
return to peaceful and fruitful relations with Russia. At the same time, the
ideas of Russo-Chinese rapprochement become more vivid after 2014, even
though China did not support the annexation of Crimea. An imaginary alli-
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ance between the first and the third biggest states in the world, similar to
the one in the 1950s, would be feared by many. But nowadays the times are
different from the ’50s and it’s fair to denote that Russian interest in this
rapprochement is disputable, due to the evident disproportion between two
states.

The possible fight on two fronts shall exsanguinate the USA, force it to
more compromises, and disable it from achieving key goals in its confronta-
tion with China. We must remember that it was the US who initiated and
aggravated this conflict, so it is a literal political suicide for American elites
to concede, whereas China is able to negotiate both from peaceful and aggres-
sive positions. The necessity to reduce Chinese influence amplified by the
ambitions of American administration might force the USA to undertake a
precarious step of reconciliation towards Russia — to negate a potential rival.
China, in its turn, may utilise anti-Western sentiments to attract Russia, who
is still an international outcast, on its side, offer deeper regional integration
and solid investments, in order to prevent the EU from active involvement
in US-China confrontation and retain the potential of Eurasian integration.
