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COVID-19 INFLUENCE ON THE BALTIC-BLACK SEA REGION: CASES
OF EU’S MEMBERS AND UKRAINE

The aim of the article is to reveal the difference in approaches and possibili-
ties of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea Region (samples of several EU
members and Ukraine) towards the struggle with pandemic. Research based
on both postcolonial studies and biopolitics and it is empirical. The methods
include case studies, Internet-based research, archival research, interviews,
comparative, statistical, graphical methods, and discourse analysis. The fol-
lowing aspects are researched: approaches of the countries to counteract the
pandemic, their cooperation with international organisations, and cooperation
with ’donor’-countries, influence of COVID-19 on socio-economic and security
spheres of BBSR countries. The authors give prognosis how selected countries
of BBSR will overcome the pandemic and develop in the post-pandemic period.
The fight against the pandemic continues, and its economic consequences will
be felt during next years as well. The situation in Ukraine looks worse in the
terms of economic recovery because Ukraine is hit by Russian aggression since

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2014. The effectiveness of the individual response to the pandemic depends
on the level of trust in society and the commitment of political leaders to
learn, collaborate, consult and take principled decisions in times of uncer-
tainty. This commitment to the common good determines the degree of public
trust in leaders and institutions, which, in turn, affects citizens’ willingness
to comply with the restrictions to their daily lives imposed by the lockdown
measures. This explains the difference in the impact of the pandemic within
the EU. Bulgaria differs in these parameters from the Baltic countries and
closer to Ukraine.

Key words: COVID-19, the Baltic-Black Sea Region, mask diplomacy, vaccine
diplomacy.

Introduction

COVID-19 is the 21st century’s Chernobyl moment — not because a dis-
ease outbreak is like a nuclear accident, but because it has shown so clearly
the gravity of the threat to our health and well-being. It has caused a crisis
so deep and wide that presidents, prime ministers and heads of international
and regional bodies must now urgently accept their responsibility to trans-
form the way in which the world prepares for and responds to global health
threats. If not now, then when? We either beat the pandemic worldwide or we
will not beat it at all. The only way out of the crisis is a global immunization
campaign. In less than a year, the world has come together to develop and
secure equitable global access to COVID-19 vaccines. The vaccines available
are a scientific triumph, but they must now be delivered across the globe. At
the time of writing, fewer than one in 100 people in low-income countries had
received a first dose — a graphic demonstration of global inequality. As the
virus spreads, it is also mutating and creating new challenges. The risk of
vaccine nationalism is still looming large. Countries and manufactures must
prioritize global solutions. It is also crucial that all manufacturers continue
to make their vaccines available and affordable to COVAX, so that the global
rollout can continue. Countries that have more vaccines than they need should
share vaccines through COVAX; all relevant stakeholders should take action
to ensure that the world can produce enough vaccines, at a price that even
the poorest countries can afford. «People’s health first» should be the guid-
ing principle, driving all efforts in the fight against the pandemic — both
nationally and globally.

Therefore, in this article the key terms are pandemic, threat, and vaccine
diplomacy. A pandemic is a disease outbreak that spreads across countries
or continents. It affects more people and takes more lives than an epidemic.
The World Health Organization declared COVID-19 to be a pandemic when it
became clear that the illness was severe and that it was spreading quickly over
a wide area. The threat means an external, uncontrolled event that entails a
danger of harm or is perceived as such by countries, sectors of the economy,
the general population or individuals. It is a combination of factors and condi-
tions that can have a negative impact on the individual and society. The new-
est entry to the pandemic lexicon is vaccine diplomacy with some countries
using their jabs to enhance their own power and global status.

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COVID-19 has affected the regional development of the Baltic-Black Sea
Region as well. BBSR represents an extended area, comprising the following
countries: Sweden, Finland, Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania (the Baltic States),
Poland, Belarus, Bulgaria, Georgia, the Republic of Moldova, Romania, the
Russian Federation, Turkey, and Ukraine. In the context of comparing the
experience of Ukraine with the experience of member-states of the EU, the
Baltic States and Bulgaria were chosen, since in terms of economic and social
standards Bulgaria is the closest to Ukraine and the Baltic States are taken
as typical examples for counteracting the pandemic. The scientific interest
of the chosen countries also lies in the differences of approaches to deal with
the pandemic, how effective was and is the external aid from international
organizations.

The aim of the article is to reveal the difference in approaches and possi-
bilities of the BBSR countries towards the struggle with pandemic.

There are several studies dedicated to the influence of the COVID-19 on the
political, economic and social life. Jaroslav Dvorak (2020) pointed out that the
timely introduction of quarantine by the Lithuanian authorities was not suffi-
cient but Ringa Raudla (2021) stated the Baltic States responded quickly to the
COVID-19 pandemic. The expected financial crisis will affect the Baltic States’
EU policies, for example, support for the extension of Union competences in
public health management and other initiatives deepening integration.

And maybe the most important question for this research is the problem
of inequality in vaccine race. In the early days of the pandemic, when drug
makers were just starting to develop vaccines, placing orders for any of them
was a risk. Wealthier countries could mitigate that risk by placing orders for
multiple vaccines and, by doing so, tied up doses that smaller countries may
have otherwise purchased, according to experts. Low-income countries made
their first significant vaccine purchase agreements in January 2021 — eight
months after the United States and the United Kingdom made their first
deals, according to data compiled by UNICEF. The result has been that, as of
March 30, 86 % of shots that have gone into arms worldwide have been ad-
ministered in high- and upper-middle-income countries. Only 0.1 % of doses
have been administered in low-income countries (Rich countries, 2020). The
WHO expects that supply from COVAX will increase, however. According to
the budget released this month, the organization said COVAX was «on track
to hit its target of supplying at least two billion vaccine doses in 2021.» And
1.3 billion of those doses, the budget said, would be donations to lower-income
countries.

But even with that influx, poor countries may end up waiting years before
their populations can be fully vaccinated. That long wait would give the virus

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more time to spread, and potentially give rise to new mutations. The Oxford-
AstraZeneca vaccine has become ubiquitous: At least 94 countries of varying
income levels have administered doses. Its lower price and comparatively easy
storage positioned it as a crucial part of the global vaccination effort, but it
has recently suffered a series of setbacks (Rich countries, 2020). A study of
The Economist found that the Oxford-AstraZeneca vaccine showed relatively
low efficacy in preventing mild and moderate cases of the more contagious
variant. Many low-income countries are dependent on exports from the Se-
rum Institute, including Ukraine. The global race for doses has also affected
which countries get which vaccines. With much of the supply of the Pfizer
and Moderna vaccines already spoken for by wealthier countries, China, In-
dia and Russia have become important suppliers of vaccines to lower-income
countries (Rich countries, 2020). This question will be studying further in the
article too.

The methodology of this article includes case studies, Internet-based re-
search, archival research, interviews, comparative, statistical, graphical
methods, and discourse analysis.

Theoretical basis of research is the provisions set forth in the works of
Ukrainian and foreign scientists devoted to the study of COVID-19 economic
and security effects in the Black Sea Region, in periodicals, and official web-
sites of the IMF, the World Bank and OECD. Mostly they were built on post-
colonial studies or biopolitics. Both theories allow revealing the difference
in approaches and possibilities of EU’s countries and Ukraine towards the
struggle with pandemic

At present, many scientists are devoting their research to studying the
impact of the pandemic on the global economy. They all use different tools
and methods consider different areas of influence but all come to the same
conclusion that the impact is enormous, but mostly negative, unfortunately.
The pandemic has had a greater impact on global economic growth than any-
thing that has been experienced for nearly a century (Maital, Sh. & Barzani
E., 2020). Developed economies are experiencing new recovery but economic
growth in developing countries lagging behind (Maital, Sh. & Barzani E.,
2020). This bucket crisis is being removed from the financial world, and the
virus pandemic is different from all the previous ones that humanity has
encountered. Richard Baldwin and Beatrice Wieder di Mauro in their article
«Economics in the Time of COVID-19» (2020) compare this pandemic and
the economic crisis with the previous ones. This pandemic is different, eco-
nomically speaking. Previous post-war pandemics affected countries that were
much less economically dominant at the time. And these pandemics were much
smaller; the number of COVID-19 cases is already eight or nine times higher
than the number of SARS cases. Because of this, each country is literally a
pioneer in conducting policy in such conditions, so each copes in its own way.
But by studying the experience of other countries, you can form your own spe-
cial policy and avoid all the mistakes made by others (McKibbin W. & Roshen
F., 2020). Countries around the world are trying to stop the spread of the
new coronavirus in 2019 (COVID-19), severely restricting travel and personal
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business. The paper «Global economic footprint of the COVID-19 pandemic»
(2019) analysed the economic footprint of such ’blockades’, uses detailed data
sets of global supply chains and sets of pandemic scenarios. It has been found
that the economic losses associated with COVID depend largely on the number
of countries imposing the blockade, and that the losses are more sensitive to
the duration of the blockade than to the severity — suggesting that stricter
restrictions can reduce economic damage lock duration. The results also high-
light several key vulnerabilities in global supply chains: Even countries not
directly affected by COVID-19 can suffer large losses (eg > 20 % of their
GDP) with such cascading impacts that often occur in countries with low
and middle income. Open and highly specialized economies suffer particularly
high losses (for example, energy exported to Central Asian countries or Ca-
ribbean countries focused on tourism). Weaknesses in supply and declining
consumer demand lead to particularly large losses in globalized sectors such
as electronics (production decreases by 13—-53 %) and cars (2-49 %). The
retrospective analysis means that previous, tougher, and therefore shorter
blockades are likely to minimize overall economic damage and that global sup-
ply chains increase economic losses in some countries and industries (Global
economic footprint, 2019). One of the consequences is a growth of global
unemployment; it reached more than 10 % at the end of 2020, compared to
5.2 % in 2019. In this sense, regardless of its socio-economic situation, each
country must take measures that balance the demand for health security and
the livelihoods of its population. Global poverty increased for the first time
since 1990 (Buheji, M., 2020).

Approaches of the Baltic Black Sea Region Countries to Counteract the
Pandemic

According Sophie Harman, COVID-19 is unique case among world pandem-
ics. «The difference with COVID-19 is that instead of global health security
loosely being about protecting the West from the rest, or the global North
from threats emerging from the global South, COVID-19 turned the nature of
the threat on its head, making it one about protection from the failing inter-
ventions in key western states. The threat lays with internal government re-
sponses to the outbreaks rather than those of external states or institutions»
(Harman, 2021, p. 619). Let’s try to check this conclusion on the material of
the post-communist countries of Baltic Black Sea Region.

The first cases of coronavirus infection in the BBSR were registered al-
most simultaneously in the Baltic countries: at the end of February — in the
first weeks of March 2020. It was to some extent natural, given the close
economic, social and cultural ties between three countries. The Baltic States
showed almost the same dynamics of the development of the coronavirus epi-
demic, starting from the first days of March 2020, which was characterized
by a sharp increase in the number of cases in March and April, a prolonged
plateau stage until September 2020, a slight increase in the number of cases
in September, which continued with a higher rate of infection population in
October 2020.
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Baltic States were one of the first countries in the European Union that
put the restriction measures on free movement from abroad and within the
countries. On May 15, 2020 Foreign Ministers of the Baltic States signed a
memorandum of understanding on the free movement of persons between the
Baltic States (Agreement on free movement, 2020). According to that Agree-
ment starting from May 15, the borders of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania
could be crossed by individuals who displayed no symptoms, held the citizen-
ship of one of these countries, and had a residence permit or right of residence
and those whose permanent place of residence was in one of the Baltic States
according to the population registry. Anyone that didn’t comply with these
rules had to self-isolate for 14 days (Agreement on free movement, 2020).
That step was called ’travel bubble’ (meaning that the citizens of these coun-
tries could move freely among these three countries) and was an important
sign of close cooperation among these countries.

One of the first steps made by the Baltic States was the introduction of
a state of emergency — Lithuania was the first to declare a national-level
emergency on 26" of February, Latvia did it on the 12 of March and Estonia
on the 13" of March. In addition Lithuania also created a COVID-19 response
strategy to contain, over the short term, the risk of the spread of the corona-
virus (COVID-19 response strategy, 2020). These first measures proved to be
effective as a relatively milder pandemic scenario emerged in the Baltic States
in comparison with other countries.

The authorities of the Baltic States developed similar approaches to coun-
teract the pandemic. The Government of Estonia approved the Strategy for
overcoming the pandemic crisis in April 2020. The strategy is divided into
three stages. The first stage was the escalation of epidemics. The second
stage is stabilization, when it is possible to gradually abandon the imposed
restrictions. Judging by the indicators, Estonia is currently at this stage. The
third stage is a return to normal life to maintain readiness for a new out-
break. Estonia also launched a 2-billion-euro support programme. Within the
programme the state funds were supposed to be used to support businesses
through KredEx and the Rural Development Foundation. The package also in-
cluded support for the Estonian Unemployment Insurance Fund’s labour mar-
ket support (To6tukassa), sickness and tax benefits. It allowed tax debt to be
postponed for 18 months, a temporary suspension of the second pillar pension
contributions, as well as partial compensation for the direct costs of cancelled
events (Estonia, 2020). The Latvia’s government also announced coverage of
75 % of the costs of outbreak-induced sick leaves or workers’ downtime, or
up to 700 Euros per month (Latvian government, 2020). There was also sup-
port for ’employee downtime’ whereby the government made monthly pay-
ments of 75 % of their salaries. Lithuania submitted a plan to allocate 10 %
the country’s GDP (about 5 billion Euros) for the implementation of the re-
sponse measures (Law on the Management, 2020). From those, 500 million
Euros has been allocated to the health sector and included the purchasing of
PPE, reagents, medical and other equipment; additional funds for health care,
including staff salary supplements; supplementary social security coverage
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for COVID-19 health care workers; additional funding for public authorities
involved in emergency management, including staff salary supplements and
faster and simpler public procurement necessary to protect public health in
an emergency.

Bulgaria and Ukraine were covered by the pandemic a little later. Bulgaria
began vaccination against COVID-19 on December 27, 2020. The following
vaccines have been approved in Bulgaria: Johnson & Johnson, Moderna, Ox-
ford/AstraZeneca, and Pfizer/BioNTech. Prime Minister Boyko Borisov an-
nounced that vaccination against coronavirus with AstraZeneca in Bulgaria
has been suspended until the European Medicines Agency (EMA) provides
written information on its safety. Earlier, several EU countries suspended
or reduced vaccination campaigns due to several cases of thromboembolism
in vaccinated people. Bulgaria became the seventh country to restrict the
use of AstraZeneca following reports of blood clots in people who have been
vaccinated (Boyko Borisov, 2020). Among EU’s countries Bulgarians stay ex-
tremely sceptical about vaccination. They do not believe in a pandemic. One
of the reasons for the low level of vaccination is that Bulgaria has invested
in AstraZeneca injections and neglected the more expensive Pfizer/BioNTech
and Moderna vaccines. Another reason is that ’anti-vacciners’ are very influ-
ential in Bulgaria. According to Trend polls, 43 % of Bulgarians do not want
to be vaccinated (Coronavirus vaccinations, 2021). Meanwhile till June 17,
2021, there were 420,749 cases of coronavirus, with 17,957 deaths (Bulgaria,
2021). Till May 2021 only 5.6 % of the population were fully vaccinated. The
country ranks last in the EU in the percentage of immunized citizens, with
only 9 % of Bulgarians receiving at least one dose of EU-approved vaccines
(Coronavirus vaccination statistics, 2021).

Ukraine faces challenges common to most European countries of balanc-
ing the need to ease unprecedented economic and social pressure caused by
COVID-19 lockdown measures with avoiding widespread virus transmission
that inevitably causes massive influxes of intensive care patients which can
lead to a collapse of the health system. Since the beginning of the registration
of COVID-19 cases in Ukraine, as of December 2020 (at the same time as Bul-
garia), 821,947 confirmed cases of COVID-19 have been registered up to May
14, 2021 (the incidence rate was 2,158.2 per 100,000 populations). During
the entire follow-up period, 13,733 deaths were registered among people with
a confirmed diagnosis of COVID-19 (mortality was 1.7 %). Among the dead,
the majority were men — 7,309 people; 53.2 % of the total number of deaths.
A sharp increase in the number of registered cases was observed from August
to September 2020. The number of reported cases of COVID-19 continues to
grow. Among the 11,208 deaths that had a history of diseases, the vast major-
ity (9,754; 87 %) had cardiovascular disease, and 2,365 people (21.1 %) had
been diagnosed with diabetes. Half of the deaths (51.8 %) with concomitant
pathology had a combination of diseases (cardiovascular disease and diabetes,
immunodeficiency or obesity, etc.). In general, mainly people who died aged 50
years and older had concomitant diseases (10,571 people), which was 94.3 %
of the total number of such deaths (Interview with Anastasia Bakanova, 2021).
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Official point of view said the reaction of political elites were absolutely
adequate. The challenges associated with overcoming the effects of the pan-
demic are reflected in the National Security Strategy (2020), namely in the
current and projected threats to national security and national interests of
Ukraine, taking into account foreign policy and domestic conditions (para-
graph 11, 12, 29, part II). The Government of Ukraine adopted a supplemen-
tary budget and created funds dedicated to offsetting the consequences of the
pandemic and managing the health emergency. It also adopted tax measures
and, through the National Bank of Ukraine (NBU), monetary and macro-
financial policies that support maintaining the liquidity of the Ukrainian
economy. Coordination of process of introduction of the COVID-19 vaccine
and conducting of a vaccination campaign is carried out by the Emergency
Operations Centre of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine on COVID-19 re-
sponse of spread infectious diseases that can be prevented by vaccination
(Order of the Ministry, 2016).

But from the other hand the challenges of countering the coronavirus
crisis have called into question the ability of Ukrainian institutions to pro-
vide timely assistance to their citizens (Ukrainian Prism, 2021, p. 310). The
preparation of the COVID-19 vaccination campaign has begun only in Sep-
tember 2020. Later for developing of the practical recommendations for the
preparation of a vaccination campaign against COVID-19 in Ukraine on base
of the Public Health Centre of the MHU the Working group of experts which
consists of national experts and representatives of the Bureau of the World
Health Organization in Ukraine, UNICEF, Centres for Disease Control and
Prevention of the USA was established. The staff members of the National
Technical Panel on immunoprophylaxis (NTPI) have been involved into work.
Consequently, of cooperative efforts of NTPI and experts the recommenda-
tions about priority groups who should be vaccinated in Ukraine are devel-
oped. Also, within the framework of accessing of COVID-19 vaccines for the
population of Ukraine, the text of the application for free vaccines through
the mechanism Gavi COVAX AMC, in expectation of covering 20 % of the
population of Ukraine, was approved by the decision of the Emergency Opera-
tions Centre of the MHU on COVID-19 response of spread infectious diseases
that can be prevented by vaccination (Interview with Anastasia Bakanova,
2021).

