CITY-ORIENTED POLITICS: SOCIAL MOVEMENTS OF NEW
URBANISM AND MUNICIPALITY ON THE WAY TO INNOVATION

Summary

The article discusses the latest trends related to global transformations in the context
of the introduction of a new global “place-based politics”. The author draws attention to
the fact that due to the technological, demographic and migration processes that lead to
large-scale urbanization and the concentration of the Earth’s population in cities, the
recognition of the comfort of the city, oriented to the needs of the social and the needs of
people of different ages, has become a privileged object of such a global and national poli-
cy. It is noted that urbanization and the formation of global cities — metropolises, agglom-
erations, etc. — leads to excessive concentration of production, uneven global settlement
of territories, excessive immigration load on the centres of industrial growth, which in
turn causes problems of global social inequality, which is also manifested in the hierar-
chy cities, and in the internal social hierarchy in cities. The author points out that social
movements: New Municipalism and New Urbanism have become global social move-
ments that embody innovations to help solve the above problems. Therefore, the purpose
of the study is to determine the main proposals of new urbanism and new municipalism
for the implementation of “place-based politics” in the city as a centre of innovation. The
article examines the historical features of the development of both movements built on
the slogans: “democracy begins where you live” and “right to the city”. The article defines
the goals and principles of activity of organizations that are participants in these move-
ments, and also examines the scientific and methodological discourse formed around the
development of these movements. In particular, the author presents an interpretation of
the “nature” of municipalism, analyzes three models of municipalism, according to Mat-
thew Thompson’s typology. In the conclusions, the author points out that planning ideas
and successful projects of New Urbanism promote tools for quality urban planning for the
sake of people in the conditions of global reconstruction of urban networks for the purpose
of deconcentration and demonopolization of resources and investments. The ideas of New
Municipalism promote tools to ensure self-organization at the city level, tools of social
solidarity interaction to protect human interests.

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STUDY OF REGIONALISM: SHOULD WE WAIT
FOR FURTHER EVOLUTION?

Summary
As the concepts of "superpower", "satellite", "second world" were levelled, the volume of new

non "non

concepts increased — "centre of power", "global political dynamics", "multipolar world pole",
"dispersion", "regional system", "independent territories". A hierarchy of political actors
began to be built in a new way, where regions of different levels (macroregions, mesore-
gions, subregions) suddenly became the dominant structural units of the global space. This
affected the role and place of regionalism. Conventionally, the development of the discipline
"Regional Studies" is divided into three waves: "old regionalism" of the Cold War period;
"new regionalism" of the 1990s; "comparative regionalism" of the 21st century. The purpose
of the presented work is to identify the evolution of the development of regional studies
through a qualitative analysis of the leading works that shaped the face of the science.
There is also a question about which areas of regionalism research need further develop-
ment. As a result, it was concluded that today's context of the world order is significantly
different from the context of the 1990s. Comparative regionalism is formed by the world
order which is characterized by such processes as the war on terror, humanitarian inter-
vention, multi-level world order, periodic financial crises around the world, and the rise of
developing states. Scholarly debates focus on various state-non-state interactions, institu-
tions and processes at various interacting levels, ranging from bilateral to regional, inter-
regional and multilateral. If earlier the region was considered mainly as a microregion,
then in modern studies we are talking about the macroregional level. In addition, non-state
actors and interest groups are now actively involved in regional cooperation. Therefore,
future studies will pay more attention to non-state actors of regional relations.

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INSTITUTIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE POLITICAL SYSTEM
OF UKRAINE: MAIN POINTS OF BIFURCATION

Summary

The paper aims to consider the consequences of civil protests in the context of the transfor-
mation of the democratic political system of Ukraine. Taking Ukraine as an example, the
development of the path dependence concept in post-Soviet countries has been suggested in
order to overcome negative institutional isomorphism and avoid the hybridity state in the
political system. A periodization of institutional dynamics in Ukraine has been proposed,
where the large-scale actions of civil disobedience became the bifurcation point.

A comparative analysis of recurring protests of different years made it possible to out-
line the main features of the turning points of institutional development and in this
context to consider current political events. Specific featuresof institutional develop-
ment include the "from below" initiative, uncontrollability by the political elites, spon-
taneity. We will also note the increased drama of the unfolding of events, in particular.
The use of force by the participants of the mass events and the authorities was also
unprecedented. These features have led to both positive changes and negative conse-
quences, which are still evident.

A scientific analysis of changes in the main political institutions has been carried out on
the basis of statistical data and the results of sociological surveys. Its results testify to
profound shifts in the structure of the party-political spectrum, the nature of public activ-
ity, political participation, worldview orientations of Ukrainians, and only superficial
changes in state bodies. This trend continues under martial law, which provides grounds
for predicting the vectors and trajectory of institutional changes in the current period.
The author’s conclusions about the role of the Revolution of Dignity in the formation and
development of democratic political institutions have been made, and further trends in
the development of political institutions have been predicted.

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PUBLIC DIPLOMACY AS A TECHNOLOGY
OF THE FOREIGN POLICY OF UKRAINE

Summary

The article is devoted to consideration of the specifics of public diplomacy in Ukraine,
including during the war. This made it possible to single out approaches and main princi-
ples that will increase the country’s security and attractiveness on the international stage.
By applying a technological approach, the types of development and different approach-
es to the study of public diplomacy in Ukraine and the world were analyzed, the spe-
cifics of public diplomacy in modern Ukraine were characterized, and effective tech-
nologies of public diplomacy were determined in the conditions of the transition from
two-vector to European integration.

The scientific novelty consists in the review of public diplomacy technologies in the
context of solving key challenges in international relations, in particular in the con-
text of geopolitical changes and the full-scale invasion of the occupiers in Ukraine. The
effectiveness of public diplomacy and its role in maintaining and improving attitudes
towards the country, attracting international support and developing partnership rela-
tions have been studied. Thus, the study expands the understanding of public diploma-
cy as a tool that can be used to positively influence international politics.

The main attention is paid to the study of the tools of public diplomacy, as effective
mechanisms for the development of Ukraine’s foreign policy. The conducted research
proves the need to strengthen the efforts of all actors of international relations, citizens,
opinion leaders and representatives of organizations to improve the image of Ukraine,
as well as its economic, social, political and cultural enrichment. It is proposed to create
a public institution for cyber security, which will assist law enforcement officers from
the Cyber Police and representatives of the Ministry of Digital Policy.

Strategic areas of activity and effective use of public diplomacy in Ukraine during the
great war and changes in the vector of development in international relations were
formed. The fakes can be used by the authorities to improve the image of the state and
its recognition in the international arena.

BETWEEN NATIONAL AND UNIVERSAL

Summary

The memorial strategies of political actors are related to the strategic course chosen by
the political actor, the desired historical image of the socio-political community, and the
degree of internal diversity of memory vectors in the context of multicomponent societies.
The largest wave of EU enlargement in 2004 not only included Eastern European coun-
tries in the Union but also led to radical changes in the position of ensuring pan-Euro-
pean unity when it came to taking into account the historical past of the new members.
The EU's post-World War II memory policy framework required new commemorative
practices and emphasis to prevent memorial conflicts. A condition for ensuring internal
unity within the EU is the gradual weakening of internal symbolic boundaries, especially
national ones. This is what has become the most difficult for Eastern European nation-
states, which have found themselves in a situation of two different vectors: on the one
hand, they continue to develop modern-type national doctrines when the nation defines
itself within the historical lands, where national identities are being shaped on the basis
of the ethnopolitical interests of the titular nations and their historical narratives; on
the other hand, pan-European postmodern processes involve the recognition of universal
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values and common strategies. An example of an ambivalent memorial policy is Hungary,
which is trying to solve various socio-political problems with the help of commemorative
practices: remaining in the EU supranational space and constructing a nationally orient-
ed memorial strategy. Finding a balance between these vectors is seen as a condition for
the effective development of the national community. Thus, the purpose of this article is
to determine the relationship between the new format of Hungary's national doctrine and
the commemorative political technologies implemented by the state. The memory policy
in Hungary is examined in the context of the changing role of commemoration in global
politics and the peculiarities of the formation of the institutional environment of memory
policy are identified. The author concludes that Hungary's contemporary memorial policy
is developing in the format of organizing a socio-political space for dialogue between the
state and related diasporas abroad.

RUSSIAN DISINFORMATION CAMPAIGN IN ROMANIA:
QUO VADIS, KREMLIN?

Summary

Disinformation and propaganda are recognized as an equal tool of Russia’s foreign pol-
icy and hybrid wars as other methods of coercion and intimidation. Ukraine was one of
the main objects for the implementation of this method of the Kremlin’s foreign policy.
At the same time, other Central and Eastern European states also are feeling informa-
tional pressure due to the spread of disinformation and narratives that were supposed
to justify the actions of the Russian state and its aggression against individual states.
Romania, which borders Ukraine and became a neighbor of the Russian Federation
after the illegal annexation of the Crimean Peninsula, became one of the important
objects of the Kremlin’s disinformation and propaganda. The article is devoted to the
study of the peculiarities of the Russian disinformation campaign in Romania, which
openly demonstrates its anti-Russian sentiments. The existing discourse on the narra-
tives and misinformation of the Kremlin in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe
emphasizes that in recent years, Russia has begun to change approaches in each coun-
try, using the peculiarities of the regional context and internal situation to achieve
its own goals. The purpose of the article is to identify the main messages distributed
by Russian resources in the Romanian information space in order to determine the
exact goals pursued by the Kremlin in this country. The application of a combination of
qualitative methodology methods, such as the case study method, content analysis of
documents and scientific works, as well as discourse analysis of information resources,
allows us to provide answers to the following search tasks: to reveal the peculiarities
of the perception of Russia in Romania; identify the main sources of dissemination of
pro-Russian theses and information in the Romanian media; to analyze the narratives
cultivated in the Romanian information space, with an interpretation of their real tasks
and an assessment to what extent they can influence public opinion. The conclusions
summarize the results of the study, indicating which are the direct and indirect Krem-
lin’s goals by spreading certain messages and narratives.

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THE CULTURAL DIRECTION OF GERMANY’S SOFT POWER
IN UKRAINE: THE INSTITUTIONAL DIMENSION

Summary

The article explores the cultural activities of German non-governmental institutions
(organizations) in Ukraine during the period of independence through the prism of
J. Nye's soft power concept. The goals, priorities and results of this activity are analyz-
ed. The work uses a broad understanding of culture, which includes education, science,
art, literature, worldview, values, etc. The source base of the research includes mate-
rials from the web pages of German institutions and their Ukrainian offices, as well as
legislative acts, analytical reports, global ratings and the results of sociological surveys.
The institutional basis of German cultural soft power in Ukraine is non-governmen-
tal organizations, mainly funded from the federal budget of Germany. These include
the Goethe Institute, the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD), the Alexan-
der Humboldt Foundation and the Deutsche Welle (DW). These institutions draw on
resources such as the German language and culture, the federal system of education
and science, and liberal democratic values. Their activities in Ukraine are carried out
through various forms of contacts with target audiences and generally meet the goals
of spreading German (as well as European) culture in its broadest sense. At the same
time, each organization has its own priorities: popularization of the German language
and culture (Goethe Institute), development of academic exchanges (DAAD), cooper-
ation in the field of science (Humboldt Foundation), promotion of liberal democratic
views (DW). After February 24, 2022, representatives of these institutions condemned
Russian aggression and adjusted their activities in accordance with the conditions and
needs of wartime. The main results of the German organizations activities are the for-
mation of Germany's positive image and the spread of European cultural and political
values among the target population groups of Ukraine (mainly young people).

THE EVOLUTION OF GEOPOLITICAL VALUES AND ORIENTATIONS
OF UKRAINIANS UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF THE WAR

Summary

The article analyzes of the dynamics of the processes of geopolitical and civilizational
self-identification of Ukrainians, the impact on the perception of the consciousness of
citizens of the place and role of Ukraine in the world, as well as on the attitudes to
Western institutions and values. Empirical indicators of the state of society, trends in
its development, the search for mechanisms to preserve and strengthen the unity of
Ukrainians, particularly in the context of their geopolitical orientations, are monitored.
The main attention is paid to the study of qualitative and quantitative changes in the
attitude of Ukrainians to the processes of European integration, Ukraine's accession
to NATO, the relationship between modernization reforms of Ukrainian society and
the pace of Euro-Atlantic integration processes, cultural and civilizational development
guidelines. The focus is on the problem of consolidating Ukrainian civil society, using
its potential for effective reconstruction and further successful development of the
country. It was determined that the strengthening of the Euro-Atlantic orientation of
Ukrainians became an additional source of Ukraine's power, as citizens of Western geo-
political identification demonstrated the greatest determination in protecting the terri-
torial integrity and sovereignty of their country. The study showed the almost complete
disappearance of the complexes «inferiority» and «Soviet nostalgia», the actualization of
socio-political identity and the understanding of Ukraine's international subjectivity in
the context of Euro-Atlantic integration. Preservation and maintenance of a high level
of consolidation of society requires responsible political institutions and leaders capable
of implementing an effective state policy of restoring and reforming society, protecting
and supporting the sovereignty of Ukraine in the international arena.

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COLLISION TRENDS IN THE BILATERAL RELATIONS OF EGYPT
AND ETHIOPIA DURING THE LAST DECADE

The fluctuations in Egypt’s and Ethiopia's foreign policies, in general, and in relation
to a non-consumptive hydropower project being built by Ethiopia on the Nile, in
particular, go back centuries. The purpose of this article is to study the collision
tendencies of bilateral relations between Egypt and Ethiopia in the last decade. The
article indicates a certain degree of uniqueness due to its actuality from a practical
point of view, and, despite the availability of numerous research works and publications
on the subject written by Ukrainian-, US-, and British-based researchers of Ethiopian
and Egyptian origin, and official documents of the concerned countries, it reveals a
certain scientific demand. The inter-disciplinary nature and subject of the research
resulted in the use of two basic research methods, such as case study and event analysis,
supported fragmentarily by historical, functional, geopolitical, and empirical methods.
The two methods mentioned allowed for reviewing the quantitative and qualitative
peculiarities of the problem. The application of the historical method gave a reference
to the initial source of a legal settlement in the last century; the use of the functional
method determined the level of development of relations between Egypt and Ethiopia;
the use of the geopolitical method made it possible to determine the situation and the
involvement of main actors in the region during the last decade; and the empirical
component is presented in the form of statistical, sociological, financial, and economic
data, as well as archival materials. A cautious prognosis was added with the purpose of
forecasting the further outcome of the conflict around the waters of the Nile.

Key words: collision trends, foreign policy priorities, bilateral relations, a non-
consumptive hydropower project, the main actors in the region, legal settlement.

Introduction. The raised tension in bilateral relations between Egypt and
Ethiopia, due to the difference in their opinions and motivations regarding the use
of water from the Nile River, is prompting regional states to start a real competition
for water, food, and energy security. The role of water may dominate in the future,
and it will be more important than oil. The water supply may turn into the main
geopolitical problem of the 21st century, so the mentioned subject seems to be the
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topic of the day. Therefore, it is obvious that the scarcity of water resources, on the
one hand, and the lack of efficient distribution and management, on the other hand,
initiate the conflicts.

Construction of the Grand Ethiopian Renaissance Dam (GERD), a non-
consumptive hydropower project being built by Ethiopia on the Nile, has strained
relations between Ethiopia and Egypt, two nations that respectively frame the
project as a matter of urgency and an existential threat. However, this conflict is not
only about physical resources but also extends to the very identities of the two states.

This research work highlights the essential points related to the factors escalating
tension between the two countries, the role of historical perspectives for the use of
Nile waters, and the formulation of resource allocation policies.

The aim of the study is to analyze comprehensively and reveal the evolution
of the formation and establishment of international relations between Ethiopia and
Egypt over the last decade, as well as review the events that have triggered the
current conflict between the countries.

The preparation of the article inquired into the following main tasks for the
research, i.e., to:

— review the historical background of the bilateral relations between both
countries;

— analyze Egyptian-Ethiopian relations in the context of disagreements regarding
the construction and engagement of the "Renaissance" dam;

— highlight the relevance of the Egyptian-Ethiopian conflict as a factor in the
emergence of certain problems and threats in international relations.