Inter-institutional cooperation in the context of overcoming coronavirus
challenges can be described as ’wave’ given the presence of both peaks of
interaction and the chaos of the process of such interaction. It took place
in conditions of insufficient coordination between those who urgently closed
the borders (for example, the State Border Guard Service) and those who had
to organize evacuations and help Ukrainian citizens who remained abroad
(MFA). Later, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Infrastruc-
ture, the Migration Service, the MHU, and the State Aviation Service were
involved. Unfortunately, the inconsistency of actions and the relatively short
period of time allotted for returning to the country, the cancellation of flights
and the lack of the proposed alternative were evidence of the lack of inter-
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institutional cooperation. The model for road and pedestrian crossings was
gradually worked out by the Ministry of Internal Affairs together with the
MHU. An unresolved issue is ensuring the rights of Ukrainian seasonal work-
ers to travel to the countries they invited to work.

The activities of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs ensured a process of
evacuation of Ukrainians and citizens of some other countries from abroad
during the first half of the year (for example, Lithuanian citizens from India
or foreign citizens from China). Ukrainian special flights were organized.
Active work was carried out to ensure the passage to European countries
(organization of special corridors) and to ensure the work of border crossings
with neighbouring countries. The MFA actively participated in the effective
use of ’digital diplomacy’ tools. For example, the first ’virtual’ visit of Min-
ister D. Kuleba to Germany was organized. There were digitized services that
our citizens began to receive, including an electronic consular queue. The
launch of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the ’Protection’ program and the
intensification of the use of the ’Friend’ application had a positive effect on
helping Ukrainians abroad. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs created an online
map of world travels during COVID-19. So, despite the chaotic actions in the
initial stage, Ukrainian institutions were able to expand the range of online
services as well as to answer on other pandemic challenges.

Role of Cooperation with International Organizations during the Struggle
with COVID-19

The hypothesis about the significant role of international organizations
can be tested on the example of Ukraine, because common sense dictates that
of all the selected cases, it is the weakest in economic terms and the least able
to cope with any disasters alone.

The MHU’s negotiations with international financial organizations played
a large role in preventing the worst-case scenario in Ukraine. Negotiations
were held with the European Investment Bank on a loan for the purchase
of vaccines for 50 million euros and 25 million euros for vaccines from the
World Bank. Liquidity is also supported with a number of large loans from
the International Monetary Fund (IMF), World Bank and the European Bank
for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), which will help the country
wade the pandemic and continue its reform process (Interview with Anastasia
Bakanova, 2021).

In March 2020, Ukraine and the United Nations Office for the Coordi-
nation of Humanitarian Affairs developed an Emergency Response Plan to
address the coronavirus pandemic COVID-19, which included an analysis of
the humanitarian crisis in Ukraine caused by the coronavirus pandemic and
helped coordinate donor assistance to Ukraine (Ukrainian Prism, 2021, p.
310). Health and economic shocks are closely intertwined. The sooner coun-
tries can control the spread of the pandemic the more limited the consequenc-
es of the health and economic shocks. Conversely, if an economic shock grows
larger, the adverse health and social effects will be greater. Similarly, if an
economic shock is not addressed, it may further undermine peoples’ health.
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This equation is the backbone of United Nations and partner discussions on
supporting Ukraine in economic response and recovery.

The United Nations Country Team suggests pursuing, on the one hand,
a multi-pronged strategy involving gender-responsive employment retention
schemes, and on the other hand, local job creation through support packages
for MSMEs that are also able to create jobs in the green economy, especially
for vulnerable women and youth. These measures need to be accompanied by
infrastructure investments for the economy to benefit of the advantages of
digitalization fully. Similarly, agriculture needs infrastructure investments
along food value chains, with an emphasis on storage and processing. The
UNCT supported Ukraine in offsetting these consequences, especially in the
Eastern Conflict Area, where they are more pervasive, and expanded outreach
and coverage of assistance. It also provided the opportunity for vulnerable
groups to voice their concerns and participates in the response. The UNCT
supported the country with the establishment of a Joint SDG Fund to sup-
port national and regional strategic planning and financing for a COVID-19
response. The UNCT provides technical guidance and support in the health
sector and build capacities for public private partnerships (PPPs) (Harman,
2020, p. 174).

In collaboration with the PAHO Revolving Fund, UNICEF is leading ef-
forts to procure and supply doses of COVID-19 vaccines for COVAX. In ad-
dition, UNICEF, Gavi and WHO are working with governments around the
clock to ensure that countries are ready to receive the vaccines, with appro-
priate cold chain equipment in place and health workers trained to dispense
them. UNICETF is also playing a lead role in efforts to foster trust in vaccines,
delivering vaccine confidence communications and tracking and addressing
misinformation around the world (172 countries, 2020).

The COVID-19 pandemic has clearly demonstrated the importance of the
work of the World Health Organisation and the imperative for international
collaboration in facing global health challenges. It is universally accepted that
mass vaccination is the main weapon in the arsenal to stem the spread of CO-
VID-19. This can only be successful when the vaccine is universally available.
What we now witness is that some countries have access to large quantities of
vaccines whilst others continue to suffer very high infection rates and mor-
tality due to a lack of vaccines. This inequity has consequences beyond the
obvious healthcare problems and has far reaching detrimental impacts on the
economic and social structure of many countries. Ukraine continues to sup-
port the WHO in its efforts to secure vaccines for all countries, supports the
WHO call for waiving of intellectual property rights for vaccines and reiter-
ates the call made last November for equitable distribution.

Ukraine has special task — to express concerns about the delivery of health-
care to those affected by the Russian aggression against Ukraine including 3
million citizens living in close proximity to the conflict area and 1.4 million
displaced as a consequence. Apart from the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic,
this on-going aggression continues to impact on the physical and psychological
health of a large part of our population. «We are equally concerned about the
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access to quality healthcare for our citizens living in the temporarily occupied
Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, certain areas of
Donetsk and Luhansk regions, especially against the backdrop of the COVID-19
pandemic», underlined M. Stepanov (Interview with the Minister, 2021).

November 5, 2020, Ukraine signed a Biennial Collaborative Agreement
with the Regional office for Europe of the WHO. This comprehensive agree-
ment facilitates joint cooperation on a broad spectrum of healthcare reform
initiatives in support of the Government’s commitment to provide access to
a high quality, well-funded, staffed and administered healthcare system for
every citizen. This Collaboration Agreement provides a clear roadmap for co-
operation. Equally, the funding provided for in the Agreement, in excess of 6
million dollars, constitutes a major contribution to combined regional efforts
(Europe and Ukrainian Government, 2020).

So, the MHU developed a strategy and established a testing algorithm in
partnership with other partners such as the WHO, The Centres for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC), and UNICEF. In collaboration with the WHO,
it also started monitoring laboratory capacity and collecting information for
resource planning. Given increasing testing needs, the WHO is continuing to
support the delivery of laboratory equipment, reagents and consumables to 25
laboratories in the Oblast Laboratory Centres (OLCs), the Public Health Cen-
tre and the Expert Centre at the National Medical Academy of Post-Graduate
Education.

The WHO has multiple roles within COVAX. It provides normative guid-
ance on vaccine policy, regulation, safety, R&D, allocation, and delivery. Its
Strategic Advisory Group of Experts (SAGE) on Immunization develops evi-
dence-based immunization recommendations. Its Emergency Use Listing (EUL)
ensures harmonized review across member states. It provides global coordina-
tion and member state support on vaccine safety monitoring. It developed the
target product profiles for COVID-19 vaccines and provides R&D technical
coordination. WHO leads, together with UNICEF, the Country Readiness and
Delivery workstream which provides support to countries as they prepare to
receive and administer vaccines. Along with Gavi and numerous other part-
ners working at the global, regional, and country-level, the CRD workstream
provides tools, guidance, monitoring, and on the ground technical assistance
for the planning and roll-out of the vaccines. Along with COVAX partners,
WHO has developed a compensation scheme as part of the time-limited indem-
nification and liability commitments (COVAX reaches, 2021).

However, whereas the WHO and other health agencies have called for eq-
uitable distribution of vaccines, it is clear that those countries that possess
the economic and political might have essentially closed the door to the rest
of the world. In these countries they are already vaccinating even the young-
est in their populations whilst others do not have enough to vaccinate their
most vulnerable citizens and healthcare workers. As M. Stepanov sum up, «In
the case of Ukraine we initially had to rely on an allotment of vaccine from
COVAX because we were unable to purchase on the commercial market» (In-
terview with the Minister, 2021).
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The Access to COVID-19 Tools ACT-Accelerator, is a ground-breaking glob-
al collaboration to accelerate the development, production, and equitable ac-
cess to COVID-19 tests, treatments, and vaccines. It was set up in response to
a call from G20 leaders in March 2020 and launched by the WHO, European
Commission, France and The Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation in April 2020
(172 countries, 2020). The ACT-Accelerator is not a decision-making body or a
new organization, but works to speed up collaborative efforts among existing
organizations to end the pandemic. It is a framework for collaboration that
has been designed to bring key players around the table with the goal of end-
ing the pandemic as quickly as possible through the accelerated development,
equitable allocation, and scaled up delivery of tests, treatments and vaccines.
It draws on the experience of leading global health organizations which are
tackling the world’s toughest health challenges, and who, by working to-
gether, are able to unlock new results against COVID-19. Its members share a
commitment to ensure all people have access to all the tools needed to defeat
COVID-19 and to work with unprecedented levels of partnership to achieve it.
The ACT-Accelerator has four areas of work: diagnostics, therapeutics, vac-
cines and the health system connector. More than one hundred economies have
received life-saving COVID-19 vaccines from 24 February 2021.

COVAX has now delivered more than 38 million doses across six conti-
nents, supplied by three manufacturers, AstraZeneca, Pfizer-BioNTech and
the Serum Institute of India (SII). Of the over 100 economies reached, 61
are among the 92 lower-income economies receiving vaccines funded through
the Gavi COVAX Advance Market Commitment (AMC). COVAX, the vaccines
pillar of the Access to COVID-19 Tools (ACT) Accelerator, is co-led by the
Coalition for Epidemic Preparedness Innovations (CEPI), Gavi, the Vaccine
Alliance, and the World Health Organization. They are working in partner-
ship with developed and developing country vaccine manufacturers. It is the
only global initiative that is working with governments and manufacturers to
ensure COVID-19 vaccines are available worldwide to both higher-income and
lower-income countries (COVAX reaches, 2021). Despite reduced supply avail-
ability in March 2021 COVAX delivered doses to all participants that have
requested vaccines in the first half of the year.

Even at first glance, the situation with the EU member states looks differ-
ent then with Ukraine. For them cooperation with the UN, WHO, and other
international organizations did not play such essential and inevitable role
(«we do not choose, we take what they give»), since they themselves are an
integral part of an international organization. Thus, all their actions first of
all were coordinated and subject to the decisions of the European Commission.

For example, within the framework of the European Commission, a tem-
porary structure was created to support member states in the context of the
coronavirus. It developed five types of support on the basis of which countries
could request funding.

1. Direct grants, selective tax incentives and advance payments: Member
States could develop schemes to provide any company with up to € 800,000 to
meet its urgent liquidity needs.
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2. Government guaranteed bank loans: Member states had to provide gov-
ernment guarantees so that banks could continue to give loans to the clients.
Government guarantees could cover loans to help businesses meet current
working capital and investment needs.

3. Government loans to companies: Member States were able to provide
loans to companies at favourable interest rates. These loans could help busi-
nesses meet current working capital and investment needs.

4. Bank support measures that channel state aid into the real economy: some
member states planned to use the existing lending opportunities of banks, as
well as subsidize small and medium-sized companies. Such assistance was seen
as direct support to the clients of the banks, not the banks themselves.

5. Short-term insurance of external loans. It helped to make government
insurance for short-term external loans more affordable.

According to the European Commission’s proposal, the money could be di-
rected to priority areas, including: 1) ensuring the functioning of the health
care system of the member states, including the purchase of protective equip-
ment, tests and equipment, solutions for e-health, etc.; 2) maintaining corpo-
rate liquidity and addressing short-term insolvency, especially in the worst-
hit sectors of the economy; 3) various measures to protect the incomes and
jobs of the population.

On March 19, 2020, the European Commission approved two schemes to
support the Estonian economy. The country was provided with 1.75 billion
euros, directed to loans to enterprises on favourable terms, as well as the
provision of government guarantees against the loans. Estonia distributed
these funds for two funds. The first fund was open to support all compa-
nies except agricultural, tobacco and those dealing with genetic modifica-
tion. The second fund administered the financing of rural areas in Estonia
throughout the country. In addition to these finances, Estonia could ad-
ditionally receive about 300 million euros from the European Union to
fight the coronavirus. These resources appeared as a result of the release
of liquidity from unused funds of the structural funds and the EU bud-
get. Under normal circumstances, these resources would have been accumu-
lated by the Commission, but in extreme circumstances, they are allocated
to Estonia to finance measures related to the fight against coronavirus.
Moreover, the European Commission temporarily allowed this amount to be
considered as national co-financing, and not as exclusively EU funds. That
was technically in favour of Estonia, which in the next multi-year budget
for 2021-2027 will have to face a significant increase in the share of co-
financing — the amount that the country has to invest in projects funded
by the EU (Estonia to get €295, 2020). Similar measures have been taken in
Latvia and Lithuania.

The coronavirus has become a new factor in the financing of public spend-
ing, since it required large-scale support from both business and citizens at
the same time. It was also a test of the financial solidarity systems of the
Member States of the EU. The EU passed this test successfully despite the
scepticism at the beginning of the pandemic.
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Influece of COVID-19 on Diplomacy, Economics, and Security

China’s anti-coronavirus package has reached many EU member states.
For the European Commission, China’s kind gestures are just a way to thank
those EU countries that provided significant assistance to China when it was
at the epicentre of the coronavirus crisis. With regard to mask diplomacy,
by supplying medicines to European countries, China seeks to enhance its im-
age as a responsible world leader, which some European countries are willing
to accept. Beijing often used the supply of masks for geopolitical gain, and
at the beginning of the crisis it used the struggle of Europeans for medical
goods. The Europeans lacked such goods in part because they exported a huge
amount of protective equipment to China a few weeks ago, and yet China tried
to create a narrative of how it came to the rescue.

Critics suggest that Chinese «mask diplomacy» aims to build rapproche-
ment with Europe at a time when cooperation between Brussels and Wash-
ington has been poor. Bulgarian Prime Minister Boyko Borisov spoke with
his Chinese counterpart Li Keqiang at the start of the pandemic. Beijing
has expressed readiness to make a large donation of masks, glasses, gloves
and other sanitary materials. Bulgaria already received a consignment from
China which includes 12,000 disposable masks and 2,000 special masks.
«China is once again proving the high level of its friendly and diplomatic re-
lations with Bulgaria,» Borisov told the Chinese Prime Minister (How effec-
tive, 2020). However, in Bulgaria the main conclusion is: «We will produce
it locally». The country has a large textile industry and local production of
masks and protective suits for medical staff. In addition, Borisov ordered
the resumption of production of the famous drug Analgin-quinine, very
popular during communism, which Bulgaria stopped producing in 2012 due
to EU restrictions. He also criticized the EU for its lack of solidarity in con-
nection with CORONA-virus crisis and said he ordered his ministers to study
the Russian experience in fighting the pandemic (How effective, 2020).

Vaccine diplomacy is the next stage of mask diplomacy. At the moment,
the media is paying more attention to the problem of inequality in the distri-
bution of vaccines between different countries and how this process affects
the pandemic. They write that modern diplomacy is lacking the financial
resources and political power to impose obligations on vaccine manufactur-
ers, loses the race. This is particularly true in Africa and Latin America, but
European periphery is not in the good condition too.

On the world stage, a number of major players in the field of vaccines are
China, Russia, USA, and India. Russia has aggressively promoted its vaccine
in EU countries. Polish Prime Minister openly declared that «in the case of
Russia, we can talk about the so-called vaccine diplomacy. By supplying the
vaccine against COVID-19, which is in short supply in the world, Moscow is
using it to achieve certain political goals». As the main such «goal», the of-
ficial called «to prove that the Russian vaccine is better than Western, and
thus increase its geopolitical influence» (Kowalski, 2021, p. 11).

At the same time in Bulgaria the Health Care Committee of the Parliament
supported the proposal of the Bulgarian Socialist Party to start negotiations
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on the purchase of Sputnik V, arguing that the government’s failure to vac-
cinate citizens today should be compensated by the Russian vaccine. The BSP
has consistently supported Russia. Although the party says it does not oppose
the country’s EU and NATO membership in the European Parliament the Bul-
garian Socialists do not support resolutions criticizing Russia.

But the Minister of Health of Bulgaria Kostadin Angelov stated that there
are enough vaccines against COVID-19 in the country, and stressed that ac-
cording to Bulgarian law, vaccines should be authorized by the European Med-
icines Agency (EMA). Angelov told lawmakers that the Bulgarian Medicines
Agency (BDA) would not be able to assess the safety and effectiveness of the
Russian vaccine if it was released in Bulgaria before a European permit. Chief
State Health Inspector Angel Kunchev said that the Russian vaccine was be-
ing used successfully in Serbia, but recalled that its purchase in Slovakia had
led to a government crisis (How effective, 2020).

While the coronavirus has significantly changed the context of health sov-
ereignty, it has not affected all Member States equally. These differences re-
flect both differences in the impact of the virus and differences in health sys-
tems and different approaches to containment in Member States. This issue is
now a much higher priority across Europe, and many countries are considering
measures that would not have been a priority before. But there are significant
differences of opinion among individual EU Member States on how they should
respond to the geopolitical competition for health security, what support they
expect from their European partners and how they can best create a multilat-
eral environment for protection of sovereignty of European health care.

According to the total number of vaccinations in 14 countries of South-
Eastern Europe, there are four groups. Hungary and Serbia which have vac-
cinated more than 30 % of the population have become clear leaders. This is
followed by six EU member states which have vaccinated between 15 % and
25 % of citizens (Bulgaria, Cyprus, Croatia, Greece, Romania, and Slovenia).
In the third group, between 5 % and 10 % of those vaccinated, there are only
Albania (10.57 %) and Montenegro (7.85 %). Finally, Bosnia, Kosovo, North-
ern Macedonia and Moldova are well below the 5 % threshold (Coronavirus,
2021). These countries as well as Ukraine relied almost entirely on EU assis-
tance in getting enough injections, but Brussels let them down.