Different types of literary sources were used to conduct the study: research
works of Ukrainian and international scientists, scientific articles and publications
of foreign researchers, documents, statistical data and photos, and electronic
resources. It is advisable to cite the publications and studies of Ukrainian
authors, such as Bovsunivskyi (2015), Woloshyn (2020), Kryvega & Sukhareva
(2022), Pavlyvoda (2017), Panchenko (2020), Kucherenko (2020), Zelinskyi (2022),
etc. The research works of Ukrainian scientists give us an objective assessment,
which allows us to create a comprehensive view and to understand more correctly
the essence of the relationship between Egypt and Ethiopia from an unbiased
outsider’s point of view through the prism of events and news. Thus, Bovsunivskyi
(2015) explains the collision trends from a historical point of view, which is the
origin of the problem between the two countries. Kryvega and Sukhareva (2022)
examine the conflict from the point of view of water resources as a key factor of
social development, especially in Africa, and a vital factor in encouraging people
to fight for the right to possess them. Kucherenko (2020) explains the reasons
why the iconic project has led to a large-scale crisis in northeastern Africa.
The variety of sources for foreign researchers includes the publications of such
authors as Mercy (2020), Hamdy & Rasheedy (2007), Smiegel (2020), Ramani
(2021), Ahmady (2020), Aboye & Metcalfe (2021), Zegeye (2022), Zekhal (2009),
Rennick (2013), Kirk (2016), Kendie (2018), Hailemichael (2019), Langer (1935),
and Kalpakian (2015). The specific reference to the research works of foreign
scientists is subjective in terms of thoughts and perceptions; since the list of
references includes the publications of American, Arab, European, and African
researchers, etc., this contributes to the creation of your personal opinion towards
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the bilateral relations of these countries. For example, Ahmady (2020) argues
and explains the origin of the situation in which Ethiopia threatens Egypt and
what this indicates. Aboye & Metcalfe (2021) inform on the political ideology in
contemporary Ethiopia, which may make obvious the country’s motivation for
the commission of the Renaissance project. Kendie (2021) writes about Egypt
and the essence of hydropolitics on the Blue Nile River, which in turn explains
Egypt's position on the conflict. The chronological framework of the study dates
back to the 1900s as the initial boundary, and it ends in 2023. The lower limit is
due to the conclusion of the treaty between England and Ethiopia in 1902, which
indicated the first attempts to mark the border between Sudan and Ethiopia. The
upper limit of the chronology ends with the present, where the conflict between
the two countries still worries international relations.

The basic material. The African continent is currently facing far more conflict
than any other. The most common reason for the emergence of such a conflict is
the competition between countries due to a lack of resources. A vivid example of
such conflicts can be the conflict between Egypt and Ethiopia due to the construction
of the Addis Ababa "Renaissance" dam on the Nile River, which may, in turn,
escalate the further conflict between the two countries. It is appropriate to mention
that it concerns precisely the economic factors that aggravate regional conflicts. To
understand what is happening in the relations between Egypt and Ethiopia, it is
worth paying attention not only to the statements of the two countries’ officials,
dictated at times by the momentary conjuncture but also to look at the situation
from a wide perspective. It may include the public opinion of the world community
on this problem, the position of the key actors in world politics, as well as a review of
the problem in retrospect since everybody knows well that the conflict situation did
not appear right now, not even 10 years ago, when the construction project was on
the discussion stage, but much earlier.

"Egypt is a gift of the Nile," said the ancient Greek historian Herodotus. More
than two thousand years have passed, but the river still has no less, if not more,
importance in the lives of the Egyptians. Egypt's water resource is estimated at
about 60 billion cubic meters annually, most of it from the Nile River, in addition
to very limited amounts of rainwater and deep groundwater in the deserts. (Afifi,
2021). The river provides both drinking water and moisture for irrigating crops such
as wheat, cotton, corn, sorghum, and sugarcane, as well as many types of fruits and
vegetables. Over 90% of Egypt's territory is occupied by hot and dry tropical deserts,
and almost the entire population of the country (95.7%) is located along the banks of
the Nile (Zahran, 2014).

Egypt, with its more than 100 million populations, uses less than 600 cubic
meters of water per capita annually, while a normal existence, according to the UN,
needs at least 1000 cubic meters per capita (Worldometer, 2023). The problem of
water resource shortages will become increasingly acute in the future due to climate
change, population growth, and increased water consumption, including for the
needs of industry and agriculture. Diagrams of agricultural production’s growth in
both countries over the past several decades can serve as a demonstration of the
increase in the consumption of Nile waters (see fig. 1).

Thus, in February 2014, the Ministry of Water Resources and Irrigation of Egypt
published the report "Water deficit in Egypt. Urgent need for regional cooperation
of the Nile Basin countries", which states that by 2030, only because of population
growth, the amount of water per capita in Egypt annually will fall below the mark of
500 cubic meters, which is the threshold of absolute scarcity. The availability of fresh
water in Egypt is 660 cubic meters per person — this is one of the lowest indicators
in the world. The Nile River provides water for more than 90% of Egypt. Almost the
entire population of the country lives densely in the Nile Valley. About 60% of the
water comes from the Blue Nile, one of the two main tributaries (Pavlyvoda, 2017).

Next, it is worth finding out why Ethiopia itself is the main reason for the growth
of the Egyptian problem. The reason is that the sources of the Nile River are located
outside of Egypt.

The Nile is formed by three main rivers: the White Nile, the Blue Nile, and the
Atbara River, which carry their waters from the Ethiopian highlands. The White
Nile and the Blue Nile merge into a single Nile river near Khartoum, the capital of
Sudan, and a little further downstream, near the Sudanese city of Atbara, the river
of the same name (sometimes it is called Atbarah) joins the Nile. According to various
data, the contribution of the Blue Nile to the total volume of Nile waters ranges from
65% to 85% (Bovsunivskyi, 2011). And now Ethiopia is completing the construction
of a huge dam on this river with a volume of 74 cubic kilometers (for comparison,
the annual flow of the Nile in the Aswan area is about 84 cubic kilometers) and is
preparing to fill it within three years. It is clear that under such a development, Egypt
may annually face the lack of a huge amount of water, which will inevitably lead to
serious consequences of both ecological and socio-economic origin. The problem is
compounded by the fact that the substantive legal documents regulating the use
of Nile waters grant such a right only to Egypt and Sudan. It is to them that Cairo
refers, calling for support from the world community and demanding Ethiopia stop
construction (Aboye, 2021).

For a more precise understanding of the situation, the legal position of Egypt should
be considered. The legal status of the Nile was determined at a time when most modern
African states did not yet exist as independent actors on the world political stage. The
territories in the upper reaches of the Nile were British and Belgian colonies, and only
Egypt and the Ethiopian Empire were independent states in the Nile basin. In 1902, a
treaty was signed between England and Ethiopia (see fig. 2).

The Anglo-Ethiopian Treaty of 1902 was intended to define the border between
Sudan and Ethiopia. In addition to this treaty, the governments of Great Britain,
Italy, and Ethiopia agreed to make a series of changes to the border between Sudan
and Eritrea (the original colony of Italy) and to the border between Ethiopia and
Eritrea. Although the latter lasted until the Italian-Ethiopian War of 1935-1936
(and was essentially restored by the British military administration in 1941 and
existed until the Ethiopian-Eritrean Federation in 1952), the Sudanese-Ethiopian
border has remained virtually unchanged to this day. The treaty was the culmination
of lengthy negotiations between Emperor Menelik and the British agent in Ethiopia,
Lt. Col. J.L. Harrington. Another agreement, determining the water use of the Nile,
was concluded between Great Britain, under whose leadership Sudan was then, and
Egypt in 1929 (Langer, 1936). The title of this set of documents is "Great Britain,
Northern Ireland, and Egypt: Exchange of Notes on the Use of Nile Waters for
Irrigation." The documents, including a letter from the head of Egypt's Council of
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Ministers, Mohammed Mahmoud Pasha, to the High Commissioner to Egypt, Lord
George Lloyd, include a proposal to include a clause in the treaty that would prevent
Sudan from withdrawing more than 126 cubic meters of water per second (4 cubic
meters) from the Nile during floods (km per year) (Zeghal, 2009).

Immediately after gaining independence in 1956, Sudan demanded a revision
of the agreements. It is clear that 4 cubic kilometers per year for the largest
territory of the African country at the time was unacceptably small. As a result, on
November 8, 1959, a new agreement was signed: "Agreement between the Republic of
Sudan and the United Arab Republic on the full use of Nile waters" (Kryvega, 2022).
Over time, the annual flow of the Nile in the Aswan area reached its current volume
of 84 cubic kilometers, of which, according to the new agreement, Egypt received
55.5 cubic kilometers and Sudan 18.5 cubic kilometers. Another 10 cubic kilometers
were determined by the parties as annual losses due to evaporation. Also, Egypt
undertook to pay Sudan compensation in the amount of 15 million Egyptian pounds
for the damage that will be caused to the environment during the construction of the
Sadd El-Aali reservoir.

In the same agreement, it is stated that in the event of any questions concerning
the use of the Nile waters or the carrying out of any works on the Nile by other Nile
basin states, Egypt and Sudan must develop a joint position and agree to or impose a
ban on conducting works on the river (Ahmady, 2022). Egypt primarily refers to these
agreements in its dialogue with Ethiopia and other Nile basin countries, justifying
the inviolability of its rights to 55.5 cubic meters per km of water annually. But the
subject of these agreements is not a single Nile country, except for Egypt and Sudan,
due to the fact that the countries at that time could not be participants in these
negotiations as they were not independent. In 1993, Egypt concluded a framework
agreement with Ethiopia, in which the parties undertook to carry out joint projects to
reduce the discharge of waste into the river and increase the inflow of water and not
to act to the detriment of each other's interests; however, none of the measures led to
the joint implementation of mutually beneficial projects in the field of water resources.
Egypt's tough position on the use of Nile waters and long fruitless negotiations among
the Nile Basin countries, especially active in the last two decades, led to the signing
of the Agreement on May 14, 2010 by Tanzania, Uganda, Rwanda, and Ethiopia,
despite the protests of Egypt and Sudan on the basics of interaction in the Nile basin,
where in paragraph 6 of Article 3 there is an undisputed reference to the right of
the countries of the Nile basin to use Nile waters within their borders at their own
discretion. Over time, the Ministers of Water Resources of Egypt, Muhammad Nasr
al-Din Alyam, and Sudan's Kamal Ali condemned the signing of the agreement. In a
joint statement, the ministers emphasized that they support the initiative of the Nile
Basin countries to implement hydropower projects, but this should not come at the
expense of reducing Egyptian and Sudanese water quotas (Hamdy, 2007).

Soon, the signed agreement became the basis for the implementation of the
practical project. In 2011, in the Ethiopian region of Benishangul-Gumuz, 40 km
east of the border with Sudan, on the Blue Nile River, the construction of the "Great
Renaissance of Ethiopia" hydroelectric power plant began (see fig. 3), which will
become the largest construction of its kind in Africa.

As it was planned before, the construction was supposed to be completed in the
summer of 2017, but due to critical changes that had to be made to the project, the
work is still ongoing. The design capacity of the HPP is 6,000 megawatts, and the
cost 1s $4.7 billion. The start of the implementation of this project coincided with
the events of the "Arab Spring" in Egypt, which captured the public's attention to
the country's internal problems and gave them the opportunity to actively engage
in construction (Mersie, 2020). Many believed that Ethiopia could not afford such
an ambitious project in financial terms, especially since the country's authorities
planned to commence it with their own funds and minimal borrowing in order to gain
all the rights to the object after construction. When the situation in Egypt stabilized, it
turned out that the construction of the dam was actively developing. Today, Egyptians
blame former President Mohammed Morsi, who was unable to solve the construction
problem due to a lack of true information. Muhammad Morsi, like other presidents of
Egypt before him, drew attention to this problem and threatened war with Ethiopia
in case of a decrease in Nile waters entering the country. Muhammad Morsi, like
other presidents of Egypt before him, drew attention to this problem and threatened
war with Ethiopia in case of a decrease in Nile waters entering the country. The
American private intelligence and analytical company Stratfor even considered the
possibility of a military operation by Egypt with the help of regular troops or special
forces to destroy the dam but concluded that the probability of such an intervention is
extremely unlikely since Egypt and Ethiopia do not share a common border and the
distance between the countries is fairly considerable. Despite the aggressive actions
on the part of the Egyptians, Ethiopia continued the construction of the hydroelectric
power plant, convincing Egypt and Sudan that nothing is in danger for these
countries and, on the contrary, the appearance of such a powerful source of electricity
will make the entire region more developed. And finally, in Khartoum on March 23,
2015, the leaders of the three countries signed the Agreement on the Declaration of
Principles between the Arab Republic of Egypt, the Federal Democratic Republic of
Ethiopia, and the Republic of Sudan. This document defines 10 principles that all
three states agree on. The main opinion is that Egypt and Sudan agree that Ethiopia
can build a hydroelectric power plant, but Ethiopia must share information about
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all stages of construction and further operation of the facility with its neighbors,
sell excess energy in priority order to Sudan and Egypt, and also voluntarily comply
with all recommendations of experts. The most important point is the 5th point,
which is called "Principle of Cooperation in the First Filling and Management of the
Dam", where the three countries, based on expert opinions, proposed to develop rules
for filling the dam under different scenarios and rules for annual management of
the facility, which the owner (i.e., Ethiopia) can sometimes adjust (Woloshyn, 2020).
Undoubtedly, the conclusion of this agreement was a victory for Ethiopia. Now a new
facility under construction (strategic for the entire region) is becoming a given that
countries cannot refuse.

Was the signing of the Declaration of Principles a defeat for Egypt? On the one
hand, the benefit from it is not very small. After the commissioning of the hydroelectric
power plant, Egypt will have the opportunity to purchase energy at discounted prices.
On the other hand, the new dam will be a powerful lever of pressure on Egypt, which
is completely dependent on the Nile. It would seem that the second argument is
much stronger than the first, but only at first glance. The signing of the agreement
gave Egypt the opportunity to claim at least some advantages in the future; besides,
there were still several years of construction ahead, during which Cairo planned
to agree with Addis Ababa on all disputed issues. Otherwise, Egypt could be left
with nothing. As of now, in 2023, when the construction of the facility is nearing
completion, we see that, despite dozens of meetings, the parties have not reached a
consensus on the most important point of the Declaration of Principles: when and
how to fill the dam and who will manage it. This time, the rhetoric from Cairo and
Addis Ababa is even tougher. Both with their words and actions, the leaders of the
two countries show determination in defending their positions and even talk about
readiness for a possible armed conflict. When studying this conflict, it is difficult
to say with confidence on whose side the power is now, so it is necessary to focus
attention on the assessment of the armed forces and mobilization of resources.

According to the data from the Global Fire Power non-governmental organization,
the population of Egypt in 2023 was 107,170,524. The total military personnel was
1,220,222; active personnel: 440,000; reserve personnel: 480,000; paramilitary units:
300,000; among them: Air Force personnel: 50,000; Army personnel: 682,000; Navy
personnel: 32,500.

The Egyptian Army had 4,664 (stock) and 3,032 (readiness) tanks; 77596 (stock)
and 50,437 (readiness) vehicles; about 4,500 artillery systems; and about
3,000 anti-aircraft weapons (including more than 2,000 portable anti-aircraft missile
systems, MANPADS). Military aviation includes 245 fighters, 88 attack aircraft, and
325 helicopters. The Navy had at its disposal 8 submarines, 2 helicopter carriers,
13 frigates, 7 corvettes, 48 patrol boats, and 23 mine sweepers (Global Fire Power, 2023).

According to the data from the Global Fire Power non-governmental organization,
the population of Ethiopia in 2023 was 113,656,596. The total military personnel was:
150,000; active personnel: 150,000; reserve personnel: 0; paramilitary units: 0; among
them: Air Force personnel: 5,000; Army personnel: 65,000; Navy personnel: 11,000.

The Ethiopian Army had 468 (stock) and 281 (readiness) tanks; 6,240 (stock) and
3,744 (readiness) vehicles; and about 600 artillery systems (Global Fire Power, 2023).