These data point to the apparent failure of EU vaccination diplomacy. The
EU missed an opportunity to demonstrate influence over its BBSR neighbours
and strengthen its image as a «civic institution of power.» Often diplomacy
in this part of Europe is zero-sum game where political influence is the main
prize. The EU’s lost opportunity was a great for Russia to score a few points
in the region.

The economic consequences of the pandemic for all the countries in the
Baltic Sea region led to the so-called coronavirus recession, which became a re-
ality after the stock market crash in March 2020. The economies of the three
Baltic States have also been significantly affected by the pandemic. Small in
volume and open in nature, with a relatively large transport sector, they were
vulnerable to a sharp drop in external demand.
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The closure of borders and restrictions on freedom of movement led to sig-
nificant economic consequences. The tourism and transport industries were
among the first to be hit by the pandemic. For example, regional air carriers,
primarily the Latvian AirBaltic, were forced to completely stop all flights
from March 17 to mid-April 2020, and then significantly reduced the number
of flights arom April to May, 580 flights were cancelled (AirBaltic, 2020;
Kaminski-Morrow, 2020). As a result, the company was forced to reduce the
number of employees by at least 250 people.

Domestic containment measures have affected household consumption as
well as industrial production and the rapidly growing tourism industry sector.
The economies of the Baltic States fell by 8 % by the end of 2020 despite a
fairly rapid easing of restrictive measures, as well as the introduction of fis-
cal stimuli, support of economic activity, which meant to reduce the decline in
GDP comparing to other EU member states (Baltic Sovereigns, 2020).

In Bulgaria prior to the pandemic a series of structural reforms, the ex-
tremely successful integration of Bulgarian manufacturing firms into global
production chains, and sound macroeconomic governance led to a five-year
GDP growth rate above 3 % (World Bank, 2019). So, before the COVID-19
Bulgarian economy was doing well. But in 2020, GDP growth was only 2.2 %,
which is twice less than in 2015. The maximum growth for the period under
review was observed in 2015 and was equal to 4 %. Traditionally an agri-
cultural country, Bulgaria is now significantly industrialized. In fact, the
agricultural sector accounts for only 3.2 % of GDP and employs 6.3 % of the
workforce (World Bank, 2020). The main crops are sunflower, tobacco and
wheat. About 46 % of the country’s territory is considered agricultural land.

As a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Bulgarian government has im-
plemented three special financing programs for agricultural enterprises that
have encountered difficulties in optimizing their agricultural activities. In-
dustry accounts for 21.6 % of GDP and 30.1 % of the labour force employed
in the industrial sector. Industry continues to rely heavily on manufacturing
subsectors (metallurgy, chemicals, engineering), which are estimated to ac-
count for 14 % of GDP (World Bank, 2020). The negative consequences of
the COVID-19 pandemic are significant and affect all sectors of the Bulgarian
economy, which has the greatest impact on the tourism sector. Exports of
goods declined by 9 % in 2020; in 2021 it restores pre-crisis level. The same
trend was observed in a large part of the manufacturing industry, especially
in export-oriented enterprises. Exports of services declined between 25 % and
30 %, mainly due to a decrease in revenues from international tourism by
more than 60 % . In 2021, the scenario envisages a partial resumption of tour-
ism. Revenues are expected to remain 20-25 % lower than in pre-crisis 2019
(World Bank, 2020). Bulgaria is one of the European countries experiencing
sharp jumps in inflation. After 2016, when inflation was negative, many fac-
tors contributed to the rise in further inflation. These include regulated com-
modity prices, fixed exchange rates and an increase in the share of domestic
value-added goods abroad. Annual inflation fell to 1.2 % in 2020 due to the
COVID-19 outbreak and a further drop in oil prices (World Bank, 2020). By
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2019, the unemployment rate had returned to normal and was already 4.2 %.
The unemployment rate was estimated at 5.6 % in 2020, strongly influenced
by negative economic impact of the COVID-19 pandemic (World Bank, 2020).
Bulgaria’s budget deficit in 2019 amounted to 2.1 % of GDP. The government
budget in 2020 recorded a deficit of 1.4 % of GDP, is expected to decline to
0.7 % in 2021 and 0.1 % in 2022 due to increased health care spending due
to pandemic. As in every member state of the European Union, Bulgaria’s
national budget system performs its own functions, and the state budget
complements the EU budget. The peculiarity of the interaction between the
Union budget and Bulgarian budget is the practice of the predominance of
financial income with the EU over payments from Bulgaria, stored on budget-
ary period 2014—-2020. In addition, 25 September 2020, the European Council
approved 511 million Euro of financial support (scheme SURE), which covers
the increased cost of unemployment due to the pandemic.

The response to the COVID-19 pandemic triggered an unprecedented eco-
nomic crisis in Ukraine as lockdown measures involved temporary closure of
most businesses, particularly in the service sector, almost halting economic
activity altogether except for the key sectors such as transport, food produc-
tion and sale, agriculture, and pharmaceutical production and sale. The dev-
astating disruption of global supply chains resulted in a sharp drop of busi-
ness sales, household incomes and jobs. In agriculture, the most affected food
supply chains are fruits and vegetables, milk and dairy, which experienced
problems in transportation and storage, and retail. They also have difficulty
in obtaining imported inputs (Sykov, 2020). Projections for Ukrainian GDP
growth changed from +3 % in January to -6 % in July 2020, taking in con-
sideration the temporary closure of domestic sectors, with the manufacturing,
retail trade and transportation sectors hit particularly hard, and a strong con-
traction of domestic demand, exports and remittances. In case strict lockdown
measures are prolonged or re-instated to mitigate a second wave of infections,
assessments indicate greater long-term damage to economic fundamentals
with a possible reduction of GDP by -11.2 % and of investment leading this
decline. Forecasts point to a very weak external environment, supply-side
disruptions, and a major slump in domestic demand (Assessment of the socio-
economic, 2020).

This pandemic is unprecedented, as evidenced by economic studies that
have compared it to the past. The crisis caused by it has a different effect on
the world economy, the most affected are those countries that should not. Re-
ducing of all macroeconomic indicators are literally everywhere, all countries
impose strict quarantine, but it was determined that the role played by dura-
tion rather than rigidity (positive experience of EU countries vs. negative
Ukrainian). During the crisis, the economy is unable to stabilize and show a
rapid return to normal on its own. The right reaction of national authorities
in Baltic States and Bulgaria was the factor that contributed to the return of
the economy to normal in 2021. Foreign exchange reserves will lose weight,
because they are needed to invest in a crisis policy to stabilize the economy.
But we should not forget that by starting the engine of the economy, invest-
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ing countries and organizations will be able to return the money through the
production of their own products.

Prognosis and Conclusion

The COVID-19 pandemic represents a new type of threat, the various
groups of the consequences of which have yet to be assessed. The protracted
nature of the pandemic will certainly lead to deepen the identified groups of
consequences and the emergence of new approaches to the communication of
this threat as an actual news feed.

Forecasts for the world economy are not optimistic. The three most signifi-
cant recessions were the World War I, the Great Depression and the World
War II; the scale of the predictions of the global economic downturn during
the pandemic is comparable to the Great Depression of 1929-1930.

The authors of the research «The Extent of COVID-19 Pandemic Socio-Eco-
nomic Impact on Global Poverty» (2020) argue that one of the consequences
of this global economic depression will be an increase in price pressure which
will resume in mid-2022 (Buheji, 2020). COVID poses a real threat to the UN
Sustainable Development Goals for Poverty Reduction by 2030. By calculating
per capita reductions in household income or consumption, the team identified
three scenarios: low, medium, and high global declines of 5, 10, and 20 %
for the three international poverty lines: $ 1.90, 3.20, and 5.50 per day. It is
estimated that 1.4 billion people are in extreme poverty in developing coun-
tries. In some regions, the adverse effects of the COVID-19 pandemic could
return poverty levels similar to those recorded 30 years ago. In the worst-case
scenario of a 20 % reduction in income or consumption, the number of people
living in poverty could increase by 420-580 million, compared to the latest
official data for 2018 (Buheji, 2020).

From the first days of the pandemic, quarantine restrictions and closed
borders were imposed in most countries of the world, and air services were
suspended. Each country was left alone with the crisis, which unfortunately
demonstrated the weakness and vulnerability of international agencies and
institutions.

The pandemic temporarily destroyed freedom of movement within the
Schengen area, helped to undermine solidarity against the background of
growing national autonomy. The search for a mechanism to overcome the
crisis in the world that survived COVID-19 remains a critical issue for the
EU. Video conferencing and online talks have yielded no results other than
the understanding that the EU will not follow the path of the ’corona-
bonds’. Therefore, the poor EU countries will suffer the most, while the rich
countries will be forced to focus on overcoming the consequences at home.
Some countries are calling for a new Marshall Plan for Europe, appealing
to the United States that they themselves are suffering from the epidemic.
US involvement in European affairs is critical to solidarity within the Euro-
Atlantic Alliance — its absence could affect the willingness of European
members to fulfil their responsibilities. Due to the economic crisis, plans to
achieve 2 % of GDP expenditures on defence for a number of key European
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NATO member states will be finally destroyed. Due to the pandemic, mili-
tary coordination is weakened — the Alliance’s military exercises, including
Defender Europe, are reduced in scale or abolished altogether (Kravchenko,
2020).

A major test of European solidarity was the violation, as a result of
quarantine measures, of the normal conditions for the functioning of the
four European freedoms: freedom of movement of goods, capital, labour
and services, which is the foundation of the Common Market. Most of the
quarantine measures are implemented by national authorities which gives
grounds to talk about the ’renationalization’ of European policy. As a re-
sult, a significant threat to European unity could be the strengthening of
European sceptics of the far-right and far-left, especially in the countries
of ’new’ Europe.

Medical diplomacy (purchase of equipment and medical supplies) is ex-
tremely relevant today. And in the case of the EU, it is about promoting bet-
ter internal coordination and international cooperation, through which they
can seek a coronavirus vaccine and fight the effects of the crisis. Stories of
interaction between EU member states (both old and new Europe) are actively
promoted through diplomatic channels. In fact, countries are creating a new
national image, which will be an important asset when the coronavirus passes.
Another thing is how much this is noticed by ordinary citizens: they seem to
be somewhat inclined to overestimate Chinese aid (according to a recent SWG
poll, 52 % of citizens consider China to be Italy’s best friend).

The need for a quick response and resolution of the crisis on its own pro-
voked the beginning of changes primarily within states. B. Tertrais considers
the tendency of strengthening sovereignty to be one of the most important
consequences of the pandemic and the most logical solution for overcoming
the crisis with the least losses. In support of his opinion, the scientist cites
examples of the crises of 2000 and 2010, arguing that it is during critical
circumstances that national societies are most inclined to demand from the
government and the government greater protection from external threats to
public security, in a broad sense from terrorism, wars and epidemics. These
requirements will be met by strengthening the role of the state in the field of
health and safety through economic intervention (Tertrais, 2020).

A similar opinion is shared in «7 early lessons from the corresponding
coronavirus» by I. Krastev. He argues that the crisis with COVID-19 lead to
the establishment of powerful states, influential ’big government’, whose ef-
fectiveness will be evaluated for its ability to rescue the economy during the
crisis and protect the citizens from the epidemic. The second important les-
son is that the coronavirus demonstrates the so-called *mysticism of borders’,
which will serve to strengthen the role of nation-states. Krastev demonstrates
is an example of states of the European Union. With the closure of borders
at the start of the pandemic in the spring 2020, every government in Europe
had to focus only on its own people to ensure the safety of its own citizens.
Under normal circumstances, member states do not distinguish between eth-
nic patients in their health system, but during the crisis they give priority of
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its citizens to other Europeans with EU passports. So, coronavirus strengthen
nationalism. To survive, the government will ask citizens to build walls not
just between states, but between people (Krastev, 2020).

At the same time, the pandemic has led to the revitalization of civil soci-
ety, the growth of volunteer organizations and in the future may still con-
tribute to positive changes in the political sphere of society. As a result of
the current crisis, public institutions will receive a mandate to strengthen of
the so-called ’deep state’. In the article of I. Todorov and N. Todorova the
term ’deep state’ has in mind all those highly skilled bureaucrats, diplomats,
experts who work in government or even non-governmental institutions and
combine two basic features: basic values and high professionalism. If the CO-
VID crisis is not the last global challenge of the next years (very likely), the
trend to strengthen government institutions in general and the ’deep state’ in
particular can become dominant. For international relations a new meaning of
state institutions in the life of societies means strengthening the principle of
’every man for himself’ or a new level of interaction between the deep states’
of individual countries. The latter scenario may even lead to the formation of
a ’deep global’ that should not be confused with the UN and other current in-
tergovernmental organizations. The question is not about the current interna-
tional officials, but the global network which will have the ability to monitor
and analyse the information. In the ideal case, these international formal or
informal associations will have enough powers to adopt and implement deci-
sions on the basis of a combination of the best of knowledge and intelligence
of all mankind (Todorov & Todorova, 2020, p. 21).

Summing up all-EU’s tendencies and the recent data of major economic in-
dicators, the speed of economic recovery from the economic downturn caused
by the pandemic in the Baltic States will depend on the duration and depth of
internal quarantine measures, external environment, state support through
fiscal and monetary policy, possible future changes in consumer and investor
behaviour. The situation for certain industries will remain difficult; this may
cause a new decrease in economics and the possible «V» shape scenario of cri-
sis management in the Baltic States will not be fulfilled. The pace of economic
growth is projected to pick up gradually in the years ahead.

The baseline scenario for Bulgaria is the fast, but partial recovery of most
of the industrial production and of the services; the same time of services,
including transport, entertainment, tourism, etc., report a slow growth in
2021. In 2020 GDP growth was only 2.2, twice less than in 2015. Bulgaria’s
external debt is expected to reach 22.2 % in 2022 (World Bank, 2020). Dur-
ing a pandemic Bulgaria’s foreign debt is increased by 10 million dollars. The
coronavirus crisis has hit the Bulgarian society hard. The pandemic came
after a long rise in living standards, when unemployment and poverty fell to
historically low levels. Despite widespread political support, the recession will
have long-term consequences.

Ukraine was not expected to reach its pre-crisis levels until 2023-2024,
but the War in 2022 dramatically changed all prognoses toward socio-econom-
ic recovery.
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To conclude, the economic situation in the Baltic States and Bulgaria is not
dramatic, although many industries and enterprises are facing serious prob-
lems. Consistent anti-crisis shields support domestic entrepreneurs, although,
of course, assistance should be even greater, long-term and, above all, stra-
tegically designed for many years. The fight against the pandemic continues,
and its economic consequences will be felt during next years as well.

The effectiveness of the individual response to the pandemic depends on
the level of trust in society and the commitment of political leaders to learn,
collaborate, consult and take principled decisions in times of uncertainty.
This commitment to the common good determines the degree of public trust
in leaders and institutions, which, in turn, affects citizens’ willingness to
comply with the restrictions to their daily lives imposed by the lockdown mea-
sures. This explains the difference in the impact of the pandemic within the
EU. Bulgaria differs in these parameters from the Baltic countries and much
closer to Ukraine (before February 24, 2022).

The economic and social consequences of the pandemic, rising unemploy-
ment and poverty, are already affecting the development of public relations
today, and if governments fail to curb these effects, they could pose a seri-
ous challenge to international security in the future. Trends triggered by a
pandemic could, if intensified, radically change the existing system of inter-
national relations. Significant relaxation of the process of globalization has
become an impetus for change within, causing increasing trend ’sovereign-
ism’. Thus, the biggest challenge to the COVID-19 pandemic may be its con-
sequences and how the international community will be able to counter them.

The strengthening of sovereignty and nationalism poses certain threats
at the national level too. First, the establishment of the above-mentioned
strong, if necessary strong leadership during the crisis, threatens the es-
tablishment of a dictatorship; crisis and emergency minutes, but authori-
tarianism, including digital, may remain. Secondly, a total quarantine lock-
down became possible only if the individual freedoms of each citizen were
restricted, which caused dissatisfaction of many people, further intensified
social tensions and revealed hidden problems that needed to be solved before,
but became apparent during the crisis. This is supported by demonstrations
against the quarantine, which took place from April 2020 in the USA, Ger-
many, the Netherlands, etc.

The crisis exacerbated pre-existing mistrust in the health system, which
is linked to the hardships people have experienced due to the health system’s
dysfunctions. There is high prevalence of conspiracy thinking in Bulgaria and
Ukraine, which is normally considered a precursor to conflict escalation. The
limited representation of women, social policy and human rights institutions
among the members of the response coordinating bodies created a situation of
discrimination as lockdown measures, imposed on every citizen, and de facto
caused some groups to not be treated equally. The impact of emergency mea-
sures on fundamental freedoms and human rights was pervasive and dimin-
ished access for the most disadvantaged groups in particular. This increased
inequalities and further diminished trust in established institutions, and the
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perceptions on access to political and civil rights, public information, the jus-
tice system, security, and the rule of law.

Answering the question of how international organizations, including the
EU, influenced the course of the fight against the pandemic in Ukraine, it
should be concluded that, in general, their role was significant and helped to
prevent the worst-case scenario. However, like other crises, this current cri-
sis has shown that actors in international relations seek to take advantage of
the situation when weak countries ask for help and increase their dividends
in the economic and diplomatic sphere. This applies not only to the Russian
Federation and the PRC, but also to some extent to international financial
organizations and the EU. Paradoxically, this makes the EU even more at-
tractive in the eyes of Ukrainians. During the pandemic, they once again had
the opportunity to see the benefits of belonging to the club of the rich, and
therefore healthy.