As military experts believe, Ethiopia currently has a well-trained army at its
disposal. From 2005 to 2015, it was the subject of a deep modernization. The country
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actively participates in UN peacekeeping missions in Darfur and South Sudan, as
well as in Somalia. In 2015, Ethiopian peacekeepers made up the second-largest
group in the "blue helmets" of the UN and the African Union. Ethiopia's armament
is mainly represented by Soviet weapons, but in recent years the supply of Chinese
equipment has increased.

To understand the situation more correctly, two main factors should be taken
into consideration, namely: Egypt and Ethiopia are, firstly, very large countries (in
terms of population, territory, and GDP), which play an important role in regional
politics; and, secondly, these are countries that conduct a very active foreign
policy, maintaining good relations with the key world powers and international
organizations, and their leaders enjoy certain authority in the area of foreign policy.

On May 19, 2020, UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres spoke about overcoming
differences between concerned countries and concluding a mutually beneficial agreement
(UN News, 2021). A month later, Stéphane Dujarric, the official representative of the
UN Secretary-General, called on Egypt, Ethiopia, and Sudan "to work together to
intensify efforts for the peaceful settlement of outstanding differences." Nicolas Rivery,
the Chairman of the UN Security Council and French Representative, asked Cairo and
Addis Ababa to adhere to the Declaration of Principles and resolve all issues during an
online meeting held on June 29, 2020, at the request of Egypt.

The European Union also sees no other alternative for overcoming differences
between countries other than continuing negotiations and is even ready to promote
the attraction of finances to find a mutually acceptable solution. Ursula von der Leyen,
the head of the European Commission, made a field visit to Addis Ababa in early
December 2019, just a week after taking office. And this is not accidental. Ethiopia is
one of the main partners of the European Union in Africa; several hundred European
companies work there (Hailemichael, 2019). It should be noted that Europe could
hypothetically suffer the most in a hypothetical conflict if one does not take into
account its main participants, since the refugee flows in the event of hostilities will
move primarily to European countries. Residents of European cities have already
experienced the large number of refugees from Africa since the start of the civil war
in Libya, as well as the Russian invasion of Ukraine.

Speaking of the US's position in the conflict, it is necessary to highlight its special
role in the developments around the construction. After the failure of another
round of negotiations in October 2019, Egypt asked the USA to be a mediator in the
negotiation process. Several meetings were held with the participation of Washington,
and it was announced that the parties would sign a final tripartite agreement on the
Ethiopian dam at the end of February. The US Ministry of Finance even issued a
statement describing the details of the future agreement: it will present a schedule
for the gradual filling of the reservoir and prescribe an algorithm for actions during
droughts, rains, and normal weather (Pavlyvoda N., 2017).

However, there was no breakthrough: Ethiopia refused to sign the agreement in
the version proposed to it and accused the presidential administration of playing
along with Egypt. To date, only the League of Arab States has expressed unequivocal
support for Egypt. In March 2020, a statement signed by representatives of
21 countries stated that Ethiopia's construction of a dam on the Blue Nile is a violation
of Egypt's historic rights. The Arab League (LAS) foreign ministers called for a
negotiated settlement of disputes between Egypt, Sudan, and Ethiopia in connection
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with the construction of the Ethiopian Great Renaissance Dam (GERD) during a
special meeting on June 16, 2021, in Doha, Qatar's capital. The released statement
said that "the water security of Egypt and Sudan is an integral part of Arab national
security." The aggravation of the situation around the "Renaissance" hydroelectric
power station determines the intensification of the international community's efforts
to find possible approaches to blurring the Egyptian-Ethiopian contradictions and
preventing a forceful solution to the problem.

Conclusions. Based on this analysis, the following conclusions have been drawn.

The analysis of Egyptian-Ethiopian relations shows the continuation of the
tendency toward the deepening of contradictions between Cairo and Addis Ababa
regarding the water use of the Nile River. The leadership of Egypt considers the
construction of the "Renaissance" dam by Ethiopia a threat to national security and
expresses its readiness to guard the country's interests. In their turn, the Ethiopian
authorities have no intention of stopping the implementation of the project, which is
strategically important for the state's economy.

First, there is no legal ban on Ethiopia launching the project. Colonial treaties
are scant, and the 2015 Declaration of Principles only recommends preparing an
agreement on filling and managing the dam but does not prohibit its filling and
operation until such an agreement is in place.

Secondly, thelargest countries and the mostinfluentialinternational organizations,
except for the League of Arab States, are in favor of continuing the dialogue. They do
not categorically support any of the countries.

Third, a war between Egypt and Ethiopia is unlikely since the countries do not have
a common border and the distance separating them is enormous. Intervening under
such conditions in an armed conflict on the territory of Ethiopia for Egypt will most
likely mean defeat. Moreover, the consequences of such a war would be catastrophic
not only for the participants but also for the entire region. The option of resolving the
issue by force could be considered at the initial stage of dam construction. However,
this moment was lost by Egypt. To destroy such a huge and powerful structure from
a distance is an overwhelming task for Egypt.

Fourth, by signing this Declaration of Principles, Egypt actually recognized
Ethiopia's right to build the facility. In the near future, Egypt will be forced to
conclude similar agreements with other countries in the Nile basin in order to have
at least some legal basis for controlling their activities on the river.

Therefore, it is possible to suggest that the parties will continue to try to find a
realistic solution to the "water conflict" that would satisfy both Egypt and Ethiopia.
The development of events demonstrates that the international community and
major world powers are paying close attention to the disagreements between the two
countries.

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Summary

The article is devoted to the study of the evolution of the nuclear policy of the United
States of America in the field of non-proliferation in the XXI century. It is noted that the
USA, as one of the first nuclear powers, pays considerable attention to this issue in order
to maintain the stability of the non-proliferation regime and international security. Based
on the methodology of content analysis and qualitative methodology, the principles, pri-
orities, and primary methods of the strategy of the administration of the White House
regarding countering nuclear proliferation are determined on the basis of the fundamen-
tal documents of the USA, speeches of officials, and researchers. Therefore, the purpose
of the article is to study the basic elements of the US nuclear non-proliferation policy and
assess how successful this policy is considered to be, in particular, based on the exam-
ples of Iran and North Korea. In order to achieve this goal, the study gradually reveals
changes in the security environment in the context of the threat of proliferation of nuclear
weapons and means of delivery, and how this affects the policies of the US presidents’
administrations. Through the prism of such documents as the Nuclear Policy Review and
the National Security Strategy of the United States, the main threats are defined, and
therefore the priorities and concepts that form the general strategy of Washington to
counter the proliferation of WMD. The article shows that in the XXI century, among the
main threats to both the United States, its allies and partners, as well as the non-prolif-
eration regime in general, attention is significantly focused on the problems associated
with the existence and development of nuclear and missile programs of such states as
Iran and North Korea. Therefore, the author analyses how official Washington elaborates
a strategy towards the nuclear weapons proliferation problem, how the approaches of
different administrations to counter these threats are changing, and which methods and
approaches were used. In order to understand, how successful the strategy of individual
administrations of US presidents was, the assessments of leading researchers and their
arguments are studied. The conclusions summarize the results of the conducted research
and reveal the author’s vision of the problem.

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TERRITORIAL POLICY OF THE EU STATES:
TARGETS, TOOLS, ACHIEVEMENTS

Summary

The article presents the process of formation and development of the territorial policy
of the European Union and its Member States. The author defines the goals and logic
of territorial and political transformation of national territorial and political systems in
the context of glocalisation — macro-regional integration of national entities in Europe,
where regions are proclaimed the main beneficiary of reforms, and place is proclaimed
the topos, the basis of the political process. Place-based politics, development of self-gov-
ernment systems, decentralisation reforms, promotion of local and regional autonomy
and systemic asymmetry, where status is determined by the scope of functional respon-
sibilities, are considered as processes of de(re)construction of a new model of polycentric
governance and political interaction in the context of formation of an effective suprana-
tional political space of the EU. The author examines the peculiarities of the transfor-
mation of systemic relations in the EU member states, including the relations between
metropolises and non-European remote territories (on the example of France and the
Netherlands), and the relations between the supranational centre of the EU and these
remote territories of the EU states, which have the specifics of asymmetric involvement
in the territorial and political processes of the EU. The author notes that the develop-
ment of the EU political space is ahead of the process of transformation of the territo-
rial morphology, which is manifested in the expansion of political participation rights
at the supranational level and the preservation of restrictions at the national level.
The paper notes that the EU’s spatial development strategy is formed on the basis of
an institutional compromise between different levels of political decision-making in a
multi-level and polycentric system of territorial and political relations and is provided
by a set of instruments. This complex is formed by: the policy of vertical and horizontal
cooperation; multilevel and polycentric governance; practices of regional and autonomy;
asymmetry of statuses and functional roles; 4D decentralisation instruments; stand-
ardisation and measurement (indexation) of standards; instruments of consociative
democracy, which provide for “inclusion policy”, “effective citizenship”, “mobile political
participation” in the context of deepening integration, increasing mobility, and chang-
ing the functional significance of the institution of citizenship.

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THE ROLE OF LANGUAGE AND LANGUAGE PRACTICES
IN THE “EVERYDAY NATIONALISM”

Summary

In 1995, M. Billig’s “Banal Nationalism” was published for the first time. This pioneer-
ing work initiated a new way of studying “nation” and “nationalism”. Somewhat later,
the concept of “Banal nationalism” was clarified and supplemented by the concept of
“Everyday Nationality”, that together compose “Everyday Nationalism’s” research.
The study, which is directly based on M. Billig’s “Banal nationalism”, examines how elites
mobilize elite (state) symbols, nationalist discourses, and other material and immaterial
elements that form the usual landscape and semiosphere of the territory. Instead of this,
“Everyday Nationhood” try to show, how people reinterpret elite symbols and nationalist
discourses or create their own versions of nationhood enacted as everyday practices.
Actually, among the elements that serve as a daily reminder of people’s place in the
“world of nations” are language and language practices, as well as small deictic words
(“domestic policy” / “foreign policy”, “us” / “them”, “here” / “there”, etc.), which are used
by mass media and other services that we read, listen, watch, etc. Finally, ideas, that
seem banal to us, turn out to be ideological constructs of nationalism.

The idea of “language” should also be considered a historical construct of nationalism.
The concept of “language”, at least in the sense that it seems obvious to “us”, is an “invent-
ed permanency” created in the era of the nation-state. Language does not create national-
ism as nationalism creates language; or, rather, nationalism creates “our” common view,
that there are “natural” and indisputable things called “languages” we speak.

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FACTORS THAT DETERMINE THE SPECIFICS OF FORMING
THE POLITICAL CONSCIOUSNESS OF MILITARY PERSONNEL

Summary
The article examines the main factors that determine the specifics of the formation of
the political consciousness of military personnel. It is proved that the political conscious-
ness of military personnel is one of the main components of forms of public conscious-
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ness, which, as a rule, arises together with the emergence of statehood and political
power and is the most general category that characterizes the subjective side of politics
as a whole. The stages of formation of political consciousness of military personnel are
defined: as obtaining socio-political knowledge in the process of critical understanding
of political reality, gradual rationalization of sensory representations, generalization
of available information about the political life of society; transformation of acquired
knowledge into beliefs, which occurs in the process of socio-political practice; determi-
nation based on political beliefs and analysis of one's own experience of the political
orientation of the subject, which largely determines political behavior.

The factors that determine the specifics of the formation of political consciousness in
military personnel are identified and systematized. First of all, an important component
of political consciousness is such a moral and ethical category as "defense of the Father-
land"; the next factor is the status of military personnel; the specifics of military labor;
high requirements for the professional status of military personnel in combination with
the regulated nature of their work; the isolation of the social and professional group of
military personnel; material factors; mass media; the desire to obtain information.

It is proved that a serviceman is a citizen of his country, a member of a military collec-
tive, so he is more or less involved in socio-political activities: participation in elections,
in the discussion of the most important documents of the state, personnel fees, etc.
This is an important area of military service, where the process of forming the political
consciousness of military personnel, especially his socio-political qualities, takes place.

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Summary

The article examines the application of postcolonial theory to the analysis of the polit-
ical transformations in post-communist countries in Eastern Europe. The question of
the relevance of the application has become particularly important after the Russian
full-scale invasion of Ukraine. The question of the relevance of the application has
become particularly important after the Russian full-scale invasion of Ukraine. There
is an obvious contradiction between the wide-spreading usages of the terms colonialism
in the public discourse to characterize the essence of Russian aggressive policy and the
near absence of scientific interpretation of this dramatic conflict from the postcolonial
researchers. In order to investigate the reasons for the situation, the article raises the
question about “double silence” — mutual ignoring by both postcolonial researchers of the
Eastern European region and researchers of post-communist transformations of the colo-
nial experience of Eastern European countries. We used a content analysis of the post-
colonial scientific for the period from 2000 to obtain data on the number of publications
about Eastern Europe. The content analysis proves the idea of the marginal character of
Eastern European research within the framework of postcolonial theory and shows the
complete absence of scientific interpretation of the Russian-Ukrainian war from a postco-
lonial perspective. The article considers the main reasons for this situation: the low level
of interest in the region of Eastern Europe from Western scholars; the Marxist views of
many researchers, which exclude the possibility of identifying colonialism not only with
the capitalist states of the West but also with the socialist USSR; the dominance of the
Russian-centric discourse in the scientific community. At the same time, examples of the
combination of postcolonial theory and transitology to the analysis of social and political
transformations in the region of Eastern Europe are given.

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THE WORLD-SYSTEM DYNAMICS AND THE REALITIES OF OUR TIME

The article analyzes the main provisions of the world-system theory from the point
of view of its applicability to the consideration of the global situation surrounding the
Russian-Ukrainian war. Also, the authors apply the methodology of world-system
analysis when studying the factor of geopolitical hegemony and the possible change
of hegemon in the first half of the 21st century. In the context of the analysis of
modern geopolitical conflicts, is considered I. Wallerstein’s hypothesis about a series
of so-called “thirty-year wars” as immediate “drivers” of the change of hegemon and
the world order, established by him. The article updates such concepts as “cycles of
hegemony”, the overlap of “cyclical rhythms” and “century trends”, the correlation
between “Kondratiev’s cycles” and “cycles of hegemony”, the ascending and descending
cycles of “century trends”, etc. The analysis of the I. Wallerstein ideas is supplemented
by the analysis of the views of F. Brodel, J. Modelsky, U. Thompson, J. Arrigy,
T. Hopkins, and others. The authors conclude that predicting the development of the
new world order is a difficult task and that it is still difficult to assess whether this
new world order will be “better” or “worse” than the existing one. To explain this, the
authors point to the unnamed nature of the epic struggle between “Good and Evil”
and the physical process of “mutual resistance and mutual displacement of forces”.
In this struggle, according to the authors, the winner is not the “kindest” but the
“most effective”. The authors call February 24, 2022, the signal for the beginning of
the great redistribution. This date became the starting point in the battle for global
domination of any of the world systems without a guaranteed outcome. The authors
pray for the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Statement of the problem. About 50 years ago I. Wallerstein proposed a
fundamentally new research perspective for the analysis of social, economic, and
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political processes. We are talking about his famous world-system analysis. The
main world-system principles were already formulated in the three-volume “Modern
World-System”, the main work of I. Wallerstein (Wallerstein, 1989). Currently, his
methodology is not as active as it was a few years ago when it was in the focus of
actual political discussions. However, the events of recent years and, above all, the
very fact of the “unthinkable” Russian-Ukrainian war require us to move from the
practice of “narrow commentators” to the practice of “social thinkers”, to see reality
in the context of those fundamental processes that radically change the world.

The purpose of our article is to understand the phenomenon of the Russian-
Ukrainian war in the context of the categories of world-system analysis and consider
the trajectory of development of likely events using such concepts as “Kondratiev’s
cycles”, “century trends”, “cycles of hegemony”, etc.

Analysis of previous studies. It is quite clear that Wallerstein’s research
was not alone, without predecessors, followers, and opponents. The appearance of
his works was preceded and later accompanied by the experience of a number of
scientific schools and directions. His methodological developments were to a certain
extent based on the theory of civilizational cycles by A. Toynbee and the typology of
historical time by F. Brodel (1992), J. Modelsky and W. Thompson (1996), J. Arrigy
(1994), T. Hopkins (1994), etc., who entered into discussions with him and studied
with him. Andre Gunder Frank and Barry K. Gills were trying to overcome and
improve him (Frank & Barry, 1996).