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FROM THE PERIPHERY TO THE CENTRE: THE AMBIVALENCE
OF THE EUROPEAN BORDERLAND

Summary

The article is devoted to the consideration of conceptual approaches to the analysis
of the internal political spaces of Europe, which have acquired characteristic features
of the border and peripheral systems. The reasons and conditions of the conceptual
reinterpretation of the concepts of «periphery» and «center» under the conditions
of variable border systems are traced using the example of the Western European
and Eastern European borders. An analysis of the most pragmatic theories of bor-
der development applied to European border landscapes is offered. The main atten-
tion is paid to three models: 1) the Western European border landscape, which was
formed between imperial centers due to the creation of a network socio-economic trade
system, providing a spatial border with buffer political organizations, within which
small, economically, and politically effective states of the offshore type function; 2)
the Eastern European border landscape, which was formed within the borders of the
Three Seas, between the centers of continental empires, which marginalized the border
space, turning it into a competitive multicultural buffer zone; 3) models of the space
of Europe within the European Union, which is formed as a network institutional-
ized socio-cultural system, where the process of abandoning universal territorial and
political systems in favor of post-national ones, capable of taking into account the
plurality of individual and collective identities, is gradually taking place. The focus
is on the problem of the transformation of the peripheral spaces of the EU, which are
interpreted within the framework of two approaches: 1) as an expansionist political
strategy of «enlargement» of the Union, which is implemented due to the standardiza-
tion of institutions and norms, and the integration of peripheral territorial-political
and local actors takes place within «neighborhood policies»; 2) as a wide use of frontier
discourse in relation to the project of expanding the political and geographical space of
Europe. The intermediate border spaces are transformed into a system of cross-border
interaction, which determines the movement of the borders of macro-regions.

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PEACE FACILITATION POLICY AS KEY ELEMENT OF NORWAY’S
INTERNATIONAL POSITIONING

Summary

The article analyzes the basic principles of Norway’s peace facilitation policy. Nor-
way’s foreign policy is based on the understanding of its special role in achieving peace,
which is an integral part of its positioning as a «good state». The aim of the article is
to analyze the basic principles and features of the implementation of Norway’s foreign
policy to promote peace. The article delves into historical aspects of the existence of
the tradition of peace in Norway and suggests that Norway’s peace facilitation policy
is based on historical self-awareness as a state of peace that adheres to liberal values.
The article focuses on the peculiarities and institutional principles of peace facilitation
policy as an integral vector of Norwegian foreign policy. It emphasizes the importance
of diplomacy of values in Norway’s foreign policy strategy. The «Norwegian model»
of peace facilitation policy is based on the peaceful nature of the state, combination of
peace promotion efforts with long-term humanitarian aid, and a flexible mix of actions
of government and non-government actors. The article underscores the peculiarities
of «Norwegian model» which ensures confidence in Norway as a reliable and impartial
facilitator and interlocutor. The article outlines the main directions of Norway’s par-
ticipation in conflict resolution and concludes by characterizing Norway’s approach
to the peace process as long-term and result-oriented with the pragmatic focus on its
efforts to achieve maximum effectiveness in facilitating peace.

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WITHDRAWAL FROM THE ISTANBUL CONVENTION
IN THE CONTEXT OF THE EUROPEAN INTEGRATION
ASPIRATIONS OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKIYE

Summary

The Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against
women and domestic violence opened for signature in 2011 in Istanbul, Tirkiye, and
has been known as the most comprehensive international agreement advocating the
prevention, prosecution, and elimination of violence against women and domestic vio-
lence. As of September 2022, 44 CoE member states, including all the EU countries,
as well as the European Union itself as an international organization, are signatories
to the Convention. The 2017 official signing of the Convention by the EU as a whole
testified to the acceptance by Brussels of the former’s role as of an authoritative
international legal instrument establishing all-European norms in this area. The de-
gree of Tiurkiye’s involvement in its instrumentalization naturally derives from the
international agreement’s unofficial name — the Istanbul Convention. The Republic
of Tirkiye was the first country to sign the Convention in 2011 with a unanimous
vote of the parliament, and later in 2012 expressed its consent to be bound hereby.
The decision of President Erdogan to denounce the international agreement bearing
the name of Tiirkiye’s largest city, adopted in 2021, has caused surprise and concern
amid the international political and human rights community. The European Union
was no exception; the move has been interpreted as a negative signal in terms of the
state’s commitment to its obligations to ensuring the rights of women and girls, as
well as guaranteeing basic human rights, democracy, and the rule of law at large,
given Tirkiye’s status of EU membership candidate. Meanwhile, the so-called Istanbul
Convention has not yet passed the ratification procedure in individual EU countries,
as well as within the European Union per se. Likewise, the Convention’s international
legal stance remains volatile since most participating states have granted it the status
as part of national legislation with a number of reservations. This article addresses
the following question: whether Tiirkiye’s withdrawal from the Istanbul Convention
may be considered a demonstrative political message of official Ankara impeding the
country’s European integration aspirations.

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THE CHURCH AS AN ELEMENT OF «SHARP POWER»
OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Summary

The article analyses the essence of the term «sharp power» and deals with the
role of «sharp power» in the foreign policy of the Russian Federation. First of all,
the article focuses on the activities of the Russian Orthodox Church (ROC) and the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate (UOC-MP) and the role they
play as an elements of Russia’s «sharp power» directed against Ukraine. During the
war that Russia wages in the territory of Ukraine the main function of the Russian
Orthodox Church is to justify aggression in the eyes of Orthodox believers. The ROC
resorts to spreading disinformation and constructing myths that are intended to serve
as argumentation for Russia’s invasion of Ukraine. One of such myths is a false state-
ment about Ukrainians and Russians being the same people, which is being actively
spread by the ROC and the Russian leadership. Although the official statements of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate, which is canonically and
administratively subordinated to the ROC, are more cautious, but, as demonstrated in
the article, it has been promoting pro-Russian narratives among Orthodox believers
for years. It was spreading disinformation about Russia’s annexation of Crimea and
Russia’s aggression in the Donbas region and making efforts to create a favourable
image of Russia among Ukrainians. The article analyses the changes in the UOC-MP
official position that have taken place after the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine.
The article particularly assesses the statement made by the Council of the UOC-MP in
May 2022 about its decision on the «complete independence and self-sufficiency» and
break with the ROC. The article argues that this decision is manipulative and purely
declarative and did not bring any changes into the status of the UOC-MP. The article
concludes by emphasising the importance of informing the Ukrainian society about
the dangers of the Russian church «sharp power», which is especially relevant during
the war the Russia wages against Ukraine not only on the battlefield but also in the
information realm.

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THE 2019—2021 LEBANON CIVIL PROTESTS: CONCISE COMPARISON
WITH MOLDOVA AND BELARUS PEACEFUL RALLIES AND ASSEMBLIES

Lebanon, a unique, poly-confessional Eastern Mediterranean country of Arab
origin with a long Phoenician history, has seen yet another wave of unrest in
the last two years. Around the same period, widespread protests were aroused
in two post-soviet countries in Eastern Europe, expressing their outrage at the
falsification of vote tallies, corruption, and the political motivation of their
governments in the face of a worsening economic situation. The aim of the
study was to find out the common and distinctive elements of these civil ral-
lies and assemblies, as well as to predict their possible impact on interregional
relations and geopolitical tendencies. The article may indicate some unique
features due to the lack of fundamental research studies on the theme rather
than analytics and media reports. A concise comparison is made of Lebanon’s,
Moldova’s, and Belarus’s situation with respect to their establishment, po-
litical and economic crisis, resulting protest actions. Some peculiarities were
discovered following the interests of internal and external political groups
and their influence. A cautious prognosis was made in order to forecast some
further developments in the situation around these countries, including the at-
titude of the key actors in the region towards the processes inside and outside,
trying to tip the scales in their favor.

Introduction

Plato, the ancient Greek philosopher, explored the meaning of justice in his
Socratic dialogue «The Republic,» describing the sophisticated relationship
between the state-city and the ordinary man. The famous student of Socrates
and the teacher of Aristotle wrote one of the most influential philosophical
and political works around 375 BC. (Brickhouse & Smith, 2022). Today, 159
sovereign states in the world apply the term «Republic» in the official names
of their countries. If compared, for example, two Koreas as the Republic of
Korea and the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (the DPRK), we can
hardly argue that North Korea can fully comply with the Oxford Diction-
ary definition of «a state in which supreme power is held by the people and
their elected representatives, and which has an elected or nominated presi-
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dent rather than a monarch.» (Oxford Dictionary, 2005). It’s about the fact
that the term «republic» is incorporated into the official names of the states,
which have rather distorted the concept, and the DPRK is widely considered
a totalitarian regime and a military dictatorship (Figure 1).

The main purpose of the article is to give a concise comparative analysis of
a series of civil protests that occurred practically within the same period and
affected one Arab country in the Mediterranean, and two post-soviet countries
in Eastern Europe. All the subjects of comparison formally have the same po-
litical system and have insignificant differences in their constitutions: they are
parliamentary republics with all the appropriate attributes of power. Thus, the
reality of the authorized officials, implementing their power liabilities, differs
a lot in each country and forms a certain benchmark for political studies.

The methodology applied in the article is similar to the comparative meth-
od widely used in political science. The Merriam-Webster dictionary gives a
common definition of the comparative method as «a method of investigation
(as of ethnologic phenomena and relations) based on comparison» (2021). In
his article «Comparative Analysis within Political Science,» Alexander Saf-
ford defines Comparative Analysis (CA) as «a methodology within political
science that is often used in the study of political systems, institutions, or
processes.» This can be done on a local, regional, national and international
scale. Comparative research is carried out on the basis of empirical evidence
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collected and systematized from the recording and classification of the re-
ality of political practices. Comparative analysis within political science is
characterized by the lack of an ideological and theoretical narrative and its
tendency to apply a scientifically constrained methodology to reach more po-
litical understanding. Yet, on the other hand, the study concentrated on two
or more countries has been sometimes criticized «for producing less in-depth
information compared to studies involving one country» (Franzese, 2007). It
is worth mentioning that Petro Martynenko, an eminent Ukrainian scientist,
specialized in the field of constitutional law, international law, comparative
law has made a significant contribution to comparative studies. He described
comparative law as «a science that studies the connections and interactions
of various legal systems, the principles of their typological commonality, ele-
ments of similarity and difference, common and national-specific, comparabil-
ity and incompatibility, their internal typological tendencies» (Krasin, 2011).

Lebanon

The 2019-2021 Lebanese civil protests that have taken place in this Middle
East country are known locally as the 17th October revolution. The pretext
that triggered a series of civil protests in Lebanon was the announcement of in-
creased taxes on tobacco products, fuel, and IP telephony calls for WhatsApp ap-
plications (Chehayeb & Sewell, 2019). Protesters’ movements spread across the
country, and their social and economic demands for real reforms to end social
stratification were fueled by claims of democratization of secular fundamentals
due to sectarian rule and for a democratic society free of sectarian and partisan
allegiances. The growing frustration of the protesters was aimed at the Lebanese
authorities because of their inability to cope with unemployment (Figure 2)

The daily lives of the Lebanese people are also affected by structural prob-
lems in the Lebanese economy, such as a lack of capacity to generate and
distribute electricity, widespread illegal connections, and the business control
of the ’generator mafia,” which allegedly compensates for the lack of electric-
ity with extra charges during scattered power outages at state-owned power
plants. It should be mentioned that the operation of obsolete equipment with
bad environmental standards, like fuel oil CHPs and congestion on major
highways. At the same time, Lebanon’s external public debt grew rapidly,
sinking the country’s financial system deeper into the money pit (Figure 4).

Finally, the most-talked-about Lebanese «garbage crisis» of 2015-2017
hasn’t found a solution (Haines-Young, 2015). Social tension in Lebanon has
also risen due to the political crisis in all governmental structures over the
past few years. Thus, the activists of various parties have deliberately main-
tained tension to make a political point or two through intra-party rivalry.
The origin of Lebanese government mismanagement and dysfunction lays in
the sectarian political system embodied in the articles of the Taif agreement,
concluded in 1989. The said document is sometimes called a Document of Na-
tional Accord or National Reconciliation Accord despite its announced goal of
providing ’the basis for the ending of the civil war and the return to politi-
cal normalcy in Lebanon’ (Krayem, 2014). Historically, Lebanon has always

been a mosaic of various religious fractions and its society is still divided into
isolated ethnic and confessional communities. Each community pays a fee for
representation in the central government. The governance structure within
the Republic is determined by its confessional origin. The 18 religious groups,
which are officially recognized by Lebanese society, combine twelve Christian
sects, four Muslim denominations, the Druze sect, and Judaism (El Rajji,
2014). Articles 24 and 95 of the Lebanese constitution determine an equally
authoritative position for Muslims and Christians in the Chamber of Deputies
(National Council of Lebanon), as well as proportional authority among the
districts where different religious groups predominate (Lebanon’s Constitu-
tion, 2021). Each religious group represented in the national parliament seeks
to take over more power. (Figure 5)

Furthermore, because the numerous civil wars have resulted in several
waves of migration from and to Lebanon, they frequently rely on external
patronage. Lebanese migrants in the hundreds of thousands have settled in
Europe, neighboring Syria and Turkey, the USA and Canada. While keeping
ties with their relatives at home, they have unwillingly become a tool for in-
fluencing Lebanese politics. Communities of Shia and Sunni Muslims, Alevis
and Alawis, Armenians and Maronites, Orthodox Greeks and Greek Catholics,
Orthodox Arabs and Arab Catholics have their own attitudes towards differ-
ent countries, as well as different political parties. Hundreds of thousands of
Palestinian refugees have lived in Lebanon for decades. In recent years, an ad-
ditional 2 million Syrian Orthodox Arabs, Yazidis, Kurds, and Assyrians have
fled war-torn Syria and settled in Lebanon as isolated communities of Syrian
Orthodox Arabs, Yazidis, Kurds, and Assyrians. At the same time, many
Lebanese generations who have grown up among the barbed wire checkpoints
close to neighboring tormented Syria are tired of the strife.

In October-November 2021, Beirut’s relations with the Arab monarchies
of the Persian Gulf escalated, from which substantial financial assistance
could come. Kuwait, Bahrain, Saudi Arabia, and the United Arab Emirates
withdrew their ambassadors from Lebanon following an interview with Leba-
nese Information Minister George Kordahi, where he condemned Riyadh and
Abu Dhabi for the military campaign in Yemen. To restore the contacts, the
Arab monarchies demanded the resignation of the information minister and a
change in Beirut’s policy towards Hezbollah. And furthermore, Israel is also
lobbying the US to attach conditions to its aid to Beirut with certain restric-
tions on Hezbollah’s activities. All of the above does not ease the situation
in Lebanon at all but provokes an escalation of conflicts across the political
spectrum in the country. (Belenkaya, 2021).

Lebanese citizens voted in the parliamentary elections on Sunday, May 15,
2022, for the first time since the entire government resigned in 2020. 718
candidates were running for 128 seats in parliament, some of them from new
political groups that emerged from a protest movement that began in 2019,
when traditional parties accused them of corruption and blamed them for de-
fault, the deepest crisis, and later for the explosion in the port of Beirut in
August 2020. According to the official results of the parliamentary elections
in Lebanon, Iran’s allied party Hezbollah and its allies lost a majority in the
Lebanese parliament. (Nakonechna, 2022). The Hezbollah-led coalition won 61
seats in the country’s 128-member parliament. The biggest winner of the elec-
tion was the nationalist Christian Lebanese Party, led by Samir Judge, one of
Hezbollah’s fiercest critics. Parliament Speaker Nabi Berry’s Amal retained
the 27 seats allocated to Shiites.
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Belarus

The Belarusian protests of 2020—-2021 have taken to the streets with thou-
sands of protestors following the disputed results of presidential elections
held on August 9th, thus permitting Alexander Lukashenko to stay in power
for a sixth term in office. He claimed that 80 % of the polls were in his favor,
which is untrue. Belarus is considered an authoritarian state even though
Article 1 of its constitution says «the republic of Belarus is a unitary, demo-
cratic, social state based on the rule of law» (1994). Belarus’ 1994 constitu-
tion provides for the direct election of the President, as head of state, and of
the parliament, the bicameral legislature known as the National Assembly of
Belarus. The executive power is represented by the Council of Ministers and
its head, as the nominal head of the government is appointed by the President.

The protests in Belarus are not primarily geopolitical, as compared with
the Maidan protests of 2013-2014 in Ukraine. The opposition in Ukraine and
in Georgia sought Western affiliation opportunities including EU Association
and NATO membership future. The situation in Belarus seems to be differ-
ent. Sviatlana Tsikhanouvskaya, the main opposition candidate, in her video
speech to the members of the EU Parliament on the 25% of August 2020,
rejected the geopolitical character of the revolution in Belarus. «It is neither
an anti-Russian nor a pro-Russian revolution. It is neither anti-EU nor pro-
EU. It is a democratic revolution. The demand of Belarusians is simple: a free
and fair election» (Liubakova, 2020). Meanwhile, former Ukrainian President
Yanukovich refused to sign the EU association agreement, prompting civil
protestors to take to the streets and set fire to tires, rejecting his politically
motivated decision to abandon national hopes for future membership in the
European Union. The protestors’ movement in Belarus at the very beginning
aimed to put an end to recurrent autocratic corruption in the country with-
out any geopolitical shift. Nevertheless, the peaceful civil rallies and assem-
blies in Minsk gave Moscow cause for certain concern. Democracies that have
arisen on Russia’s Western border — the Baltics, Ukraine, and Georgia — the
Kremlin seems to have accepted as ’existing reality’, but the Belarus case may
cause more worries about «both a geopolitical shift westward and the dem-
onstration effect of its closest East Slavic neighbor embracing democracy»
(Courtney & Haltzel, 2020).

The worst-ever political crisis around Lukashenko’s doubtful election win
in August 2020 exposed once more the evidence of Belarus’ dependence on
supplies from energy-rich Russia. Belorussian goods are mostly exported to
Russia (more than 46 %), while the EU’s comparable share is only 24 %.
Belarus imports more than half of its goods and services from Russia, while
the EU imports 20 % of its total imports. And in the financial area, Russia
is considered the largest credit holder for its neighbor, possessing 38 % of
Belarus’s national debt. (Martin, 2020).

President Lukashenko, given his precarious position and the overwhelming
discontent of the population, initiated a constitutional referendum in early
2022. Despite protests, repressions, and widespread public opposition, the
referendum was held on February 27, 2022. According to the official data,
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65.2 % of Belarusian citizens voted for amendments and additions to the
Belarusian Constitution. The amendments provide for the creation of a new
constitutional body, the All-Belarusian People’s Assembly (VNC), which will be
created gradually, allowing the ruler to remain in power for another two years.

Moldova

The Moldovan protests of 2020 were led by farmers and young people in
favor of newly elected president Maia Sandu against the pro-Russian pre-
mier, Jon Chicu. The nationwide demonstrations started on November 21 and
were extended to December 23 when, under massive public pressure, Chicu
announced his resignation. It is useful to review the background to these

developments and analyze some internal political dynamics as they were in
February 2019 (Figure 6).