However, the world-system method received the greatest conceptual design
precisely from I. Wallerstein. In his interpretation, the world-system acts as a
definite structural whole, which behaviour determines the vital activity of the entire
set of nationalities, societies, and states which inhabit our planet.

Such an approach allows us to look at the numerous wars and revolutions that
have shaken and are shaking the world, as internal moments of the evolution of the
global world-system. That system arose at the turn of the XV and XVI centuries and
still holds humanity “in its embrace”. We are talking about the 500-year-old capitalist
world-system with its Anglo-Saxon core, with the semi-periphery and periphery.

Presentation of the main material. In his interpretation of the capitalism
genesis, . Wallerstein denies the “cultural and civilizational” background of
bourgeois relations emergence. He does not consider capitalism to be a historical
product of purely European civilization. In Europe at that time, Wallerstein did not
see any “unique” features that could clearly confirm that capitalism is a child of the
West. Such explanations, in his opinion, are frankly teleological, work on the Western
supremacy apologetics, and are based on the principle of “post hoc ergo propter hoc”.

“European capitalist miracle” is not perceived (by Wallerstein) as a gift of
“European genius”. In his general work “The West, Capitalism and the Modern
World-System” (Wallerstein, 1991, p. 561-619) he emphasizes that the origin of
capitalism in Western Europe is accidental in a certain sense. It is explained by
certain conjuncture “constellations”, that are spontaneous, improvisational, and local
combinations of random events in the XIV-XV centuries. At that time, he believes,
a whole set of circumstances arose under the influence of sudden changes in the
economic, state, and religious structures of post-Renaissance Europe.

The triggering role here was played by the “Black Death”, the second-largest
plague pandemic in the history of mankind. (The first wave was the so-called “Plague
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of Justinian”, which broke out in the VI century PC. It devastated almost all the
countries of the Mediterranean and lasted for about 60 years. The peak of the second
wave occurred in 1346-1353. Repeated outbreaks continued until the XIX century
when the epidemic reached Odessa. According to various estimates, from 30% to 60%
of the medieval Europe population died from infection.

In addition, the crisis of the Eurasian transcontinental trade (the axis of which
was the Great Silk Road) complicated the situation dramatically. In the XIV-
XV centuries the “Mongolian link” fell out of such a long trade chain. A huge area
of land was outside the Mongolian military and political control, which Karakorum
provided in Eurasia for more than two hundred years. This geopolitical shift
had the most dramatic impact on Western Europe’s fate. It was struck by a deep
systemic crisis — the crisis of the feudal management in the economy, the crisis of
the institutions of the feudal state — in politics, the crisis of the Catholic Church (and
the appearance of its antagonist — Protestantism) — in spiritual life. Thus, the causes
of the European capitalist “upgrade” were laid, (according to I. Wallerstein), mainly
in the external world-systemic and world-economic shocks of the XIV-XV centuries.

It was they who unexpectedly led to the structural weakening of the European
world-empire of the Habsburgs. As a result, the Habsburgs lost control over the
internal proto-capitalist process development. This showed its qualitative difference
from the brilliant world-empires of China, India, the Great Porta, etc., which managed
to maintain state control over the domestic market.

Conjectural (that is, caused by “events of the moment”) crisis of European political
and economic structures (1350-1450s) turned out to be more radical than in the
centers of the rest civilized world (India, China, the Muslim world, etc.). Moreover,
the relative underdevelopment and peripherally of Western Europe, in comparison to
the East, played a decisive role here. A stream of initial capitalist accumulation and
financial speculation poured into the resulting “gap”.

Let’s emphasize: this did not happen because of more “progressive” or “culturally
more unique”’ European West, than the rest of the (Islamic, Indian, Chinese, etc.)
world. Just the opposite: West turned out to be more “backward” and less “organized”
in comparison to many other developed regions. Therefore, it was less resistant to the
“Intrigues of capitalism”. But this annoying historical “minus” of the West ultimately
brought him great historical dividends.

Let’s highlight the main distinguishing features of the world economy, which
began to form due to the “system failure” in the western part of Eurasia. First of
all, this is the continuous accumulation of capital, which has turned into the driving
force of the Western world economy.

The following are:

— rigid spatial division of labour, stimulating unequal exchange within the
capitalist world-economy, which increases the tension between the centre and the
periphery of the system,;

— the mandatory semi-peripheral and peripheral zones present in the structure
of the dominant world economy, that fuel the enrichment of the Centre;

— along with hired labour, wide use of various elements of quasi-feudal exploitation
and even slavery as a necessary condition for the Centre’s economic prosperity;

— the coincidence of world economy core boundaries with the boundaries of the
capitalist industry leaders’ political cluster;
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— the XVI century as “downstairs” (initial) historical limit of the world-economy
presence;

— the capitalist world-economy progressive development, which initially arose in
North-Western Europe with subsequent spread to the rest of the world,;

— mandatory presence in the capitalist world-economy the hegemon states
structure, with their comparative short period of undisputed dominance;

— the secondary, derivative nature of states, ethnic groups, and family formations,
in relation to the world-economy transformation process;

— bringing to the fore the racism, nationalism, and sexism as an effective
functioning distinctly differentiated system of the capitalist peace-economy,
motivators;

— provoking the anti-systemic movements uprising, which capable of
simultaneously undermine and re-cultivate the capitalist world-economy;

— the mutual superimposition of small “cyclical rhythms” and long-term “century
trends” that exacerbates the internal contradictions of the world-system (and can
develop into a deep structural crisis of the entire world-economy) (Wallerstein,
1991, p. 267-268).

As we can see, initially it arose as a random mutation, the new world-systemic
process quickly self-organized and began the rapid spread throughout Europe and
beyond, gradually transforming the entire surrounding acumen. The mobility of the
world-economy core draws attention. It does not stand still but constantly moves
from zone to zone, changing its location depending on the world’s political and
economic situation. I. Wallerstein singles out some of the most noticeable displaces
of the world-system cores on the political-economy map.

First step: the end of the “long” XVII century (about 1640). At this stage, Holland,
England, and northern France form the world-economy core. The countries of
Mediterranean Europe (Spain, Portugal, Italy, and Southern France) were in the
semi-periphery. Eastern Europe and Latin America become the periphery.

The second step: the period from 1640 to 1760. It is characterized by the moderate
growth of the capitalist world-economy, and the strengthening of the Anglo-Saxon
centre. At this stage, the north of the USA, Prussia, and Sweden are moving into the
semi-periphery zone. The periphery becomes the South of the USA and the Caribbean
area. Most of the world is outside of the capitalist world-system. They are forming an
external trans-peripheral zone.

The third step is marked by the period from the end of the XVIII to the beginning
of the XX century. I. Wallerstein calls it “the second era of the great expansion of
capitalism”. At this stage, a stable core configuration (consisting of Great Britain, the
USA, France, and Germany) emerges. Where Britain played the central, leading role.
The semi-periphery at this stage consists of the Eastern and Southern Europe states,
as well as Russia, Japan, and some relatively developed countries of Latin America
(such as Brazil, Mexico, Chile, Argentina, and Uruguay). Colonial and semi-colonial
states of Asia, Africa, and Latin America remain in the peripheral zone.

At the same time, every new the capitalist world-economy epicentre shift, every
new step in the next world-system core formation is marked by a sharp surge in
world struggles (even world wars). Moreover, one feature is noted: countries that
have succeeded in capitalist development (Britain, USA) strive to preserve that
peace-economy model, where they feel their superiority.
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The countries of catch-up development (Napoleonic France, Kaiser, and Hitler
Germany, Romanov’s Russia, Stalin’s USSR, Putin’s Russian Federation, etc.) aspire
to achieve the peace-empire model — the total military-political and administrative
control over the world-system with the establishment of their own strictly regulated
world-order. Modern China strives for a combined model — a synthesis of world-
economy and world-empire.

Deepening his world-system analysis, I. Wallerstein reveals another regularity:
each stage of the world-economy and the world-system, (as its epiphenomenon)
evolution is accompanied by cycles of hegemony change. Wallerstein in general
pays great attention to the problem of the cyclicality of history. The most important
cyclical rhythm for him is the so-called “Kondratiev’s cycles”. It lasts an average of
45-60 years and consists of two phases: the expansion phase (so-called A-phase) and
the decline phase (B-phase). In the A-phase, is observed the process of the largest
monopolistic structure’s creation and growth. And in the B-phase we see the process
of their decline, disintegration, and the effective competitors’ appearance.

Wallerstein also talks about the so-called “century trends” (“century logistics”).
They are long. They cover a large period from 150 to 300 years, and are associated
with the so-called “cycles of hegemony” — periods of world-system control by certain
“Great Powers” (Wallerstein, 2000, p. 216217, 258-260). Here, the concept of
“hegemony” implies the dominance of some states over others. These give possibilities
to establish principles, procedures and rules to oblige all other participants to follow
the “pack leader” preferences. In this context, the Ukrainian tragedy, that broke out
on February 24, 2022, can be seen as the demand of new contender for hegemony —
China, to change the “pack leader” and his rules on the significant part of the planet.

If we are talking about the existing “world of rules”, here are the maximum
possibilities for the most effective capital accumulation. It occurs precisely when the
world-system reaches a certain balance between the world-empire (with its direct
military-political integration of the under-controlled world) and the “acceptable”
rivalry of several roughly equal players. That is, the presence of a superpower
that, possessing imperial power, prefers to play a “free” economic game with all
participants, but according to its own “code of game”, is optimal for the current
western “world of rules”.

The ideal situation from the point of view of capital accumulation within the
system as a whole writes I. Wallerstein, “is the existence of a dominant state strong
enough to determine the rules of the game and ensure that they are followed to
the end. When rivalry, as a systemic condition, is replaced by hegemony, this does
not mean that the hegemonic power can do everything. But this means that it can
prevent the change (violation) of the rules by others” (Wallerstein, 1996, p. 98).

Thatis, hegemony in the capitalist world-system is exercised by a leader surrounded
by a “team of dedicated players” who have the economic, political, military, and
ideological capabilities to force other participants to observe the established (by the
strong side) “distribution roles” regime.

I. Wallerstein identifies striving for hegemony in the world political system with
the striving for a monopoly in the economic world. Moreover, this attempt was never
fully successful both in the first and second cases. World history is full of examples
of how one or another state achieved superiority (hegemony) in relation to other
states and began to implement world-system reconstruction on a world-order basis
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established by it. However, all hegemonic states sooner or later lost their hegemony
and left the foreground.

In his research of the capitalist world-system history, Wallerstein counted only
three states that had the status of a hegemon. This is, firstly, the United Provinces
(Holland) in the middle of the XVII century (1620-1672), secondly, Great Britain in
the middle of the XIX century (1815-1873) and, thirdly, the USA — in the middle of
the XX century (peak, according to Wallerstein, — 1945-1973).

Moreover, the initial prerequisite of hegemony is no means of military power
(although, in the end, it becomes the decisive factor). The most significant “driver” of
hegemony in the world-system process is the achievement of a high level of production
efficiency and financial operations. Each of the three hegemon states dominated
only during the period when they gathered the three main parameters of efficiency:
production, trade, and finance (Wallerstein, 2000, p. 256-257).

Let us emphasize once again that the hegemon states have not made large capital
investments in the creation of numerous armies for a long time. Instead, each state,
striving for its power, created, first of all, a large merchant fleet, which, in addition
to its direct economic function, ensured the power of its naval forces. “Possibly..., —

writes I. Wallerstein, — ...this was really a key factor in the fact that these states
were able to defeat their main rivals in the struggle for hegemony...” (Wallerstein,
199, p. 99).

However, the desire for a general victory in the geo-economic and geopolitical
struggle has always required the elites to strengthen state support for non-market
structures. The gradual expansion of these structures sooner or later leads to
qualitative changes in the overall capitalist world-economy composition. And the
final stage of the struggle for hegemony ultimately and inevitably ends in a decisive
military clash. I. Wallerstein named such clashes as conditional “thirty-years wars”.
All interested competing forces participate in these wars, and such a huge struggle
covers wide planetary spaces.

Wallerstein counted only three similar “thirty-years wars” in the history of the
capitalist world-system.

First “Thirty-Years War” (1618-1648). As a result, Holland’s economic interests
prevailed over the imperial political interests of the Habsburgs.

The Second “Thirty-Years War” (in the form of the Napoleonic Wars of 1792—-1815).
As aresult, the pragmatic economic interests of the British prevailed over Bonaparte’s
imperial political idealism.

The Third “Thirty-Years War” (in the form of the Anglo-Saxons “two-stage” war
against Germany in 1914-1918 and 1939-1945). As a result, the USA defeated
Germany and established an American-centric world order and an American-centric
world-economy (Wallerstein, 2000, p. 258). The extrapolation of this Wallenstein’s
formula to our time leads us to the unhappy assumption that the Russian-Ukrainian
war is just a fragment (God forbid) of the XXI century “Thirty-Years War”.

About the “thirty-years wars” I. Wallerstein writes: “They took place sporadically
rather than continuously (and the states participating in them often changed sides
and allies, changing their ideological beliefs along the way), and ultimately ended
with the defeat of one of the warring parties. In all three cases, sea (and air) power
overcame land power. And in every case, the forces committed to preserving the
basic structure of the capitalist world-economy defeated the forces that sought to
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transform it into a world-empire” (Wallerstein, 1996, pp. 99—-100). Thus, after the
first “Thirty-years’ War” the Habsburgs world-empire began to fall apart. After the
second “Thirty-years’ War” — the Napoleonic empire had destroyed. The German
Second Reich collapsed, and Hitler’s Third Reich made the same after the third
“Thirty-years’ War”. And after the fourth (“forty-years”) “Cold” war — destroyed apart
the world-empire, the USSR.

Wallerstein revealed another regularity: during a long period of hegemony
decline, at least two potential “contenders for the inheritance” always appeared.
Such contenders were England and France during the decline of Holland hegemony,
such were the USA and Germany during the decline of the British-centric world.
And at the end of his life, Wallerstein saw Western Europe and Japan as contenders
for the American heritage — after the gradual decline of US hegemony. At this point,
as it turned out today, he made a mistake. But this is quite understandable, Sir
Wallerstein made his prediction back in the 1980s, when both the EU and Japan, as
they say, “were in trend”. Today, China clearly claims the role of “heritage managing”.

Wallerstein notes one more regularity: the end of each “Thirty-years’ War”
is finishing with the restructuring of the international relations system and the
establishment of a new world order. This ensures long-term political and economic
advantages for the victorious hegemon state. Such was the Peace of Westphalia in
1648. Such was the system of the “European concert” after the Vienna Congress of
1815. Such was the UN system after the Yalta and Potsdam agreements. At the
same time, the dominant state is able to maintain its hegemony only as long as it is
able to maintain the world order established by it. It gives the possibility of imposing
institutional restrictions on the world market and international politics.

Initially, hegemon states may win in the conditions of unblocked and free world
trade (the advantages of their starting positions are reflected). However, in the
medium term, they ultimately move to the “loser state” because they faced new
competitors (with high efficiency and lower cost of production).

This circumstance inevitably limits the term hegemony. Usually, it is a period
of 25-30 years, after which the former hegemon state “falls” or “rolls” off the hill
and returns to its original, more modest status. It is possible that this state will
demonstrate its strength (mainly in a military sense) for some time “by inertia”
(Wallerstein, 2000, pp. 435—436). In general, the decline of the hegemony of the state
is characterized by a decrease in its overall economic efficiency, and the appearance of
additional types of non-productive costs, defined as “burden of the hegemon”. That is,
the “descending” hegemon state recklessly resorts to those expenses that it carefully
avoided during the years of its “ascension”.

In the I. Wallerstein world-system vision, history appears as a bizarre sinusoid of
cyclical ups and downs of hegemonic states, which constantly restructure the world-
system in search of the most effective investment and accumulation of capital. And:
“Hegemony that lasted too long would turn the system into a world-empire. And a
system in which a hegemonic state did not arise would not have the opportunity to create
stable... orders necessary for maximum accumulation” (Wallerstein, 1996, p. 102). In
other words, the ossified hegemony seeks to preserve the world-system, and turn it
into an empire, but a “preserved” world-empire sharply reduces its economic efficiency.