An impressive result for PSRM, Moldovan socialist party-successors of for-
mer communists, and modest achievement of SOR, Euro-sceptic party, were
quite predictable. However, in addition to the growing impact of ACUM, the
anticorruption coalition, PDM, the Democratic Party of Moldova, achieved
surprising success, receiving 29.7 % of the votes cast. And, in the mean-
time, the party was led by Vlad Plahotniuc, an infamous oligarch who fled
to Turkey after the surprising comeback of the Democrats as a «product of
sophisticated techniques of political and electoral manipulation.» (Simpson,
2019) The said techniques promoted the Democrats more control instruments
over both the government and the parliament. Their election campaign was
based not on ideas and principles and it turned to putting patronage, power,
and material interests first.

On May 5, 2022, the European Parliament approved granting the status of
an EU-candidate member to the Republic of Moldova. «The EU should grant
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Moldova candidate status in accordance with Article 49 of the Treaty on
European Union (according to which a country that adheres to the values of
the EU can apply for accession) and on merit-based principles,» the European
Parliament’s resolution says. The document also proposes that the European
Commission complete the evaluation of Chisinau’s application as soon as pos-
sible. Regardless of the conclusion, «the Moldovan authorities are undoubt-
edly on the right track in implementing key reforms, in particular in the areas
of democracy, the rule of law, and human rights,» the resolution said. (Krop-
man, 2022). The European Parliament also called on the EU to give greater
support to Moldova, both through new macro-financial assistance and further
measures to liberalize transport services and trade.

It’s pertinent to note that Moldova offers some kind of a «gateway» for
Ukraine in its access to the Southeastern part of Europe, while at the same
time keeping its role as a transportation hub in the region. Many international
highways that pass from the Asian direction supply goods from China, Rus-
sia, and other countries via Ukraine to Moldova and farther to EU members.
Another area of interest is Moldova’s role as a possible connection link to the
energy system of Europe. Moldova is already connected to the gas transpor-
tation system of Romania as well as the EU gas network. Ukraine, Moldova,
and Georgia are trying to create «an integration center for the territories of
the former Soviet Union» to lead, as a good example, other former Soviet
entities. (Sichen, 2021). It isn’t coincident that the said republics are facing
some similar challenges resulting from the aggressive policy of the Russian
Federation in its persistent attempts to dampen the pro-Western spirit there
and to regain control. Since the early 1990-s, Moldova, Georgia, and Ukraine
have become some kind of testing ground for Russia’s military adventures to
undermine the internal stability of independent republics, to provoke armed
clashes, and to deploy organic troops or militant groups supervised and sup-
plied by the Ministry of Defense of Russia. This scenario was practically
applied in Transnistria, Moldova, the Crimea and Donbas, Ukraine, and in
Abkhazia and South Ossetia, Georgia.

The protest movements in Lebanon, Moldova, and Belarus did not lead
to a radical revision of the domestic and foreign policies of these republics.
Lebanon had experienced another change of government and parliamentary
re-elections, plus discussions on the confessional structure of the country,
were postponed for the distant future. Moldova’s confrontation between the
European course of the authorities and the pro-Russian opposition continues,
and Belarusian dictator Lukashenko, having dispersed the protests inside
the country by force and repression, has tied himself tightly to Russian as-
sistance, like the Syrian version of the Bashar al-Assad regime. Speaking on
the geopolitical aspects, one can identify certain regional shifts with regard
to the partial weakening of Iranian influence in the Lebanese political arena
and the Syrian crisis’ pressure on the economy and political spectrum in this
Mediterranean country. At the same time, the idea of Russian dominance at
the regional level continues to be actively pushed by the leadership of the
Russian Federation despite the general condemnation and, in many cases,
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rejection of the policy towards neighbors or the suppression of egregious
violations of human rights and war crimes. All this leads to a certain imbal-
ance in the system of regional relations, not only at the regional but at the
global level.

Conclusions

Based on this analysis, the following conclusions have been drawn:

1. All the three components that provoked mass clashes and protests in the
objects of study are surprisingly similar: a dramatic deterioration in the eco-
nomic situation, pathological rejection of the ruling elite (non-removability
of the ruling elites, corruption, falsification of elections), and finally, the
impact of external factors (the presence of aggressive neighbors, hostilities,
the influx of refugees, diktat and lobbying of interests in relations with the
outside world, etc).

2. Despite the formal similarity of the social and constitutional structures
in all countries, historical, cultural, and religious ties and trends somehow
affected the methods of the authorities’ struggle with popular uprisings.

3. The algorithm for resolving the protest unrest in the country by the
Lebanese authorities turned out to be more «democratic» and more under-
standable in relation to the constitutional structure of the country compared
with a similar situation in the two former post-Soviet republics.

4. The Lebanese authorities were forced to change the government, hold
snap elections, and start discussing the confessional structure of the country,
enshrined in national legislation.

5. The authorities of Moldova in their European strategy were facing strong
opposition from the supporters of «the Russian world», the Transnistrian en-
clave and the oligarchs associated with shadow operations with Russian busi-
ness, and the constantly pressing threat of direct military intervention, as
was the case with Ukraine.

6. The Republic of Belarus, after blatant election fraud, resorted to brutal
forceful methods against its own population, launched an outright propagan-
da campaign to «legitimize» its totalitarian regime, and provided its territory
and facilities for Russia’s attack on neighboring Ukraine.

7. In all three cases, direct and indirect external interference—Russian,
Syrian, or Iranian factors—had a strong influence and limited the ability to
resolve crises promptly.

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THE WAR AND THE WORLD-SYSTEM FATE. MODERN

INTERPRETATION OF IMMANUEL WALLERSTEIN
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The Russian-Ukrainian war marked the Rubicon, on crossing which, the
world has begun to change dramatically and irreversibly. This article is
an attempt to comprehend the Russian-Ukrainian war in the context of
the world-system methodology of I. Wallerstein. The authors consider the
phenomenon of war and the phenomenon of revolution as key factors of
historical change. The authors reconstruct the change in the geopolitical
balance of power over long cycles of history, where the world war and the
system of treaties after it are considered as starting points for new cyclic
turns. The authors consider global changes in the world system order,
starting from the period of the «Napoleonic Wars» and subsequent global
wars of the XIXth — XXIst centuries. The article traces the role of World
wars in the fate of the existing world-system. The Russian-Ukrainian war
is seen as the initiation of the breakdown of the existing world order and
the establishment of a world-system of a different type. This war has quite
a clear geopolitical context, as any other great war in humankind’s history.
This context is a global geopolitical game that has engulfed almost the entire
world community. Looking at Wallerstein’s theory we can understand this
game as the irreconcilable opposition of the dominant Occidental (Anglo-
Saxon) world-system against attempts of the Oriental (China-centrical)
system to brake the existing world order radically. World politology
discusses attempts by the Chinese-Russian geopolitical alliance to receive
the status of a new world-system core. As a result, there is a great increase
in mutual tension between the two world-system cores.

Key words: world-system, world order, war, revolution, Wallerstan, Occidental,
Oriental, Ukraine.
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Introduction

This article began at the moment when gunshots were heard from the Black
Sea coast of Odesa and an air raid siren was howling. Such a situation is very
conducive to comparing the human and geopolitical dimensions of the war.
The human dimension of any war is always tragic and irrational. These are
suffering death, destruction, sorrow, and hatred. It is a challenge to the very
meaning of life. Everything that in the military hell does not belong to the life
of a man, the life of his relatives and friends, loses all value sharply.

The geopolitical dimension of war is quite different. Here, strategic
calculations, supply chains, geographical maps, power combinations, and
political reasons come to the fore. Unfortunately, the second dimension prevails
in all wars, just as the historical life of any people is dominated not by their
own hopes and aspirations, but by the logic imposed by their political elites.

The purpose of the article is to clarify the possible significance of the
Russian-Ukrainian war as a factor in world-system historical changes in the
context of I. Wallerstein’s world-system methodology. This goal involves
considering the dynamics of the development of world wars as triggers for
geopolitical transformations.

We are convinced of this again, looking at the broke out on February 24,
2022, Russian-Ukrainian war. For all its tragedy, it is only an element of a
grandiose geopolitical game. The meaning of this game is in the irreconcilable
resistance of the Occidental (Anglo-Saxon) world-system against the Oriental
(mainly Sino-centric) system, which is trying to establish itself. The Russian-
Ukrainian war has become the point of bifurcation, which will either lay the
foundation for some new, de-Westernized, world order or finally establish on
the Russian ruins the world order based on the already existing five-century
world-system model. However, the 21st century is able to bring something
more original. As it can be seen from the very formulation of the question,
in our analysis we proceed from the world-system methodology, which, in our
opinion, is most fully and thoroughly set forth in the works of I. Wallerstein
(Wallerstein, 2004).

Exposition

At the same time, following I. Wallerstein, we emphasize once again: that
the current world-system has more than 500 years of natural development
history, has great experience in the intensive foreign societies assimilation
and geopolitical dominance, and has huge financial, economic, and human
resources. At the same time, two major factors are constantly present in
the life of this world-system, which is capable to change the world order
profoundly and significantly. This is, firstly, the war and, secondly, the
revolution. Most often they are closely intertwined. Especially when it comes
to World Wars.

There have been at least five such wars in the last two centuries. This is,
firstly, the totality of the «Napoleonic Wars» (some researchers call them the
First World War), secondly, this is the «Great War» of 1914-1918. (in the
traditional lexicon — World War I); thirdly, the World War 1939-1945. (in
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modern interpretation, it is increasingly referred to as World War III). This
is followed by the Fourth (1946-1991) «Cold» War. The fifth («hybrid» with
the potential for global deployment) can be called the Russian-Ukrainian war
(February 2022).

Let’s start the analysis with the Napoleonic permanent World War I (1796—
1815), in which at least 3 million people had died. Born in the crucible of the
French Revolution, this war engulfed almost the entire European subcontinent,
Egypt and Syria, captured part of Russia, affected the United States, aimed
at India, while simultaneously implementing a continental blockade against
Great Britain, together with a «battle of the fleets» in the adjacent waters.

Already at an early stage of this protracted war, one key problem began
to emerge clearly — the problem of the relationship between world war and
world revolution. Starting with a local event — a mass popular uprising
against Louis XVI, the French Revolution soon discovered in itself a talent for
the «worldwide emancipation» from the «power of monarchs and aristocrats.»
This was facilitated by the long work of the French «encyclopedists» who
saw in the «Enlightenment» a kind of «mental revolution» — the beginning
of the emancipation of the whole world from backwardness, ignorance, and
primitivism. Napoleon picked up on this idea, ushering in the era of personal
«revolutionary imperialism.»

27-year-old General Bonaparte, commander of the famous Italy campaign,
proclaimed:

«Let those who raised the daggers of civil war over France tremble; the
hour of vengeance has come. But let the nations be calm. We are friends of
all peoples... The free French people, respected by the whole world, will bring
worthy peace to Europe...» (Manfred, 1989, p. 131).

Thus the Napoleonic «world war» became a revolutionary factor in the old
feudal system’s destruction on the European continent. The Napoleonic Civil
Code and the abolition of the old tribal nobility opened a wide path for large-
scale socio-economic changes. and mobilization of «civil society.» Bonaparte’s
creed: «through the destruction of the old European feudal system, to the new
European world.» The space of Enlightenment and civil liberties was carried
out wherever his troops passed. The global nature of Bonaparte’s foreign
policy ambitions was also indicated by his Eurasian project «from Paris to
the Urals and Calcutta,» which since then and to this day has been taken up,
by various political leaders up to the XXIst century inclusive. However, the
real European process did not go according to Bonaparte’s plan. His world-
system project collapsed. The Napoleonic strategy of «continental blockade»
(economic strangulation of England as the center of the 19th century world-
economy) ended in failure Defeated and deposed Napoleon died under the
British supervision on the deserted island of St. Helena. The British-centric
system was established throughout the world, and the pound sterling became
the main world currency.

Why did it happen? To answer this question, we will try to trace the
algorithm of the main events caused by the French Revolution and the
Napoleonic Wars. So:
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a) the result of the French Revolution is a Bonapartist («revolutionary» in
origin) world war;

b) in the course of the Napoleonic World War, the old feudal system was
broken down, bourgeois social relations and bourgeois legislation developed
rapidly;

c) English commercial pragmatism comes into decisive conflict with the
political idealism of Bonaparte;

d) bourgeois Britain assumes the role of of the old feudal Europe «restoration
wars» hegemon, using them in its own business interests;

e) as a result, after the final victory over Napoleon, was established a
transitional world order, in which the old European feudal monarchism «lets
in» a new economic content, Anglo-Saxon in origin and bourgeois essentially;

f) Britain, which successfully combines monarchism and bourgeoisism,
becomes exactly the subject that turned out to be the most «acceptable» in
post-war Europe.

This is why British capitalism is taking over the European and world
market practically without resistance.

Thus, taking advantage of the Old Europe restoration wars (1812—-1815) in
response to the daring geopolitical challenge of the «revolutionary emperor,»
Britain found itself on the «top of the mountain.» Moreover, her triumph
turned out to be that «crown of the French Revolution» which even in the
worst dream could not come to Robespierre or Bonaparte. The Napoleonic
dream of a brilliant «Empire of Enlightenment» turned into the triumph of a
vulgar «Empire of Profit».

A kind of historical «three-stage transmission» worked:

a) the French national revolution spilled over into a World war,

b) the World war produced pan-European revolutionary changes, and

c¢) the European revolutionary changes, in turn, cleared the way for Britain
to establish a liberal-bourgeois (essentially Anglo-Saxon) world order.

Further wars were initiated (or «privatized»), mainly by Britain in
accordance with its geo-economical and geopolitical interests. These include
the «Opium Wars» of the 1840s in China, the «Crimean War» (1853—-1856)
in Russia, the Russian wars in Central Asia (1853—1895), the Russo-Turkish
war (1877-1878), the Anglo-Burke war (1899-1902), etc. The exception was
only the Franco-Prussian war (1870-1871), which manifested the rise of a
new, self-sufficient and competitive, center of force — Prussia (the nucleus
of the future II Reich).

The First World (or «The Great») war broke out on July 28, 1914, almost
a hundred years after the Napoleonic World War. She became the second
(after the wars of 1810-1815) the most powerful trigger of global changes.
The English-centric world, which at that time had the United States as a
«younger partner» reached the peak of its power. After the victory in the
«Great War» (November 1918), Britain began to rule the lands that extended
all the azimuth with a total area of 31,878,965 kmlI. This is about 22 % of the
earth. The total population of the empire by that time was about 480 million
people (approximately 1/4 of the then humanity). This, in particular, explains
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the key communicative role of the English language as the most common
language around the world.

By 1919, German militarism seemed completely destroyed. Japan was
bogged down in Chinese problems. Four powerful empires fell down: German,
Austro-Hungarian, Russian and Ottoman. France, a member of the Entente,
bloodless after the severe war, became British dependent. Another British
ally (Russia), which fell under the revolution and the Civil War blows, not
only became the successor of the promised victory benefits but lost a lot
of its own property. Under the control of the Anglo-centric world system,
became about 86 % of the population of the planet. In those years, Britain
was at the top of success and did not see any serious competitors on the
horizon. However, there was one thing, that overshadowed this horizon. We
are talking about awakening from many isolationist slipping years of global
power of the United States. In the Anglo-Saxon global duet, in addition to
the traditional performer No.1 (Britain), the voice of performer No.2 (USA)
began to sound more confidently and loudly.

In addition, in the interval between the First World («The Great») and
the Second World War (in fact «The Third»), were found factors that did
not fit into the Great Britain geopolitical imagination. In the three countries
(Russia, Italy and Germany), occurred three (each in its own way) revolutions.
And were marked three points of growth, due to not so much socio-economical
but socio-psychological and politico-cultural factors. Three sources of world-
system anxiety arose. There were a) Russian communism, b) Italian fascism
and c) German Nazism. All three had a totalitarian structure. All three denied
the old bourgeois world order. All three resolutely condemned the «rotten»
liberal democracy. All three had the intention to build their own special world
order in accordance with their original world-system project.

The first (Russian) revolution of 1917 passed two stages (February and
November) reaching in November the highest (Jacobin) radicalization. By
the beginning of World War II, the Bolsheviks with the help of a powerful
political, cultural and social propaganda, when using totally organized
repressive technologies, managed to discipline the people and mobilize their
creative energy for scientific, technical and military modernization. This was
especially clearly manifested during the period of the «Stalin’s five-year-
terms» (1928-1932; 1933-1937).

The second is the Italian (fascist) revolution (1922-1924), although in a
much smaller range, managed to mobilize the masses for a political coup and
social modernization. The famous Ukrainian, Russian and European Philosopher
N. Berdyaev noted that «Italian fascism has on its basis the myth of the state
as the highest value and the supreme creature... « (Berdyaev, 1991).

The third (Nazi) revolution (Germany, 1933) led to the dominance of the
nationalism as a total ideology and policy. The principle of the Germans racial
superiority was put at the forefront, and the state was put at the service of
this principle. In his book «Mein Kampf», Hitler directly states:

«... it is not the state that is the main prerequisite for the emergence of a
higher breed person, but the race. This property of the race is eternal. Only
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appropriate external conditions are needed for that it can practically manifest
itself» (Gitler, 2012, p. 307).

Hence — the main setting of the Nazi ideology (unlike the Italian
fascists) — the creation of a pure and strong race, capable to uncontested
world domination, and the transformation of the state into its instrument.

This is what German Nazism (racism) was fundamentally different from
Italian fascism. If Mussolini put forward a totalitarian state as a system-
forming principle, capable of rallying all citizens into a single whole,
regardless of their nationality and religion, but Hitler put forward a race as
a system-forming core that uses the power of the state apparatus to suppress,
subjugate or eliminate all racially alien peoples. If Mussolini strove for an
«integrator state», then Hitler strove for a «separator state» that rigidly
separated the «clean» from the «unclean». At the same time, both ideologies
were the initiators of the totalitarian repressive practices. This united them.

Unlike German Nazism and Italian fascism, the Soviet socialist «state
of workers and peasants» did not seek to assert the dominance of one race
(nation) over all the others, nor did it seek to «compress» all classes into a
single cluster «a la Mussolini». Its goal was to «liberate the whole world from
the exploiting classes» and reorganize it on egalitarian principles, taken from
a Christian context and reinforced by the slogans of the French Revolution:
«Liberty, Fraternity, Equality».