According to I. Wallerstein, the emergence of a global hegemon is an inevitable
function of the world-system development. And the weakening of the hegemon leads
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the world-system to a deep crisis and decline. We find something similar in another
American political scientist, Z. Brzezinski, who claimed that from all the empires, is
only one empire, which is truly a global hegemon — the USA. It is “the centre of the
global world order” (Z. Brzezinski), or the “core of the world system” (I. Wallerstein),
which is, in principle, complementary.

Other states who “want to join the system”, but are unable to take the role model
really, should at least simulate their “close to hegemon” image. But even these poor
“simulacra” may be acceptable for leader. They are a sign of the peripheral countries’
loyalty to the “champions”, and indicator of their “domestication” to the “powers of
this world”.

Thus, according to Wallerstein, the entire capitalist world-system function
when a few countries end up as winners and the majority, — as losers. And, let’s
emphasize once again, the appearance of unexpected new alternative centres of
capital concentration causes active opposition from the existing world-system, up
to opponent liquidation. This is one of the decisive motives for the another “Thirty
Years War” resolution.

Therefore, within the framework of the dominant world-system, a dominant
military-political world order is necessarily formed. Its entire structure and logic of
behaviour “works” for the capital concentration and centralization, for the interests
of self-preservation and self-development of the dominant world-system. And if
somewhere there is a desire to crush the dominant world-system, first of all, it starts
with the destruction of the world-order, which protects it.

To complete the characterization of I. Wallerstein’s contribution to the theory of
world-system analysis, draws attention to his forecast: the next world “thirty-year
war” with the subsequent “time of hegemony” fall on the peak period of the century
trend (the first half of the XXI century) — before or after its achievement (Wallerstein,
2000, p. 216-217, 258-259). With the subsequent international agreement that
restructures the world order.

According to F. Brodel (Braudel, 1992, p. 73), the culminating moment (peak)
means the point from which the “century trend” begins its downward movement. In
other words, this is a “crisis point”. In the interpretation of I. Wallerstein, F. Braudel’s
“century trends” are connected with the constant movement (rise and fall) of the
“locus of hegemony” on the scale of the Western world economy (which was already
discussed above). At the same time, we note one more significant detail: the European
(and Mondial, after the Holland hegemony establishment) capitalist world-economy
desperately resisted the demands of the European continental world-empires. That
were the Holy Roman Empire, the Habsburg Empire, the Napoleonic Empire, the
Second and the Third German Reaches, or the Eurasian Socialist Empire (with the
USSR leadership). Now we see the resistance to the putin’s empire aggression.

Of course, it is possible to find certain inconsistencies and contradictions both in
the theory of the world system as a whole and in the concept of the superimposition
of “cyclical rhythms” and “century trends”. However, the analysis of these details is
not the subject of our article. For us, the scenario-prognostic aspect of world-system
analysis is of much greater interest.

Conclusions. Analysis of the “century trends”, and “long centuries” correlation
with Kondratiev’s cycles and “cycles of hegemony”, which are contained in the works
of F. Brodel, I. Wallerstein, J. Modelsky, U. Thompson, J. Arrigy, T. Hopkins, etc.
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allows to better understanding the algorithm of world-systemic changes in the first
half of the 21st century.

The “common ground” of many theoretical constructs is the predicted gradual
decline of the USA hegemony, which creates ample opportunities for the
implementation of various geostrategic scenarios of the hegemony change and the
new world order establishment. As I. Wallerstein noted in the article “Peace, stability
and legitimacy, 1990-2025/2050”, “...the period from 1990 to 2025/2050 will probably
lack peace, stability, and legitimacy. This is partly explained by the decline of the
USA as the hegemon of the world-system, but to a greater extent by the crisis of
the latter precisely as a world system" (Wallerstein, 2000, p. 435). In this sense, the
period following American hegemony somewhat resembles the post-British period in
the second half of the 20th century and the post-Holland period in the second half of
the XVII century. However, the current stage will be different from theirs: there is a
much greater degree of disorder and disintegration. The bifurcation points that arise
at the moment of breaking the next historical system will create the most chaotic
picture of the current stage.

Already now, it is becoming obvious how much living reality has moved away from
the predictions of Wallerstein, his followers, and opponents. Thus, his assumption
that the role of the post-American hegemon would be Japan or the European Union
was absolutely not confirmed. But China, which at the end of the 20th century
was considered an unlikely contender for the leadership, rose to full strength. It is
possible to argue about the dating of individual stages of the world-system process
and to discuss the details of the correlation between various cycles and phases of
development, but the world-system analysis really gave us a number of fundamental
ideas that allow us to navigate in the harsh circumstances of the 21st century quite
correctly.

Firstly, the understanding that the capitalist world-system, which once being
arise at the turn of the XV and XVI centuries, reached its peak by the end of the
XX century and is now on the verge of decline.

Secondly, during its transformation, the world-system is grouped around a certain
core, the epicentre of which is a specific hegemon state.

Thirdly, the world-system in the process of its growth, maturity, and decline goes
through several stages of “hegemon changes” and the establishment of the next world
order. As a rule, so-called “thirty-years” world wars flare up at these “transitions”
(I. Wallerstein). As a result, the victorious states “reorganize” the world in their own way.

Fourthly, the contemporary crisis phase (the first half of the XXI century) is not
just a simple “change of hegemon”, but (according to the assumptions of I. Wallerstein)
the end of a 500-year era of one world-system and some other world-system emerging.

All these assumptions make it possible to look at global processes, with Ukraine,
and her tragic and heroic fate, in the epicentre of possibly moving to the hybrid
“thirty-years’ war” (God forbid!). From the beginning of this war we see a whole
complex of military, political, economic, media, psychological, and diplomatic means
and methods which are involved. The war, in which the winner must install his own
world order and “open the floodgates” to a new world-system process.

To what extent this new world order will be “better” or “worse” than the existing one
is difficult to say. Since it is not about the epic picture of the “Good against Evil” fight,
but about the physical process of “mutual resistance and mutual displacement of forces”.
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In this struggle, not “the kindest” but “the most effective” wins. In 24.02.22. the signal
sounded. A world battle for global domination of any of the world-systems has begun.
Without a guaranteed outcome. But we all pray for the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

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POLITICAL IMAGE OF UKRAINE: ANALYSIS OF FAKE INSTRUMENTATION
IN HYBRID WARFARE (BASED ON GREEK MASS MEDIA MATERIALS)

This article examines the processes of transforming the political image of Ukraine
against the backdrop of the armed conflict with Russia. All the information used in
this study has been selected from contemporary Greek mass media, scientific, and
expert-analytical works from 2014 to 2023. The relevance of this research is based on
the assertion that mass media serves as a tool in conducting hybrid warfare, either
destroying or weakening the authority of a particular state, creating a negative image
of political institutions or politicians, thereby causing social and economic tension and
subsequent societal fragmentation. The aim of the article is to investigate the toolkit
for creating and promoting fakes in Greek media as an element of hybrid warfare in the
context of highlighting the peculiarities of Ukraine’s political image perception during
the military aggression from the Russian Federation. The following methods were
employed in the preparation of this article: analysis, synthesis, abstraction, cultural
and systemic methods. This combination of methodological tools ensured the integrity
of the study in elucidating the role and place of fakes in the context of conducting
hybrid warfare. The authors provide numerous examples of political narratives and
pro-Russian propaganda employed to erode the trust of the Greek population in
Ukrainian politicians and ordinary citizens, fabricating a significant amount of false
information in Greek mass media, as well as in scientific and expert-analytical works.
The researchers attempted to reveal the ambivalence of societal perception regarding
Ukraine’s position in the European integration processes and to identify the events
and decisions of the Ukrainian authorities that contributed to the negative imaging of
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Ukraine in Greece. To achieve the stated objective, the authors of the article addressed
the following tasks: delineating the stereotypical perception of Ukraine’s political
image from the pre-war period to the active phase of the armed conflict, elucidating the
binarity of image content, and identifying image characteristics against the backdrop
of military aggression from Russia.

Key words: image of Ukraine, fakes, propaganda, political narratives, Greek mass
media.

Introduction. The vectors of development in modern international relations
underscore the relevance of modeling Ukraine’s external image as an important
component of the state's national security, the realization of its European integration
ambitions, and the widespread use of image technologies as a means of gaining
geopolitical preferences. A competitive political image is an essential attribute of
interaction between nation-states, where the struggle of ideologies, economic and
technological potentials is currently being transformed into a confrontation of images
and political ambitions of global actors (Rudnieva & Malovana, 2022, p. 100).

An undeniable fact is that the dissemination of fake news through mass media,
which involves the deliberate creation of false or distorted information, has become
an approved and effective technique of manipulating public opinion in the context
of hybrid warfare. The main objective of spreading fake news is to misinform the
audience through fabricated facts, propagandize a desired opinion or position, induce
panic and psychological shock, alter established beliefs in recipients, capture the
attention of readers / listeners toward a specific agenda, prompt specific actions,
disrupt individual positions, and instigate audience skepticism. Media outlets
create a “distorted reality” tailored to the requests of certain interested individuals
or groups. By employing these information technologies, people’s consciousness
becomes susceptible to specific propagandistic ideas, rendering them vulnerable and
defenseless against manipulative tactics. Hence, it is crucial to formulate a strategy
to counter information warfare by preventing the dissemination of fake information
and debunking already published content.

Fake instrumentation and methodology. The problem of the significance
and role of media in information warfare in contemporary political society is
always relevant and has an interdisciplinary nature, attracting the attention of
numerous researchers. Among these are domestic scholars such as Y. Gorban (2013),
L. Yevdochenko (2011), I. Zavadskiy (1996), T. Isakova (2019), V. Konakh (2015),
0. Lazorenko (2014), G. Pocheptsov (2001), O. Senchenko (2022), P. Shpyha (2014),
and others. This problem has also been addressed by foreign researchers, including
J. Bryant (2007), A. Zinoviev (2006), S. Kara-Murza (2000), A. Klimburg (2017),
M. Libicki (2007), S. Rastorguev (2003), J. Thompson (2018), and others.

Specifically, the manipulation of mass consciousness through the media in the
context of the Russian-Ukrainian war has been studied by O. Vasilevich (2008),
O. Hoiman (2015), N. Nikolaenko (2020), S. Parkhomenko (2014). The use of fake
news as a method of manipulation in the media, its types, and the peculiarities
of identification and refutation have been examined in scientific investigations by
S. Zozulia (2019), M. Kitsa (2017), I. Mudra (2016), M. Prokopenko (2014), I. Putsiata
(2020), O. Saprikin (2016). The importance of distinguishing truth from falsehood in
the information space and the significance of fact-checking skills have been noted by
R. Herasymenko (2015), V. Eysmunt (2016), O. Minchenko (2014), and others.
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According to the conclusions of Ukrainian scientists Y. Zharkov (Zharkov, 2014)
and D. Kislov (Kislov, 2013), information warfare can be used against civil society
and the ruling elite through the application of diplomacy, propaganda, psychological
campaigns, political and cultural subversive work, infiltration of information
networks and databases, as well as the promotion of ideas of opposition movements
through computer networks.

Information warfare can be employed by governments against illegal groups
or organizations involved in terrorist activities, proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction, or drug trafficking. On the other hand, information warfare can also be
directed against specific government policies, supporters of groups and movements
associated with religious issues, environmental protection, or the defense of civil rights.

This indicates that information warfare encompasses various methods and
strategies aimed at influencing public opinion, governmental structures, groups, and
movements. It can be utilized both to protect national interests and to exert influence
over political or social situations. Today, the media is considered the most powerful
element in the deliberate construction of political orders, as emphasized by scholars.
It serves as a means to establish necessary connections and power relations with the
public. Information conveyed through the media can never be completely neutral, as
it always reflects the attempts of dominant elites to create a favorable image of reality
for themselves. Media outlets “package” their practical policies into stereotypical
perspectives that are advantageous to those in power, often foregrounding only a
fraction of what is truly happening (Kondratiuk, 2013).

The aim of this article is to investigate the toolkit for creating and promoting
fakes in Greek media as an element of hybrid warfare in the context of highlighting
the peculiarities of Ukraine’s image perception amid military aggression from the
Russian Federation. The following methods were employed in the preparation of this
article: analysis, synthesis, abstraction, cultural and systemic methods.

Transformation of the image of Ukraine. In the examination of Ukraine’s
image in recent years, it can be noted that its portrayal on the global stage has been
formed both spontaneously and intentionally. However, the prevailing association
has been with markers such as “politically unstable country,” “corrupt government,”
“low level of socio-economic development,” “frozen conflict in the East,” and so on.

Currently, the situation is further complicated by the struggle to maintain
Ukraine’s image in the global information space. One of the main objectives of the
Russian Federation is to weaken Ukraine as an international actor, considering the
significant increase in our country’s position since February 24, 2022. This period
has witnessed unprecedented global support for Ukraine, the massive imposition of
sanctions against the aggressor, and the introduction of visa restrictions for Russians.

Among the attempts to undermine trust in Ukrainian political figures and
citizens by the international community, there are numerous instances of fabricating
information attacks. These attacks include the dissemination of fake interviews
with representatives of European countries regarding the aggressive behavior of
Ukrainian refugees and their alleged misconduct. Other fabricated claims involve
the activities of so-called Nazis, fascists, radical nationalists, shelling of Ukrainian
territories, and preparation for shelling Russian territories.

This issue is particularly pronounced in countries that are in a transitional state.
At the same time, the use of mass media allows for the formation of a positive image
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both within the country and abroad. The presence of Ukrainian media outlets in the
international arena can help prevent the distortion of facts and the transmission of
fake news (Rudnieva, Malovana, 2022, p. 102).

Concept of a “dual track”. After the start of the Russian-Ukrainian war,
Greece was one of the states that repeatedly caused concerns in Ukraine due to its
actions and statements by its politicians. This primarily refers to Greece’s numerous
calls, even during the tenure of former Prime Minister Alexis Tsipras (2015-2019),
for the lifting of sanctions against Russia imposed by the European Union and the
United States. Prior to the Russian-Ukrainian war, Greece actively advocated for the
continuation of dialogue and cooperation with Russia. The reasons behind Greece’s
friendly stance toward Russia, according to the researchers, are multifaceted. On one
hand, Greece has always had close historical ties with Russia. The partnership and
mutual understanding between Russia and Greece date back to the early 19th century
when the Russian Empire played a significant role in Greece’s independence from
Ottoman rule. Furthermore, during the 20th century, the Greek Communist Party
had strong connections with the Soviet Union and contributed to the development of
anti-American sentiment in Greece after the rule of the Regime of the Colonels.

After the collapse of the USSR, Marxist internationalism was replaced by Russian
nationalism. Greek nationalist and far-right parties have demonstrated their support
for the Russian Federation, which Putin is trying to restore to the glory of the Czarist
era. From the liberation of the Greeks until the end of the 20th century, European
democracies were the ones who did much more for Greece than Russia and the USSR
later. Greece’s economic development has been driven by U.S. financial assistance,
cooperation with free economies, and integration as the 10th member of the European
Economic Community (EEC).

It should be noted that both before and after the dissolution of the USSR, Greece
has always been influenced by the Russian “worldview.” Prior to 2022, there were
dozens of cultural and educational centers, associations, schools, foundations, and
university departments in Greece that promoted Russian culture and history. The
interest in the Russian language and culture, which serve as tools for promoting
Russia’s agenda in Greece, was also fueled by numerous grants and programs that
Russia supported for research in the field of Russian studies. In terms of the media
landscape, Russian media outlets such as “Sputnik” and “Russia Today” have always
been considered the most reputable in Greece.

As a business-oriented country, Greece has always valued Russia as an economic
partner, as it supplied oil and gas to Greece. Therefore, the concept of a “dual track”
became the leitmotif of modern Greek politics at the beginning of the Russian-
Ukrainian war. On one hand, it involved punishing Russia for violating international
law and fulfilling obligations to Euro-Atlantic partners, while on the other hand, it
kept the doors open for cultural dialogue and cooperation with Moscow. The Greek
government fully agreed with the EU and NATO’s decisions to impose sanctions
on Russia after its troops invaded Ukraine on 24 February 2022. However, as
Lieutenant General of the Association of Retired Officers Ioannis Krassas notes, with
regard to the Russian-Ukrainian war, it turned out that a significant number of
Greeks are obsessed with feelings of friendship with Russia and hostility towards the
United States because of the support it provides to Ukraine. Those who are friendly
to the Russians come from a number of political parties, but mostly from extreme
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ones. Sympathy for the blond race, according to the observer, dates back to the pre-
revolutionary period, when enslaved Greeks expected Orthodox Russians to free
them from the tyranny of the Muslim Ottomans (Krassas, 2022).