In accordance with the concept of the Bolshevik’s leader V. Lenin, one
of the main strategic tasks of the proletarian dictatorship state should be
the movement towards a classless society. He emphasized: «For the complete
destruction of classes, it is necessary not only to overthrow the exploiters,
landowners and capitalists, not only to abolish their property, it is also necessary
to abolish all private ownership of the production means, it is necessary to
destroy both the difference between town and village, so as the difference
between people of physical and mental labor. This is a very long task. To make
it, is needed a huge step forward in the development of productive forces, it
is necessary to overcome the resistance... of the numerous remnants of small-
scale production, it is necessary to overcome the enormous force of habit and
inertness associated with these remnants» (Lenin, 1967, p. 15). It is quite
understandable that with such a total denial of all social differences, there is
hardly place for emphasize racial and national inequality.

If the German world order looked like a hierarchical pyramid of peoples
and races, on top of which is the «great German nation» (as the standard
of the «Aryan race»), then the Leninist world order looked like a global
(<horizontal») co-optation of the peoples of the world into a common
Soviet Union based on national and cultural equality. For this reason, the
communist-type totalitarianism looked more socially attractive than the
other two totalitarianisms (Italian and German). It is quite likely that this
very circumstance, in addition to a number of others, played a role in the
unification of the USSR with liberal allies (the United States and Britain)
to defeat fascism. It is possible that the Soviet national-racial egalitarianism
was more or less understandable to the liberal world, which also spoke of the
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formal equality of peoples. Perhaps this explains the assumption by the West
(for a certain time) of the socialist world-system headed by the USSR.

Returning to the Second World War, we note that by its beginning
(September 1, 1939) had formed two distinct anti-liberal clusters, which could
really threaten the existence of the dominant world-system with its Anglo-
Saxon core. These are German Nazism (with Italian fascism and Japanese
militarism) and Soviet communism (combined with the flaring up revolutionary
movement in China and the combat cell system of the Comintern).

In this situation, there was only one way out for Britain — to clash two
anti-systems, that had matured by the beginning of the world war, against
each other, supporting one of them to destroy the other (while preparing to
eliminate the survivor). Let us recall Churchill’s position in relation to the
warring USSR and Germany: «For 400 years, England’s foreign policy was
to confront the strongest, most aggressive, most influential power on the
continent... We have always... united with less powerful powers, created a
coalition with them and in this way they defeated and frustrated the plans of
the continental military tyrant, whoever he was, whatever country he was at
the head of...» (Huntington, 2003).

The defeat of the German Nazis and their satellites in World War II
(1939-1945) led not only to the liquidation of one of the opponents of liberal
democracy but also to the «development» by the Americans of the British
colonial legacy. And Britain itself has turned (to use the terminology of the
writer Orwell) into «airstrip number 2» for the United States. After Breton
Woods, the dollar becomes the world currency. West Germany, defeated,
humiliated, and denazified, was integrated into the American-centric world.
East Germany becomes part of the Soviet anti-system. And the whole of
Western Europe, reanimated with the Marshall Plan help, was turning into
an additional (in relation to the United States) center of world politics. The
American-British world-system with a built-in Western European cluster was
starting to gradually eliminate the USSR as the core of the anti-system. At
the same time, the USSR follows the course of the world capitalist system
destruction and the USA as its core. Everyone remembers the well-known
N. S. Khrushchev exclamation at the session of the UN General Assembly:
«We will bury you!»

From the Fulton W. Churchill speech (March 1945), the «Cold» (Fourth)
World War begins. 45 years later it ends with the collapse of the USSR and
the destruction of the entire European part of the World Socialist System.
There remains a group of eastern countries with a socialist orientation
without a core uniting them (China, Vietnam, North Korea). Socialist Cuba is
becoming an abandoned island in the Atlantic Ocean. At the same time, China
of the Deng Xiaoping era was temporarily developing in a «built-in» (into the
American trade partnership system) mode, covertly using this situation for
large-scale socio-economic modernization and launching a counter-offense.

Since the beginning of the XX century 90s, after the collapse of the USSR,
the ancient 500-year-old capitalist world-system receives a surge of fresh
strength, rises to a new level, and, thanks to its global leader (USA), modifies
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its structure. Four levels of the Global Leader «escort» are being formed, —
the «inner circle» (Britain, Western European countries, and Japan), the
«middle circle» (countries admitted to the EU and NATO), the «far circle»
(dependent countries seeking the favor of the United States) and, finally,
«outcasts» (those who, for one reason or another, «have lost the Boss high
trust»). In addition, in the zone of the American-centric world-system constant
monitoring, there is one more circle — the «circle of existential threats»,
fraught with the emergence and development of an alternative world-system,
able to overturn the current one. Today, it is primarily China, conducted with
Russia, which is striving to concentrate around a multi-vectored set of non-
Western countries.

It should be noted that since the end of the XXth century, the activity
of states belonging to this group has been increasing. Even S. Huntington
emphasized: «The balance of influence between civilizations is shifting. The
relative influence of the West is declining. The economic, political, and
military power of Asian civilizations is growing. The demographic explosion
of Islamic countries has destabilizing consequences both for the Muslim states
themselves and for their neighbors. Non-Western civilizations reaffirm the
value of their cultures» (Huntington, 2003, p. 15).

It is in this set of states belonging to non-Western civilizations, which
are still less consolidated than the Western world, «center of attraction»
is gradually crystallizing. We are talking about the Chinese-Russian geo-
economical and geopolitical alliance, which seeks to acquire the status of
a new world-system core. All this inevitably leads the world to the mutual
tension increase (up to an extreme degree of antagonism) between the two
world-system cores — existing American-centric and rising Chinese-centric.

Once upon a time, the Soviet-Chinese alliance did not take place due to the
desire of the USSR in the 60s to dominate and impose its political and economic
system on China. Ultimately, this ended in a bloody clash on Damansky Island
in March 1969. At present, a modernized China is in the status of a leading
party and is behaving strategically very competently, strengthening its «field
of attraction.»

Unlike post-Soviet Russia, which lost a significant part of its territories and
resources and abandoned its former ideological attitudes, China has managed
to maintain its territorial integrity and, most importantly, its strategic
ideology. While post-Yeltsin Russia was looking for new ideological meanings
for its further existence, communist China (with all its tactical maneuvers and
assumptions) confidently continued to follow the strategic course chosen once
and forever. Here, perhaps, the centuries-old Chinese «culture of Tao» — the
culture and philosophy of the Way as the sense of human existence.

However, for all the existing differences in ideologies of both countries,
modern China and Russia agree that the established Anglo-Saxon world-
system model is becoming a «suffocating factor» and an obvious existential
threat to them. There are also reasons to believe that both states agreed
that the destruction of the existing world order is possible only by force.
Something similar happened in the formation history of the Western world-
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system itself. There is ample evidence that the history of the West is the
history of many large and small wars, and four of them were the World wars
(as discussed above).

The East in the XXst century, in fact, turned out to be in this trend. The
original intention of the 24.02.22. «Hybrid» war was reduced to a sudden
and rapid change of the power balance in the Western European bridgehead
in favor of Russia, followed by a change of the power balance in the zone
of Southeast Asia in favor of China. Such a blow from two strategic flanks
(East European and Taiwan), apparently, was intended to achieve a sharp
reduction in the Anglo-Saxon influence on Eurasia, and, in fact, on Africa. In
this case, the Chinese «Belt and Road» strategy will receive full military and
political support, which, in the end, may lead to a sharp existing world order
reformatting.

However, things didn’t go according to plan. This war began to turn into a
«black hole», into which almost the entire global community began to be drawn
gradually. The fact of the decisive rallying of more than 40 Western states
to provide comprehensive military assistance to Ukraine to achieve a decisive
victory over Russia speaks volumes. The Anglo-Saxon core entered into a
decisive struggle against the attempts of the emerging Sino-centric world-
system core to change the world order in its favor. This, in particular, explains
the alignment of two military-political blocs (NATO and AUUKUS) along with
certain strategic directions. One (NATO) aims to destroy the Russian flank.
The other (AUUKUS) targets China.At the same time, the China-Russian
alliance has its own macro-regional and functional specialization. The Eastern
European land zone of Eurasia (mainly Ukraine) has become the vector of
Russia’s offensive efforts. The coastal zone of Southeast Asia (primarily
Taiwan and the Solomon Islands) has become the vector of China’s priority
efforts. In functional terms, economically limited Russia resorts to using its
«untwisted» military potential, and economically powerful China, based on
the Russian military campaign monitoring, is developing a combined, multi-
way strategy for advancing in the Southeast direction. One thing is clear: both
Russia and China see their bond not just as a situational alliance, but as a
deep cooperation, designed for a long historical game, the main prize of which
will be a new world order.

On analyzing the experience of the Russian «special operation», China
cannot but register the Kremlin’s strategic blunders. It is striking that
Moscow underestimates the power and combat readiness of the Ukrainian
armed forces, the extent to which the Ukrainian political system has «growth»
into the organism of Ukrainian society. The extent of the «reagent potential»
of the West in its response to the Russian challenge was also underestimated.

The second significant mistake is seen in the vagueness of the «special
operation» motivational aspect. Once, Napoleon justified his invasion of
Europe (and then Russia) by the need to «carry the ideals of the French
Revolution», to liberate Europe from «rotten monarchical regimes.» Hitler
inspired the German people with their «sacred right» to conquer the living
space and establish world domination «by the right of a strong race.» Stalin
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called on the peoples of the USSR to unite in order to rid the world of the
«brown plague» and bring to the humankind «social liberation and equality».

In the «special operation», everything was initially reduced to
«denazification», «demilitarization» and the achievement of the Ukrainian
«neutral status». Subsequently, this slogan was replaced by the more specific
slogan «liberation from Nazi terror the citizens of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions» Such vagueness of the motivational base is not accidental. It is
due to the uncertainty of the ideological positioning of Russia after the
USSR collapse. If the Soviet Union positioned itself as the «vanguard of
all progressive mankind», waging the uncompromising struggle against the
«reactionary capitalist world», then post-Soviet Russia for a long time sought
to position itself as «part of the civilized West», albeit with some «Russian
specifics». Over time, the emphasis on «Russian specifics» began to intensify,
without changing, however, the main message: «Basically, we are the same as
you.» This explains the paradoxical circumstance that in the official rhetoric
of the Kremlin leadership, even in the most acute conflict situations, the
West did not hear definitions such as «enemies», «competitors.» Invariably
sounded only one word — «partners».

It is this unstable Russian ideological positioning, that negatively affected
the Russian «special operation» motivation in Ukraine. However, the logic of
the brutal war, the very fact of the unanimous and acutely hostile rallying of
the West against Russia, forces Russian society (even apart from the actions of
the political elite) to reconsider its basic ideological positions. Russia is forced
to realize its incompatibility with the Western system of values. Gorbachev’s
«new thinking» turned out to be a fake. There is a return (for the umpteenth
time!) from «Western romanticism» to the logic of «hard historical reality».

Today, the Russian leadership is faced with the need to carry out an
internal «conservative revolution». Its main elements can be (as problems
deepen) firstly, the purge of the command armed forces staff (on charges
of incompetence, negligence and corruption), the transfer of army and the
military-industrial complex to the wartime regime and permanent combat
readiness; secondly, the tightening of control over «big business» up to the
nationalization of certain sectors of the economy; thirdly, the development
of the «strong people’s social state»ideology (rather in the style of Russian
populism than communist Bolshevism); fourthly, the reorganization of higher
and secondary education in the «Soviet school» traditions, fourthly, the
decisive opposition of the «true values» philosophy to «Western decadence»,
the «cleansing» of Russian society as a whole and young people, in particular,
from «internal decadence», education in the youth qualities of diligence,
responsibility, strong-willed skills and physical endurance (like the»»Ready
for Labor and Defense» movement in the early USSR); fifthly, the tightening
of internal ideological and political censorship, the desire to turn Russia into
a «single ideological and political cluster» embraced by the idea of «people’s
patriotism».

It cannot be argued that all these tendencies will manifest themselves in
full, but one thing is clear: the instinct of self-preservation will force Russia
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to change internally, become more disciplined and tough, or perish. It is
also obvious that the Russian-Ukrainian war is already beginning to change
Russia from within. All these transformations are quite coherent with the
political plans of modern China. There is a growing strategic connection in
which China is taking on the role of a partner, who leads, and Russia —
is a lead partner. To some extent, this is reminiscent of the United States
and Europe’s strategic «duet». But when looking at recent events related
to Russia's apparent military failures, this «duet» becomes more and more
problematic and undesirable for China.

There is an assumption that in the range between 2022 and 2025, the
«corridor of opportunities» will open before the world, upon exiting which
we will be able to find ourselves in one of the certain world-system contexts.

Let’s outline the contours of the two main (diametrically opposed) options.

Option one (occidental): «Triumph of the West.»

a) The West uses the factor of «bogging down» Russia in the space of
«hybrid war» for complete moral discrediting, economic exhaustion and total
«abolition» of its inveterate geopolitical adversary, Russia, from the context of
world civilization. Russia is «squeezed out», pushed out, and removed from the
oxidative world — system space. In this situation, according to the head of the
American analytical service «STRATFOR» D. Friedman: «... the country will
fall apart... (as it already fell apart in 1917 and it happened again — in 1991)
and soon... will collapse military power of Russia (Fridman, 2010, p. 162).

b) The West is intensifying the technologies developed since the time of
Gorbachev’s «perestroika» to use the mechanisms of democratic procedures for
wide access to Russian domestic politics. The expected result is the political
desovereignization of Russia and the reprogramming of «Russian identity.»

c¢) The American-centric world-system is «developing» post-Russian
resources on the backdrop of political and economic «tying» a weakened (and
possibly disintegrated) Russia, with a parallel strengthening of Ukraine’s
managerial functions in the Russian post-imperial space.

d) Attempts to disintegrate China as a core of a global counter-system. The
expectation that (according to the forecasts of the same Friedman), «China...
will not withstand the consequences of the economic downturn and will break
up into separate regions, the borders of which are well known, and the central
part will weaken and let go of the threads of rule... « (Fridman, 2010, p. 136).
The United States assets in this outcome are more than obvious: a weakened
and dependent Europe, a conquered Russian Heartland, a weakened China
with an alarming prospect of disintegration. Restoration of monopolarity in
the style of «Pax Americana».

Option two (oriental): «Triumph of the East.»

a) After the failure of the February «blitzkrieg», Russia begins to focus
on internal mobilization resources (military-political, economic, social, value-
ideological), moves to the economic autarky and the ideology of the imperial
«reconquista.» Is awakening the very «Russian reflex», which at one time
extremely worried Bismarck: «... the most favorable outcome of the war will
never lead to the decomposition of the main force of Russia, which is based on
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millions of Russians... These latter, even if they are divided by international
treatises, so they quickly recombine with each other, like particles of a cut
piece of mercury...» (Bismarck, 2019). In the near future, the ideology and
practice of modernized Russian populism may intensify, along with the
ideas of deoligarchization of Russian society. The question of the «social
responsibility» of Big Business under the political power radical control will
be put on the agenda. The ideas of «Russian-Christian neo-imperialism,» the
historical revenge of Russia, the denunciation of the <historical untruth»
of the West, and the assertion of the «spiritual power» of the East will take
root in public opinion. «World-saving» in the style of F. Dostoevsky can
become the basis of the Russian state ideology and the dominant cultural
trend. On this basis, a system of new world order is being formed in close
connection with the Chinese world-system project of the «Common Destiny
Global World.» But reality says that with every day of the Russian-Ukrainian
war, Russia is losing its chance more and more.

b) In the new China-centric world-system core, Russia will claim the role of
a geopolitical «balancer» and «moderator» of the countries set, that adheres
to the de-Westernized path of development. But at present day, things look
different. Russia is increasingly turning into China’s raw materials appendage,
an increasingly dependent segment of Chinese world policy.

c) A gradual «re-switching» of Western European countries (trade, energy,
investment, culture, and education) to the East will begin. Specialization of
the «Eurasian tetragon» (China — Russia — India — Turkey) countries in the
development of specialized segments of cooperation with the West.

d) Ultimately, the reorientation of the planet’s population majority to the
new Eurasian geo-economic center. The possibility of creating an analogue of
the UN in the Eastern segment of the planet. Limitation of the Anglo-Saxon
world activities by the zone of the Atlantic with a corresponding decrease in
its status. The emergence of the phenomenon of «Anglo-Saxon peripherality».
The gradual transition of Australia and Oceania into the orbit of China-centric
Southeast Asia influence. Integration of Central Asia and the Middle East into
a China-centrical world order. Increasing of non-Western countries totality,
the level of cohesion. The turn of Western Europe towards the Eurasian
integration process. But all of this is very problematic, given the difficult
domestic political situation in China itself and the nature of his relations with
India, and many other countries in the Pacific region also.

e) The global «conservative revolution» implementation on the basis of the
historically established human society values. The onset of an era that modern
intellectuals define as a «consciousness revolution» ufter «postmodernity»
(Grof, Laslo & Rassel, 2004). However, today we are witnessing a global
«wrestling» in which there is no guaranteed outcome and in which Ukraine, her
spirit, her combat capability and her moral and political values play a key role.

However, the consolidation of the totality of Western countries in supporting
Ukrainian resistance to the Russian invasion speaks about a significant resource
of the West in upholding its principles and values.
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Conclusion

Outlined here the two «polar» scenarios of the events possible development
are far from exhausting the entire spectrum of the Russian-Ukrainian war
global consequences. Most likely, the restructuring of the world order will
follow some kind of «third», or even «fifth» or «eighteenth» path. Let us only
pay attention to the fact that the ideal outcome from the dramatic «clash of
civilizations» was drawn by S. Huntington at the end of the 20th century. He
wrote: «A global war of civilizations can be avoided only when world leaders
accept the multi-civilizational nature of global politics and begin cooperate to
maintain it» (Huntington, 2003, p. 16).

However, the achievement of such an ideal state is possible, as the American
political scientist believed, subject to three main conditions:

Condition one: «The survival of the West depends on whether Americans
reaffirm their Western identification» [ibid] (i.e., abandon their global claims
and return to their traditional Western segment).

Second condition: «... will the Westerners accept their civilization as unique,
not as universal» [ibid] (that is, they will agree that Western civilization is
no longer an imperative for the whole world, but just one of the equivalent
civilizations).

Third condition: unification «... to preserve civilization against the
challenges of non-Western societies» [ibid] (that is, the return of the West to
its original civilizational borders, internal consolidation, appeal to its values
and shrines).

The global world expects similar thoughtful and consistent actions from
the East. It is quite clear that the transition to such a world order, especially
in the conditions of a flaring up war, is very problematic and complicated. But
there are chances if: a) politicians are seriously concerned about the fate of
mankind and show the will to real agreements, b) if they show the courage to
strictly observe these agreements, and c) if real politics prevails with a clear
and fair observance of the interests, cultural preferences and traditions of all
the world peoples without exception.