Greece was one of the EU players that consistently advocated for a reconciliatory
policy towards Russia before the start of the Russo-Ukrainian conflict. They
emphasized the importance of active dialogue, the ineffectiveness of sanctions, and
the need for a joint security architecture. Equally important is the fact that pro-
Russian rhetoric and policies enjoy high levels of approval among Greek society. In
September 2013, 63% of Greeks had a positive view of Russia, and in 2014, after
the military aggression against Ukraine, over a third of Greeks held a favorable
perception of the Russian leadership, while less than a quarter had sympathy for
European leaders. In 2014, almost half (49%) of Greek citizens did not approve of
EU policies supporting the Ukrainian government, and in August 2015, 62% did
not support sanctions against Russia. Over time, positive attitudes towards Russia
have only strengthened, with 52% of Greeks trusting Vladimir Putin in 2019 (Koval,
2020, p. 199).

The Greek political discourse has been shaped for many years by the historical
tradition that sees the United States and Russia as the dominant powers in a bipolar
world. Regarding controversial and ambiguous issues for Greece such as the annexation
of Crimea, Russia’s role in the war, and sanctions against Russia, there is a range of
examples of a “yes, but not everything is so straightforward” style of disinformation.
Among the political narratives, we can identify statements such as “both Russia and
separatists are fighting against Ukraine in Donbas,” “Greece maintains loyalty to
NATO, but Russia remains a valuable partner for Greeks,” “the annexation of Crimea
is illegitimate, but Crimea has always been Russian,” and so on.

According to N. Koval (Koval, 2020, p. 205), a comprehensive analysis of media
texts (2014-2020) showed that the most common and universal descriptions were “he
Ukrainian crisis” and “the crisis around Ukraine” in terms of the internal nature of the
conflict in Ukraine. The second most common was “armed conflict in Ukraine / in the
east / in the south of Ukraine,” followed by “civil war” and “on the brink of a civil war.”

“Ukrainian crisis” or “civil war”? Analyzing various articles of both neutral
and propagandistic nature published at the beginning of the war, the authors have
concluded that terms such as “Ukrainian crisis” and “civil war” continue to be used
by media article authors today, albeit to a lesser extent. The article “Ukraine: Donbas
separatist leader warns war could break out ‘at any time” sourced from the Athens-
Macedonian News Agency (AIIE-MIIE) states that according to the Kremlin, a civil
war is being fought in Ukraine in which Russia is not involved: “Russia maintains
that the conflict in Ukraine is a civil war in which it has no involvement” (Oukrania-
Ntonmpas: Tha borouse na xespasei polemos ana pasa stigmi, 07.02.2022).

As evidence of the aforementioned, Kostas Tsitunas, in his article “Ukraine: Civil
war on the brink of Donbas — The Minsk agreement left on paper”, published in
the newspaper NewsBomb, also uses the term “Ukrainian crisis” instead of “war”:
“The entire crisis in Ukraine has shifted to the Donbas region in eastern Ukraine,
precisely where the battles erupted in 2014” (Tsitounas, 2022).

In the state newspaper ErtNews, in the article “Putin and Xi: “Responsible
Dialogue” is Necessary for Resolving the Ukrainian Crisis”, the term “Ukrainian
crisis” is used to describe the ongoing conflict: “Chinese President Xi Jinping and his
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Russian counterpart Vladimir Putin stressed that ‘responsible dialogue’ is the best
way to permanently resolve the Ukraine crisis, Chinese state media reported today”
(Poutin kai Si: O “Ypefthynos dialogos” einai i lysi stin oukraniki krisi, 21.03.2023).

For most Greek journalists, the perception of Ukraine as a fundamentally divided
state is considered an axiom. This discourse of division is often accompanied by
the belief in the ethnic, social, and religious fragmentation of the Ukrainian state
and nation, labeling it as the “most unstable nation in Europe” (Tsakiris, 2014b,
p. 3). In this interpretation, Ukraine is portrayed as a territory, a battleground for
true players, without a clear foreign policy vector and in need of stabilization by
more significant actors. Therefore, in opposition press, Ukraine is presented as a
random, fragmented state, filled with such strong and irreconcilable contradictions
and divisions that the crisis and conflict were bound to happen, with Russia merely
catalyzing them. The pro-European aspirations and desire for separation from the
Russian sphere of influence are seen as unrepresentative and dangerous, both for
Ukraine and for Europe. Thus, federal structure and foreign policy neutrality are
considered optimal for Ukraine.

According to Hippocrates Daskalakis (Daskalakis, 2014, p. 13; 2016), the main
problem of Ukraine lies in its location at the intersection and fracture point of NATO
and Russia, Orthodoxy and Catholicism, Russia and Germany, Eastern and Western
civilizations. From the Greek perspective, Ukraine is politically divided between pro-
Russia and pro-EU supporters, culturally divided between Russian-speaking and
Ukrainian-speaking populations, and geographically divided between the East and West.

Researcher Panagiota Manoli (Manoli, 2014, p. 1) writes about the “fiasco of a
prolonged and painful transformation that manifested after the failure of the Orange
Revolution, in the absence of democratic reforms, dominated by a corrupt political-
economic elite.” Georgios Siachamis argues that Ukraine is the only post-Soviet state
that has not achieved the standards of living during the Soviet period (Siachamis,
2015, p. 5). According to Tassos Symeonides, the internal situation in the country
is unstable and politically fragile, and the bankrupt economy will bring many more
troubles to the Ukrainian people (Symeonides, 2014a, p. 30).

The catastrophic assessment of the state of the Ukrainian economy by Greek
media leads readers to the conclusion of the inevitability of reconciliation with Russia:
“although it will take time for the Ukrainian people to forget Russia’s annexation
of Crimea, there is a high probability that they will set aside their disagreements
because as Ukraine’s economic situation continues to deteriorate, the only
international player capable of alleviating the Ukrainian burden, according to the
Greeks, is Russia. However, if Ukraine chooses membership in the Eurasian Union,
Moscow will definitely contribute to reducing corruption in order to maintain the
viability of the state in the future. Through a series of texts, a consistent concept can
be traced that economically ruined Ukraine will be more of a burden to economically
crisis-weary unified Europe than a valuable asset.

Therefore, according to Greek media, Ukraine has always had key spiritual and
strategic significance for Russia: “Russia has long considered Ukraine its living space,
and it is difficult for it to allow its transition to the Western camp” (Daskalakis,
2017). Russia considers itself the dominant force in the post-Soviet space, and Putin
considers Ukraine so important for Russia that he is ready to wage an open war for it
if necessary. Ultimately, Thanos Dokos writes that “the roots of the Ukrainian crisis
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go back to 2004, and perhaps even to the formation of an independent Ukraine in
1991” (Dokos, 2014, p. 3).

The Kyiv regime. Another trend is publications about non-state military
formations that participated in combat operations in Donbas (Karagiannis, 2016).
“The Kyiv regime, which includes elements with barely hidden fascist beliefs”
(Symeonides, 2014b, p. 1). The current ruling coalition is a mixture of the most ultra-
nationalist elements of the Western Ukrainian extreme on the political landscape
of Ukraine, which strive to dismantle the fragile balance of ethno-political power
that held post-Soviet Ukraine together... This coalition of chauvinistic — and in some
cases neo-Nazi — parties is not the political heir of the Orange Revolution and will not
adopt a centrist and conciliatory approach capable of averting the country from the
brink of civil war” (T'sakiris, 2014a, p. 1).

The prevalence of such interpretations in Greek media discourse indicates a lack
of understanding of political processes in Ukraine, as well as a complete trust in
Russian sources of information. Assertions about the presence of right-wing radicals
and neo-Nazis in power and their actions, accusations of a violent start to the armed
conflict, are interpreted as a source of internal conflict in a divided society and as
a pretext for Russian intervention — sometimes as justification, sometimes as an
explanatory or cautionary example. “If the moderate nationalists in Kyiv cannot
restrain the ultra-nationalist militarized formations, the likelihood of a second
Russian intervention will remain high,” warned Theodoros Tsakiris back in 2014
(Tsakiris, 2014b, p. 17).

Many Greek media outlets, especially right-wing and far-right authors,
emphasise the Ukrainian president’s responsibility for the war. With descriptions
such as ‘clown’, they indicate that he wanted to drag his country and planet into
ruin (Newsroom, 21.08.2022). They do not recognise his right to defend Ukraine’s
territorial sovereignty, instead attributing his demand for money and weapons from
the West to his insatiable desire and belligerent nature: “Billions of euros, dollars and
military equipment are constantly flowing into Ukraine like a bottomless barrel.” The
focus is given to the request and not on the conditions and situation that necessitate
arming the country. The war and its brutality are absent from the analysis in such
publications, and the limited perspective in the comments casts doubt on the political
choices of the Ukrainian president.

The publications also focus on the speeches of the Ukrainian president, questioning
the martial law imposed in the country. These publications assess Zelenskiy’s public
appearances as pretentious, allegedly shaped by the power of his image and his
knowledge of entertainment.

“Zelenskiy, with a series of guest appearances in European parliaments and his
allegedly khaki combat T-shirt, is playing a role we have never seen before. He is
not so much asking as demanding. He is not talking about voluntary help, but about
obligation. He does not support his allies, but denounces them at the first opportunity
when they do him no favours. He also has no sympathy for countries such as Cyprus,
which has been occupied for half a century, but he is indifferent and openly supports
Turkey by doing business with it. There is no doubt that Zelenskiy has turned this
war into a one-man show. He has managed to get the most media coverage, making
headlines with his photographs while his country is on fire. He made the whole West
work for him and dance to his tune. He has managed to make us turn a blind eye to

the fact that we give him money and weapons without checking what happened to
them, when he earns black money offshore and is caught red-handed in the Pandora
Papers, when he closes down media outlets, bans parties, pretending to be a democrat,
when he pretends to oppose oligarchy and corruption” (Newsroom, 21.08.2022).

Attention is also drawn to those publications that consider V. Zelenskiy a puppet
in the hands of the US leadership (O Zelenski kiryxe anepithymito ton Stainmaier!
13.04.2022): “The Americans, by dragging out the war in Ukraine, are weakening
both Russia and Germany through Zelenskiy and his gang. That is why they do
not hesitate to subject the German political leadership to even such humiliations as
the one Zelenskiy did to Steinmeier (at other times, Zelenskiy would have stood in
front of the German president with his head down in the most servile position).” The
following article was written in the same spirit: “The impasse in which Ukrainian
President V. Zelenskiy found himself will sooner or later lead him either to a military
defeat or to serious concessions to Moscow, which will anger the nationalists, former
Pentagon adviser Colonel McGregor told Freedom” (Syntagmatarchis McGregor: O
Zelenski tha parachorisei edafi — Tha pesei thyma ethnikiston, 29.11.2022).

According to the same publication, V. Zelenskiy will strictly follow instructions
from the White House, and the time will come when he will be told that “the game is
over” and that it is time to “come to terms with reality”. Without any justification, it is
concluded that “the Russians do not seek to harm civilians” — a statement that provokes
anger and resentment when the images of dead children alone still “scream”. A typical
example of war crimes is the discovery of mass graves of civilians in the territories
liberated from Russian troops and the rape of women, which not only did not cause
disgust in Russian society, but were also acceptable to it, as they were interpreted as a
means of changing and psychologically pressuring the civilian population.

There are also left-wing newspapers that believe that the Ukrainian president
is responsible for this war and are quick to judge that Russia will win: “No, the
Ukrainian people are not to blame, but the clown president Volodymyr Zelenskiy, a
Jew who feels comfortable with the Azov groups, which the West considers neo-Nazi
organisations, and an absurd game is being played... Despite Western propaganda,
fake news about hundreds of Russians killed and hundreds of tanks destroyed —
this is partly true — despite tearful comments about heroic Ukrainians, the reality
is different. Russia will win” (I Rosia tha kerdisei para ti propaganda — O Zelenski
thysiazei tin Oukrania, 25.03.2022).

This study illustrates the highly detrimental impact of Russian propaganda on the
Greek media landscape. The research findings demonstrate that Russian propaganda
has infiltrated various media outlets in Greece, leading to the dissemination of
biased and misleading information that serves the strategic interests of the Russian
government. This infiltration has compromised the integrity and objectivity of Greek
media, undermining public trust and distorting public discourse on key issues. The
study reveals how Russian propaganda has amplified divisive narratives, fueled
misinformation campaigns, and manipulated public opinion, particularly on topics
such as NATO, EU integration, and regional conflicts. Propaganda systematically
portrays the following dipole: The West as a sinister whole against a benevolent force
(Russia and Putin). They also project the belief that the EU is crumbling whereas
Russia will be the future dominant force. The consequences of this propaganda
campaign include the polarisation of society, the erosion of democratic values and
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the potential weakening of Greece’s relations with its European partners. It is
crucial for media organisations, policymakers and civil society in Greece to recognise
and address the threat posed by Russian propaganda, promoting media literacy,
independent journalism, and strategic communication to safeguard the integrity of
the Greek media landscape and protect the democratic fabric of the country.

Eurointegration policy of previous governments is interpreted as insincere and
imitation: “Kyiv has not formulated a strategy towards the EU. The country’s political
elite engaged in time-serving, pro-European rhetoric on one hand, while refraining
from fulfilling its obligations and reforms that needed to be implemented” (Manoli,
2014, p. 3). In this context, the Eurointegration dimension of the Euromaidan is
essentially ignored. Georgios Siachamis claimed that “despite the EU flags on
Independence Square and the dynamic response of the opposition to signing the
Customs Union with Russia, Belarus, and Kazakhstan, the public opinion in the
country did not support integration with the EU” (Siachamis, 2015, p. 6).

The Russo-Ukrainian war is discussed in newspapers as a war for influence over
the post-Soviet countries of Eastern Europe between the USA / NATO / EU / West
and Russia. In this geopolitical struggle for influence, Western criticism is given
much more prominence than criticism of Russian actions, with NATO and Americans
being the primary targets. It is NATO’s expansionist policies in the Russian sphere
of influence and attempts to detach Ukraine from Russia that allegedly created a
situation of danger, and the support for pro-European revolutions from the US is
seen as irrational, non-strategic, and ultimately unfair. However, the EU’s policies
are also heavily criticized, either for their unsuccessful strategy or their absence.
The Eastern Partnership is viewed very negatively as a harmful initiative that
fueled Russia’s security concerns. “It is important to note that the European Union
and its actions have unequivocally contributed to the emergence and escalation
of the current crisis... it may have made a huge geopolitical mistake by trying to
distance Ukraine from the exclusive Russian sphere of influence” (Filis, Dimopoulos,
Karagiannopoulos, 2014, p. 28). Ultimately, the policies of the “new Europe” states
are also assessed negatively.

Russia’s annexation of Crimea. Constantinos Filis writes about how Poland and
the Baltic states are essentially responsible for the annexation of Crimea: “In addition
to their anti-Russian orientation, which is manifested in a long-standing sense of
danger and demands for protection from the US and the EU, their interference and
pressure in events in Ukraine preceding the annexation of Crimea by Russia compelled
even the most cautious Western states to intervene openly.” Regarding Crimea, the
most commonly used term is annexation, although more politically charged terms such
as reunification and incorporation are also encountered. Authors of articles discussing
the return of the peninsula to Russian jurisdiction openly reflect a pro-Russian political
orientation. According to some commentators, even the illegal annexation of Crimea
was a defensive move by Moscow, which feared that Kyiv would try to deprive it of its
rights in the Black Sea (Filis, 2019, p. xv). Such interpretations reflect divisions in the
perception of threats within the EU and partially illustrate the reasons for the sluggish
progress in creating a coherent EU foreign policy.

A significant part of the Greek media promotes the idea of Russia’s unconditional
victory in this war, justifies Russian aggression, which involves numerous blatant
violations of international law, and characterizes the occupied territories as

historically belonging to Russia and should be recognized by Ukraine as at least
autonomous, if not independent.