Today, it is obvious one thing — the Russian-Ukrainian war marked
the Rubicon, on crossing which, the world has already begun to change
dramatically and irreversibly. And the role of Ukraine, the heroism of its
army, the creativity of its command, its growing resistance to the aggressor
is becoming a decisive factor in the global bifurcation.

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«EFFECTIVE» CITIZENSHIP IN THE EU STATES: AN INSTRUMENT
OF TERRITORIAL AND POLITICAL (DE)CONSTRUCTION

Summary

The article analyzes the transformation and modern conceptual problems of inter-
preting the essence of the institution of citizenship. The reasons and conditions for
rethinking the concept of «citizenship» as the basic principle of relations between the
state and a citizen from the state (national) «belonging» to «legal connection» are
traced. Historical changes in the understanding of citizenship from Exclusive and
Territorial Citizenship to Overlapping, Portable, Elective, Dual or Double, Multiple,
and even — Strategic and Effective Citizenship. It is noted that a conceptual shift
in understanding the legal relationship between a citizen and the state produces far-
reaching implications for the processes of political and legal global integration, trans-
nationalization, international migration, economic and national-territorial transfor-
mation, geopolitical (de)construction. It is shown that the modern use of the categories
«Strategic» and «Effective» Citizenship «demonstrates a new instrumental approach
to the institution of citizenship, especially in the states of the European Union that
have introduced supranational European citizenship and agreed on the development of
subnational (regional) citizenship, as evidenced by the experience of the Aland Islands
Finland. and a general course towards regionalization. The transformation of the insti-
tution takes place in the context of legitimizing a new political and legal order, solving
the problem of democratic «inclusion», political participation and its legal regulation
in conditions of high migration and socio-economic mobility, and the orientation of the
states of the European space towards macro-regional integration against the backdrop
of growing needs for demographic labor force replacement.

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COOPERATION OF EU COUNTRIES WITH MERCOSUR AND CELAC:
REGIONAL AND GLOBAL DIMENSION

The article considers the main forms of cooperation between the EU countries and
the largest associations of Latin American countries MERCOSUR and CELAC. The
historical basis is analyzed through the prism of the theory of neoliberalism and the
concept of regionalism, the search for models of interaction of the common future of
regional associations. It is noted that relations between the EU and Latin America
also influenced the accession of Portugal and Spain to the European Community and
significantly strengthened their cooperation. The main stages and periods of coopera-
tion are indicated: economic, political, cultural, and social. Each period has different
results since the internal political processes of states played a significant role, which
influencing further decisions. A detailed analysis of bi-regional meetings, summits,
and negotiation processes of the countries-participants of the studied associations.

It is noted that the EU actively uses the theory of neoliberalism as one of the
main mechanisms for interaction with other countries, in particular, it considers rela-
tions both with the region as a whole and through cooperation with MERCOSUR and
CELAC. This approach contributes to a more effective and multilateral dialogue that
involves many areas of activity and the interests of partners at different levels of in-
ternational relations, using the policy of soft power.

The main problems and difficulties that have arisen on the way to signing a docu-
ment on the creation of a common free trade area between the EU and MERCOSUR
are outlined. The article considers a significant documentary base on various meetings
and summits since they became the basis for the signing of a joint declaration in 2019.
Today, the EU interacts with Latin America at several levels: continental, regional,
and bilateral, resulting in a network of discussions, negotiations, and joint efforts for
deeper cooperation.

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THE PHENOMENON OF LOBBYING: INTERPRETATION
OF THE NATURE AND MODELS OF THE ORGANIZATION
OF ACTIVITIES

Summary

The article examines the phenomenon of lobbying as actual practice in a pluralis-
tic society, as a complex, modern institution of the political system, which provides
a mechanism and tools for the influence of interested groups on decision-making by
power structures. Competition between groups in lobbying interests is represented
by a condition that ensures freedom and justice without recourse to the concepts of
«social interest», «public interest» or «common good». With the help of theoretical
and conceptual studies focused on the mechanisms of collective actions of interested
groups and interest groups, it is shown that political decisions in modern public sys-
tems are no longer the prerogative of official institutions of power, but are the result
of a compromise of groups. Lobbying has acquired indicators that are characteristic
of institutions that are involved in the decision-making process, and the structures
of the organization of lobbying activities reflect the current structure of political
interest. It is shown that the historical development of lobbying activities and forms
of interpretation of lobbying practices in various socio-political systems developed in
the context of the logic of the formation of the socio-political system. The analysis of
current regional models of lobbying activity, formed in different socio-political con-
ditions, reflects the nature of the interaction between interest groups in society and
demonstrates dependence on the structures of political interest, providing information
about who and how transforms it into political decisions and actions. The British-
American model of individualized lobbying, formed as a result of the symbiosis of po-
litical activity and business, is presented; the continental European model of corporate
representation, formed as a result of changes in the rules of the game between business
and the state; the Eastern European model of institutionally controlled lobbying with
elements of «clientelism». The center of gravity in matters of regulation of lobbying
practices has certain options. If in the British model the regulatory process concerns,
first of all, politicians (the object of lobbying), then in the American model the lobby-
ists themselves and the market for lobbying services are subject to state regulation. It
is emphasized that the normative indicator of the intensity and effectiveness of lob-
bying activity is the ability of the political system to solve systemic challenges, which
is understood as the number and quality of access points available in it, using which
interest groups can join the decision-making process of state authorities.

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THREE PARADOXES OF THE THEORY OF DEMOCRACY

Summary

The article analyzes three paradoxes of the theory of democracy, which testify to
the crisis of this theory. The reasons for the aggravated paradoxical vision of democ-
racy can be considered both contradictions in the very theory of democracy and contra-
dictions in the political practice of democratic states.

In accordance with the proposed author’s approach to the analysis of the paradoxes
of the theory of democracy, attention should be focused on the key problem for the
social form of existence, the problem of the relationship between freedom, equality
and justice.

The social exists as the intersection of the natural (necessary) and the conscious
(free). Interests as motivators of behavior were placed in this «pause». The «super-
structure» in the form of collective consciousness produces values as regulators of
behavior. And the balance of interests and values becomes the main social problem,
solved on the basis of the ratio of freedom and equality, which is assessed as fair or
unfair. The latter is transferred to the specific embodiment of a just or unjust order
in the person of the state.

The socialist value of the state priority of «workers’ equality» was devalued in the
early 90s of the 20th century due to the obvious dissonance between the theory and
practice of equality and the collapse of the state order that represented this value —
the USSR. Therefore, in the modern world, democratic systems balance on a fluid bal-
ance of freedom and order in the form of neo-liberal or neo-conservative state policies.
But the desovereignization of the state postulated in D. Rodrik’s paradox, confirmed
by other researchers, casts doubt on the effectiveness of this policy in the modern
world.

In order to comprehend the paradoxes of the theory of democracy, the author
submits the following statements for consideration: 1. Democracy and the state are
coexisting forms of social organization that can temporarily intersect and thus create
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the illusion of their consistent combination. The basis of this illusion was laid by the
European interpretation of the direct democracy of antiquity; 2. Under the conditions
of representative democracy, the illusion of a consistent combination of democracy and
the state is stimulated through the propaganda mechanism state self-identification
of the population, based on a person’s tendency to self-deceive and on the ideologies
encouraged by the state that are relevant in a particular social system: nationalism,
patriotism, socialism, liberalism, the rule of law. 3. It is necessary to recognize the ex-
istence in the conditions of a representative democracy of a «political class» that has a
special economic and psychological motivation for behavior, and therefore is interested
in preserving and maintaining a special type of status (as a democratic variety of class)
inequality, including through the propaganda of the ideological dogma of democracy.

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POLITICAL CARICATURE AS A KIND OF CREOLIZED TEXT IN THE
CONTEXT OF THE CRISIS OF UKRAINIAN-RUSSIAN RELATIONS
(ON THE MATERIAL OF THE GREEK PRESS)

Summary

Using scientific works in the field of creolized text theory, an attempt was made
to analyze the specific features of political caricature in Greek mass media discourse,
as well as to identify the role of verbal and nonverbal components of creolized politi-
cal caricature texts in conditions of hybrid warfare. The research department of 162
political caricatures of national and world political leaders and international events in
the context of the crisis of Ukrainian-Russian relations served as the material of the
presented work. Illustrations were selected from the Greek media, including newspa-
pers, magazines, social networks, thematic blogs and websites. The subject of research
in this work were structural, lexical-semantic, graphic and historical-cultural charac-
teristics of the creolized text of political caricature in Greek and English. In order to
achieve this goal, the authors of the article solved the following tasks: 1) define the
concept of «creolized text» and give synonymous definitions; 2) identify the charac-
teristics of political caricature as a genre / type of creolized text in political, media
and artistic discourses; 3) analyze and describe the relationship between the structural
components of the creolized text of a political caricature; 4) identify common stylistic
devices of political caricature and give examples. The performed analysis of the works
showed that the real world in the information space is transmitted through the prism
of metaphor, irony, antithesis, animation, personification, metonymy and synecdoche.
The work highlights the leading anthropomorphic and zoomorphic images of famous
political leaders, as well as strategies and tactics of their formation in terms of cogni-
tive metaphor. Common tactics in political cartoons include tactic of «hanging» labels,
tactic of contemptuously ironic belittling of any advantages of the target (strength,
significance, quality, scale, etc.) and tactic of exaggeration of its disadvantages.

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INFORMATION POLICY OF THE COUNTRIES IN THE CONDITIONS
OF ELECTORAL CAMPAIGNS ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE USA
AND UKRAINE

Summary

The article analyzes the essence of election campaigns, outlines the main tasks and
stages of their implementation, considers the features of information support for elec-
tion campaigns. American standards for the development of political PR technologies
for election campaigns are studied, and the peculiarities of the organization of politi-
cal advertising in the media and social networks of candidates in the United States are
considered. It has been established that the information support of election campaigns
in the United States is carried out taking into account feedback from citizens from
a thorough study of society’s expectations. Thus, in the US, the media, as commu-
nication channels, carry out the functions of collecting, filtering, distributing and
generalizing ideas about voters through shows, interviews, and debates. It was found
that the media occupy a key place in the formation of the information space of power
and have the status of an intermediary in the relationship between the population and
the authorities through the use of various communication mechanisms. Internet com-
munications used by the headquarters of B. Obama, D. Trump, H. Clinton, J. Biden
during the election campaigns of candidates most actively included e-mail, websites,
blogs and social networks, online television and video channels on Internet resource
YouTube.com. It has been proven that the Internet provides undeniable effectiveness
in the political struggle tools for interacting with the electorate, conveying one’s point
of view to the voters, and expanding the base of the election campaign. Ukrainian
standards for the development of political PR technologies to ensure the conduct of
election campaigns are analyzed. Features of the organization of political advertis-
ing of candidates in Ukraine in mass media and social networks are considered. The
Ukrainian experience of information policy during election campaigns is analyzed and
the main problems of information support of election campaigns are studied, as well as
ways to solve them are proposed.

Summary

The article discusses the main approaches to establishing the difference between the
concepts of public relations and propaganda. A reconstruction of the development of
the sphere of public relations in Western political culture has been made. The features
of the development of the sphere of public relations in the countries of the post-Soviet
space are determined. It has been established that the concept of public relations, until
recently little known and unusual for the former Soviet political culture and mental-
ity, has literally burst into our lives in recent years. This concept has become fash-
ionable, has become a real hallmark of new times. The entire civilized world has not
only become accustomed to it, but has also turned public relations into an effectively
working science and art of achieving mutual understanding and agreement between
various subjects of civil society life. But because of its «fashionableness», the concept
of «public relations» is often used in place and out of place, often putting a perverted
meaning into it. Sometimes a superficial approach to this area of activity is contrary
to the principles of social responsibility of civil society institutions, in fact pushing to
treat the public as an object of deception, manipulation solely in the selfish interests
of subjects whose favorable (or unfavorable) image is created at any cost. The insti-
tutionalization of a civilized professional system of public relations in the post-Soviet
space is making its way through many objective and subjective obstacles. The content
of obstructing factors of an objective and subjective nature is always concretely his-
torical. A weighty historical factor in this process is the legacy of the influence of the
propaganda machine of the past.

DIVERSITY OF THE EU’S INTERREGIONAL RELATIONS

Since the 1990s, the European Union has declared its support for regional
integration in other parts of the world, and incorporated this objective as a
part of European external policy. The European Union is using these relations
to project its own model of institutionalised actorness. The success of Euro-
pean regionalism has in some cases prompted other countries to imitation,
while elsewhere countries have opted for their own form of regionalism firmly
rejecting any explicit attempt to replicate the European experience.

Interregionalism has been defined as «institutionalized relations between
world regions». Interregional relations differ from conventional interstate
relations in two aspects. First, not just states but also regional organizations
and civil society generally participate in the process. Furthermore, as inter-
regional relations are usually asymmetric — since they tend to involve regions
with different degrees of complexity such as the EU vis-a-vis most develop-
ing regional groupings — explicit support for further integration and the
transfer of integration technologies tend to be a key part of the agreements.
Second, the scope of interregionalism is usually limited to «low politics»:
regional organizations typically engage in negotiations on economic or social
issues rather than security or military matters.

Interregionalism is a way to promote the diffusion of the EU’s institu-
tional model, its socio-economic development, democracy and good governance
through dialogue and mutual cooperation. This concept laid a foundation for
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its foreign strategy, based on a range of policy instruments, a mix of con-
ditionalities and incentives, generally tailored to the economic, security and
geopolitical interests of the EU. Three broad approaches to the promotion of
regional integration can be distinguished. First, the promotion of regional
integration through enlargement has provided a very direct and comprehen-
sive way of implementing this policy. That approach was applied towards the
Central and Eastern European countries and the Western Balkans. Second,
the EU can and has been able to influence regional integration in a broad and
general way through normative suasion, where other regional communities
adopt certain practices, institutional arrangements, or other forms of gover-
nance modelled on the European regional governance system. This approach
can be traced in EU-Mercosur and EU-ASEAN interregional relations. Third,
the promotion of regional integration has developed through the interregional
agreements between the EU and other regional groupings, such as the Coto-
nou Agreement with the African, Caribbean and Pacific group. Generally, the
interregional agreements cover a whole range of issues, such as trade, envi-
ronment, technical assistance, development, infrastructure, political reform.
This approach can also be implemented in EUROMED interregional relations.

In sum, the external promotion of regional integration can be used for
various goals: to export the EU model of governance; to exercise international
influence through the spread of EU values; and to strengthen the identity of
the EU without compromising the national interests of the respective member
states.

The EU interregionalism includes a gradual and mutual liberalisation of
trade (interregional free trade areas). It also has promoted common policies
and institutions as well as the creation of supranational frameworks. For the
EU, interregionalism has been considered as a mean to export its regional
governance model and to increase its reputation and legitimacy as an inter-
national actor.

However, in these last years the relationship between the EU and other
regions has stagnated and the enthusiasm for the interregional relations has
decreased for the benefit of bilateral relations. Given the ASEAN’s emphasis
on sovereignty and non-intervention, strong notions of national sovereignty
and postcolonial independence in Mercosur member-states, and political insta-
bility in Mediterranean region, EU has been shifting its focus on strengthen-
ing bilateral relations region-wide.

CONSEPTUALISING REGIONAL AND GLOBAL GOVERNANCE

Globalization creates opportunities but also vulnerabilities. The future of
the world economy decisively depends on how global challenges such as cy-
ber risks, climate change, epidemics, and geopolitical conflicts are managed.
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No country can master these challenges alone. The globalized world economy
needs global governance, and actors must play an active role in shaping it.

Global governance is a continuous process of balancing different interests
and initiating cooperative action. The basis for this is the coordination of na-
tional policies and identification of shared norms and rules.

Some well-known intergovernmental organizations are UN and NATO. Glob-
al governance is the tour given to the systems and institutions that both sup-
port and set limits on this interdependence.

The liberal theory of international relations emphasizes the interconnected
nature of global politics and a stronger world when states cooperate.

Regional Governance is first and foremost a definition for a modern form
of regional policy which stands out due to the following factors:

a) Increase of the importance of the region as political coordination level

b) Replacement of the territorial principle by the functional principle

c¢) Intersectoral cooperation through weakly institutionalised regional net-
works and partnerships

d) Hierarchical steering of incentives through various instruments and
forms.

Regionalism has increasingly become a global phenomenon. Growth of re-
gionalism is a sign of political globalization and the attempts to regulate its
effects. Some well-known regional organizations are NAFTA and the EU.

Regional Governance plays an important role in relationship to programmes
supporting strategies for sustainable regional development.

The concept of Regional and Global Governance in general is to establish
consensus on ’purposes and principles’, clearly define the division of labor,
and limit competition and also to establish formal and informal organizational
links between regional and global institutions.

DEBATES OF FORMAL AND INFORMAL REGIONALISM

After World War II, a major development in the world was the establish-
ment of multilateral organizations and mechanisms to deal with and manage
global problems, which is a major progress of human society. However, the
operation of multilateralism is complicated, and there are many constraints
in many aspects, and there are also great limitations in management and gov-
ernance. This makes the role of regionalism recognized, valued and carried
forward.

Geopolitics is the basis for the positioning of regions, and there are differ-
ent levels: large regions, with continents as boundaries; sub-regions, within
continents based on proximate geopolitics; and small regions, within sub-
regions, and various types of regions based on geopolitical links. Although
the different regions are very different in terms of the way they are linked,
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the structure of their relations and the form of their governance, they have
strong generic characteristics as a nation-state dependent vehicle in terms
of their basic positioning, structural composition, and links of interest and
the structure of their relations. Large regions based on intercontinental divi-
sions are not just a geographical concept, but also have special intrinsic links
and interest bases that structure different forms of regional organizations or
mechanisms for the management and governance of regional affairs. In Eu-
rope, the European Union has been established, showing a high degree of re-
gional integration and exercising management functions over regional affairs;
in Africa, the African Union has been established and a free trade area has
been constructed, providing a certain degree of intervention and governance
over regional affairs; in the Americas, Asia and Oceania, regional governance
mechanisms have also been established to varying degrees.

From the analysis of regionalism in different continents, it can be found
that regionalism does not weaken the country, but complements and strength-
ens it. Although regionalisms exist in different continents, they interact with
each other to achieve national and group interests at the regional and global
levels, remove constraints on globalization growth, minimize the destruc-
tive effects of globalization, and at the same time Guarantee geopolitical and
geo-economic gains, institutionalize cooperation, change global and regional
governance systems, build regional cooperation and identity, and strengthen
interdependence.