The website of the Association of Retired Army Officers published an article titled
“The attitude of the Greeks towards the Russo-Ukrainian War”, in which Ioannis
Krassas notes that the outbreak of the war in Ukraine has highlighted the fact that
a significant number of Greeks have a positive attitude towards Russia and negative
feelings towards the United States because of its support for Ukraine, and also writes
that this attitude is due to the pre-revolutionary period when Russians helped Greeks
to free themselves from the Ottoman yoke: “On the occasion of the Russian-Ukrainian
war, it appeared that a large part of the Greeks are possessed by friendly feelings
towards Russia and hostile towards the USA, due to the support they provide to
Ukraine. Those friendly to the Russians come from the whole range of political parties,
but mainly from those at the extremes. Our sympathy for the blonde race has its origins
in the pre-revolutionary period, when the enslaved Greeks looked to the Orthodox
Russians to free them from the tyranny of the Muslim Ottomans” (Krassas, 2022).

The BankingNews website (O Zelenskiy einai enas klooun — Krimaia kai Donbas
anikoun stous Rosous — Poly logiki i eisvoli tou Putin, 22.03.2022), which bills itself as
a news service, has an article titled “Zelenskiy is a clown — Crimea and Donbas belong
to the Russians — Putin’s invasion is too logical” in which the authors describe Ukraine
as a cesspool of corruption, bad governance, and a defiant state in the international
arena, comparing Ukraine’s internal situation to Mexico’s drug cartels: “Ukraine is a
cesspool of corruption, anarchy and brazen stupidity on the foreign policy front. The
situation in Ukraine is comparable to drug cartels in Mexico and other illegal ones
around the world.Russia’s invasion of Ukraine was the result of Ukraine’s provocative
stance. It has provoked the Russian bear not a few times since the 2014 coup”.

Furthermore, the authors justify the aggressor’s invasion by explaining it as a response
to provocative behavior from Ukraine towards its eastern neighbor. Additionally, the
article asserts the historical belonging of Ukrainian territories to Russia and presents
rigid conditions, namely the recognition of separatist republics in Donbas and the
independence of Crimea, which the authors claim are the only alternative to ending
this bloody war. The conclusion of the article includes a quote stating that Russia will
undoubtedly emerge victorious, and the question lies only in the terms on which it
will happen: “Ukraine should recognize the independence of Crimea that it is Russian
territory and in fact always has been since it was bought by Catherine the Great in 1783.
Ukraine should accept the separation of the Donbas Republics from Ukraine because
the populations are overwhelmingly Russian-speaking and have been part of the “New
Russia” for more than 300 years and do not wish to be ruled by the oligarchs who control
Kyiv the capital of Ukraine. These conditions may seem harsh, but they are the only
alternative to avoid the complete destruction of Ukraine... Russia will win anyway; the
question is on what terms” (O Zelenskiy einai enas klooun — Krimaia kai Donbas anikoun
stous Rosous — Poly logiki i eisvoli tou Putin, 22.03.2022).

Conclusions. Summarizingthe perception of Ukraine’s politicalimage by unofficial
Greek media, it becomes evident that there is a literal adherence to Russian sources
of information and a complete disregard for the Ukrainian perspective. Ukrainian
sources are used for information analysis in an extremely selective manner, while
Russian sources often form the basis for the reproduction and interpretation of the
chronology of events.
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However, the contemporary political events such as military actions, the crisis,
and the significant flow of refugees from Ukraine across borders, which arose
spontaneously as a result of full-scale invasion rather than the work of image-makers,
have had a positive impact on the image of our country.

Several unquestionably strong Ukrainian image characteristics have emerged
during this challenging period. These include the consolidation of society against
external opponents, the self-organization of civil society to address issues of varying
complexity, and the construction of a national narrative that can be represented to
the global community, popularization of everything Ukrainian as a brand of strength,
indestructibility, freedom and independence.

It is worth mentioning that the formation of Ukraine’s external image is also
influenced by Ukrainian diasporas abroad, labor migrants, and refugees who have
left the country during active hostilities. Whether directly or indirectly, they promote
certain Ukrainian values and national traditions, contributing to the identification of
Ukrainians as a nation.

It has been identified that the dissemination of fakes in Greek mass media aims
to discredit the Ukrainian government and army, promote Russian narratives
about the loss of Ukraine’s independence and democracy, and justify the crimes of
the Russian Federation, among other objectives. Among the array of informational
injections, differentiated manipulative messages were observed. Among the array
of information injections, we differentiate between media fakes created by Russian
media and subsequently disseminated by Greek media in translation, as well as
online rumors, false short messages spread through social networks, various groups,
messengers, chats, etc. These included expressiveness, repetition over a certain
period of time, the extraction of specific context, and the fragmentation of the overall
information picture. Verbal markers used in such messages typically included terms
like “urgent,” “sensational,” “reliable source,” “witnesses of events,” “just learned,”
and so on. The main features of fake news messages were identified as information
and disinformation blending, activation of stereotypical beliefs, reliance on unknown
authorities, and creation based on existing information.

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Summary

The article reviews the changing landscape of international relations in the space
sphere; examines the history of international cooperation in outer space: from the Cold
War era to the beginning of Russia's large-scale invasion of Ukraine; examines key
partnerships and initiatives, the advantages of such cooperation and challenges. The
author proves that international relations in the field of space exploration and research
are dual in nature. On the one hand, countries form international alliances to imple-
ment large-scale space projects, on the other hand, states strive to have independent
access to space to ensure national security. The author's periodization of the develop-
ment of international relations in the space sphere is given: 1) the first decade of space
exploration — during this period, international cooperation in outer space was com-
pletely missing, but it was during these years that the foundations of the international
legislative framework were laid; it is still in force today; 2) since the 70s of the twentieth
century, the number of states that explore space has been growing and the first interna-
tional space organization, the European Space Agency (ESA), is being formed; 3) after
the end of the Cold War, US cooperation with the former Soviet republics intensified,
which further led to US dependence on third countries in the space sphere; 4) in the
early 2000s, the number of participants in space activities increased at the expense of
private companies, which became possible due to a technological leap, in particular the
miniaturization of space technology and the cheapening of electronics; 5) Russia's war
against Ukraine has changed the international landscape of space activities, strength-
ened public-private partnerships and demonstrated the growing role of satellite tech-
nologies in national security issues.

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UKRAINIAN MIGRATION TO EUROPE AT THE PERIOD
OF THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR: POLITICS OF REGULATION

Summary

Russia’s full-scaled invasion to Ukraine on the 24th of February 2022, which is still
on, has become a new challenge for a modern world and has caused more problems to
regional and global development as well as provoked colossal forced migration flows of
Ukrainian citizens. The migration that according to researchers has no analogues and
significantly surpasses all the previous ones. A massive influx of refugees from Ukraine
added significant problems to migrant’s crisis of Europe, that was which was caused by
the previous colossal influx of migrants from the Middle East and Africa, complicating
its humanitarian component.

The relevance of the study of these processes is constantly growing and proves that
migration is not only a social, political, but also a scientific problem, which requires a
significant consolidation of the forces of the scientific community in order to solve the
problems caused by these processes. The subject of analysis of this work is the forced
migration of Ukrainian citizens and its consequences, provoked precisely by the Rus-
sian-Ukrainian war.

The article analyzes the theoretical surveys of Ukrainian researchers in the study of
Ukrainian emigration to Europe. Its features are determined in comparison with other
types of migration. The problems of linguistic, value-cultural, psychological and social
adaptation are outlined on the basis of the analysis of the results of sociological surveys
and numerous examples of the return of migrants to Ukraine.

An analysis of multilateral humanitarian assistance to refugees and the main direc-
tions of the EU policy regarding the regulation of migration flows from February 2022
to the summer of 2023 was carried out. A large number of documents that formed the
normative and legal basis of the EU migration policy in relation to Ukrainian refugees,
as well as cooperation with various institutions of Ukraine, were developed. Different
aspects of the consequences of forced migration for Ukraine are defined.

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GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE COMMUNICATION:
THE CONCEPTUAL ASPECT

Summary

The article examines the conceptual component of climate communications and empha-
sizes that in the current conditions of global climate change, climate communications is
an integral element of the implementation of climate policy and is defined as a process
related to increasing public awareness of global climate changes and the formation
of understanding and support climate policy, measures for adaptation and mitigation
of the consequences of global climate change at all levels. Theories and concepts that
make up the basis of climate communications are considered, in particular, the theo-
ry of globalization and globalization of communication, new humanism, sustainable
development, ecological culture, climate justice, and climate theory. It is shown that
all climate theories can be conditionally divided according to their explanation of the
causes of global climate change, in particular, anthropogenic causes, causes independ-
ent of human activity and denial of climate change and proposing ways to solve glob-
al climate challenges. The definition of “climate change” in the UN’s basic documents
shows that the UN recognizes both approaches and agrees that climate change can be
caused by both human activities and natural causes. The concept of climate humanism
in relation to climate communications is proposed, which combines two key ideas: the
need to solve global climate challenges and the importance of humanity’s participa-
tion in this process for the protection and well-being of humanity in the context of a
changing climate environment. In the author’s opinion, in the context of the concept of
climate humanism, climate communications can be considered as its component and a
universal tool that unites approaches to the implementation of information and com-
munication campaigns. It is concluded that the presence of many theories and concepts
regarding the understanding of the causes and methods of overcoming global climate
change has led to a state of uncertainty in modern scientific thought, which should be
taken into account when implementing climate communications.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PALESTINIAN TERRITORIES
OF THE WEST BANK IN 2011-2023

The “Arab Spring” at the end of 2010 became one of the most significant
transformational processes in the Arab East. It led to the beginning of long-term
civil wars in Syria, Libya and Yemen, as well as to the change of political regimes in
Tunisia and Egypt. The political future of these states continues to interest the world
community, but in this context much less attention is paid to the Palestinian lands of
the West Bank, which also played an important role during the “Arab Spring”.

The main reasons for the outbreak of popular protests in the West Bank under the
leadership of the Palestinian National Administration (PNA) are an economic incapacity
(enduring poverty, unemployment, etc.), an increased corruption at the level of the
PNA, a lack of trust in the activities of leading political elites and an absence of a well-
established system of providing basic services to the local population. The last, but not
less important reason is the continuous Israeli occupation of the Palestinian lands.

The Palestinian protests were highly inspired by the Tunisian revolution and its
main goals were political reforms in the West Bank and the national unification of
Fatah and Hamas. However, achieving those goals was extremely difficult because
the Palestinian lands are divided into two functioning, but ineffective entities,
which are governed by the PNA and the radical organization Hamas. Another
important feature is that the Palestinian protests in the West Bank were not so
much against the Israeli occupation, but rather against the leadership of the PNA,
which was the historically unprecedented trend for the Palestinian society. Also,
one more significant factor was that the Palestinian territories have always been
in a permanent state of revolutionary struggle for their freedom, that was clearly
manifested during the period of the First (1987-1993) and Second (2000-2005)
intifadas. During this time, the Palestinians managed to accumulate a unique

revolutionary experience that some Arab states were able to obtain only at the
beginning of the XXI century.

Despite this the “Palestinian Spring” failed, its goals were not achieved and
the revolution itself was short-lived and ineffective. The question of unification of
Hamas and the PNA was put on the background, as well as the issue of fresh general
elections and the resignation of Mahmoud Abbas. It should also be said here that the
struggle against Israel and its policy of occupation for many decades has certainly
left the Palestinians very exhausted. Such trends only deepened the disenchantment
of the occupied Palestinian territories and increased their antipathy to any form of
political activism. As a result, the Palestinian issue has taken a back seat in the
Middle East political life after the “Arab Spring”, especially in the framework of the
Arab-Israeli conflict.

The economic and political situation in the Palestinian territories of the West
Bank has only worsened over the years. The main economic problem is the issue of
occupation, which significantly limits the development of the Palestinian territories
and its economy by redirecting the multibillion-dollar international aid, received by
the Palestinian lands, specifically to the Israeli economy. As for the political situation,
the Palestinian population of the West Bank falls under the jurisdiction of the PNA,
which governs in a rather authoritarian manner, actively opposing journalists and
activists, who criticize the administration’s activities. Another important problem in
this context is the holding of elections in the West Bank, which have not been held
since 2005.

To summarize, the Palestinian territories of the West Bank have been suffering
from poverty, long political stagnation and the impossibility of resolving the crisis of
legitimacy of its government structure since the “Arab Spring”. Considering rather
passive attitude of the Palestinians of the West Bank towards the “Arab Spring”
and their reluctance to become the core of the processes that could lead to the
events that occurred in Libya, Syria, Yemen and Egypt, it becomes clear that the
dissatisfaction of Palestinians now will not be directed at their political leadership,
but mostly against Israel and its occupation, which will always be in the centre of
their immediate attention and further struggle for freedom.

THE SECURITY DIMENTION OF US RELATIONS
WITH THE MEDITERRANEAN COUNTRIES

The Mediterranean region holds immense geopolitical significance, with its
proximity to Europe, Africa, and the Middle East. Each country in the Mediterranean
region and Middle East and North Africa has its own historical legacy, ranging from
ancient civilizations to colonial periods and post-independence struggles. These
historical factors have shaped their political systems, cultural identities, and regional
dynamics, as well as their relationships with external actors, such as the United States.

The historical context of the first cooperation between the United States
and the Mediterranean region can be traced back to the early years of American
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independence and the development of foreign relations. In the early 19th century,
the United States faced challenges in the Mediterranean region due to piracy
and attacks on American merchant ships by North African states. Also, the early
19th century saw the establishment of diplomatic relations between the United States
and Mediterranean powers. In 1797, the United States appointed its first consul
to the Ottoman Empire, which controlled territories in the eastern Mediterranean.
During the 19th and early 20th centuries, the United States developed relations with
European colonial powers that had territories in the Mediterranean. During World
War II, the Mediterranean region became a major theatre of operations for the Allied
forces. This early cooperation laid the foundation for the subsequent development of
the United States’ relations with the Mediterranean region.

During the Cold War, the United States played a pivotal role in ensuring the
security and stability of the Mediterranean region. The strategic location of the
region made it a significant theatre for geopolitical competition between the United
States and the Soviet Union. Following the end of the Cold War, the Mediterranean
region witnessed significant geopolitical transformations. The United States
adapted its security policies to reflect the new realities and fostered cooperation with
Mediterranean countries to address emerging security challenges.

The post-9/11 era brought increased attention to security threats emanating from
the Mediterranean region. The rise of transnational terrorist organizations, such as
al-Qaeda and later ISIS, posed significant challenges to regional and international
security. The Mediterranean region has experienced various regional conflicts and
periods of instability necessitating US engagement and efforts to promote stability,
mediate conflicts, and provide humanitarian assistance. The United States has worked
with Mediterranean countries to promote comprehensive migration policies. The United
States has actively engaged with Mediterranean countries to prevent the spread of
nuclear, chemical, and biological weapons, as well as ballistic missile technology.

The United States has a big number of bilateral cooperation with Mediterranean
countries on security matters, focused on counterterrorism efforts, military assistance,
intelligence sharing, border security cooperation etc.

The United States has a number of multilateral cooperation as well. As a member
of NATO, the United States collaborates with Mediterranean countries that are
part of the alliance, such as Greece, Italy, Spain, and Turkey. NATO provides a
forum for dialogue, coordination, and collective defence in the region, addressing a
wide range of security challenges. The United States engages with the Union for
the Mediterranean. The organization addresses various regional issues, including
security, counterterrorism, and maritime cooperation, with a focus on promoting
stability and development.

Last three administrations had very different approach in cooperation with this region.
The Obama administration emphasized a shift towards multilateralism and diplomatic
engagement. It sought to repair US relations with the Muslim world and address regional
challenges through dialogue and cooperation. The Trump administration adopted a
more transactional and unilateral approach, prioritizing US national security interests
in the region. The Biden administration has emphasized a return to multilateralism,
reengagement with allies, and a focus on shared challenges and values.

After Russia invaded Ukraine, attention returned to the Mediterranean and
Middle East. President Biden met with Middle Eastern leaders in Jeddah to form an
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alliance against Russia and China. The message was that the USA will not forsake the
Mediterranean and Middle East. Although no oil output guarantees were made, the
government voiced confidence about repairing ties with conservative Arab nations.