WHY SECURITY REGIONALISM?

The end of the Cold War and the period of bipolarity were the trigger for
a rethinking of the classical theories of international relations within the
framework of regionalism. With the collapse of the «world socialist system»,
the importance of regional problems increased dramatically, because the rig-
idly structured from above centralized political systems of the communist
regimes in Eastern Europe and the USSR deliberately excluded the problem
of internal regional differences and identities. In the course of breaking down
the exclusive ideological barriers in the first place, the importance of regional
issues in the new context has grown so much that it has made possible the
successful convergence of formerly ideologized identities within a single re-
gional space.

Regional organizations and institutions, according to them, are capable of
playing a significant role in ensuring regional security because of their special
interest in preserving peace in «their» regions and their greater awareness of
the causes, circumstances, opportunities and ways of resolving local conflicts.
The regionalization of security does not exclude the possibility that many or
at least certain security problems are also global and thus best dealt with by
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multilateral institutions like the UN. However, it also recognises that the re-
gional sources of insecurity can be met with regional security provision that
the UN cannot act as a global security provider.

The security dimension of regional institutions may be understood in two
different, related ways. First, it can be broadly interpreted as the attempt
to promote peaceful and predictable relations among its members, to build
security and community through cooperation. Second, and more narrowly,
a regional security institution can be understood as an organization whose
charter contains an explicit reference to security provision to meet a secu-
rity threat, whether through the coordination of defence, security or foreign
policy at some level.

There is no regular or easily identifiable pattern or process to the devel-
opment of security regionalism. Just to give one example, Latin American,
South Pacific, Southeast Asian and most recently African countries have suc-
cessfully established and maintained a nuclear free zone throughout their
regions. In South Asia, in contrast, the two major regional powers, India and
Pakistan, have gone nuclear, while the commitment of the League of Arab
States to remove all weapons of mass destruction (WMD) from the Middle
East has failed, with Israel’s nuclear capacity already well-established and
Iran moving ever closer to becoming a nuclear power. Humans’ basic instinct
is survival, just as the most fundamental task of the state is its survival and
the maximization of its interests. States try to protect themselves from any
threat, to ensure their security. Each state has different ideas about threats,
as well as different perceptions of the concept of security, so different states
form their own security policies.

It is important to say that modern international relations are character-
ized by growing processes of integration and regionalization, which are based
on the security factor. The formation of regions, as the basic unit of the new
world order, contributes to the increasing interpenetration of the interests of
states and their interdependence. In its essence, security is a multidimension-
al phenomenon, which includes not only direct action measures (protection
of territorial integrity, prevention and neutralization of real and potential
threats to the interests of the region), but also the creation of conditions for
sustainable development in certain social and economic conditions. The secu-
rity factor affects the processes of identification of the territorial society, ac-
tivates the action of cultural and social economic preconditions of association
of the population with the place of their residence, and provides protection of
information and geographical space. The establishment of mutual understand-
ing and interaction between all representatives of the territorial community
is the security factor that spreads a positive image of the region both inside
and outside the state.

THEORY OF ENVIRONMENTAL REGIONALISM

One of the most common approaches to international relations research
today is definitely regional studies. This is a modern method of investigating
interstate relations, based on the division of counties on regional peculiari-
ties. Such a classification became possible due to the ongoing phenomenon of
globalization, which quickly transformed into regionalization and localiza-
tion. The key elements of this method are the interdependence of neighboring
states within a certain geography, their common goals and interests, and joint
economic, political, and socio-cultural tendencies. In the 1980s, two Swedish
Scientists B. Hettne and F. S6derbaum investigated the trend for the conclu-
sion of multilateral agreements between countries on a regional basis and
pioneered the theory of regionalism (often called ’new regionalism’).

The study of regional environmental mechanisms has been developed after
scholars noticed that about 60 % of all climate-related agreements consti-
tuted regional treaties, and was closely connected with the political ideology
of the postmodern era. The core principle of states’ difference according to
their green performance was based on the idea of sustainable development —
17 environmentally aimed goals presented by the United Nations that can
help humanity deal with climate change consequences. And despite there have
been dozens of international initiates aimed at fighting global warming, melt-
ing glaciers and massive environmental pollution since the 1990s (e. g. UN
Framework Convention on Climate Change, Kyoto Protocol and Paris Agree-
ment), the countries of Southeast Asia still cooperated primarily with those
of their region, while the Euro-Atlantic or Latin American states tended to
cooperate within their own geographical formation. From these observations,
the concept of environmental regionalism arose, which is exactly the division
of the entire world into several regions and a more compact study of interna-
tional ’green’ relations in this context.

Since not a single global effort has been able to achieve significant success
in climate actions, it has led to the creation of smaller groups of countries
(regions, sub-regions, interstate unions) that demonstrate the most success-
ful performance in terms of ecology. Quite often, such groups elaborate on
joint environmental initiatives and eventually begin to be perceived as a single
actor, and their foreign policy is usually considered a common (sub)regional
phenomenon. In short, within the most advanced regions, each individual state
makes a significant contribution to the elimination of the problem that allows
researchers to talk about the best climate-related regional policies in Western
Europe, Scandinavia, the Baltics, Oceania and the Pacific. At the same time,
several regions with the poorest environmental performance have emerged (the
Sahel, the Middle East, Central Asia, and Latin America); they require a fun-
damental rethinking of their green strategy or further international support in
order to finance their efforts of combating the effects of rapid climate change.
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Because environmental regionalism is not a unified and well-structured
doctrine, there are dozens of social scientists who use this method in assessing
climate policy but most of them are limited to the analysis of one particular
region and can be representatives of other theoretical schools at the same
time. For instance, J. Balsiger is known for his work on European green re-
gionalism, particularly in the Alpine sub-region; Ch. Foster is a major ecology
researcher at Harvard; J. Blatter specializes in studying this theory in North
America; J. Carew-Reid coined fame as a classic of the Australian school of
new regionalism; K. Kato is the famous Japanese researcher on Southeast
Asian environment; M. Saguier and famous German environmentalist K. Sie-
gel are mainly engaged in regional studies of South America; A. Obydenkova
is a prominent specialist of the post-communist space, and in the works of
D. Morales & L. Sariego-Kluge one can find the application of eco-theory for
many peripheral regions. Also, this approach has not still gained popularity in
some other regions and is traditionally seen as ’left-liberal political populism’,
so there are scholars in third-world countries and Russia who tend to criticize
regional studies with environmental overtones. However, green regionalism
remains extremely attractive for modern IR and thus, requires further theo-
retical development and practical usage.

MEDITERRANEAN STUDIES IN ASIA AND MIDDLE EAST

The post-communist development of the Mediterranean countries has been
noted in the studies of many Asian and Middle Eastern scholars. Given the de-
velopment of Albania, Croatia and Slovenia, it is worth noting the surplus of
institutions and think tanks that have followed the gradual transformation of
political transformation in these countries. The attitudes of Chinese, Japanese
and Arab scholars towards the post-communist Mediterranean countries differ
significantly from those of the Ukrainian or European research schools. How-
ever, it is not the comparative nature of this work that should be noted, but
the more independent position of the countries of the Arab and Asian regions
on the environment of the countries of South-Eastern Europe.

The Arab Studies Quarterly (ASQ) in Arab (and Middle Eastern) Studies
has published an article on «Post-Communist Eastern Europe and the Middle
East: The burden of History and New Political Realities». This article de-
scribes the collapse of the communist system in Eastern Europe and the emer-
gence of a whole new geopolitical and social reality that is strikingly different
from its predecessor.

Turkish sources have their own vision of the Mediterranean region. For
ex., Abdurrahim F. Aydin and Erjada Progonati (Inonu University in Malatya,
Gazi University, Ankara) wrote «Albania’s foreign policy in the post-commu-
nist era». Also, the journal of Southeast European Studies helps provide more
information about the region. Namely, it is an article about interreligious
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tolerance and intercultural life in Albania. The Turkish Institute is studying
the security of the Balkan region, where there is a lot of dynamism.

The Chinese School of International Relations, Peking University has
proved to be more general in its approach to the study of North-eastern Eu-
rope, through the prism of civilization inherent in Asian culture. Researcher
Kong Fanjung, for example, presented his thoughts on the countries of South-
east Europe. This person visited all the countries (Baltic States, Moldova, Po-
land, Hungary, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Slovenia, Serbia, Albania, Macedo-
nia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria and Romania), which he writes about
in his work «Research and Reflection on the Eastern Countries, Central and
South-Eastern Europe «. It is a balanced analytical article that clearly traces
the line of post-communist transformation, especially from the point of view
of Asian colleagues.

The process in Croatia was described separately by the Japanese researcher
Yamakawa Takashi of the Higher School of International Relations, Ritsu-
meikan University, again through the prism of the Asian vision of the prob-
lem. His work deals with the Logic of «Nationalization» in Croatia: Political
Movements in the «Croatian Spring» and the Process of Disintegration of
Yugoslavia.

During the selection of material for this essay, the most difficult thing was
to find Arab authors who could reveal the topic of the post-communist world
situation. Studying the Arabic circulation of literature was the most acces-
sible Qatari news site Aljazira, which collected a report by journalist Hani
Salah, who was able to gather and analyze the situation in the Balkans. Hani
Salah singles out a more economic factor in the development and as a country
as a whole gradually chose their regime after the breakup of Yugoslavia.

That is, looking at the great distance between the Mediterranean and the
Asian and Middle Eastern regions, it becomes clear that researchers such as
China, Japan, Arabic, and Turkey are interested in the post-communist life of
Albania, Croatia, and Slovenia. What makes their work in some ways unique
and gives a complete picture of how «distant» colleagues analyze the situa-
tion after the collapse of the Soviet system. As we see, the studies are very
different from each other, but the transformation of social order is common
in all three countries.

POTENTIAL OF POSTCOMMUNIST COUNTRIES
OF THE MEDITERRANEAN

In the demographic, social, and political development, the post-communist
countries of the Mediterranean, such as Albania, Croatia, and Slovenia, have
come on a long and worthy path of transformation from one system of func-
tioning to another. This path was unique for each state, but it also created
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a certain similarity — the emergence of freedom and liberalization, the op-
portunity to make their own choice and develop in their own special direction.

In the path of the demographic potential of the countries, we can note the
features of Albania and the factors that influenced the development of this
sector — freedom of movement within the prefectures of Albania after the
end of the rule of the communist regime, which caused internal migration of
the population, the conflict in Kosovo in 1999, which led to the resettlement
of Kosovo Albanians directly to Albania and Macedonia, and the current situ-
ation, which characterizes the population of Albania as a young type, with a
large working-age population that far exceeds the number of people over 64
years old. Croatia faced the problems of population decline, the emigration of
young people and the working population, as well as the active aging of the
nation, which leads to the impossibility of developing the social sphere and
paying decent pensions. Slovenia is also on the brink of a demographic crisis
because this country also has a decrease in the birth rate and an increase in
the number of elderly people. But migration processes have a positive effect
on the demography of Slovenia because the absence of this trend would lead
to a reduction in the working population.

In the social sphere in Albania, there are problems with health care, the
weaknesses of which were identified during the coronavirus pandemic in the
inability of the government to purchase the required amount of vaccines;
education funding, and the lack of government support for distance learning,
which left a huge gap in the education of an entire generation; a gap between
rich and poor people. Croatia worthily continues its fight against the outflow
of the young population, placing stakes in social policy on this segment of
the population- support for youth in employment, creation of decent living
conditions in all parts of the country (including in rural areas), assistance in
finding employment for people with disabilities, encouraging the hiring of
young employees, the active development of social life. Slovenia has succeeded
in finding employment for women and women with children, which is very im-
portant in the social sphere since it is difficult for these segments of the popu-
lation to find a job. But the country is facing problems in higher education
because a large number of young people refuse to continue their studies and
in the health sector, linked to bald spots in health insurance and corruption.

In the economic path, Albania, Croatia, and Slovenia faced virtually the
same problems that affected their development — the coronavirus pandemic,
and the war in Ukraine. Albanian economy has started to recover very ac-
tively after the consequences of the pandemic — the tourism sector of the
economy and foreign investment began to develop. But the energy crisis and
the looming food crisis have led to a rapid rise in prices and deterioration
in economic development. Slovenia has its own trump cards in the economic
potential — membership in the Eurozone, diversification (i.e. expanding the
range of products) in all areas of production, and integration into the Europe-
an production chain. Croatian economy has significant economic potential —
the country has a long coastline (ports and tourism), the potential for active
oil and gas production (less depending on the energy situation in the world),
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country’s accession to ERM II, highly developed infrastructure (it helps to
develop trade and transport large volumes of goods).

The post-communist countries have great demographic and socio-economic
potential, but the governments pay attention to the existing problems and
carry out appropriate reforms to solve them.

INTEGRATION OF MEDITERRANEAN: CASE OF POSTCOMMUNIST
COUNTIRES

The Mediterranean Sea has a vital transport and strategic importance.
It is not only an important waterway between Europe, Asia and Africa, but
also an important channel between the Atlantic Ocean and the Indian Ocean.
The Member States of the European Union dominate more than half of the
foreign trade of the southeast Mediterranean countries. There are glaring
economic inequalities between the north and the south, and it would be very
difficult to talk of a homogenous entity of Mediterranean countries. Trade
and the elimination of customs barriers may be beneficial for the members
with regard to rapprochement, but they can also have a negative impact when
the partners involved have different levels of growth and development. In
a context in which globalization has become the economic, political and me-
dia watchword, observers are drawn to the strategic and economic stakes in
the Mediterranean basin. The Mediterranean region includes post-communist
countries — Albania, Croatia, Slovenia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, and Mon-
tenegro.

Launched by the European Union in November 1995, the Euro-Mediterra-
nean Partnership (EMP) relies on a region-building approach in its attempts
to stabilize the southern Mediterranean. It entails the promotion of common
values, interests and a shared identification among the participating parties.

The Barcelona Process, which followed the Barcelona Declaration of 1995,
has given impetus to the integration of a number of countries. As Balkan and
Adriatic countries, these countries have the same integration process, and
most of them are members of the Balkan Fund and the Adriatic Initiative.
Euro-Mediterranean integration of post-communist countries has helped the
EU to substantially transform the nature of the BP. This is no longer funda-
mentally just a forum for EU relations with Southern Mediterranean members
that are unable to join, or with the Arab States and Israel, but signifies the
appearance, together with Turkey of a third group that can act as a connector
between both, a facilitator of consensuses between third-party members and
global Euro-Mediterranean consensuses.

The Adriatic Ionian Initiative (AII) was established in Ancona, Italy in
2000. Attending the founding activity were seven countries, among which
Albania. The aim of the Adriatic Ionian Initiative is to promote and deepen
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regional cooperation, which will serve as a contribution to the European inte-
gration of member countries.

The development of small post-communist countries in the Mediterranean
region is insignificant compared with other big countries. They can only de-
velop along with the general direction of regional development but their influ-
ence on the regional development is very small.

ARABIAN PROTOCOL & ETIQUETTE WITHIN CROSS-CULTURAL
COMMUNICATION ENVIRONMENT

One of the most specific features of the modern world is the high intensi-
ty of communication processes thanks to electronic devices that involve rep-
resentatives of different cultures in this process. The founder of the theory
of cross-cultural communication, Edward T. Hall, defines three important
dimensions of culture that affect interpersonal relations and communica-
tion—these are temporal, spatial, and contextual components. In his book
«Beyond Culture», Hall singles out the context as one of the fundamental
characteristics of cultural societies, defines it in some sense as «one of the
ways of looking at things» and considers a number of external factors that
can affect the communication process (tone of speech, gestures, the actual
distance of interlocutors, time, weather, social norms, geographical loca-
tion, etc.). He proposed dividing all cultures into high-contextual and low-
contextual ones.

Arab scientists, in their turn, believe that the concepts of culture and com-
munication possess more components of commonality and integration than
separation and disagreement. Usually, the revolution in information technolo-
gies during the last three decades has filled the related industry with new
instrumental and digital possibilities and, to a lesser extent, with conceptual
and symbolic elements.
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The Moroccan researcher Yahya Al-Yahyawi in the article «The Compre-
hensiveness of Communication and the Specificity of Culture» comparing the
concepts of culture and communication believes that «the access of local and
national cultures to the large networks does not add «global dimensions» to
them and the ability to affect directly other cultures, but it contributes to
debating and cognitive perspectives and provides significant opportunities for
mutual acquaintance and dissemination of views for a perspective».

Therefore, the components of protocol and etiquette play an important role
in intercultural (cross-cultural) communication. According to former Iraqi
Ambassador Wagbi Karghuli, the origin of the concept of protocol, which in
Arabic means «toll» or «fee» refers to the eras of the Umayyads, the Abba-
sids, and the times of Andalusia as «a summary of the rules and procedures
for the reception of kings, emirs, and persons occupying a prominent posi-
tion».

The protocol is always associated with such a concept as etiquette, which
Arab scholars consider an art. In Egypt, it is believed that the art of etiquette
is a magic key that conquers the hearts of individuals and individual cultures
of all peoples around the world. According to the opinion of the Egyptian sci-
entist Muhammad Abdul-Ghani Gilyal in the Handbook of Protocol Manage-
ment and the Art of Etiquette, «the mastery of the culture of communication
prepares individuals for the ability to communicate with others, contributes
to society in its daily relations, and solemn events at the regional and inter-
national levels.»

The Arabs come from ancient tribes who lived in the Middle East and
North Africa. It was the Arabs who began to separate from other Semitic
tribes around the first millennium BC when prosperous places and kingdoms
arose in the south of Arabia (the Sabaean Kingdom, etc.) and the northern
regions were inhabited by Bedouin nomads who spoke the Arabic language
and considered their descent from the son of the Prophet Abraham (Ibrahim)-
Ishmael (Ishmael) or a descendant of Noah (Noah)-Joktan.

The main components of etiquette for the Arabs were the moral and ethical
norms of Islam and the so-called «Bedouin Code of Honor» — «Mudawanat
Ash-Sharaf al-badawiyah» because the inhabitants of the desert used this
code long before the apperance of Islam. «This code envisages such important
traits as courage and decency, bravery, generosity, the ability to love, elo-
quence, and devotion to the word».

The Arabs are characterized by friendliness and hospitality. The Arabs are
less introverted than Europeans. They will like to visit, receive guests, and
have long conversations. Hospitality is considered one of the main features of
Arab countries. Miserliness is considered a disgrace. According to tradition,
the door of the house is always open, even for foreigners; the Bedouins are
ready to slaughter the last camel to feed the guest.