Overall, we can see that the Mediterranean has been a US security interest since
200 years ago and they clearly played an important role in this region. But after the
Cold War, the reduction of the military presence, and the withdrawal of troops from
such conflicts as in Afghanistan, for example, their influence has greatly decreased.
And after China’s mediation in the reconciliation between Saudi Arabia and Iran, we
can talk about a change in the influence of the main actors and that now the main
external actor in the region is China.

MIGRATION PROCESSES IN THE MEDITERRANEAN:
THE CASE OF THE ITALIAN REPUBLIC

The Mediterranean region is a major destination and transit area for migrants
and refugees from Africa, the Middle East, and Asia due to its proximity to Europe.
Sea crossings in the Mediterranean are the most dangerous route, leading to a
high number of fatalities. Italy is a key country in this migration process, both as a
destination and in conducting search and rescue operations. The crisis has sparked
debates over the responsibilities of countries, conditions in reception centres, and
the impact on local economies and societies. It has also caused tensions within the
European Union.

Italy has been a major destination for migrants and refugees arriving in the
Mediterranean region due to its geography and proximity to North Africa. The country
has received a significant number of arrivals, particularly during the migration crisis
that began in 2015. The Italian government has implemented various policies and
measures to manage migration flows and support migrants and refugees, including
search and rescue operations, the establishment of reception centres, and immigration
policies. However, these efforts have faced criticism for encouraging migration and
inadequate living conditions in reception centres. Italy has also called for greater
cooperation and burden-sharing within the European Union, but debates and tensions
persist regarding the appropriate approach to migration. Migration remains a complex
and challenging issue with ongoing discussions at national and international levels.

The past year has been marked by significant challenges and unpredictability in
the migration situation in the Mediterranean. Italy has been a major destination for
migrants and refugees, with thousands of arrivals by sea. The country has conducted
search and rescue operations, established reception centres, and implemented
immigration policies to manage the influx. However, the increase in migration flows
has strained resources and led to tensions between countries.

In July 2022, around 700 migrants were rescued off the southern coast of Italy,
highlighting the ongoing issue. The number of asylum seekers and migrants arriving
in Italy has increased compared to previous years, and Mediterranean countries
anticipate a further influx due to food shortages caused by the war in Ukraine.
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In November 2022, a conflict arose between Italy and France when Italy refused to
accept a humanitarian ship with rescued migrants. Italy argued that it had already
received a significant number of migrants compared to other European countries.
This disagreement sparked tensions between the two countries and prompted the
European Commission to develop an emergency plan to address the escalating
situation.

Italy’s right-wing government has taken a stricter stance on migration, approving
measures to fine charities that rescue migrants at sea and confiscate their ships
if they violate new rules. The government aims to discourage NGOs from aiding
human traffickers, but charitable organizations deny these allegations.

Despite efforts to address the situation, the number of migrants crossing the
Mediterranean has continued to rise, with approximately 308.000 people illegally
crossing the EU’s external borders in the first 11 months of 2022. This marks the
highest figure since 2016 and highlights the ongoing challenges posed by migration
in the region.

NATO POLICY IN THE MEDITERRANEAN

The Eastern Mediterranean region is indeed characterized by a complex web of
conflicts, rooted in historical, political, and economic factors. The conflicts in the
region, such as the war in Syria, the war in Libya, the Cyprus issue, and the Aegean
Sea dispute between Turkey and Greece, have deep historical enmity, territorial
disputes, competition for resources, geopolitical rivalries, and security concerns as
underlying dynamics.

Regarding the conflict in Syria, it began in 2011 as a result of socio-political
discontent, economic inequality, and regional power struggles. The war has involved
numerous national and international actors, leading to a humanitarian crisis and
significant casualties. NATO’s involvement in Syria has been limited but important. The
deployment of Patriot missile batteries in Turkey, a NATO member, helped protect the
country from potential attacks from Syria and provided support to NATO partners in
the region. However, the complex political nature of the conflict and the involvement of
external actors like russia have posed challenges for NATO’s role in crisis management.

In the case of Libya, the conflict started in 2011 with a popular uprising against
Muammar Gaddafi’s regime. NATO became involved through the implementation
of UN Security Council Resolution 1973, which authorized member states to take
necessary measures to protect civilians. The military operations known as “Odyssey
Dawn” and “Unified Protector” aimed to establish a no-fly zone, control arms,
and protect civilians. NATO coordinated the actions of an international coalition.
The intervention in Libya had significant consequences, including damage to
infrastructure and civilian sectors.

In Cyprus the conflict between Turkey and Greece has a complex history, rooted
in the division of the island into Turkish and Greek parts. The conflict encompasses
various issues such as refugees, property ownership, security, resources, and the
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political structure of Cyprus. The exclusive economic zone of Cyprus is a major point
of contention, as both sides claim rights to oil and gas exploration. Negotiations under
the United Nations have been ongoing but have yet to yield a final agreement. The
conflict has broader implications for regional stability and Turkey’s relations with the
European Union, as well as its relations with NATO due to the presence of military
bases in Cyprus. Disputes over NATQ’s presence in Cyprus reflect the strained
dynamics between Greece, Turkey, and the alliance. Achieving a peaceful resolution to
the conflict requires continued efforts, international support, and political flexibility.

NATO’s role in conflict resolution and crisis management in the Eastern
Mediterranean region has been multifaceted. While NATO has played a significant
role in some conflicts, its involvement has been limited in others due to political
complexities and divergent interests among member states. The absence of a unified
NATO policy has allowed other external actors, such as russia, Turkey, and Iran, to
influence and shape the course of conflicts.

The Organization has also been accused of both interference and inaction in
these conflicts. While NATO has taken steps to improve its understanding of and
engagement with the region through the creation of specialized structures, such as
the Framework for the South and the Regional South Centre at Allied Command
Naples, there is a need to develop new strategies and tools to effectively respond
to complex situations and address the root causes of conflict. NATO recognizes the
escalation of tensions between Greece and Turkey in the Eastern Mediterranean,
especially in the context of the conflict in Cyprus. The central issue is the status of
the Turkish Cypriot community, recognized only by Turkey as the “Turkish Republic
of Northern Cyprus”. The conflict is interconnected with regional developments such
as the conflict in Libya, geopolitics related to energy resources, maritime boundary
disputes and the refugee/migrant crisis. In response, NATO supports diplomatic
efforts to reduce tensions and find peaceful solutions. The Organization welcomes
mediation initiatives such as the German initiative, the resumption of talks between
Greece and Turkey, and the UN-mediated talks on Cyprus. NATO emphasizes the
importance of rebuilding trust, avoiding unilateralism and promoting dialogue as
key elements in resolving conflicts in the Eastern Mediterranean.

As of 2022—-2023, there is no stable NATO assessment of these conflicts, but plans
and possible tools for further stabilization of the situation in the region have already
been outlined above.

SYRIAN CIVIL WAR: ROOTS, INTERNAL DYNAMICS,
AND PROSPECTS FOR RESOLUTION

In 2011, in the wake of the Arab Spring protests on the Middle East, Syria was
covered with protests that have faced unprecedented brutality from the Assad regime.
That put the begging of long-lasting deadly conflict.

The roots of war and unrest were the following. The economic problems: high
unemployment rate among the working population, low general standard of
living and corruption of the government caused growing outrages among Syrians.
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Secondly, an authoritarian regime. From the beginning of the 70s of the last
century, power in Syria was in the hands of the Assad clan. During Hafiz Assad’s
30-year rule, a strengthened presidential form of government was established,
known for its authoritarian rule, censorship, and repression of political opposition.
A little more than a week after the death of his father, Bashar Assad came to power
as the president of Syria. In turn, he continued the political traditions of his father,
remaining a supporter of authoritarian power and the police state. Another reason
for the start of unrest is the religious and confessional diversity of Syrian society. The
main contradictions were caused by opposition of the Sunni majority and religious
minorities, in particular the Alawites, who were supported by Hafiz Assad in order
to preserve his regime. This, in turn, led to aggravation between the oppressed Sunni
majority and a group of religious minorities and wealthy Alawite clans. Among other
factors of the development of the civil war in Syria, there is the influence of the
fact that the protests of the Arab Spring covered almost the entire region of the
Middle East. Mass factor of these protests gave the young generation the illusion
of involvement in a major turning point in the history of the countries of the East
oppressed by authoritarianism and hope for possible changes. This factor determines
the level of involvement of the young population of Syria in the Islamist movement.

The initial parties to the conflict between which the first clashes took place were
Assad’s government and the Free Syrian Army, representatives of the moderate
secular opposition. Their demands were the change of the authoritarian regime of
Assad, the general democratization of power. Later, in the course of the conflict, the
Syrian opposition split and the dominant force in the conflict became the religious
opposition, namely Islamist groups such as the al-Nusra Front and ISIS, whose goal
in the framework of the Syrian civil war was the creation of an Islamic state. As for
the initial interests of Assad himself, his natural desire was to preserve his own
regime and prevent a repeat of Qaddafi’s fate.

The war in Syria can be divided into 3 stages. First, from 2011 to 2013 — the stage
of confrontation between the Assad regime and the secular opposition, when, despite
bloody clashes, there was still room for a quick resolution of the conflict, it was during
this period that a truce was announced in Syria, the first multi-party elections to
the People’s Council were held, and the first peace plan “Six-point peace plan for
Syria” was proposed. The second stage is period from 2013 to 2018. This stage is
characterized by aradical change in the character of the conflict. With the involvement
of Islamist groups, ISIS and the al-Nusra Front in the conflict, the democratization
of Syria as a goal of the Syrian opposition disappears from the general context. This
period can be called the time of the final loss of state sovereignty. All domestic actors
have enlisted the active support of international actors, whose interests in turn
dictated the development of events. No internal force could be called independent
and defending its own vision of Syria’s future. The third stage is the events after
2018, the time when it becomes clear that forceful solutions of the conflict are not
sufficient, the war needs new solutions. The main distinguishing feature at this time
is the active launch of diplomatic negotiations: new rounds of negotiations in Geneva,
Astana Process, the Syrian Constitutional Committee.

Today, the Assad regime has gained a military victory, but the civil confrontation
in Syria is still far from the end. Assad has retained his power and remains dependent
on his Russian and Iranian partners, that is why he is currently on the way out of
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diplomatic isolation by restoring relations with the Gulf monarchies. An optimistic
scenario of the development of the events is the possibility of the gradual reintegration
of Syria into the League of Arab States and the gradual restoration and reformation
of the country with the help of the leading countries of the Middle East, who, in
the context of the ongoing war in Ukraine, will try to take Syria under their own
control, settle the conflict between the groups inside Syria leaving the Islamists of
their support, solve the humanitarian crisis and restore security to the Middle East.

MEDITERRANEAN COUNTRIES’ RESPONSE TO RUSSIA’S WAR
ON UKRAINE

Today the topic of war in Ukraine is as relevant as ever, specifically in the
context of Mediterranean countries, which stems from several factors. First, some
Mediterranean countries have historical, cultural, and political ties with Ukraine,
such as Turkey, which have traditionally had close relations with Ukraine. These
countries have also expressed concerns over russia’s aggressive actions in the
region. Secondly, the war in Ukraine has geopolitical implications for the wider
Mediterranean region, concerns about russian expansionism and its impact on the
security and stability not only of the region, but the world.

The invasion received widespread international condemnation from governments
and intergovernmental organizations, with reactions including new sanctions
imposed on russia, which triggered widespread economic effects on the russian and
world economies. Moreover, it led to a split in the world’s reactions, each country’s
further steps on the international arena, and, most importantly, to a new reality in
global international relations.

The majority of European countries — including Balkan states — are very much
pro-Ukrainian, with many providing military help, humanitarian and/or financial
aid. This is thanks to many reasons, like NATO and/or EU allyship, strong economic
ties with Ukraine, historical anti-russia views, regional security issues, economic and
resource issues, etc. Smaller states like Andorra and Malta, despite being neutral,
still lean towards Ukraine. Bosnia and Herzegovina, however, is the sole country
from the list that leans towards pro-russian views, much like its neighbouring Serbia.

The official reaction of representatives of the Middle East to the aggression of
the russian federation is determined by their general geopolitical positioning. Only
the Syrian regime of Bashar al-Assad (which largely owes its existence to russian
military support) and certain Shiite organizations (in particular, Hezbollah in
Lebanon) clearly support russia. Most states take a neutral position, condemn the
very fact of hostilities and call for peace, but refrain from criticizing the russian
federation. Similar to the Middle Eastern countries, African countries showed great
concern in the issue of the negative impact of russia’s war against Ukraine on food
security and energy issues on the continent. Solidarity with Ukraine is demonstrated
by Libya. Once again, most states stay neutral. Their reaction is determined not
by the level of bilateral relations with Ukraine, but by the nature of contacts with
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the USA and russia. In conditions where the conflict does not directly affect their
interests, the states consider their own position as an asset during negotiations with
global players.

POLITICAL TRANSFORMATIONS IN ALGERIA
AFTER THE ARAB SPRING

The roots of the uprisings in Algeria can be traced back to a breach of the social
contract between the state and society, characterized by the government’s failure
to deliver economic prospects, employment opportunities, and welfare programs.
However, the Algerian case stands out due to its history of previous attempts by
the public to achieve democratization. The civil war of 1992-2002 and mass protests
in the late 1980s demonstrated the society’s desire for pluralism, and subsequent
movements by human rights activists, feminist groups, and journalists in the
2000s highlighted a widespread demand for change even before the Arab Spring in
2010-2011.

The socio-political landscape of Algeria is complex, featuring nuances beyond the
simple narrative of dissatisfaction. The influence of the military complex, referred
to as “le pouvoir”, has been a significant factor in shaping the political landscape
since President Ben Bella was overthrown by his own Defense Minister in 1965. The
selection of President Abdelaziz Bouteflika as a suitable candidate for presidency by
le pouvoir further emphasized their control over the state’s interests. Moreover, the
country’s oil and gas reserves have not translated into widespread wealth for the
population, as the ruling elite has been accused of using the state as their personal
bank accounts. The lack of transparency in handling profits from the state-owned oil
and gas company, Sonatrach, has exacerbated this issue.

The protests themselves comprised diverse groups with differing ideologies,
creating challenges for unity and cohesive development goals. The opposition in
Algeria consisted of secular and Islamist factions, Arab and Berber communities,
as well as various linguistic and cultural divisions. These divisions, coupled with
Bouteflika’s promises of mild political reforms, led to the rapid dissolution of the
protest movement. The Algerian government’s perceived successes in maintaining
stability during the Arab Spring can be attributed to the fear of repeating past conflict,
as well as elite control over security apparatuses together with an expectation of
reciprocal loyalty in exchange for compromise.

The consequences of the protests in Algeria were limited in terms of political
and economic reforms. While some concessions were made, such as the lifting of the
state of emergency and minor political freedoms, the broader changes desired by the
protesters were not realized. Parliamentary elections held in 2012 were criticized
for lacking transparency and failing to bring significant alterations to the political
system. Economically, Algeria continued to rely heavily on oil and gas exports,
making only limited efforts to diversify the economy. Economic challenges persisted,
including high food and housing prices and relatively high unemployment rates.
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The 2019 Hirak movement in Algeria emerged in response to President Abdelaziz
Bouteflika’s fifth-term bid. The mass protests led to Bouteflika’s resignation and
subsequent election of Abdelmadjid Tebboune. While the movement achieved a
significant shift in Algeria’s political landscape, translating demands into lasting
changes proved challenging as the new government kept the system and its problems
untouched, including political activists’ persecution.

Recent events from 2020 to 2022 revealed a society disillusioned with the political
process, as demonstrated by the low turnout of 23% in the 2021 parliamentary
elections. The dominance of the pro-establishment party FNL and the significant
increase in seats for the Islamist MSP party underscored a lack of faith in the
effectiveness of political participation. President Abdelmadjid Tebboune continues to
face opposition from the Hirak movement.

Algeria’s current level of economic prosperity remains relatively low due to
structural problems, bureaucratic hurdles, low foreign investment, and a lack of
economic diversification. The country’s business environment and corruption rankings
have been poor, and unemployment, particularly among the youth, remains a pressing
issue. The COVID-19 pandemic has further exacerbated these economic challenges.
