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THE REPOLITICISATION OF MODERN RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN
RELATIONS

Russia and Ukraine have a long period of common history. Today this history
has become a subject of hot discussions. Russian scientific elite continues to
argue that the Ukrainian language is just a Russian dialect and that Ukraine
should become part of the RF; Ukrainian history is always included into Rus-
sian history. «Novorossiya» project is in the spirit of imperial ambitions of
«the Russian World» and correlates with such historical terms as Pax Ro-
mana. So, historical problems and the path of development of modern conflict
serve to create new myths and make worse not only bilateral but even inter-
national relations.

Key words: Russia, Ukraine, re-politicisation, identity, history, language.

Basement of the Study. There is a huge scientific problem today: the nature
of the process of re-politicization of relations between Russia and Ukraine is
not clear. The main research question the author is trying to solve is to un-
derstand why, how, and what way Russia uses identity, language, and history
in their relations with Ukraine. The hypothesis of this research was that Rus-
sia uses identity, language, and history in order to divide Ukrainian nation,
spur conflict, and destabilize Ukrainian state. That’s why Russian identity,
language, and history politics is an important part of the toolbox Russia uses
to exert soft power. So, the peculiarities of the Russian soft power have been
the main reason for the re-politicization of Russian-Ukrainian relations. Rus-
sian soft power serves not to bring together, but to separate the neighbouring
societies and to slow the development of their identity. Thus, the definition
«re-politicization» in this article is viewed as a purely negative trend.

Analysis of Researches. As a theoretical foundation of the paper the work
of Nicu Popescu (EU Institute for Security Studies) and Andrew Wilson (School
of Slavonic and East European Studies at University College London) about the
peculiarities of the Russian power was used first of all. Authors compared the
EU and Russian politics: Russian soft power is built on bedrock of historical
and cultural affinity — the presence of Russian minorities in neighbouring
countries, the Russian language, post-Soviet nostalgia and the strength of the
Russian Orthodox Church. The Orange revolution in 2004 has triggered a seri-

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ous Russian tactical rethink. Russia began developing a rival «counter-revolu-
tionary» ideology, supporting «its» NGOs and using «its» web technologies.
Gleb Pavlovsky described the Orange revolution as «a very useful catastrophe
for Russia. We learnt a lot» [38, p. 29]. Russia’s interference in regional poli-
tics has been equally important. Russia claims that it has a responsibility to
ensure the security of Russian citizens, ethnic Russians and even mere Rus-
sian-speakers in «near abroad». Russia’s strategy emphasises the building of
alliances with all neighbouring states irrespective of their political regimes.
This has often come in the form of so-called «political technology»: during the
2004 Ukrainian elections, the Russians made use of a range of political she-
nanigans: invented parties, agents — provocateurs, voter fraud and ultimately
interference with the vote count. Support for friendly regimes in the neigh-
bourhood is a traditional Russian tactic. But today it is complemented by a
new-found appreciation for the importance of NGOs — a lesson the Kremlin
has learned after the Orange revolution. Organisations like the Institute of CIS
Countries and Russian World have channelled funding to Russia-friendly par-
ties and NGOs in the region [38, p. 36]. Russia’s concept of «sovereign democ-
racy» (a political model that emphasises the need for states to follow «national
paths» to democracy, free from foreign intervention) has found echoes through-
out the neighbourhood [38, p. 35]. Several years ago Jeanne L. Wilson (Whea-
ton College) wrote about new step in envelopment of Russian foreign politics
concept: «In a 2012 article Putin made his first public reference to the concept
of soft power (although it had been previously discussed by many other Rus-
sian officials). Putin distinguished between legal and illegal instruments of
soft power, indicating his approval of the former and condemnation of the lat-
ter» [44]. «Moscow has endorsed soft power but its understanding and adapta-
tion of the concept differs significantly from that of the West...It uses soft
power as hard state» [44]. So, she concluded: Russia under Putin concurs along
with Joseph Nye that the ability to project an attractive image is an important
component of power for states in the contemporary international system. At
the same time Russia envisions the implementation of soft power as a state
project; it rejects the notion that an autonomous civil society is the source of
much soft power generation, as Nye asserts. Alexander Sergunin and Leonid
Karabeshkin (St. Petersburg State University) tried to understand whether
Russia’s soft power strategy is the same as that of other major international
players. They sought to explain Russia’s soft power strategies by examining
the peculiarities of the country’s contemporary foreign policy thinking and by
identifying the drivers of Moscow’s political philosophy. Also they interpreted
Russian elites’ understanding of soft power — a concept that has been bor-
rowed by Russia from the Western political vocabulary recently. According to
them, the Russian understanding of soft power strongly deviates from either
the ’classical’ based by Joseph Nye or those suggested by other Western aca-
demics and practitioners: «The Russian interpretation of soft power is instru-
mentalist, pragmatic and interest-centric. The Russian Foreign Policy Concept
of 2013 defines soft power as a ’set of instruments’ that can be helpful for
achieving foreign policy aims by means of civil society institutions, informa-
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tion technology and communication interactions, humanitarian outreach and
other methods that differ from classical diplomacy. President Vladimir Putin
was even more pragmatic and instrumentalist by defining the concept as a for-
eign policy tool or technology that helps either to promote Moscow’s interests
in foreign countries or to improve Russia’s international image» [41]. They
concluded that the Kremlin’s officially proclaimed preference for soft power
instruments, but it did not exclude the use of hard power tools: if necessary
and quite often, Russian authorities have tried to combine them. Yulia Kisele-
va (King’s College London) dedicated her article to the reasons behind Russian
elites’ interest in soft power Russian policy makers; she was sure that the idea
of soft power was so attractive for Kremlin because of its promise of great
power-hood and status in world politics. «Russia tries to live up to Joseph
Nye’s criteria which are reflected in its ’cooperative’ discourse on soft power,
consistent with Nye’s original concept. However, when Russia fails to meet the
hegemonic standards for soft power and great power status, it generates a sec-
ond — ’competitive’ — discourse on soft power which seeks to assert Russia’s
great power-hood regardless of and in opposition to the West’s hegemonic soft
power prescriptions». So, over the past few years, «Russia has developed a
dual, contradictory discourse on soft power in its foreign policy — a discourse
which has its roots in Russia’s dual great power identity» [32]. Victoria Hud-
son (Aston University) researched very complicated question whether Ukraini-
ans could respond to Russian soft power. Therefore she explored the reaction
of the Ukrainian audience to Moscow’s efforts to exercise cultural leadership
in the region. In 2011 (two years before conflict) the researcher went to four
cities (L’viv, Kharkiv, Donetsk, Kyiv) to see how Ukrainian students reacted
to the culture, value and foreign policy related ideas being promoted by official
Russian representatives. And to her surprise she discovered that «while the
familiar East-West difference also played out in the focus group interviews,
in-depth discussions simultaneously revealed scepticism and antipathy towards
Russia’s leadership aspirations and representatives. Such negative outlooks
were expressed rather consistently across the groups in all regions. Clearly,
despite efforts to use soft power, Russia’s attraction of this key educated gen-
eration of tomorrow remained suboptimal» [30]. Obviously, the Russian-Ukrai-
nian conflict 2013-2014 only increased this negative impact of Russian soft
power instruments. In addition to works on soft power, important in the con-
text of this study, there were some articles useful for understanding certain
aspects of Russian-Ukrainian relations. So, for example, Marlene Laruelle’s
work acquaints us with the concept of «the Russian world» and its impact on
foreign policy of the country. According to him, the modern concept of «the
Russian world» in Russia is considered as civilization approach. Thus, it is
based on: (1) Orthodoxy; (2) Russian language and culture; (3) a common his-
torical background and views on socio-historical development. Laruelle high-
lighted the conceptual blurring that allows interpreting this theory differently.
Firstly, it serves as an excuse for Russia toward its right to supervise the de-
velopment of its neighbour states and to apply interventionist policies. Sec-
ondly, it works as a motivation for Russia in a process of recollecting its pre-
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Soviet and Soviet past through reconciliation with Russian Diasporas abroad.
Thirdly, it is an important tool for rebranding Russia on the international
arena and promoting its own views all over the world [8]. Well-known Polish
researcher Adam D. Rotfeld wrote about sources of Russian foreign politics in
post-Soviet area: «The Russians are very proud that they were, are and will
always be an empire... The legitimization of Putin’s new rule is based on,
among others, that the authorities very forcefully convince society — quiet
effectively for example in the case of Crimea — that it is worthy and necessary
to be a global power. Crimea did not necessary for their existence — all it does
is satisfying their longing for the symbolism to a large degree that «we’ve re-
gained Crimea». There were attempts to convince the nation that a «Russian
nation» had been spawned — that that we conquered Crimea, we own Crimea
and will have it because we are founded on success and military victories. The
goal of all this propaganda flashiness is to maintain the imperial mythology.
The effect is intended to be a clearly legible message: without the empire, Rus-
sia doesn’t exist... The status of a world power is the new «Russian idea». Pride
in the empire is an important element of consolidating society around the
president and legitimizing the current authorities» [40, p. 22—23]. In this con-
text we need to research the Russian-Ukrainian conflict as «the war of narra-
tives» that started from 2013. According to the well-known Ukrainian political
analyst Mykola Riabchuk, in this sort of war even some terms, for ex., «Eur-
asia» changes their meanings. As Riabchuk wrote, «the first meaning is pure-
ly geographical... The second meaning is much more versatile but in all its
multi-facet representations it refers typically to a Greater Russia, to some
space dominated historically by the Russian Empire and its Soviet (and post-
Soviet) reincarnation... It promotes also the idea of cultural/civilizational pe-
culiarity of the region suggesting that it is neither Europe nor Asia but some
mixture of both that represents a separate and very special ’Eurasian’ civiliza-
tion. Its essence is Russian culture — but rather imperial than national. The
common imperial past and some imprints of Russian imperial culture is the
only thing that draws together the nations that otherwise are world apart in
all possible terms, like Ukrainians... It would be rather impossible to pack them
all into one bag if there was not a common denominator — a Greater Russia.
...it mystifies the reality... encourage Russian imperial feelings and great-pow-
er politics, endows it with some international legitimacy, and discursively res-
onates with the most chauvinistic, crypto-fascist tenets of today’s Russian
’neo-Eurasianists’. And it discursively excludes all the European nations of the
former Soviet empire from Europe» [39]. In these works more was said about
the «material world» than about the world of ideas, discourse, and language.
So, it is necessary to develop them. On the other hand, author does not want
to divide the «world of ideas» and the «material world» in principle. The au-
thor’s position is that the world is one, everything is interconnected, and ideas
are material.

We can conclude the review one remark that countries of «the New Eastern
Europe», especially Ukraine and Belarus, are the heart and essence of Mos-
cow’s strategic preferences. However, only Belarus is considered as a strategic

ally of Russia, while Ukraine and Moldova are clearly trying to distance them-
selves from Moscow’s integration program proposals. This region is a kind of
«window to Europe» for the Russian Federation therefore it is so important
to Russia.

Peculiarities of Russian Soft Power: What, Why, Where. Discussions about
the influence of the Russian Federation in Ukraine are becoming increasingly
ideological in their essence. The current foreign policy of the Russian Federa-
tion is based on four key concepts that were originated by President Boris
Yeltsin. Each of these concepts is closely tied with each other: the concept of
a «divided nation», «protection of compatriots», «Russian world» and «great
Russian civilization». The concept of a «divided nation» is the key point of
Russia’s statements that its sovereignty extends to all Russian people, wher-
ever they are. The idea is closely correlated with the problem of identity.
Therefore, the views of the Eurasianists are becoming extremely popular.
According to them, Russia does not belong to any of the civilizations because
it is a great civilization itself [4]. Thus, today the Russian Federation is de-
veloping an ambitious view that Russia is a great superpower.

Understanding the doctrinal foundations of the Russian government allows
shedding some light on the processes which are taking place in the post-Soviet
area, but especially in Ukraine. The crisis over Ukraine is not a result of a
sudden quarrel, but a symptom of a more serious issue: the emergence of a
policy based on a large-scale philosophical concept.

Since the collapse of the USSR, one thing remains unchanged in the Krem-
lin’s tactics: the paternalistic attitude of Russia towards the post-Soviet coun-
tries, especially in Belarus, Ukraine, and Kazakhstan. Russia continues to
view them as components of the Russian sphere of influence, where Moscow
has «privileged / vital interests» [22]. Domination in the region is an attri-
bute of great power. Today, Russia can’t confirm its ambitious claims about
the status of a great power, except of the place in the UN Security Council and
huge nuclear arsenal. Strengthening of Russian influence in the post-Soviet
area helps the country’s leader to maintain the image of Russia’s greatness
[11]. At the same time, only a few try to analyze why Russia needs to preserve
its zone of influence and what are the real benefits for the country.

The «Strategy for Russia» is the document which was formulated in the
Foreign and Defence Policy Council and covered the main positions of the
Russia toward newly independent states. This Council was closely associated
with President Boris Yeltsin and the Russian Foreign Intelligence Service. At
that time, it was headed by Sergei Karaganov, Russian foreign policy expert.
Based on the thesis on the «non-viability of fully independent states after the
collapse of the USSR» and «... inevitability of integration in a strategic per-
spective», the authors of the Strategy believed that there is only one alterna-
tive for Russia: 1) the policy of unification with the most of the former Soviet
republics and the creation of a new federal state; 2) the policy of securing the
independence of these states in exchange for «obtaining unrestricted access
to their markets of goods, services, capitals, and creation of an effective mili-
tary and political alliance» [14].
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The threats to the internal and external security of the Russian Federation
were defined in the National Security Concept (2000), which was replaced by
the National Security Strategy (2009, 2015) [13; 20].

Among the main external threat, attempts made by individual states to
deprive Russia from the status of a great power were defined. These at-
tempts are aimed at bypassing the existing international order, weakening
integration processes within the CIS, stimulation and escalation of conflicts
near Russian borders. The post-Soviet region was clearly defined as a zone of
Russia’s special interests, where Russian Federation will exercise a dominant
influence on the course of integration processes and the formation of a single
economic area with CIS member states. The Russian Federation military doc-
trine among specific threats has also outlined the conflicts near the Russia’s
border, and the main forms of usage of the armed forces were determined by
peacekeeping operations. The doctrine allowed the deployment of troops out-
side the state territory, as well as the conduction of military operations on the
territory of any allied states in order to defeat the aggressor.

To understand the peculiarities of Russian-Ukrainian relations, it is neces-
sary to analyze not so much official documents as the basic characteristics of
the identity of both nations.

The identity of the Ukrainian people is defined by the following factors:
Orthodoxy; the East-Slavic idea; «Large space» and uncertainty of its bor-
ders [21]; before 1991 Ukraine wasn’t an ethnic country as well as it wasn’t
a stable independent country at all. But Ukrainians have in the core of their
identity dignity, desire of equality and democracy; among others they need to
feel equality with Russia [15]. Unlike Russians they prefer to obtain security
through diplomacy; diplomacy always was the most important tool of nation
building policy. Unlike Russians Ukrainians spend all the time in the search
of a strong partner, but at the same time in the search for more freedom in
the internal issues and from the patron state, in case if they considered to be
pressured too much. And what is very important, Ukrainians always open for
any types of integration and engagement with «others» [25].

It should be noted that the idea of nationalism, which is the main reason
for criticism of modern Ukraine in Russia, has always been in the interest of
a minority of the population of Ukraine. A rapid growth of interest to nation-
alism in the society becomes visible only after the revolution of 2013-2014.
This situation was escalated by post-revolutionary chaos in politics, the an-
nexation of the Crimea, the occupation of Donbas region, the return of oli-
garchs to power and growth of crime. The nationalist forces made several
attempts to take places in official institutions, but all these attempts failed.
In 2016 former commander of the «Azov» battalion and People’s Deputy of
Ukraine Andrei Beletsky formed the «National Corps» party. The party con-
sists of veterans of the Russian-Ukrainian war, social activists, volunteers
and etc. The official ideology of this party is called the «Nationalcracy». In
2017 Ukrainian nationalist forces signed the National Manifesto, consolidat-
ing their forces in their struggle for power. Other parties such as Svoboda,
Right Sector, OUN, KUN and C14 joined the National Corps. The main re-
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quirements of the National Manifesto are the returning of the nuclear status
for Ukraine, acceptance of the right to keep and bear arms, the recognition of
the Russian Federation as an aggressor and the break up of diplomatic ties,
the elimination of the oligarchy, recognition of the Ukrainian language as the
only official state language, the promotion of a state church with a centre in
Kiev, agricultural possession trade ban and etc. [34, p. 235].

So, nationalists, remaining in the minority and being under the supervi-
sion of civil society and the international community, prefer to associate
themselves with other parties of traditionalist views. They try not to em-
phasize on ideas that might somehow resemble the «integral nationalism» of
Dmitry Dontsov and other leaders of the first generation.

The identity of the Russian people is defined by the very same factors as
Ukrainian: «Large space»; Russia’s uncertainty of its borders; the fact that
Russia was never been an ethnic country before 1991; the East-Slavic idea; the
struggle of the idea of a civilian nation («we are all — Russian») with the idea
of an ethnic state («Russia for the Russians»); Orthodoxy (traditional beliefs);
the idea of «nationals» (compatriots) who are identified by usage of Russian
language. According to Polish journalist and editor at New Eastern Europe
Agnieszka Pikulicka-Wilczewska, the situation with Russian-Ukrainian con-
flict is understandable because of «the fears of fascism, historically embed-
ded in painful memories of the Second World War, were skilfully utilised to
portray Ukrainians as Banderites, supposedly radical militant right-wingers,
and the Kiev government as a US-sponsored fascist junta involved in the per-
secution of Russians» [36, p. 49]. In 2014 this resulted in the annexation of
Crimea and 90 percent of Russians supported it. According to VTsIOM’s data,
«such a reaction reflects the urge to overcome the post-traumatic syndrome
and win back the respect of the outside world, even if it’s through fear»
[36, p. 49]. Pikulicka-Wilczewska resumed: «The annexation helped Russians
regain a sense of pride, boost self-esteem and increase trust in Vladimir Pu-
tin. While for the outside world, the move might have seemed irrational, if
considered in the context of Russia’s emotional trauma following the dissolu-
tion of the Soviet Union and its search for national identity and new symbols
it begins to make sense» [36, p. 49].

Countries of the Black Sea Region are the heart and essence of Moscow’s
strategic preferences. For these strategic interests, as the events of recent
years confirm, Moscow is ready to fight using hard power. This region is a
kind of «window to Europe» for the Russian Federation, but in fact — it is
a «crack», which in the event of an acute confrontation will tear apart the
Russia-European «cloth». However, Georgia, Ukraine and Moldova are clearly
trying to distance themselves from Moscow’s integration program proposals.

According to prominent Russian political analyst Andrei Piontkovskiy, for
the Kremlin, this greatly increased the «price» of defeat in these areas. Having
strengthened his position during his first years, Putin staked both traditional
Russian patriotism and a new post-imperial nationalism. The official nation-
alism of the Kremlin has been reflected in such twin-concepts as «sovereign
democracy» and «energetic superpower», which came to the fore in 2005 [37].
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During his first two presidential terms, Putin has rebuilt the centralized
system of the state, and in recent years he was focused on reviving Russia’s
hard power, constantly increasing defence spendings and modernizing the
army. The president of the Russian Federation does not show a clear desire to
resurrect the Soviet Union (because in that case Russia will have to assume
responsibility for a situation in a number of economically weak states), but he
clearly intends to create a sphere of Russian dominance [26].

Russia considers it is necessary to create around itself a space where its
leadership is recognized in all senses — political, economic, cultural and ideo-
logical [24]. Strengthening of Russian influence in the post-Soviet space is
considered necessary to preserve the image. It means that the civilization and
geopolitical views of the Kremlin are the signs of a revival of imperial ambi-
tions in the post-Soviet area. With the coming of Putin to power, he modified
the doctrinal interpretation of politics in the region. After settling internal
conflicts and reviving the Russian economy, the president began more active
implementation of geopolitical projects in the post-Soviet area [19].

Robert Orttung and Christopher Walker argue that Putin’s regime is im-
plementing a large-scale scheme of destabilization in the post-Soviet area,
where «frozen conflicts» are used as «Trojan horses» that slowing down the
implementation of reforms. Undermining the territorial integrity of Moldova,
Georgia and Ukraine, Russian Federation tries to distract the governments
of these countries from improving their political status and joining various
Western structures. For this reason, these states must cope with all the ter-
ritorial issues, corruption and growth of nationalistic movement [35].

Main targets of Moscow’s information policy were Georgia and Ukraine.
The conceptual approach of the Russian side in both conflicts was to form the
image of Russia as a «peacemaker country». Moscow’s propaganda works with
natural reactions of the population toward known negative symbols: Georgia
was accused of applying the policy of «genocide» against ethnic Ossetians;
events in Ukraine were associated with the coming to power of the «fascist
junta» in Kiev [7].

After the end of the armed phase of the Russian-Georgian conflict, the
whole situation was frozen. Now it helps us to understand several impor-
tant things. The result of the August war was the Russian revisionism of
post-Soviet borders. Russia for the first time in its post-Soviet history acted
as a country, ready to review both interstate borders and its relations with
non-regional players (the US, the EU) [23]. The August war also showed that
«frozen conflicts» can not be resolved by force. After all, the armed actions
of Georgia military immediately led to the entry of the Russian armed forces
into the war.

Perhaps the main lesson of the «Five-Day War» is our understanding that
nowadays a security model in the region is being built only according to Rus-
sian interests. Russia for the first time demonstrated that it can openly use
force outside its territory. Attempts to build a security model «against Rus-
sia», as Georgia tried to do, resulted in a collapse since there is red line in
post-Soviet area beyond what Russia will not retreat [23].
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«The August war» (and the events that preceded it) brought new vision
of Russian foreign policy. They created the ideological foundation of the re-
gional policy of the «Russian world». In addition to this, the crisis in Ukraine
brought key adjustments to the modern doctrine of the Russian Federation
which now is more revisionist.

The significance of Ukraine for Russia is determined by several key fac-
tors. Ukraine is home to the largest part of the Russian-speaking population
outside the Russian Federation, which lives in the East and South of Ukraine.
The Russian Orthodox Church considers Ukraine along with Russia and Be-
larus as an integral part of its «canonical territory» [3].

Russia and Ukraine have a long period of common history. But today this
history has become not only a subject of hot discussions, but it has also turned
into one of the «stumbling blocks», over which both sides will not be able to
agree for years. «Novorossiya» project is in the spirit of imperial ambitions
of «the Russian World» and correlates with such historical terms as Pax Ro-
mana [34, chapter 2].

If to speak about Russia, there is an impression that political elites are
obsessed by Ukraine. There are several reasons for this: the struggle of the
Kremlin with colour revolutions in case to prevent the same scenario in Rus-
sia; the perception of Ukraine as a mirror reflection of Russia; Putin’s and
Russian elites common beliefs that Ukraine is «an artificial country» and «a
state which failed» [17].

There was very characteristic speech of Vladimir Putin at the NATO sum-
mit in Bucharest in April 2008. President hinted at plans to split up Ukraine
because «it is a conglomerate of territories belonging to other countries»: «...
In Ukraine, one third — are ethnic Russians. According to the official census,
from forty-five million people seventeen million are actually Russians. There
are regions where the Russian population is almost 100 % ... let’s say, in the
Crimea. Ninety percent are ethnically Russians.... Who can convince us that
we have no interests there? South and south of Ukraine as a whole there are
only Russians who live there» [10]. This part of his speech has clearly dem-
onstrated Putin’s desire to make his dreams come true. In fact, there is no 17
million of Russians who live in Ukraine, and the proportion of Russians living
in Ukraine is only 17 % (as of 2001). In Crimea, the proportion of Russians
before the occupation was about 58 % [9].

The attitude to history under Putin has been changed significantly. Thanks
to the rapid development of the mass media, this process is no longer a privi-
lege of a narrow circle of researchers or politicians. In Russia a selective
approach is practiced when whole layers of history are submitted exclusively
through the prism of negative attitudes.

The information about historical events today primarily appeals to human
emotions. Moreover, the flexibility of the tools of informational and psycho-
logical influence provides additional opportunities for manipulation. If the
Ukrainians were regarded as a «brother nation» because of the Slavic roots
for some time in Russian propaganda, after the beginning of aggressive in-
formational campaign the existence of the Ukrainian nation was questioned
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again. A number of ideological clichiis were also proposed, the usage of which
varies depending on the audience and the time. The most common of them are:
«The Ukrainians and Ukrainian language were invented by the General Chief
of Staff of Austro-Hungarian empire during the First World War to weaken
Russia», «The Ukrainians language is just a mix of Polish and Russian»,
«There is a war against Orthodoxy in Ukraine, led by the Uniates (Eastern
Catholic Church), Protestants and apostates (supporters of the Kiev Patri-
archate)», «All patriotic actions in the south-eastern regions are organized by
people from western Ukraine» [33].

The informational warfare is becoming a popular tool of Moscow’s foreign
policy. The key task of this policy is to undermine the enemy’s informational
field, to change the moral and ethical norms and values of the population, as
well as to undermine its national and religious self-awareness, political orien-
tation and attitude toward specific facts [29].

The first studies on informational warfare appeared at the end of the twen-
tieth century. Military officers described the essence of this tactic as follows:
the most unprotected place on the battlefield is the soldier’s brain. And this
is understandable, because everything can be protected by armour... except of
human mind. If you are not analyzing the situation with your mind, but with
your emotions, a person does not adequately assess what is really happening,
and this seriously weakens his combat capabilities [1].

Russia Today (RT), founded in 2005, is Russia’s only official propaganda
tool that has a direct access to a foreign-language audience. It is broadcasting
in more than 100 countries around the world and has a 700 million audience
(with 24/7 broadcast). To influence the audience, the Kremlin also actively
uses and give financial support to «Internet trolls» [42]. Their essence is the
creation of a group of hired individuals whose only task is to praise Putin’s
policies and criticize opponents.

In the Russian mass-media this problem as well as everything that was relat-
ed to Ukrainian independence was presented as the work of «nationalists». The
Russian public believed that the Ukrainian political elite were the only thing
blocking the «heartfelt desire of ordinary Ukrainians to reunite with Russia.»
At the same time, some representatives of the Russian political elite continued
to argue that the Ukrainian language is just a Russian dialect and that Ukraine
(as well as Belarus) should become part of the Russian Federation. In June of
2010 Mikhail Zurabov, the former Russian Ambassador to Ukraine, said that:
«Russians and Ukrainians are one nation with own nuances and peculiarities».
In addition, Ukrainian history was not considered a separate subject in Russian
universities; it was always included into Russian history [2].

Through the dissemination of fake information, the process of dehuman-
izing Ukrainian military and also Ukrainians as a whole is taken place. That’s
why we hear stories about «playing football with the severed head of the Ber-
kut soldier», «crucified boy», «raped granny with epilepsy» etc. Such stories
would have been perceived as nonsense in the past.

The rejection of European identity and the proclamation of its own Eur-
asian civilization point on Moscow’s ambitious plans to become a separate
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centre of power. The actions of Russia are aimed at supporting allied govern-
ments in neighbour states. If this can not be achieved, the task is to maintain
the instability of the unfriendly governments. The events of recent years show
that Moscow is ready to defend its interests in the region using not only soft
but its hard power.

Influence of Crimea and «Novorossiya» Projects on Bilateral Relations.
Russia’s radical changes in foreign policy took place not immediately after
Vladimir Putin came to power. But between 2003 and 2005, the Kremlin de-
fined Russia as an independent, great state, insisting that both the United
States and the European Union treat Russia as an equal partner [24].

After the Orange revolution in 2004, several problems of bilateral rela-
tions, including Ukraine’s desire to join NATO and a gas dispute, worsened
immediately. Firstly, there was a sense of threat towards the regime which
spread in Kremlin after the Ukrainian revolution. Democratic development of
Ukraine (whether it wants it or not) influences the internal social and political
development in Russia. Thus, the Ukrainian Maidan of 2004 became possible,
and, in the opinion of officials, this was undesirable for Russian society [27].

Soon after the Orange revolution, Moscow understood that Yushchenko’s
victory was not the end of the world; it was necessary to change the conditions
of the big game. Moscow’s new tactics were based on four key elements: 1)
ignoring the pro-Western policy of Kyiv, especially the ambitions regarding
NATO at the official level; 2) provoke destabilization within Ukraine, deep-
ening the historical division of the country and restraining the movement
towards NATO; 3) to use direct economic, social and cultural pressure as an
instrument of foreign policy; 4) offer assistance in securing Ukraine’s secu-
rity through various forms of cooperation with the CIS or bilateral channels.

From a practical point of view, preparations for the partition of Ukraine
began after a «Five-Day War» with Georgia through reform and the build-up
of military forces within the Southern Military District [9]. Moscow intended
to achieve its goals by establishing control over the Ukrainian ruling elite.
However, the regime of Yanukovych failed to survive the Maidan protests.

It was necessary to go for plan «B» — the project «Novorossyia», which
purpose was to separate the south-eastern part of Ukraine. It includes sepa-
ration of the Donetsk, Lugansk, Zaporizhzhja, Mykolayiv, Odesa, Kharkiv,
Kherson regions and Crimea from Ukraine and transference of these ter-
ritories to Russia. As the Russian leader noted, «Novorossyia» was not a
Ukrainian territory historically, it was a «gift» from the Soviet government.
Russia lost these territories, but the Russian people remained, and Moscow’s
responsibility is to protect them from the «Kiev fascist dictatorship» [5].

In February of 2014 the Kremlin began to use the arsenal of measures a
whole arsenal of means to further destabilize the situation in Ukraine. First
of all, it was claimed that an unconstitutional armed seizure of power took
place in Ukraine, although the Verkhovna Rada, which was elected in October
2012, continued to work in full force. The powerful propagandistic machine
of the Kremlin began to gain momentum. All mass media was used especially
Internet and satellite television. «The Russian world» is the analogue of the
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British Council (since 2007) and «Rossotrudnechestvo» — of USAID (since
2008). Also, the Russian Orthodox Church and the so called non-governmental
organisations were used for propaganda as well [38, p. 58].

February 23, 2014 Putin gave the order to begin an invasion of the Crimea.
The successful annexation of the Crimea in March 2014 was the first stage of
a hybrid war, officially named in Russia «the protection of Russians in Novo-
rossiya». The second stage was the escalation of a separatist movement in the
Donbas region. «Donbas scenario» was also planned to be successful in other
south-eastern regions of Ukraine. However, at the end of May 2014, it became
clear that Moscow overestimated the possibility of a «national uprising of the
Russian-speaking population», and the new Ukrainian government was able
to suppress sabotage activities in three key south-eastern regions — Kharkiv,
Dnipropetrivsk, and Odesa. As Andrei Piontkovskiy said, «many things were
cleared up in Putin’s speech of March 18, 2014, which he gave on the day of
the official joining of Crimea to Russia. In that speech, not only did Putin
formally justify the annexation, it essentially was a remake of Hitler’s speech
on the Sudetenland in the Reichstag. For the first time in Russian or Soviet
political language, there were used such expressions as «separated nation»
and «gathering of historical Russian lands.» In that speech, Putin declared
his right and even a holy duty to protect not only Russian citizens, for any
state is obliged to protect its citizens, but also ethnic Russians, Russian-
speakers, and, in later interpretations, also all citizens of the former Soviet
Union, Russian Empire, and their descendants, united under the conception
of the so-called «Russian world» [37].

Putin could not accept the loss of Ukraine. Russian Special Services was
preparing the Donbas rebellion for many years and it became possible thanks
to the direct aggression of Russia. At the beginning of Donbas rebellion,
separatists succeeded, because the police and security service in Donetsk and
Lugansk oblasts almost completely turned to the separatist side. Today «Nov-
orossiya» is an example of pseudo-reality; it is in the spirit of the imperial
ambitions of «the Russian world» and correlates with such historical terms as
Pax Romana. These ideas serve to create new myths [28, p. 11].

Of course, it should be noted that the situation with the project of «Novo-
rossiya» could turn out to be a worse disaster for Ukraine if the further es-
calation of the armed conflict not actually stopped due to Western sanctions.
Formally, the Donbas region remains under the jurisdiction of Ukraine, but
in fact it will play the role of a «Trojan horse» of Russia. At the moment, the
Donbas region is considered by the Kremlin as an incurable wound that will
impede reforms and suppress activity of Ukrainian society in the future.

In fact, the tactics of the hybrid warfare were firstly tested in Ukraine.
Today the theory of hybrid war is actively developing based on the Ukrainian
experience. Analysts agree that this type of warfare involves a combination of
direct and indirect (with the involvement of irregular military formations) mili-
tary activity, information warfare, and economic pressure. Moreover, the high
level of national economies integration and the geographical location of nations
on the global information space make states more vulnerable to new threats.
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In order to solve the tactical tasks of the hybrid warfare of Russia against
Ukraine, various means are used: escalation of cross-ethnic and inter-confes-
sional hatred; reinforcement of traditional mistrust towards state institutions
and political elite; usage of the desire of citizens to obtain information from
alternative sources for its own purpose; facilitation of tension in the regions
of Ukraine, where the strong pro-Russian position is dominating; strengthen-
ing the European Union citizens fears and the formation of a negative image
of Ukraine in Europe.

As the Ukrainian well-know Security Studies researcher Grygoriy Pere-
pelytsa notes, «The goal of this warfare does not include the formation of
frontlines with a significant concentration of troops for large-scale military
operations in the physical environment... but the whole environment is human
consciousness, information space and cyberspace. ...this type of warfare loses
its physical parameters and turns into a war of perceptions, or psychologi-
cal warfare... which is happening in the global information space. The main
element of such warfare is the type of informational and psychological influ-
ence on public consciousness which allows ensuring the voluntary submission
of the country’s population to the aggressor and support of his aggressive
course» [14].

Rapid mass media development and the emergence of social networks made
information and psychological operations more ambitious and effective. The
audience also became more vulnerable to this type of manipulations. The Rus-
sian government launched clearly fake information. For example, the state-
ments that the Ukrainian troops shot down the Malaysian Boeing in July 2014
and nationwide hysteria around the Dutch referendum on the EU Association
Agreement with Ukraine.

The set of tools and methods of political influence which is used today by
Russia against Ukraine (from television broadcasting to the so-called «Ol-
ginskaya trolls») indicates not an individual informational and psychological
operations but a full-scale informational warfare. It’s about creating a virtual
picture of the world that is parallel to the existing reality. And it is concen-
trated on the emotional impact on people’s feelings and forces them to give up
rational thinking about what is really happening [18].

In fact, we are talking about the successful usage of stereotypes, phobias
and ideological clichiis, including those, which are understandable for dif-
ferent age groups. For example, regarding new Ukrainian leadership, which
came to power after the Revolution of dignity, for a while only the definition
of «junta» was applied. That appealed to the experience of the 45+ genera-
tion, for which the use of the phrase was associated with «Pinochet junta»
(Republic of Chile in 1970-1980’s). That’s why the «junta» is associated only
with blood and chaos. The association of processes in modern Ukraine with
the events of the Great Patriotic War was also popular: Volunteer units of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the National Guard were called
«chasteners», and the anti-terrorist operation in the Eastern part of Ukraine
was named «chastening operation». The events of May 2, 2014 (when 48
people were killed as a result of clashes between the supporters of the unity
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of Ukraine and the separatists) were called «Odessa Khatyn». It is an analogy
with the Belarusian village of Khatyn, which was destroyed by the German
military in 1943 because of their support of the Soviet partisans [14].

Along with the spreading of frankly fake news, the simulation of contro-
versial situations is also widely used. For example: the organization of fake
protest in order to create a virtual «image of danger»; the creation of fake
organizations, such as the so-called «People’s Council of Bessarabia», which
was established in Odessa in April 2015 and didn’t include a single representa-
tive of the Danube region; a series of terrorist acts which were conducted in
order to create an illusion of existence of a powerful anti-Ukrainian partisan
movement and etc. [31].

Today it is difficult for the state to apply reliable mechanisms of counter-
actions against informational attacks. The Ministry of Information Policy was
created in Ukraine, but this caused controversial reactions about possible vio-
lation of freedom of speech both in the international community and within the
Ukrainian society. Among the officially identified vectors of countering the
informational warfare against Ukraine, the following points should be men-
tioned. 1. Prohibition of broadcasting of Russian television channels, which
are the main instrument of propaganda, as well as the prohibition of Russian
movies and TV products, which glorify Russian law enforcement agencies,
etc.; IP blocking of Russian social networks Vkontakte, Odnoklassniki and
media resources Yandex.ru and Mail.ru; rejection of Russian software. Such
measures to some extent limit the access of the average Ukrainian citizen to
Russian information resources. The audience of Russian social networks has
significantly decreased. However, the availability of satellite television, the
Internet, programs that allow you to bypass the blocking of websites and so-
cial networks, do not allow to use these measures in full; 2. Establishment of
a network of websites that: a) targeted at «distribution of pro-Ukrainian and
neutral-positive news» (for example, high casualties among terrorists in the
Eastern part of Ukraine, Russia’s economic crisis, etc.), which will be actively
disseminated through social networks; b) focused on the dissemination of
disinformation among the enemy or websites disguised as pro-separatist with
the purpose of dissemination of inaccurate information. Such resources are
usually published in Russian and focused primarily on opponents. However,
the use of such resources is limited by the already mentioned «Room of echo»
effect [42].

However, the representatives of non-governmental organizations have
played the biggest part in debunking of Russian fake news. In particular,
we can name such projects as StopFake and Informnapalm. Fake Russian re-
ports about changes and state institutes were checked for validity and then
debunked with the help of grounded facts [16].

Conclusions. In the CIS area Russia offers a wide range of projects (more
or less successfully): the EurAsEC, the Union State of the Russian Federation
and the Republic of Belarus, the SES, the CSTO, and the SCO. Within the
framework of the initiated regional projects, Moscow implements the concepts
of «multi-level» and «multi-depth» integration. Thanks to them the core in-
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tegration positions of allied states were formed. However, the political rein-
tegration of the CIS countries is almost unattainable. «Revival of the USSR »
or the formation of a unitary «superpower state» which is supposed to be the
Eurasian Union looks extremely unlikely. Even the most loyal partners, such
as Kazakhstan and Belarus, are not ready to give up their formal indepen-
dence to the former union centre. On the other hand, the Eurasian Union as a
confederation with an uneven contribution of resources, but equal rights for
all its members, is unlikely to suit Russia. The real economic, demographic,
political and military power of Russia exceeds the corresponding indicators of
its partners by more that several times. As a result, there is a dead-end situ-
ation that does not add to the Russian integration programs either efficiency
or attractiveness.

The crisis over Ukraine has clearly shown the main vectors of the new
national ideology of Russia. It is based on a fusion of nostalgia for the past,
hate toward oligarchs, and xenophobia. Its nationalistic shade is explained by
the Russians’ confidence in the presence of an external threat. Unification
against an external enemy, as it was during the Second World War, is a politi-
cal tradition in Russia.

After the annexation of Crimea, Russia retreated from the old tactics and
sharply raised the stakes. Moscow’s readiness to go further in the Crimea
than in previous cases was conditioned by Ukraine’s strategic importance for
Russia.

Without Russia’s interference, Ukraine could theoretically be an example
of success; because of ambitious reforms of the new government and the im-
plementation of the Association Agreement with the EU, Ukraine could repeat
the path of the neighbouring Slavic countries (Poland, Slovakia, and Czech
Republic). On the contrary, the failure of Ukraine can be presented to the
Russian public as the inevitable consequence of a democratic uprising and rap-
prochement with the West. Putin wants Ukraine to collapse because of inter-
nal instability, rather than destroy it by military means from the outside; he
wants to achieve the greatest possible collapse of the Ukrainian Europeaniza-
tion. Also, Russia seeks to acquire an unofficial right of veto to prevent the
further expansion of NATO and the EU to the East. The neutrality imposed
on Ukraine on the international level, first of all, would mean Russia’s ability
to influence the situation in Ukraine much more than the EU. The status of
a buffer state would have become a factor that affirmed the tumultuous situ-
ation in the region. Russia has already shown the breadth of its geopolitical
ambitions and, obviously, intends to continue to act from the standpoint of
the difference between «Russian civilization» and the West. This will not only
be the source of many difficulties in relations between Russia and the West,
but also the greatest threat to the existing system of international relations.

The negative sides of the conflict prevail but at the same time the conflict
with Russia cemented Ukrainian political identity. Even though, as a result of
Maidan, Ukrainians remained a divided nation, the Ukrainian civil society has
become more mobilized. It could be concluded that the current conflict gave
Ukraine a national idea, the lack of which has painfully affected the process
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of post-communist development of our country for a long time. It is also evi-
dent that during the conflict, initiated by non-Ukrainians, they for the first
time abandoned the traditionally passive role of those who are not trying to
protect themselves, but only looking for a new strong partner.

The Russian policy in Ukraine is based on the combined application of soft
and hard power. At the disposal of Moscow there is a whole set of formal
and informal tools for strengthening regional influence — bribery, energy
resources policy, trade ties. In addition, there is a rather large share of the
Russian population whose fate also becomes a subject of political «trade-in»
in Moscow’s favour.

Backing of separatist movements remains the most powerful weapon in the
Russian arsenal. Russia tries to create a «controlled chaos» and destabilize
internal situation. In this case Russia will look like a model of prosperity, and
accession to its geopolitical projects will be unquestionable. Throughout the
post-Soviet period Russia is playing an already familiar scenario: first incites
ethnic clashes and deploys a limited military contingent when political insta-
bility on its rise, and then approves territorial changes, which allows Russia
to maintain influence in the region. Since the early 1990’s Russia either di-
rectly supported, or contributed to the emergence of four separatist regions in
Eurasia: Transnistria, Abkhazia, South Ossetia, and Nagorno-Karabakh. With
the participation of Moscow «frozen conflicts» appeared in these states. Cen-
tral governments lost control over the separatist regions and local authorities
received full support and protection from Russia.

Returning to our hypothesis about the peculiarities of the Kremlin’s soft
power we must conclude that we have identified in the case of Ukraine the use
of not a purely soft or hard power but rather a sort of Russian response to the
«smart power» of Barack Obama. Putin is trying to work out his own version
of «smart power» which would combine the most effective characteristics of
previously trained in the CIS area soft and hard instruments. And as in the
case of Obama the results of these attempts are rather unsatisfactory. How-
ever, although the results in Ukraine are counterproductive and for Moscow it
is lost in the medium term, for the outside world Putin’s strength can clearly
be described as «smart», because the number of his fans is constantly grow-
ing. The latter fact is one of the greatest threats to bilateral relations and the
modern system of international relations which Russia wants to revise.

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ENEMY AT THE GATES: CURRENT INTERNATIONAL SECURITY
CHALLENGES AND THE NONPROLIFERATION ARCHITECTURE

The latest decade turned to be critical for the Nonproliferation regime. The
crisis of the security assurances, the growing role of nuclear weapons in poli-
tics as well as the emergence of the Nuclear Weapons Ban Treaty, trying to
present the alternative to the NPT: all these trends threaten the stability of
the Treaty and the integrity of the regime in general.

Key words: Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty (NPT), Nuclear Weapons Ban
Treaty (NWBT), Budapest memorandum, JCPOA, Russian Federation, North
Korea, nuclear coercion, deterrence.

Basement of the Study. One of the most visible tendencies of the XXI
century is the gradual decline of the global international security regimes.
Created in the years of the Cold war they are still considered to be based on
the post second world war system with its bipolar structure of international
relations, number of poles and the distribution of influence between the ac-
tors.

Meanwhile the obvious discrepancy between the actual current develop-
ment of the IR system and its formal superstructure presents the insuffi-
ciency of the latter, while showing up in the crisis tendencies, tractable ev-
erywhere. Still, one of the regimes, suffering from such discrepancy mostly
is the nuclear arms control and nonproliferation. In particular the last decade
turned to be most vivid in the number of issues demonstrating the incom-
patibility of the regime structure with the development of the international
security architecture.

Our hypothesis is that these global structural challenges give certain
ground as well as the explanation to the crisis within the NPT regime.

The aim of the research is to define to what extent the inconsistency of
the current situation is able to affect the regime stability or it will finally
contribute to the collapse of the NPT.

Analysis of Researches. Currently there are a lot of scholarly works defined
with one or the other practical implications of the research, however very few
ones are trying to integrate the effectiveness of the NPT regime functioning
with consideration for the later trends in the field of international security.

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In particular, the issue of the safeguards and the position of Ukraine in the
international NPT regime is brightly described by J. W. Knopf, S. Pifer,
D. Yost [12; 19; 25]. Russian nuclear policy as well as its ideological back-
ground can be perfectly tracked in the publications of A. Arbatov, S. Kara-
ganov, B. Tertrais [1; 11; 22]. The situation around North Korean nuclear
program and its dynamics is widely researched by the number of analysts such
as S. Sagan, A. Panda and V. Narang [20; 18]. While the Nuclear Weapons
Ban Treaty is one of the newest research topics, being debated internation-
ally in particular in the works of T. de Champchenelle, R. Davis Gibbons,
A. Mount and R. Nephew and others [6; 4; 16].

Meanwhile nor in the international science debates neither in Ukraine
there is no integral research, dedicated to the theoretical implications which
current tendencies are going to affect the NPT and the stability of its system.
The current article makes some modest steps to start this discussion, devel-
oping the idea of the direct influence between the stagnation of the general
security architecture and the collapse of the NPT regime.

The methodology of the research is based on the system analysis which
permits to evaluate the challenges to the NPT regime combining the results of
the three determined cases. While the methodology of studying cases includes
content analysis of the official states documents, statistical analysis of opin-
ion polls data as well as comparative analysis of the similar cases.

In general there are three tendencies having appeared this decade which,
we believe, are eager to undermine the NPT regime.

First is the erosion of the important agreements, built in the framework
on the NPT regime and having become functional due to the credibility of the
promises given by the Treaty. In this connection the abrogation of the Buda-
pest memorandum on the security assurances to Ukraine by Russia in 2014
as well as the unclear future of the Joint Comprehensive plan of Actions due
to its decertification by United States should be mentioned. The crisis of such
assurances agreements aimed at curbing proliferation is able to undermine the
credibility of the NPT regime as the base of drafting such agreements. So at
the end the issue of the security enhancement is fully directed to the hands
of the state, while the existence of the powerful neighbors could ultimately
push it for the reversal.

Second are the revival of the nuclear weapons ’coercive function and the
increasing of their role as the effective tools of states’ security policy. It has
become a popular fashion starting from Russia’s annexation of Crimea and
its coercive threats to NATO to use nuclear weapons regionally [7]. Then kept
been promoted by North Korea, having proclaimed nuclear weapons as the
means of de-escalation and repelling the conflict. Presumably Koreans were
inspired by the Russian path to use nuclear threats as a shield considering the
fact that such shield credibly unties hands to the nuclear weapons owners in
many other issues, besides the regime preservation. To some extent the spirit
of the nuclear coercion was successfully supported by the US Trump adminis-
tration in the growing tendencies of the nuclear policy development and the
eagerness to react on Pyongyang challenge proactively.
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And the third is the introduction of the Nuclear Weapons Ban Treaty in the
belief it would make the world better than rather on the opposite put it into
the no global treaty space. Meanwhile the Treaty although calling the NPT as
the cornerstone of the nonproliferation system does not oblige its members to
sign and ratify the NPT, possibly providing a sort of the better alternative. In
sum, at one point the world might find itself in the situation when one part of
it will be the members of the Ban Treaty, providing more equal rights for the
states, while the NPT will start becoming less and less relevant. This situation
increases the risk of throwing the world into the chaos of the weak treaties,
where none of them would be able to keep the universal balance.

The Ukraine and the Iran accords. In general it is worthwhile to agree
with Marjana Bujerin who claims that there are not much in common between
the Ukrainian and the Iranian cases, besides the obvious fact that they are
both manifesting the «international community’s efforts to maintain and en-
force the international nonproliferation regime» and in both the United States
has been the leading interlocutor» [3].

Still we can find some more similarities in the fields which can be impor-
tant for the future legacy of the NPT regime.

Along with Russia, Belarus, and Kazakhstan Ukraine inherited nuclear
weapons from the Soviet Union when it broke up in 1991. Unlike Belarus and
Kazakhstan which quickly defined their non-nuclear path Ukraine did not
take this option for granted. After the collapse of the USSR it faced the situ-
ation of becoming the third largest nuclear power after US and Russia accord-
ing to the number of the Soviet nuclear weapons deployed on its territory (176
ICBMs, 1240 nuclear warheads and about 3000 tactical NWs). It is known
that having promised to become a non-nuclear state in 1991, Kyiv de-facto
came to this decision in late 1993. During this period of 1991-1993 it was
often accused in pronuclear sentiments and the ambition to become a transi-
tional nuclear state. Ukraine was blamed not only in blocking the capability of
Russia to perform the launch of the missiles from its territory, but also in the
unsuccessful attempt to acquire nuclear deterrence, failed due to the decisive
influence of the NPT norms and the pressure of international diplomacy.

In fact, the situation was different enough. Having no full control over
the Soviet nuclear weapons, deployed at the Ukrainian territory, Kyiv did not
regard operational nuclear deterrence as viable tool of enhancing its national
security. Since 1992 when tactical nuclear weapons were withdrawn from the
territory of Ukraine, very few in Kyiv were seriously thinking on their mili-
tary utility. At the same time politicians clearly understood the importance of
deploying nuclear weapons at the Ukrainian territory. Besides their material
value, which was estimated in billions of dollars, nuclear weapons were associ-
ated with the role of Ukraine as a successor of the Soviet Union and a certain
bargaining asset in the deteriorating relationship with Russia. In particular,
Russia clearly claimed for

Crimea, ignoring borders and even regarded military actions as an option
to deprive Ukraine of nuclear weapons. So the primary security concern of
Ukraine was how to deal with the brotherly nation to deter it without provok-
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ing. Here nuclear weapons occupied special role. Yuriy Kostenko, the head
of the «nuclear hawks» lobby in Rada noted that «nuclear weapons perform
defensive functions even if there is no control over it from the state it is de-
ployed» [13, c. 28]. His opinion corresponded with the positions of some other
parliamentarians, who believed that Russia wouldn’t perform any aggressive
actions till the last warhead left the territory of Ukraine. So, to some extent
Ukrainian parliamentarians regarded nukes as catalytic tools able to raise
stakes in the potential conflict with Russia therefore quickly causing the reac-
tion of the outside powers interested to resolve it immediately.

Indeed, the United States played especially active role in disarming Ukraine
by providing it with financial incentive as well as also involving Moscow into
the more concessive dialogue with Kyiv. Therefore the Budapest memoran-
dum of 1994 became the result of compromise and the intensive negotiations
from both sides.

Formally Russia, United States and Great Britain assured Ukraine that
they would keep its borders safe. They also assured that Ukraine would be
keep its territorial integrity and also won’t be attacked by nuclear weapons
or any other means. In exchange Ukraine gave up all nuclear warheads and
launchers, deployed on its territory and joined the NPT as non-nuclear state.

So, the incentives of nuclear disarmament overweighed pro-nuclear consid-
erations. The most significant of them were: the possibility to integrate into
the community of European democratic nations and the security assurances,
provided by the great powers. The later gave Ukraine a hope to put a dot in
the aspirations of Moscow for Crimea and the final delimitation of its Eastern
borders.

Meanwhile the 2014 broke all Ukrainian illusions as for both. On one hand
Russia annexed Crimea, and on the other started hybrid military activities at
the East of Ukraine, keeping the state from any perspectives to integrate in
NATO.

The situation with Iran started quite differently. Being the member of
the NPT, in 2003 it was suspected in the development of the covert military
nuclear program under the auspices of the civil nuclear activities, which Teh-
ran was not interested to limit.

So, between 2006 and 2012 about 6 UN Security Council resolutions were
adopted to prevent Iran from the military related procedures of its civil nucle-
ar program: the uranium enrichment and the heavy water production. All of
these resolutions were not fulfilled, as Tehran insisted on its sovereign right
to pursue peaceful nuclear program according to the Article IV of the NPT.

The Iranian resistance was widely accompanied by its intimidating rhetoric
as for Israel, claiming it should be «wiped off the map», its ballistic missiles
program active development and the striving for regional hegemony. The
state’s nuclear program was associated with the progress of the Iranian na-
tion, being the matter of pride from the side of the state’s authority and the
population.

During those years Iran was often involved in the negotiations as for the
possible compromises over its nuclear program, still for many years it failed
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to come to consensus with the international community. Even in spite of the
publication of the US intelligence report of 2007, which claimed that Tehran
stopped pursuing nuclear weapons in 2003 the IAEA was founding some indi-
rect evidences of the state’s military nuclear activities, while official Tehran
always denied it had any plans of a kind.

The situation deteriorated (as Iran was increasing the scale of the uranium
enrichment year by year) till the European Union introduced comprehensive
sanctions against the Islamic Republic. The economic crisis was one of the
reasons why current President Rouhani was elected, as he promised effective
negotiations on the Iranian nuclear program with the West. As the result,
the Joint Comprehensive Plan of Actions (JCPOA) was signed in 2015 [9]. It
has limited the Iran nuclear program to possible minimum, postponing the
breakout time from the couple of months to a year and imposing severe con-
trol on any kind of nuclear activities in the country. On the other hand most
of the economic sanctions were lifted from Iran for the time of the agreement
implementation.

Generally the JCPOA was considered as a significant progress, evaluating
the situation and the inherent risk that Iran could make positive decision as
for acquiring nuclear weapons. It was signed between P5 states plus Germany
and all the parties of the agreement considered to be equally important.

Meanwhile in October 2017, being not satisfied with the Iran’s security
policy in the Middle East, the US President Donald Trump decertified the
JCPOA. The position of the European states was to stay in the deal still the
withdrawal of Washington from the deal runs the high risk of eroding its
credibility.

It is worthwhile mentioning that in spite of the obvious differences be-
tween the Budapest Memorandum and the JCPOA, there are some important
similarities as for the future legacy of the NPT regime.

Firstly, the influence of the mentioned agreements on the credibility of the
NPT regime. The fragility of these accords which, being the part of the uni-
versal system, turned to be based on the unilateral positions of the great pow-
ers, such as Russia and the United States. The annexation of Crimea caused
the UN Security Council to gather (as it was supposed by the mechanism of
the document), still there was not possible to reach the conclusion because of
the Russia position, reasonably blocking any resolution. The United States
and Europeans stay faithful to their obligations by the document, but Mos-
cow’s actions made the Memorandum de-facto invalid as well as the security
assurances provided.

On the other hand, the decertification of the JCPOA by the United States
left all other partners around the table, while it remains to be seen whether:
1) Europeans will be able to retain their trade with Iran in case if pressured
by the United States to coerce Iran from its current military activities at the
Middle East and Iran internal situation; 2) Iran will remain in the deal, as
according to the Iran’s President Rouhani said in case of US withdrawal from
the nuclear deal, Iran’s commitments *would no longer exist’ [8]. So, the sur-
vival of the JCPOA would remain under permanent question now.
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Secondly, the internal damage which the erosion of both accords created
over the public opinion. For example, in the beginning of 1990 when Ukraine
was in the center of bargaining for the Soviet nuclear arsenal, not more than
33 % of the population supported the retaining of nuclear weapons. And when
Iran was under the international sanctions, about 34 % of the population sup-
ported the idea to develop «nuclear power capabilities for military use» [23].

The drastic change can be visually tracked after the situation evolved and
both deals were cancelled or tended to be cancelled. For Ukraine it was con-
nected with the annexation of Crimea and the failure of the states ’obligations
upon the Budapest memorandum to keep its borders secure. In particular, in
2014, 49,3 % of respondents believed that Ukraine had to restore the status
of the nuclear weapons state, 27,7 % were against [23]. Later in July 2017 ac-
cording to the Institute of Sociology annual survey about 90 % of respondents
believed that had Ukraine retained nuclear weapons, the annexation of Crimea
and the Donbas war would not have happened.

At the same time 55.4 % of Iranians expressed support to their go ern-
ment restarting nuclear program in case of the US withdrawal from the deal.
Also the percentage of the Iranians, approving JCPOA as a good deal for Iran
decreased since 2016 from 68 % to 61, 6 % this summer [21]. It is still not
much, but taking in consideration the possibility of the deal failure and the
risk of sanctions return, those numbers would probably progressively increase.

Of course, the mentioned tendency can’t be regarded as crucial in under-
mining the NPT regime, but it is one of the many stones which the present
decade has damaged more or less successfully in a fence of the global regime.

The growing of NW role as a policy tool. In September this year the offi-
cial representative of Russian ministry of foreign affairs explained the global
denial of the nuclear arsenals — as a «non-serious and even an irresponsible
step». The reason is that «nuclear weapons are objectively one of the pillars
of international security» [10]. In fact it was the summing up of the Russian
worldview based on the assessment of nuclear weapons as a background for
Russian uprising.

Today Russia is waging sort of a Cold War with the West for the restora-
tion of its greatness, as it perceives it. And in this war nuclear brinkmanship
presents the important element of the strategy: to restore the division of
Europe for the spheres of influence as it was during the times of the Soviet
Union.

After the breakup of the Soviet Union Russia found itself in the total eco-
nomic decline, the drastic loss of influence in the world and social collapse.
The only two elements which kept it still superpower’s conscience at the level
of greatness were superpower nuclear arsenal and the permanent place at the
Security Council, but the later was similar to the French and British and the
Chinese positions. At the meantime nuclear weapons remained on the level of
the assured destruction with the world hegemon, the United States. So, it is
not surprising that a decade later when Russia started gradually to recover
from the economic and social hardships the first which dictated it «the ap-
propriate behavior» was nuclear arsenal. It was at once after Russian political
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defeat over Kosovo, so the first revanchist ambitions were embodied into the
text of the Military Doctrine 2000, which in fact, being slightly changed in
the later Military doctrine versions is still viable for Russian nuclear policy.
The idea to use nuclear weapons in the situations «critical for the national
security», prescribing it for the regional conventional war was the main nov-
elty of the doctrine. Later the West called it «the escalation for de-escalation
strategy», as nuclear weapons were aimed to deter any strong power to inter-
fere in Russia’s conflict with its neighbors [5]. In 2014 Moscow changed the
conditions of the nuclear weapons use to «when the existence of the state is
under threat», still not clarifying the character of the threat. While, talking
to the experts it is quite possible to understand that «the existence of the Rus-
sian state» is also a very wide term, which, for example, may be attributed
even to the attempts of NATO and Ukraine to bring back Crimea by the threat
of force [17].

Moreover, one should not forget about the concept of the limited strategic
nuclear strikes, which was developed by the Russian ministry of Defense in
2003 and in spite of its absence in the texts of the official Russian doctrines in
2010 and 2014 has never been officially denied. To some extent the situation
can be even more complicated as Russian nuclear forces are usually deployed
together with the conventional ones, so any military attack over conventional
Russian forces might be easily interpreted by the Russian authorities as the
strategic counterforce strike, causing a nuclear response. The credibility of
this option can be emphasized by the fact that Russian RS-28 «Sarmat» ICBM
which is to be deployed in the next couple of years in fact by design is not
supposed to survive the nuclear attack, therefore can be considered as a first
strike weapon [15].

One can suggest that Russia enjoys this sort of nuclear ambiguity, having
in mind the «threat which leaves something to chance» and therefore makes
the opposite side to be much more cautious than it could be out of this threat.

Describing the importance of nuclear weapons for Russia Sergey Kara-
ganov directly points out that in 1990 when Russia actually denied nuclear
deterrence, it got conflicts in Iraq, Libya, Syria, namely the former sphere
of influence of the Soviet Union. Still in 2010 using nuclear coercion Russia
«stopped the expansion of the Western allies in Crimea ... and blocked the
chain of the regime changes» [2]. So, in fact Russia regards nuclear weapons
as basic and indispensable element of its influence.

Mainly this and the fact that regional war stayed among the cases of the
potential nuclear weapons use along with the intimidating nuclear rhetoric
and the intensive testing/deployment of arms permitted to regard nuclear
weapons as a primary tool of Russian coercive policy towards the West.

This decade was also marked with the uprising of the relatively new nu-
clear actor which is North Korea. Namely, Pyongyang honestly tried to join
the nuclear club since 2003 when it had abandoned the NPT still it took the
state about a decade to prove the existence and the efficiency of its nuclear
weapons. In fact, the range of aggressive signals Pyongyang sends to the word
can even compete with the Russian ones at least in the dimension of nuclear
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and missiles testing and the attempts to prove the United States that they are
also vulnerable in the face of Korean nascent nuclear arsenal.

The main question here is what stands behind the aggressive rhetoric and
the increasing range of nuclear testing. Does North Korea follow the Russian
path, understanding that nuclear weapons remain the most effective shield
for the regime, even the one who is trying to change the world map?

Most of researchers conclude that the primary motivation of the DPRK is
the survival of its regime, which started feeling itself very vulnerable after
the overthrow of Hussein and Kaddafi. There is also an understanding that
Pyongyang has the ambition to raise its political weight to wage more equal
dialogue with the United States.

Still the main question is what are the long standing aims of the regime?
Will it stop at the self-preservation or keep strengthening its positions to go
further, towards the strategic goal of two Koreas unification? Trying to un-
derstand the aims of North Korea it’s probably worth of not forgetting that
states goals usually vary from the basic ones such as the regime survival up
to those embedded in their constitutions and worldviews.

In particular, there is an idea that for Russia of 1990* nukes played an
existential role, as otherwise the interference of the West into its external
conflicts such as war with Chechnya was imminent. The decade of 2010 has
become the time when Russia started to argue and to take over its former
spheres of influence.

Following this logic, DPRK may also start from enhancing its basic sur-
vival by deterring the enemies attack but later follow strengthening its mili-
tary positions in the region to finish with the two Koreas reunification. In
November 2017 the US administration interpreted the North Korea latest
belligerent activities as the tool «to fundamentally change the status quo. Its
primary goal... is to reunify with South Korea» [2]. In fact this is a very logi-
cal conclusion, as the idea of the final two Koreas unification is marked also
in the Constitution of the North Korea.

Probably it doesn’t mean that Pyongyang will pursue this goal as a shirt
term one, while it is possible to expect that if ever the DPRK regime would
acquire cart blanche to keep its nuclear weapons the next steps might be di-
rected towards the reunification which will be the strongest test for the cred-
ibility of the US extended deterrence.

North Korea «can provoke a conflict in South Korea and then they can
just basically put an ultimatum to the United States telling the Americans
that if they get involved, they are going to basically get a North Korean re-
taliation strike», says Daniel Pinkston [11]. The expert also points out that
the ultimate goal of the DPRK is the unification of the Korean peninsula on
Pyongyang’s terms to be recognized as a sole Korean state.

The other thing is to what extent these goals can become realistic and what
measures the United States would have to use to contain North Korea from
its prospective aggression. There is an experience of Pakistan who even with
nuclear weapons failed to succeed in its revisionist objectives to join Kashmir.
Still Pakistan was confronted with nuclear weapons and also conventionally
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more superior India. So, the North Korean nuclear challenge can be poten-
tially balanced by the regional deployment of the US tactical nukes in South
Korea and Japan as it was during the Cold war. The alternative variant is to
keep the nuclear-capable bombers at Guam at high alert, which would still
mean the return of nuclear deterrence to the world stage as the indispensable
element of the security architecture [18, p.82]. This situation might theoreti-
cally work still the outcome for the future of nuclear disarmament (and the
NPT regime in this regard) would be disappointing enough. All of the men-
tioned things mark the returning of nuclear weapons back to the stage as the
active element of the international politics.

In sum, the tendency of reviving the coercive function of nuclear weapons
used by Russia in 2014 might have the grave consequences for the NPT. First
and foremost it adds political utility to nuclear weapons. This tradition was
considered to fade away after the end of the Cold war when nuclear weapons
started to look as more a symbolic than a political tool, pushing many to call
them obsolete. So, since 2014 the practical demonstration of the nuclear co-
ercion at play to a certain extent restored the reputation of nuclear weapons
as the useful element of the hard power. On its own way North Korea might
become the first who tried (and possibly would try) to implement the coercive
experience of Russia, while those efforts would need the consistent response
from the United States to keep the status quo. Most possibly this response will
be also connected with deployment of nuclear weapons as the credible tool of
deterrence of North Korean ambitions. Therefore the new century might suc-
cessfully follow the traditions of the Cold war, where most of dividing lines
between the military blocks and the opponents were drawn by nuclear weap-
ons. The principal difference will be in the growing number of the nuclear
actors and the consequent multiplication of the deterrence systems with the
following complication and confusion of the deterrence interactions leading to
the risk of inadvertent nuclear escalation.

The International Campaign to Abolish Nuclear Weapons. Besides the
growing role of nuclear weapons in one side of the world there is a completely
opposite tendency, in the other. The first international attempt to delegiti-
mize nuclear weapons as a tool of politics is currently on its way. Its roots
come from the success of the Ottawa Treaty (1997) which managed to be very
efficient in stigmatizing and banning anti-personnel landmines. Inspired by
this initiative the International Physicians for the Prevention of Nuclear War
(the authors of the Ottawa Treaty) in 2006 launched the International Cam-
paign to Abolish Nuclear Weapons (ICAN) [14]. The main idea was following
the example of the Ottawa Treaty to underline the inhumane character of the
nuclear weapons, stigmatizing them similar to the land mines.

The ICAN efforts ended up with the long expected event — the signing of
the UN Treaty over the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons which has opened for
signature on 20 September, 2017.

First time in the history the treaty has forbidden states not only possess
nuclear weapons, but also «allow any stationing, installation or deployment
of any nuclear weapons ...in its territory» (Art 1.g), «to use or threaten with
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nuclear weapons use» (Art.1. d) and to «....receive any assistance from any-
one to engage in any activity... prohibited under this Treaty» [20]. Therefore
the Treaty is forbidding not only the use of nuclear weapons, but even the
nuclear sharing policy and the nuclear deterrence which is considered to be
one of the most influential policies in the years of the Cold War. Still, trying
to introduce such revolutionary developments in the international affairs, the
Nuclear Ban Treaty presents quite a contradictory event for the nonprolifera-
tion regime.

First of all the Treaty looks weak as for the mechanism of verification it
is referring to. In particular it reminds «competent international authority
designated pursuant to paragraph 6 of this Article for the purpose of verify-
ing the irreversible elimination of its nuclear-weapon», the body which is to
be formed in the future. One of the biggest problems that this body won’t
be built on the universal ground not including most of the states having an
expertise in the nuclear weapons programs, except South Africa, who can’t
probably form the international verification body on the unilateral ground.

Secondly, it forbids the idea of nuclear deterrence, thus closing the doors
for the non-nuclear states who base their security at their allies ’nuclear um-
brella as well as the doors of the conference on disarmament as the forum of
expressing different positions.

And thirdly, it sounds a bit outdated in a way of addressing concerns.

The Nuclear Weapons Ban Treaty is something which should have been
introduced in the middle of XX century, right after the bombings of Hiro-
shima and Nagasaki, when the antihuman character of nuclear weapons was
more than obvious. It happened only 72 years later moreover it happened in
the world where nuclear weapons have never been applied any time again.
This situation is very different from the situation with conventional weapons,
which cause many deaths every day all over the planet.

In this connection the probability of NBT to follow the destiny of the Ot-
tawa Treaty looks bleak enough. On one hand nuclear weapons does not bring
the regular direct damage to the humans as the land mined did, but on the
other the land mines had never had the reputation of the weapons, eager to
influence directly the results of the war. And what is more important, the
weapons able to avoid the war by their overwhelming deterrent effect.

The greatest opportunity the Nuclear Weapons Ban Treaty introduces
is the establishing of the international norm, forbidding nuclear weapons.
Still the conditions and the situation in which the Treaty was introduced
are mostly demonstrating the fact how the commonly accepted moral norm
lacks credibility for the international politics. Meanwhile the number of the
Treaty signatures — just 53, while among the parties signed there was no
Japan, who actually suffered from nuclear weapons, neither Ukraine who,
as we mentioned earlier presents one of the loudest cases of nuclear disarma-
ment. Moreover, among those 53 states who signed the Treaty, only 3 states
have ratified it at the moment. The reason is probably the strongest belief
in nuclear deterrence. Japan relies on the extended deterrence of the United
States, which has become even more vigorous for the state since the nuclear
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awakening of the North Korea. Ukraine demonstrates its solidarity with the
extended deterrence of NATO and the full lack of confidence towards the
international treaties. Both Sweden and Switzerland still haven’t gained the
support of their parliaments. Unfortunately this is the situation when com-
mon moral norms value is neglected in favor of the value of deterrence gives
the worst prospective not only for the real implementation of the TPNW, but
also for the legitimacy of the Article 6 of the NPT.

Moreover, TPNW tries to take the disarmament lead from the NPT, refer-
ring to «the slow pace of nuclear disarmament» and suggesting the better
alternative for those states who consider the NPT not equal and not moral
enough. In spite of the fact that the Treaty was presented as the attempt to
strengthen the NPT norms there is no article obliging its members to join the
Nonproliferation Treaty. Therefore it actually presents not the support, but
the «extra blow to the NPT, already weakened» [4]. The Ban Treaty forms
the alternative reality for the NPT, which would be not strengthened but
weakened because of the fact that the new Treaty provides more equal oppor-
tunities for the members, here demonstrating its obvious superiority over its
predecessor. In this situation the Ban Treaty presents the form of a protest
over the NPT, which considering all other challenges is probably not an ap-
propriate moment.

The weakest feature of the NPT as it is built is the spirit of inequality, but
on the other hand the different conditions, provided to the different states
to certain extent reflect different interests of the states. Therefore the NPT
turned to be able to align the realistic perceptions of the nuclear states and
the allied nations with the liberal institutional agenda of the non-nuclear
states.

The Nuclear Ban Treaty does not consider this variety of the states’ basic
conditions, therefore stands contradictory to the existing international sys-
tem.

Nuclear Ban Treaty forbids nuclear deterrence as the policy, therefore
leaving no place for the nuclear sharing policy within NATO as nuclear al-
liance. This situation might be really dangerous not for such authoritarian
states as Russia or North Korea, but for the democracies such as Netherlands,
Great Britain or France, where the political development is defined by the
public opinion and support. So, hypothetically the more democratic and equal
Ban Treaty might create «the norms cascade» while more and more democra-
cies will join it eroding the NPT from inside by changing the positions of the
core nuclear states [24]. Of course the denomination of nuclear deterrence is
the good news for the supporters of TPNW meanwhile it will progressively
weaken the NPT, the later as insufficient and double-standard agreement, as
nuclear deterrence is invisibly embedded into the Treaty text. At the same
time it won’t be able to take the nuclear sword away from the hands of the
authoritarian states [6].

Moreover, the risk of Ban Treaty introduction is that it may polarize both
communities of the nuclear disarmament believers and the nuclear deterrence
advocates. As the result, on one hand it will create «the forum- shopping»,
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when certain states will consider joining the nuclear weapons ban treaty as
the enough nonproliferation measure, therefore eroding the NPT [5]. And on
the other the norm of nuclear disarmament will be subjected to the Ban Treaty
supporters, while the NPT will be transferred into a Treaty of the deterrence
policy, again leaving the ideals of disarmament far away behind. This situ-
ation will hardly be useful for the credibility of the nonproliferation as a
norm as it will be deprived of its universality as based on the global balance
of interests.

In sum, the world might find itself facing two options, while both of them
are not attractive for the nonproliferation in general. On one hand it can be a
split between the fading NPT and the Treaty, turning to be powerful enough
to challenge the NPT but not as comprehensive to become global. As the result
both treaties won’t have a comprehensive effect, while pushing the states to
stay away from the nonproliferation security architecture.

Still the highest probability is that Ban Treaty won’t be able to become a
full-fledged document, leaving this function to NPT while its ineffectiveness
will prove the incompatibility of morale with politics, bringing the general
disappointment in the high moral values embedded in the NPT.

Conclusions. During its history the regime of nuclear nonproliferation sur-
vived many challenges and managed to stand. Probably the main reason is
the fact that the Treaty itself is formed at the balance of interests combining
security concerns of nuclear states and their allies with the assurances for the
non-nuclear ones. Therefore the NPT regime presents the sort of the compro-
mise between the interests and the principles being flexible enough to satisfy
most of its parties.

The later decade presents the number of challenges which altogether run
the risk to weaken the NPT due to the range of contradictory tendencies:

1. One of the key security problems today is the progressing discrepancy
between the actual current development of the security environment and its
formal security structure, lagging behind. Being formed during the Cold War
those security structure is mostly standing at the bipolar system of the inter-
national relations while the new system shows more and more multipolarity.
As the result the security structure suffers from not only the lack of effi-
ciency, but also the lack of credibility, which is demonstrated in the multiple
international crisis tendencies. To some extent it is possible to understand as
the NPT regime presents one of the showcases of the gradual IR system de-
cline resulting from the incompatibility of the obvious security environment
and its formal structures.

2. The weakening of the mechanism of assurances, which NPT regime gives
to a state in exchange to keeping the nonproliferation path. The experience
of Ukraine and Iran showed that the normative power of the NPT and the
based on treaties is limited enough, at least in cases where the interests of
the powerful states were involved. As the result the dynamic of the public
opinion showed certain increase of the pronuclear moods as well as the general
disappointment in the power of the NPT regime. The latter is probably more
important as it shows the limitations of the regime where it comes to the hard
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power issues, eroding the idea of norms protection, provided by the liberal
theories of international relations such as the NPT regime. As the result the
mentioned cases may lay the ground for the decreasing credibility of the NPT
as the security mechanism for those states who were seeing them protected by
the assurances system, provided within the regime.

3. This situation is significantly aggravated by the relative effectiveness
of the nuclear coercion/ deterrence policy, demonstrated by such states as
Russia. Being able to annex the Crimea (to certain extent due to the coercive
power of its nuclear weapons) Moscow showed the undeniably inspiring ex-
ample to the states, having nuclear option in mind and already experienced
the practical value of the nuclear choice bargaining. In particular, North
Korea who «experimented» with the nuclear blackmail during the last two
decades could not miss this chance. Besides the obvious benefits of regime
preservation nuclear coercion might become a very tempting perspective for
the Pyongyang in the future while cherishing the plans of two Koreas unifi-
cation. And in spite of the fact that this may become the issue of the distant
future, the necessity to build the strategy upon the future challenges will
dictate the United States the expediency of using the nuclear counterweight
at the Korean Peninsula and/or in the region. As the result the revival of
nuclear deterrence as the active element of power projection in the XXI cen-
tury makes the ideals, embedded in the NPT not as viable as it seemed at the
end of the Cold war.

4. Moreover the appearance of the new Ban Treaty, trying to take a lead
from the NPT in the field of nuclear disarmament and providing quite an un-
equivocal framework for this runs the risk to undermine moral positions of the
NPT, showing its weak points such as: purely non-egalitarian character and
the support of the nuclear deterrence as the norm in international politics. As
the result the world might whiteness the split between the proponents of the
Ban Treaty not only among non-nuclear states, but even among those nuclear
who consider it more fair and those in favor of the NPT, supporting the norms
of deterrence. In sum, the moral authority of the NPT will be undermined and
it will turn into the treaty of the nuclear states and those protected by their
nuclear shields. On the other hand there will be a club of the disarmament
supporters, having a moral superiority, but lacking the universality because
of the NPT deterrence supporters. And there will be the third way of the no-
treaty states such as India, Pakistan and Israel, who having nuclear weapons
do not break any international regime and are not politically engaged. At
the end, while having not universally accepted regime, more and more states
might prefer to follow that third way of «non-alignment» with the NPT or the
Ban Treaty while burring the global architecture of nonproliferation.

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CRISIS AND CONFLICT RESOLUTION AS AN INSTRUMENT
OF EU-UKRAINE SECURITY COOPERATION

Summary

Cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in the field of security constitutes an im-
portant part of bilateral relations since declaration of Ukraine’s independence. Interac-
tion in the field of crises resolution and creating conditions for the peaceful settlement
of conflict is one of the dimensions of the cooperation development.

According to the documents it’s stated that there was the mutual interest of the
parties to develop this aspect of cooperation, which, however, was based on different
motives. Ukraine sought to use this tool to strengthen its international position. Mean-
while the EU was guided by the idea that cooperation might become a mechanism for
spreading the principles of democracy and good governance in order to achieve stabil-
ity and guarantee security in the region.

At the same time, the article argues that dualism of interaction between Ukraine
and the EU in this area takes place. On the one hand, the EU plays a role of crisis man-
ager to settle the critical situations that have appeared on the territory of the Ukrai-
nian state. On the other hand, representatives of Ukraine successfully participate in
missions and operations of the European Union aimed to resolve crises and conflicts.
In the first case, the approach of Brussels and the EU’s contribution to resolving such
crisis like the process of nuclear disarmament of Ukraine, the events of Maidan in
2004, the political crisis in late 2013, and the Russian-Ukrainian conflict are analyzed.
The other side of cooperation is viewed in the context of Ukraine’s participation in the
EU special missions, for example, in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia, Moldova,
Georgia. In addition, an attention is paid to an intensification of defense cooperation,
which is recognized an important aspect of stabilizing the situation in Ukraine as well
as a significant part of interaction in the context of the Global Strategy for the Euro-
pean Union’s Foreign and Security Policy implementation.

The factors that influence the prospects for further cooperation are studied as
well. It is noted that the main obstacles to rise up the effectiveness of cooperation
are certain limitations of the capabilities of both Ukraine and the EU. However, it
is emphasized that it is impossible to ensure the safety of EU citizens, a key priority
of the current strategy of the Union, without restoring the territorial integrity and
sovereignty of Ukraine.

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JORDAN: ARAB SPRING SYNDROME AND ACUTE CHALLENGE FROM
THE ISLAMIC STATE

The primary purpose of the article is to indicate some specifics of military-po-
litical factors affecting the Middle East countries, and particularly the Hash-
emite Kingdom of Jordan within the 2" decade of the current millennium.
Two tendencies have been discovered, which had made an impact on develop-
ment of the Monarchy, following the events of the Arab Spring. Jordanian
participation has been shown in its respond to the new challenges posted by
Islamic state threats.

Key words: reforms, constitutional monarchy, the Arab Spring, Islamists par-
ties, economic advantages, reasonability.

Raising of problem. Political and military situation in the Middle East re-
gion remains an actual topic for more than a half of century. Latest research
works show new loops of ongoing confrontation in this long-troubled region
with a disturbing trend towards certain extension of the conflict area and re-
shuffle of major players. The main idea of the article is to highlight Jordan,
as one of the mediators in the region and to describe its progress within the
period of 2011-2015. This Middle Eastern monarchy and its regional policy
remains an actual subject which has been studied by political scientists spe-
cialized in international relations within a long period of time.

Analysis of the last researches. Jordanian developments following the
«Arab Sprig» events have been effectively scrutinized by the Middle East team
at Foreign Policy Research Institute (FPRI) in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. The
team is represented by Tally Helfont [4; 5; 6], the Director of FPRI’s Middle
East Program, whose studies concern regional balance of power, Jordan and
Persian Gulf States, and related U. S. policy; Samuel Helfont [4; 5] from Naval
Postgraduate School in Monterey, California, whose research work focuses on
international policies of the Middle East; Andrew Spath [16] from the Ameri-
can University School of International Service, Washington DC, whose re-
search interests involve comparative politics, specializing in the Middle East,
peculiarly the Levant. Certain recent developments in different layers of the
Jordanian society have been studied by Irish scientist Beverley Milton-Ewards
[13; 14] from Queen’s University Belfast. Ukrainian scientists including Stan-
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islav Troyan [17] from Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine, Alla Zakharchenko
[18] from Odessa Mechnikov National University, Yuliia Gergel [3] from Kyiv
Slavonic University have studied closely the «Arab Spring» situation regard-
ing Ukrainian position. And finally experienced Russian researchers Alexan-
der Krylov [9] from Moscow State Institute of International Relations and
Alexander Demchenko [2] from Institute of Oriental Studies revealed some
precise details on the subject concerning Jordan and related circumstances.

The aim of the article is to mark out Jordan among the Arab neighbours
for its mediator’s role in the region and rational policies facing violent events
of 2011-2015.

At the beginning of February 2015 international community was shocked
by the brutal murder of young Jordanian F-16 pilot, captured by Islamic State
(IS) extremists. Militants of so-called Caliphate are well-known for posting
the videos over Internet with explicit scenes of mass hostages’ executions.
«The pilot was captured when his plane came down near Raqqa, Syria, during
a mission against IS in December 2014» [10]. This time they mercilessly killed
an inhabitant of a small town of Karak, which is situated 140 km to the south
from Amman, capital of Jordan.

Analyzing this case in spotlight of ideological, military and political aspects
a question arises: «Why does IS concentrate its efforts on fighting religious
branches inside Islam instead of attracting foreigners to Islam?» To cover this
question the author would like to refer to the prequel of «Neo-caliphate epic»
and to find out, what role does the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan play in the
Middle East escalation in the second decade of the current century?

The Arab world has been considered for a continued period of time as a re-
gion turning aside from the total advance of globalization and modernization.
For all that the education progress and the access to new technologies, e.g.
Internet, have been always alerting the society to some political and economic
deficiency in the said countries. Even the mineral wealth available (especially
that of oil resources primarily in the Persian Gulf), added by some cautious
reforms claimed to raise the living standards, has given no anticipated feed-
back, particularly, among the young generation.

A retrospective glance brings us to Mohamed Bouazizi, a young Tunisian
greengrocer, who set himself on fire as a political protest. Nobody knew that
the action would awake the democrats and opposition to support their move-
ments throughout Tunisia and finally would sweep off the 23 year stay-in re-
gime of Ben Ali. Furthermore the protest movement spread over to neighbour
Algeria and ignited domestic unrest in Egypt and Jordan in January 2011.
The February wave of riots and internal conflicts put an end to the 30 year
rule of Hosni Mubarak in Egypt and rolled over Bahrain, Syria, and Libya.

The Arab Spring considerably upset the strategic balance of power in the
Middle East. All the countries have been divided in two categories: these, who
wanted more democratic transformations of their societies and those, who
wanted to keep stable economic situation. The tendency hasn’t bypassed Jor-
dan. The Hashemite Kingdom has found itself between two counterparties: on
one side, it was the Cooperation Council for the Arab States of the Gulf (GCC)
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led by Saudi Arabia, on the other side, they were motive forces of the Arab
Spring, which urged to political reforms in such countries as Egypt, Syria,
and Libya, where the reforms were carried out at the cost of stability.

The revolutionary process in the Arab world hasn’t only triggered nation-
alist political parties to the motion, but has activated a certain review and
transformation of international ties in the region. The Spring has put apart
the political actors throughout the whole parties of the conflict, where each
player tried to adjust a new regional order to his own interest. The collapsed
regimes in Egypt and Tunisia were considered as a foothold for a moderate
Sunnite alliance, which felt some inclination towards the USA and simulta-
neously a pressure and thread of the Iranian aspiration to the regional he-
gemony. Besides the Islamists’ and Democrats’ political parties were urging
to the cardinal reforms. The leaders of the moderate Sunnite alliance, which
included Saudi Arabia, Persian Gulf countries and Jordan, were caught by
sudden American support of protest movements, which swept off Mubarak’s
and Ben Ali’s regimes in Egypt and Tunisia accordingly. The last countries
have secured their positions due to the political and military components in
order to face the challenges related to the Arab Spring.

As opposed to the prosperous neighbours of the Persian Gulf Jordan is
poor and its political and cultural trends are showing favour to the countries
of the Mediterranean basin. Thus the whirlwind of the Arab Spring took in
Egypt, Syria and other Mediterranean countries reacted with greater force
as it was in the most Persian Gulf countries (neither did Bahrain probably).
Accordingly Jordan appeared between two confrontation powers: on one side,
they were Sunnite monarchies of the Persian Gulf trying to keep their re-
gional policy and economic stability and to maintain the Jordanian regime by
the invitation to join the GCC. On other side, it was the pressure of immedi-
ate political reforms related to the Arab Spring and widely spread throughout
the whole Mediterranean basin. And unexpectedly a small Arabian monarchy
of Jordan transferred into a key battlefield between the seekers for a more
democracy and the defenders of status quo.

The Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan is a constitutional monarchy formally.
The lower house of the parliament is elected by the Jordanians and the up-
per house (which has more real power) is assigned by the King, and which is
to be approved by the lower house at a later date. Jordan has been enjoying
certain stability during a few last decades and the King, Abdullah II, while
ascending the Throne, was considered as a key initiator for Jordanian mod-
ernization. In 2001 a NGO King Abdulla IT Fund for the Development (KAFD)
was established and its main goals were declared as «to improve living stan-
dards in the Kingdom’s governorates by implementing social, educational and
economic programmes aimed at distributing sustainable development gains
through partnership with the private sector and civil society institutions» [8].
Anyway the initiatives widely announced at the beginning of his ascension
«Jordan First — 2002», «National Agenda — 2005», «We are all Jordan —
2006», and «National Dialogue Commission 2011» have all failed to make a
significant impact on Jordan’s political and economic landscape» [4].
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An extra complication related to ethnic and social diversity has arisen re-
sulted by the division of the society into inhibitors of the Eastern Bank (who
have their historical roots at the eastern bank of the Jordan River) and the
Western Bank or Jordanians of Palestinian origin. By estimation dispersed
from 55 % to 70 %, inhibitors of Palestinian origin dominate the private sec-
tor, whereas inhibitors of the Eastern Bank show a stable tendency to overfill
institutional facilities related to the culture, security and the Army of course.

Jordanians of Palestinian origin were traditionally considered as aboriginal
Jordanians i.e. «not quite real» so less loyal to the state and monarchy. There
is a certain concern that any real democratic transformation may force native
Jordanians to retreat from their political power in favour of Palestinian Jor-
danians and somehow upset the active political balance trended previously to
the monarchy towards more radical Palestinian centrism. Ideological palette
of the Jordanian society has also made its substantial impact on the political
landscape’s shaping. The Tribalism traditions have always been treated with
diligent respect on both sides of the Jordanian political spectrum. The most
organized opposition is represented by Islamists’s factions where the Muslim
Brotherhood’s Islamic Action Front (IAF) remains the biggest and the most
active faction of the Jordanian parliament. Unlike prevailing Arab countries
the Muslim Brotherhood is politically integrated within Jordanian society
and «the Muslim Brotherhood’s Islamic Action Front (IAF) ...has historically
played the role of the loyal opposition» [16].

In spite of the fact that the leaders of Islamist party are represented by
Jordanian high-society families, which come from the Eastern Bank, the pro-
motion of Palestinian interests (inside Jordan and in the Western Bank areas)
has become a key-note for this organization. At the same time the average
IAF members are Jordanians of Palestinian origin, who used to live in refugee
camps. Thus the populist slogans of the priority activities and the attempts of
spacing the Muslim Brotherhood from their Palestinian basis has turned this
Islamist party into the most powerful demander of political reforms and put
their supporters into front rows during the Arab Spring events.

It was July 2011 when back of Friday prayers thousands of Jordanians
started their weekly sit-down strikes demanding political and economic re-
forms following the demonstrations in Tunisia and Egypt. Youngsters’ un-
employment, corruption and social-economic stagnation have called out Jor-
danians, as it has been with their colleagues from Tunisia and Egypt. «There
have been no open calls for overthrowing the monarchy and almost everyone
agrees on the need to avoid the chaos that has accompanied the uprisings in
neighbouring countries» [5]. The social protests, demanding prime-minister’s
resignation and calling for more freedoms, turned into clashes with security
forces and so-called «loyal monarchists» in the downtown of Amman.

Apropos it was May 2010, prior to the events of the Arab Spring, when the
National committee of military veterans, unifying approx. 140 thousands of
military veterans from the Eastern Bank, released their appeal to the King,
calling His Majesty to put end to the corruption, to stop unpopular economic
reforms and it was particularly noteworthy that they drew the attention to
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indirect influence made by the Jordanians of Palestinian origin on traditional
standard of life in Jordan. In much the same way 36 key persons of Jordanian
tribes published in February 2011 (since the beginning of the Arab Spring) a
very critical statement on the monarchy. The Jordanian sheikhs pointed out
in their statement that the crisis was arising because of overwhelming corrup-
tion of certain «power centres». As opposed to the demands of Islamists and
Liberals to delegate certain competences to Palestinian population in Jordan
the statement made some implicit references to the Queen Rania and other
influential Palestinians. The document requested to elect the Government and
not to assign it by the King and categorically rejected any privatization of
public assets, which looked like a plundering of the country.

Coming back to summer 2011 it is worthy to note that the demonstrations
and violent clashes with security forces have taken place not only in Amman
the capital, but in the areas where the Tribalism positions have been always
strong, particularly in Ma’an, Karak, Irbid, and Tefilah. The activists of
Youth- and Left-wing movements and the Muslim brothers have seized the
opportunity of new waves of protests and they have used to join the Friday
demonstrations and to fill them with new demands i.e. «resignation of the
government, dismissal of the parliament, and amendments to the constitution
due to the direct elections of prime-minister».

The bloody events in Syria and Yemen have become a certain deterrent to
growing movements and taking the Jordanians to the streets. Another deter-
rent to be understood was that the Jordanian events haven’t affected the in-
stitute of monarchy and H. M. the King Abdulla II. The intermediate role of
the King Abdulla II, his active contacts to tribal leaders and spectacular road-
shows with the corrupted officials and the heads of Jordanian local authori-
ties have served to avoid the most of destabilizing elements associated with
the Arab Spring. To cool things down and to calm the protestors «Jordan’s
King Abdullah IT announced sweeping reforms in a nationally televised ad-
dress Sunday, promising to establish a parliamentary majority government —
a key demand of protesters calling for changes to the regime» [1].

One more deterrent aspect was that a certain category of Jordanian popu-
lation believed that the solution lay in the promoting alternative models of
reforms, inter alia, economic transformations related to the Cooperation Coun-
cil for the Arab States of the Gulf (GCC). According the IRI (International
Republican Institute) poll conducted in July 2012 which analyzed Jordanians’
attitude towards the valid direction of the monarchy’s development in eco-
nomic, social and political areas: «Jordanians are divided over the direction in
which their country is headed, with 43 percent believing Jordan is headed in
the right direction, and 45 percent saying the country is headed in the wrong
direction» [11].

It is also noteworthy that their attitudes’ split in October 2009 was «More
than half of Jordanians believe their country is going in the right direction
while less than a third believes things are going in the wrong direction» [12].

A clear majority of the Jordanians welcome the idea of joining the Persian
Gulf Cooperation Council because they associate Jordanian membership with
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a possible inflow of money and neither with desperate need for political and
democratic reforms. The said membership also presumes not only the attrac-
tion of increased investments but the creation of jobs for young unemployed
Jordanians.

The growing politicization and militarization of Persian Gulf countries
progressively increases the demand for human resources that can’t or won’t
be supplied by these countries. In this regard Jordan, having confirmed repu-
tation as a supplier of qualified personnel to the armed forces, may reinforce
so called «Arabian Peninsula Shield» by its servicemen and promote GCC’s
transformation into an independent military power of the region. Therefore
the most of Jordanians have a positive attitude towards the possible member-
ship in the Persian Gulf Council and except a certain enhancement of their
financial and material well-being and primarily an access to the jobs in differ-
ent sectors for Jordanian specialists.

In early 2015 the Jordanian participation in US-coalition fighting the Is-
lamic State (IS) took on a new dimension upon a brutal murder of Jordanian
Royal Air Force pilot Lt Muath al Kasasbeh who was burned to death by IS
jihadist militants after his F-16 Falcon aircraft fighter crashed down in Syria.
«This murder seems to have galvanized Jordanian society as well, even soft-
ening some of those who criticized the King for embroiling the Kingdom in
the U. S.-led war that would provoke such a backlash» [6].

Family of the murdered air force lieutenant and his countrymen played
a certain role of changing the Jordanians attitude towards exclusion from a
participation in the war contra fellow Muslims and support for military opera-
tions against IS militants. The King Abdullah II has visited Karak town per-
sonally to extend his condolences to Muath family and the F-16s after massive
bombing of IS jihadists’ bases on their way to home base have flown over their
combat fellow’s town and saluted him by waving the wings. As a proportion-
ate response Jordan executed two Iraqi jihadists, sentenced to death penalty,
and reported of killing 55 Islamic State militants during the mentioned air-
strike. Soon the international media reported that the United Arab Emirates
provided additional F-16 aircraft fighters to be used by Jordanian pilots dur-
ing the airstrikes on the IS jihadist positions.

Prior to the Muath’s murder the King of Jordan said during his meeting
with the US senators in December 2014 that his country will conduct merci-
less war against the terrorists on their territory. The monarch implicated
the air strikes of Jordanian Royal Air Force neither less than the participa-
tion in ground force military operations of the coalition in Syrian and Iraqi
territories. The risks of the invading Islamic State may threaten the very
foundations of the monarchy. The key topic discussed with the US President
Barak Obama on early Dec 2014 was US increased support to the Hashemite
Kingdom facing increased flow of refugees from Syria, Islamic State mili-
tants and economy troubles. There is a fear that «Islamic State fighters could
covertly slip into Jordan by hiding among the millions of refugees who have
poured over the border from Syria, escaping that country’s brutal civil war»
[15]. This concern is very serious for the fundamentals of the Kingdom and
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has aroused a real headache for the last generations of Hashemite monarchs.
The Jordanian officials have to take into account new realities of IS militants
warfare and the fact that «the state now perceives Jordanian Islamism as
influencing and being influenced by the experiences of jihadist forces in Iraq
and Syria which impacts for home grown terrorist threats» [13].

Thus the Jordan cannot carry alone that heavy burden of hosting the refu-
gees from its troublesome neighbours. International organizations as well as
«the UN refugee agency says Jordan is host to more than 600,000 Syrians,
who compete for goods and services with Jordanians and hundreds of thou-
sands of Palestinian and Iraqi refugees. The US has so far given Jordan $ 268
m to assist the Syrian refugees» [7].

It is worth noting that the US economic and military aid to the Hashemite
Kingdom has been already nearly doubled since 2011.

Conclusions. The dualistic monarchies (Jordan, Morocco) display more in-
vulnerable stability and adaptability during the Arab Spring turnover, com-
pared with fragile quasi-democracy republic regimes in Northern Africa.
Jordanian population in their majority feels the urgency of vital reforms
but demonstrate their aversion to provocative demonstration of the Left and
Muslim opposition in favour of phantom wellbeing if getting a full ally of the
prosperous Persian Gulf monarchies. A new wave of Syrian immigrants, es-
caping from the IS reality of harassment and intimidation, differs from those
of Iraqis refugees following the Gulf wars, who were financially more sustain-
able and who succeeded of pushing aside small and medium business Jordani-
an entrepreneurs. A new spiral of rivalry is triggered between different layers
of Palestinians, reinforced by West Bank’s and even Gaza Strip’s migrants,
and so called old Jordanians of famous families, supported by Bedouins tribes.
A new thread of bringing Islamic State ideology may galvanize the Jordanian
society and create tensions among the communities as it did before.

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D. TRUMP’S FOREIGN POLICY IN THE MIDDLE EAST: CONCEPTUAL
FOUNDATIONS AND PRACTICAL IMPLEMENTATION

Summary

The Middle East traditionally remains in the sphere of interest of the American
foreign policy. Due to the tense security context in the region and to the complex-
ity of socio-political and geopolitical processes there the US engagement is needed.
D. Trump’s administration shows the lack of clear vision and coherent strategy in the
region. It poses a threat for the US position in the Middle East and to the security
situation in the region in whole. Despite the fact that the formal regional strategy
corresponds to the conceptual framework the absence of complex vision of the regional
problems is evident. In contrast to previous administration that had coherent regional
strategy, D. Trump’s approaches are difficult for understanding in the conceptual
dimension. The concept of «principled realism» is controversial in its core as it is not
clear where the threshold between two notions is. Conservative behavior pattern of
the new administration turns the USA back to the traditional system of partnership
in the region. However, inconsistence of statements and actions do not allow to use
the potential of this backout. The lack of humanitarian aspect in approaches poses the
challenge to the efficiency of military actions taken by the American side as it does
not allow to tackle the roots of regional problems.

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OBAMA DOCTRINE: DID THE REPUBLICAN ALTERNATIVE EXIST?

The article is devoted to the study of the foreign policy views of representa-
tives of the Republican Party in the period 2008—-2016. There were three major
tendencies in the Republican Party: anti-interventionist, internationalist and
nationalist. All three groups were conservative, but they did not agree with
the consequences of the American «Grand strategy» under President Barack
Obama. The aim of the article is to study the Republican tactic under Obama
and to reveal the features of the intellectual contribution of each of the three
main groups as an opposition of the party to a democratic president.

Key words: Obama Doctrine, foreign policy, USA, Republican Party.

Basement of the Study. Over the last half century Democrats and Republi-
cans have differed not only on economic, but also on cultural and social issues,
such as crime, abortion and civil rights. The liberals gradually withdrew from
the Republican Party to the Democratic Party, while the conservatives did the
opposite. Both the electoral base and, to a large extent, representatives of the
congress from two major parties are polarized along ideological lines now. It
means that leaders of the Democratic Party resort to liberal political proposals,
while leaders of the Republican Party tend to conservative. Within the Repub-
lican Party, conservatives of different types play dominant role among party
activists, elected officials, donors, which support foundations, loyal media and,
above all, voters of the Republican Party. About two-thirds of Republicans call
themselves conservative in the United States. There were three major factions
or schools of thought in the Republican Party each of them has approximately
equal importance: anti-interventionists, internationalists and nationalists. All
three groups were conservative, but they didn’t agree with the consequences of
the American «Grand strategy» under President Barack Obama.

Analysis of Recent Researches. A lot of scientific works have appeared in
the last decade, devoted to the research of reasons for the failure of Barack
Obama’s presidency which began with such great hopes. Among them the
monographs of Ole Holsti, Henry Nau, and Colin Dueck need to be high-
lighted. For better understanding of this specific context the monographs and
articles of the most important political scientists were studied: from Henry
Kissinger and Zbigniew Brzezinski to Janusz Bugajski, George Friedman,
Robert Gilpin,
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Richard Haas, Samuel Huntington, John Ikenberry, Robert Kagan, and Jo-
seph S. Nye, Jr. At the heart of Barack Obama’s foreign policy strategy were
scientific achievements more of political idealists than realists, notably works
of Joseph S. Nye, Jr. Obama did not believe that conflict was the essence of
world politics; he believed that genuine and comprehensive international co-
operation would be possible if the opponents could learn to listen and adapt to
each other. According to Nye, «soft power» is the ability to get what you want
through attraction rather than coercion and payment. An important principle
of this method is that an object should not feel explicit pressure, since the im-
pact should be indirect, so that it gives the impression that the object came to
such conclusions on its own. The international actor is strong when it is able
to influence others more than others can influence it. Building on the ideas
outlined by Nye in his works, the Obama administration has been trying to
offer its own, qualitatively new approach, called smart power. No less inter-
est present scientific articles by Nicol Rae, Justin Logan, Bernardo Alvarez
Herrera, Gian Carlo Delgado Ramos, and Silvina Maria Romano. In addition,
the given article is based on officials’ memoirs such as William Brown, Jean
Kirkpatrick, Robert Gates, as well as different types of materials from the
American media (reports of journalists, reviews, sociological polls etc).

But the issue of the Republican alternatives is covered only tangibly, so it
seems to be an important aim to study the tactic of the Republicans during
Obama’s time and to identify the peculiarities of the intellectual contribution
of each of the three main groups — anti-interventionists, internationalists
and nationalists — as a party’s opposition to the Democratic president.

The Republicans participated in a sound internal debate on some of the al-
ternate foreign policy approaches, which is expected from the party that does
not have power. But the alternatives of the Republican Party’s foreign policy
were not limited to simple neo-conservatism, on the one hand, and isolation-
ism on the other. Also, most of Tea Party supporters were not isolationists.
The truth was actually more complicated. Republicans under Obama were di-
vided on foreign policy issues. The most devoted anti-interventionists of the
Republican Party had an impact on the Obama era, but they were a minority
in their own party. Most of the conservatives and Republicans, as Alex Alt-
man wrote, actually did not support any comprehensive separation or deep
reduction of US military force abroad [1]. In fact, two of the three leading
factions of the Republican Party — conservative nationalists and conserva-
tive internationalists — agreed on aggressive counterterrorism, reasonable
military spending, a solid line against such adversaries like Iran, support for
major alliances of the United States and more solid foreign policy approach
than President Obama had. The Republican conservatives remained the most
captious to national security issues from all American political groups.

According Nicol Rae, conservative anti-interventionists preferred a strate-
gy of deep retrenchment, including strict prevention of foreign wars, reduced
defence spending, reduced foreign assistance and reduced military presence
of America, the bases and commitments of the alliance abroad. Conservative
internationalists adhered to the opposite point of view, supporting the US
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foreign policy activity and global leadership in both military and non-military
aspects. Conservative nationalists were sceptical of foreign aid, state build-
ing, and multilateral humanitarian intervention, especially when President
Obama was concerned, but continued to maintain strong national defence and
a firm position about US adversaries abroad [2, p. 174-176].

Conservative anti-interventionists, like Senator Rand Paul, tended to avoid
foreign wars, reduce military spending, reduce US commitments in the alli-
ance and reduce spending for a «Grand strategy» to a minimum. It was an
overwhelming opinion in the Obama era, which coinciding with a massive loss
of interest in getting involved in foreign affairs. In selected issues, such as
American airstrikes in Syria, anti-interventionists were in the majority. They
had a growing network of analytical centres, journals, and elected officials to
present their views in which adherents, of the doctrine of freewill, played a
special and important role. Senator Paul, a serious contender for a Republi-
can candidature in 2016, considered that under President Obama the United
States did not reduce military interventions sufficiently far abroad, defence
spending, strategic commitments, drone attacks, « War on Terror», or inter-
nal spending in general. Therefore, anti-interventionists of the Republican
Party advocated a new big strategy of deep retrenchment [3].

In the days of George W. Bush, conservative Republicans, as a rule, were
convinced supporters of US military operations abroad. Anti-interventionists
of the Republican Party gathered momentum under Obama, and this was im-
portant itself. Inauguration of Barack Obama as a president demanded from
the conservatives of the Republican Party to become against the military ac-
tions of the United States as a whole. New interventions in Libya (2011) and
in Syria (2013) have been considered now by many conservatives as poorly
managed, overly expensive and unconstitutional. Even the American war in
Afghanistan, which was strongly supported by the majority of Republicans,
lost support in 2009-2010, as conservatives from the people and their repre-
sentatives in Congress considered Hamid Karzai’s Afghan government to be
wasteful, corrupt, and ungrateful for US support [1].

Justin Logan, the director of foreign policy studies at the Kato, added in
2012 that «the time had come to declare the alliance a relic of the past and
send NATO to rest» [4, p. 293].

Conservative internationalists are at the other end of the foreign policy
spectrum. Obama’s years as president have led to the fact that an increasing
number of conservatives of the Republican Party doubted in the internation-
alist policy of any kind [5, p. 51]. Among them there were Henry Kissinger,
John McCain, Lindsay Graham, Jeane Kirkpatrick, Mitt Romney, Jeb Bush,
Chris Christie, Bobby Jindal, Marco Rubio, Phil Ryan, and Rick Santorum.

Even famous figures as Charles Krauthammer and Robert Kagan support
military methods along with diplomatic and economic implements of US for-
eign policy. They stand for US leadership at the international level, support
the leading strategic US presence abroad and accept modern and historic in-
stitutes of American national security policy. Conservative internationalists
believe that the interests of the United States overseas should be large and
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expect multiple threats to these interests from numerous autocratic states,
as well as from violent non-state subjects. They consider Russia and China
to be rivals; support the policy of struggle with jihadists; are sceptical about
diplomacy in Iran and North Korea [6].

According Henry Nau, conservative internationalists of the Republican
Party differ from liberal internationalists with important features, for exam-
ple, the allocation of cooperation between sovereign democracies rather than
institutions of global governance. The format of internationalism, approved
by the American conservatives, is differed a lot from the version approved by
modern liberals. Conservative internationalists are inclined to pay more at-
tention to defence spending, military support for foreign allies and credible
counterterrorism, while liberal internationalists tend to emphasize the desir-
ability of guns’ control agreements, diplomacy with rogue states, UN support
and multilateral actions on climate change [7, p. 51-52].

Conservative internationalists are not monolithic: it’s a group that in-
cludes Henry Kissinger and John McCain. They are often divided by consider-
able range of philosophical inclinations and political positions, including the
possibility of diplomacy with American opponents, the relative importance of
promoting democracy and human rights as foreign policy priorities, the use
of force abroad, the desirability of multilateral agreement on specific issues
and the need for military foresight against deterrence [8].

Neo-conservatives can be defined as a subspecies of conservative interna-
tionalists who contribute to power idealism in external affairs. First-genera-
tion non-conservatives, such as Jeane Kirkpatrick, warned that promotion of
human rights issues with American partners could destabilize allied govern-
ments and ensure the growth of even worse regimes [9, p. 35—45].

Some current authors, usually described as neo-conservatives, such as col-
umnist Charles Krauthammer, have been sceptical of the fact that the Arab
Spring revolutions would lead to creation of democratic governments, friend-
ly US, while others, like Robert Kagan, were much more optimistic. During
Bush’s second term neoconservatives have lost their arguments on foreign
policy.

When it comes to foreign policy of the Republican Party, conservative in-
ternationalists have the majority of political, intellectual and organizational
forces. Each presidential candidate from the Republican Party after the end of
the Cold War has been in favour of some form of conservative international-
ism. It was in 2012 when the party supported the candidacy of Mitt Romney
the governor of Massachusetts. The majority of presidential candidates for the
Republican Party in 2016 also retreated from a conservative internationalist
approach. For example, it was Florida Governor Jeb Bush, Governor of New
Jersey Chris Christie, Louisiana Governor Bobby Jindal, Senator Marco Rubio,
Representative Phil Ryan, and former Senator Rick Santorum. Most former
officials of the executive power in the Republican Party are inclined to some
version of conservative internationalism, as well as most of the leadership
of the congress. Republican Senate representatives are still a stronghold for
conservative internationalists such as John McCain and Lindsay Graham [10].
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Conservative internationalists are influencing and maintaining a signifi-
cant network of journals, funds, analytical centres and multimedia. A number
of important interest groups on political and centre-right issues share the
positions with internationalists. For example, in the years of Bush, there
was an impulse to solve problems of external assistance and human rights in
Africa and beyond. In addition, a large number of Republicans in all regions
of the country understand that America’s current economic prosperity is in-
creasingly linked to external conditions, and this prevent any strict isolation
from world affairs. In general, internationalist sentiment is still substan-
tially stronger among American conservatives and Republicans than often
perceived. This is especially right on issues related to the use of force abroad.

Assistance to foreign countries has not been widely popular among the
population, partly because the level of assistance was considered to be over-
estimated, but most Republicans actually supported the highest level of US
assistance to Africa and Israel. Indeed, a large majority of Republicans tend
to be very warm towards Israel, considering it as the key ally of the United
States and supporting its defence in the case of attack. On the main issue of
whether the United States should dismantle its traditional multilateral com-
mitments abroad, most of the Republican voters said «no». Indeed, voters of
the Republican Party maintained preservation of these commitments more
than Democrats. Most Republicans supported the use of US troops to protect
US traditional allies, such as South Korea, Israel, and Taiwan, if they were
subjected to attacks. As for South Korea, for example, more than two-thirds
of Republicans said they would defend United States military assistance to
South Korea in the case of attack. Most Republicans also advocated a broad
extension of US strategic presence in Europe, East Asia and the Middle East
[11, p. 176].

The third foreign political group within the Republican Party is conser-
vative nationalists, the group that can go in various directions on issues
of the American big strategy, depending on the circumstances. Conservative
nationalists, for ex., Tea Party, have special support from the South, the in-
terior inhabitants of the West, white voters of the working class. During the
Obama period conservative nationalists like Michele Bachmann, Rick Perry,
Ted Cruz, formed the main tendencies that were spread in the USA House of
Representatives and at the top of the Republican Party. They supported the
mighty American military, did not object to the use of force against security
threats. As Bernardo Alvarez Herrera underlined, conservative nationalists
considered multiple aspects of a liberal internationalist tradition, including
foreign economic assistance, as naive, wasteful, threatening for US sovereign-
ty [12]. They regarded President Obama as weak and indecisive on national
security issues.

During 2009-2010 Sarah Palin and Tea Party supported the US military
effort in Afghanistan, providing significant bipartisan support to Obama’s
troops in that country. In 2011 they felt immediately to the ungrateful ally of
the United States, Afghanistan. It has made even wider controversy about US
economic support for such allies. In general, the good intentions of US inter-
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ventions in the Muslim world were sour. Nationalists suspected that American
military intervention was helping Islamist radicalism rather than fighting
it — and they announced this suspicion in the new debate over Libya and
Syria. Fearing that Obama would intervene in Libya in 2011, most national-
ists of the Republican Party opposed it. The same situation was repeated in
August and September 2013 in relation to Syria [13, p. 557].

Republican nationalists, like Senator Ted Cruz, openly disdained the style
of Obama’s leadership. Indeed, the biggest trick for the Jacksonists was the
opposition to President Obama, through the conviction that his domestic po-
litical agenda is a serious threat to American traditions of a limited govern-
ment. The intensity of this belief has had side effects in foreign policy and US
national security. Such presidential candidates in 2002 as Michele Bachmann
and Rick Perry supported conservative nationalism in external affairs just
like Ted Cruz, presidential candidate in 2016, and former governor of Alaska
Sarah Palin. Left-wing elites disregard them as «very conservative» [12].
However, this is their force in the Republican Party.

Particular attention deserves the connection of Tea Party with conserva-
tive nationalism. External observers often assume that the Tea Party should
be an isolationist or anti-interventionist in foreign affairs. Most, however, do
not do this. According to a series of public opinion polls, the set of foreign
policy views expressed by supporters of the Tea Party from 2009 to 2010
was a hawk American nationalism, sceptical about new interventions in Syria
and Libya, but undoubtedly supporting reliable counterterrorism campaigns,
strong national defence and firm position against numerous opponents of the
United States abroad. Most of the confusion on this topic is explained by the
fact that for supporters of Tea Party foreign policy is not their main task. The
Tea Party movement has evolved as a reaction to President Obama’s domestic
policy in 2009; the main problems were limited government, excessive federal
spending and constitutional conservatism. This, apparently, had some inci-
dental impact on US foreign policy. However, the main emphasis on internal
problems is not the same as the clear adherence to isolationism. In fact, the
majority of Tea party supporters are not isolationists at all. They just focus
on internal issues and pay particular attention to preserving US national
sovereignty [12]. The most dramatic symbol of the Tea Party (the historic
Gadsden flag with a coiled snake on a yellow background, which states: «Do
not tread on me») clearly expresses these different directions. The snake’s
statement can be considered as an advantage to non-intervention, if possible.
It can also be considered as a rejection of retreat and warning of a battle. This
very combination of instincts characterizes conservative American national-
ists to this day.

Conclusions. In the days of Obama, conservative anti-interventionists (for
ex., Senator Rand Paul) represented a significant political force within the
Republican Party. The Americans in the overwhelming majority were con-
cerned about internal and economic problems, not external affairs. The on-
going weak recovery after the 2008—-2009 recessions only strengthened this
tendency. The public was sceptical about new military interventions or na-
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tional projects abroad. This tiredness from foreign wars and international
spending has spread widely to the Republican Party. An important priority
was to reduce public spending of all types. International spending had fewer
defenders. A lot of conservatives complained that Obama’s appeal to the US
military current commitments and fight against terrorism is incompetent and
unconstitutional, and neglects the authority of Congress.

Conservative internationalists — from Henry Kissinger, John McCain,
Lindsay Graham, Jeane Kirkpatrick to Mitt Romney, Jeb Bush, Chris Chris-
tie, Bobby Jindal, Marco Rubio, Phil Ryan, and Rick Santorum, preferred
a strong presidential leadership when it was going about national security
policy. They were mostly optimistic about the latent capabilities of the United
States in relation to their opponents. They advocated a reasonable level of
defence spending, support for American military preferences and were con-
vinced that US military might establish a lasting international order. From
the point of view of the main strategic options for the United States, interna-
tionalists have opposed any deep reduction and preferred strategies of interac-
tion, containment, and sometimes regime change. They, as a rule, advocated
the support of traditional US allies abroad. Internationalists supported a suf-
ficient level of US foreign assistance as necessary for America’s influence and
role as a world power. They supported participating in international economic
institutions as a prerequisite for encouraging public economic order abroad.
Internationalists have been enthusiastic about free trade, which is beneficial
to the American economy. Equally important, they believed that the promo-
tion of trade leads to more free international system, more prosperous and
friendly to US strategic interests. They often preferred the promotion of de-
mocracy abroad for the same reasons. Internationalists often supported the
use of persistent diplomacy against American opponents abroad if it relied on
solid government. They advocated an electoral multilateral approach, which,
if possible, worked through international institutions without considering
such institutions as the veto power of the US national interests. Internation-
alists were not a dominant influence, but they were still a force that was quite
capable of fighting for the leadership of the Republican Party. Despite the
tendencies of recent years, conservative internationalists had more aggressive
views on a range of foreign policy issues that was rooted historically, politi-
cally, ideologically and institutionally.

Conservative nationalists (Michele Bachmann, Rick Perry, Ted Cruz, and
Sarah Palin) were concerned with military aspects of US foreign policy: de-
fence spending, latent actions, strategic alliances and preventive armed ac-
tions abroad, if needed. At the same time, they are extremely uncomfortable
with non-military aspects of US internationalism, including foreign assis-
tance, multilateral organization, state-building, humanitarian intervention
and diplomatic actions to other states. Historically, nationalists have opened
up various strategic options: from non-interference to regime change, but
did not have interest in classical liberal integration or placement strategies.
Nationalists were little interested in cosmopolitan projects of world order
and global governance. In fact, they valued the preservation of the national
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sovereignty of America. However, they believed in the necessity for US
military superiority over any opponent. In a word, they preferred the use
of foreign sticks, but not the carrots. This particular mixture of qualities
left them somewhat unclear, since they were neither internationalists nor
isolationists.

Consequently, all three factions of the Republican Party at one time put

forward interesting and theoretically effective alternatives to the Obama doc-
trine. But their inability to reconcile their thoughts and, even more, actions
actually provided Obama with two terms in the White House.

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SULTANISM AND SEMI-AUTHORITARIANISM IN POST-SOVIET
AZERBAIJAN

The article is devoted to the research of hybrid political regime in post-Soviet
Azerbaijan. The aim of the research is to apply a new conceptual framework,
proposed by political scholar Farid Guliyev, combining concepts of sultanism
and semi-authoritarianism. The research concludes that sultanistic semi-au-
thoritarianism can be suitable model to study systemic political transforma-
tions of Azerbaijan at the beginning of XXI century.

Key words: Azerbaijan, hybrid regime, semi-authoritarianism, sultanism.

The aim of the article is to apply a new conceptual framework, combining
concepts of sultanism and semi-authoritarianism in study of political trans-
formations of post-soviet Azerbaijan at the beginning of XXI century. We
can distinguish the following tasks: 1) reviewing the concept of the gray zone
of political regimes; 2) revealing main features of «sultanism» and «semi-
authoritarianism»; 3) applying cross-theoretical approach to political develop-
ment of post-Soviet Azerbaijan.

Analysis of Researches. One of the central topics of transition and de-
mocracy studies is the existence of hybrid political systems, which fall under
the category of gray zone of political regimes. Larry J. Diamond, American
political scientist in the field of democratic studies, argues that many of new
regimes are not democratic, they may or may not undergo political changes,
and be in transition from authoritarianism towards consolidated democracy,
so they fall into the «political gray zone between full-fledged democracy and
outright dictatorship are in fact electoral democracies, however feckless and
poorly functioning, but many fall below the threshold of electoral democracy»
[4, p. 23].

Thomas Carothers, who holds position of a Vice president for studies at
the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, states that it is evident
that most of the countries moving away from authoritarianism tend not to
follow a three-part process of democratization — opening, breakthrough, and
consolidation. Moreover, he claims that elections in these regimes do not
facilitate fostering of democratic development, and underlines the influence
of economic, social, institutional preconditions. Also, the challenge of state-
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building along with democracy-building one, that is faced by the countries of
gray zone [2, p. 17].

We consider that the concept of gray zone introduces a solution to the
problem of identifying post-soviet political development of Azerbaijan. Some
peculiarities of Azerbaijan’s political system give us reasons to assume that
it does not fit to pure authoritarian or democratic model. That is why cross-
theoretical approach of sultanism and semi-authoritarianism will be applicable
in case of Azerbaijan.

The term «sultanism» was originally developed by German sociologist, phi-
losopher and political economist Max Weber in his work «Economy and Soci-
ety», who referred to it as to a form of traditional authority and an extreme
case of patrimonialism.

Further conceptualization of sultanistic regime emerged from Juan Linz’s
comparative analysis of nondemocratic regimes. Houchang E. Chehabi, Irani-
an-German political scholar, and Juan J. Linz, Spanish sociologist and politi-
cal scientist, argue that, the ideal type of contemporary sultanistic regime is
based on personal rulership, loyalty to which is not motivated by his embody-
ing or an ideology, mission and charisma, but by a mixture of fear and re-
wards for collaboration. The ruler’s power is exercised at his own discretion,
and is not restrained by rules, commitments to an ideology or value system.
This rulership subverts bureaucratic administration and leads to corruption at
all levels of society The salient feature of this type of regime is the weakness
of traditional and legal-rational legitimation as well as the lack of ideological
justification [3, p. 7].

Sultanistic regime is highly personalistic and can be characterized by the
fusion of the private and the public, familial power and dynasticism. Staff
of leader are members of his family, friends, business associates, or men
directly involved in the use of force to sustain the regime. Thus, staff’s
position derives from their personal submission to the rule, and there is
no distinction between a state career and personal service to the ruler [7,
p. 579].

As a result, patrimonial administration is established and maintained by
the ruler’s benefices to the staff in order of their service to his private pur-
poses. Neopatrimonial administration is an organizational hybrid of patrimo-
nial networks built into the formal bureaucratic organization [7, p. 583].

The point is that no regime can fit perfectly to above-mentioned ideal
type. That is why sultanism can be restrained by legal-rational norms and
the ruler’s discretion is less extensive. Constitutional fasade and multiparty
system are maintained, elections are organized, but incumbent government
stays in power and actions of the opposition are restricted [3, p. 18]. Society
is penetrated unevenly, as there are some public life areas that threaten the
ruling groups. Oppositional activists of sultanism usually concentrate abroad
as intellectuals are driven into exile by regime [3, p. 26].

In addition, natural resources, such as oil as in case of Azerbaijan, highly
profitable production of which is in hands of one or few entrepreneurs can
provide the resources for this type of regime [3, p. 27].
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Before moving on to the theory of semi-authoritarianism, it is necessary to
give definition of authoritarianism. According to Robert E. Bedeski, who is
Professor Emeritus in the Department of Political Science at the University of
Victoria, authoritarianism is historically generated response to state crises of
political order, democratic failure, social polarization, economic stagnation,
and international instability, which main characteristics are dictatorship of
an elite, with the occasional personality cult. Authoritarianism is a theory and
a political system associated with dictatorship, and is based on obedience to
authority, opposing political autonomy of individuals [1].

Modern authoritarian systems usually operate through single, dominant
parties, which control government and other key spheres of social life. Re-
gime can be characterized by concentration of executive, legislative, and ju-
dicial power and absence of popular competitive elections, as the problem of
succession of power is usually solved by the party machinery [1].

Juan J. Linz and Alfred Stepan in their work «Problems of Democratic
Transition and Consolidation: Southern Europe, South America and Post-
Communist Europe» stated that authoritarianism is a political system with
limited political pluralism, having no guiding ideology, but with distinctive
mentalities [11, p. 44]. They highlighted that under authoritarian political
system power is exercised by leader or small group, operating within formally
ill-defined, but predictable norms, as well as, with system of institutions to
generate and allocate power in predictable way [11, p. 62].

Passing to the theory of semi-authoritarianism it is important to distin-
guish work «Democracy Challenged: The Rise of Semi-Authoritarianism» by
political transformations analyst Marina Ottaway, who states the existence
of semi-authoritarian regimes, which fall under the category of hybrid re-
gimes [13]. The collapse of the Soviet Union led to disappearance of the par-
ticular type of institutionalized authoritarianism associated with socialism,
with its massive single party and complex ideological apparatus. Semi-au-
thoritarian regimes are political systems that combine rhetorical acceptance
of liberal democracy, some formal democratic institutions, and respect for a
limited sphere of civil and political liberties with illiberal or authoritarian
practices. Such regimes leave enough space for political parties and organi-
zations of civil society to operate, for an independent press to function to
some extent, for private businesses to grow and for some political debate
to take place [13, p. 3]. They are established in unfavorable conditions for
democratic consolidation, such as weak institutional system, authoritarian
traditions, socioeconomic problems, and ethnic, religious or territorial con-
flicts [13, p. 4].

In addition, semi-authoritarianism has undermined the so-called donor’s
model, which interprets, democratization as a three-phase process: liberaliza-
tion, transition and consolidation [13, p. 8-9]. Firstly, these regimes show
that liberalization and transitional elections can constitute the end of democ-
ratization process, creating semi-authoritarian regimes. Secondly, the nega-
tive impact of such conditions as stagnant economies or ethnic polarization
was demonstrated. Thirdly, it was shown that semi-authoritarian outcome is
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not something imposed by autocratic leaders on a population, but it is some-
thing accepted and desired by the population [13, p. 13—-14].

The outstanding feature of semi-authoritarian regimes is the existence of
mechanisms effectively preventing the transfer of power through elections
from the hands of the incumbent leaders or party to a new political elite or
organization, blocking power transfers function despite the existence of for-
mally democratic institutions and the degree of political freedom granted to
the citizens of the country. The regime may hold open multiparty elections.
However, there is no way to challenge the power of the incumbents. Elections
are not the source of the government’s power, and thus voters cannot transfer
power to a new leadership [13, p.15].

Semi-authoritarian regimes doesn’t have the party machine, like authori-
tarian one, and an open election system, like democratic one. Their stability
is based on the leadership of an individual or small elite, rather than on in-
stitutions. So the power of semi-authoritarian regimes is based on a mixture
of two factors: manipulation of formal democratic institutions by incumbents
and acceptance of the regime by citizens [13, p. 17].

Despite existence of opened spheres of social life, semi-authoritarian gov-
ernments may impose limitations on civil society organizations and indepen-
dent media, including restrictive registration laws and overt and covert pres-
sure to limit their political activities [13, p. 18].

Marina Ottaway reveals three types of semi-authoritarianism: regimes in
equilibrium, regimes in decay, and regimes that are experiencing dynamic
change [13, p. 20]. Countries of semi-authoritarianism of decay did not expe-
rience formal return to the single-party system, opposition political parties
and civil society organizations are allowed. Some independent media orga-
nizations still operate despite many restrictions and arrests of journalists.
However, the political space is closed for any changes and there are no factors
affecting the balance of power [13, p. 21].

According to Marina Ottaway Azerbaijan is a case of the semi-authoritar-
ianism of decay, considering the overall situation in the country, economy
stagnation in all sectors except oil one, and fragmentation of political parties
and civil society [13, p. 24].

Farid Guliev, policy analyst, who focuses on the politics and political
economy of Central Asia and South Caucasus, divides political history of
Azerbaijan after independence into three parts: communist rule (1991-1992),
national-democrats in power (1992-1993), and sultanistic semi-authoritarian
regime (since 1993) [8, p. 414].

The Aliyev family has ruled Azerbaijan and shaped its politics for a last
few decades. Heydar Aliyev held the position of first secretary of the Azer-
baijani Communist Party from 1969 until 1987. After military coup of March
1993, he won president elections with 99 % of the vote, and was reelected
with 78 % support in 1998 [9, p. 2]. Heydar Aliyev claimed that he played
role of «the Father of the Nation» or «the Leader» as Mustafa Kemal Ataterk
played in the history of Turkey, and was perceived as the savior of the nation
from the chaos of 1990 —1993 years [8, p. 417].
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In 2003 Heydar Aliyev passed power to his son. IlTham Aliyev took the
reins of his father’s campaign and won office with 78 % of the vote [9, p.
340]. In short, despite the presence of multiple opposition parties, Azerbai-
jani presidential elections have been dominated since 1993 by the incum-
bent regime. These dynamics define Azerbaijan as a stable case of sultanistic
semi-authoritarianism. Thus, the father-to-son succession is a valid feature
of sultanism, as well as regime’s political patronage, which is interested in
keeping that regime in power. The system built around Aliyevs depends on
the Nakhchivan and Yeraz clans, that proves existence of neopatrimonial
networks [5, p. 80].

Current situation in Azerbaijan confirms statement of the so-called «re-
source curse», as revenues from natural resources contribute to the mainte-
nance of sultanistic regime, reducing in different ways the pressure for de-
mocratizing the system. Crucial moment was signing of the «Contract of the
Century» in 1994. State ownership of the country’s oil resources, through the
State Oil Company of Azerbaijan (SOCAR), has provided the presidential fam-
ily with informal control over the energy sector, allowing them to spend rev-
enues from this sector on to maintenance of political stability in the country,
through public spending, repression, and the creation of patronage networks
[10, p. 127].

The existing patronage system is characterized by a dynamic relationship
between political and economic power, as political power is used to gain more
income and vice versa, which raises the resistance of ruling elite to both ex-
ternal and internal challenges [10, p. 130].

Thus, institutionalized corruption and nepotism, which are peculiar traits
of a sultanistic type of political regime, are present in Azerbaijan. Family,
kinship-based groups and regional networks are influential social institutions
of Azerbaijani society that penetrate formal governmental structures, weak-
ening political institutions [8, p. 417]. Azerbaijan is extremely corrupt nation
due to its neopatrimonial networks. Transparency International’s Corruption
Perceptions Index (2017) ranks it 122 among 180 countries [14].

According to Farid Guliyev, one explanation of patrimonialism in Azer-
baijan is that it is a predominantly Muslim traditional society with inherited
social, economic, religious, and political systems of the past. In this respect,
Azerbaijan resembles Middle Eastern countries, where patterns of patrimonial
leadership have their roots in the life and politics of the Prophet Mohammad
and are based on personal charisma [8, p. 418].

Another evident feature of sultanism in Azerbaijan is the lack of rule of
law. Numerous violations of human rights, detention of oppositionists, and
tightened grip on civil society especially during Arab Spring protests in 2011,
which raised concern among the ruling elite. For incumbent government, the
global threat of Islamic extremism is a point of vulnerability and source of po-
litical leverage, becoming a justification for sending out political dissent [6].

Due to the theory of semi-authoritarianism in Azerbaijan were present fa-
vorable conditions for its foundation and institutionalization such as weak po-
litical institutions, newly constructed national identity, introduction of mar-
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ket economy and the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict, which country’s political
elite has used as an excuse for its authoritarian political practices [8, p. 421].

The democratic stimulus was relatively weak from the beginning, as Azer-
baijan was pushed toward a new political system not so much by internal fac-
tors but by the dissolution of the Soviet Union. It can be proved by the fact
of reelection of former communist party leader — Heydar Aliyev to the presi-
dency in 1993. Moreover, economic conditions of country has not facilitated
further political change — weak private sector, the natural resources sector
has not been a subject to privatization and has been dominated by monopolies
or oligopolies, the absence of full scale privatization process has not given rise
to an independent business class. Corruption has become the defining factor
of this system, diminishing political pluralism [12].

Presence of some open domains — opposition parties, independent media
and operating non-governmental organizations proves that Azerbaijan in not
fully authoritarian. Thus, in Azerbaijan opposition parties exist both legally
and in practice. In Azerbaijan opposition parties’ leaders continue to deepen
their ties with Western governments and organizations. Under these condi-
tions, incumbent government can not act aggressively against the opposition,
as it will be noticed by human rights monitors or the Euro-Atlantic commu-
nity. Due to that, Azerbaijan’s authorities without actually forbidding op-
position parties, use formal and informal means to undermine their political
effectiveness [9, p. 346].

Further, executive branch dominates in Azerbaijan, which is noted for
semi-authoritarianism. Although, democratic constitution was adopted in
1995, which guarantees extensive rights like all modern democratic constitu-
tions and envisages the independence of three branches and division of powers
[8, p. 418].

Conclusion. Regime of post-Soviet Azerbaijan is in the gray zone of politi-
cal regimes. As it is hard to characterize it as neither purely authoritarian,
nor fully democratic. The Azerbaijani case fits a cross-theoretical combina-
tion of semi-authoritarianism with sultanism. The cross-theoretical approach
is chosen because there are no pure cases of sultanism, and there are present
elements of democracy and opened spheres of social life in Azerbaijan that
can not exist under pure sultanism or authoritarianism. However, elements
of democracy are restrained to certain limits in order to prevent fundamental
changes in political domain, what is a feature of semi-democratic regime.

Azerbaijani incumbents hold regular multiparty elections, allow parlia-
ments to function, and recognize within limits, the rights of non-govern-
mental organizations, independent press and opposition parties to operate.
However, regime is not in danger of losing its power, as the democracy game
is played and control is retained. All above mentioned proves presence of
semi-authoritarianism in Azerbaijan.

Within the theory of sultanism, one can see the fusion of private and
public sectors, a strong tendency toward familial power and dynastic succes-
sion, absence of distinction between a state career and personal service to the
ruler, lack of ideology and effective functioning of rational-legal norms, the
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dominance of executive branch of power, and dependence of economic power
on a personal relationship to the ruler, proving existence of neopatrimonial
networks in society. Furthermore, revenues from vast natural resources make
it possible to maintain regime’s stability.

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FOREIGN POLICY OF ARGENTINA IN THE POST-BIPOLAR PERIOD

Summary

The article considers the foreign policy of Argentina in the post-bipolar period,
identifies the main directions of cooperation with the United States, Russia, China,
the EU and Latin American countries. Distinguish the main areas of cooperation: po-
litical, economic and defense, emphasize the role of Argentina in these processes. First
free presidential elections were held in Argentina in 1989. K. Menem came to power,
which initiated the creation of MERCOSUR and pursued a policy of rapprochement
with the United States. An effective domestic policy led out Argentina to a new level
of development of the country, which positively affected its international level.

Nestor Kirchner advocated rapprochement with the countries of the European
Union, security policy remained an important component in shaping the country’s
foreign policy strategy; in particular, the important role of the UN was assigned in
solving international problems, international terrorism issues, supporting disarma-
ment policy and non-proliferation of nuclear weapons.

Christina Kirchner was the initiator of the implementation of the policy of mul-
ticulturalism. During her governing, there was a rapprochement with China, Russia
and Brazil. Argentina was keen to join the BRICS group. Analysis of foreign policy
M. Macri gives a complete picture of the situation of Argentina at the present stage,
its role in international relations. The new political course of M. Macri is based on
the renewal of democratic values within the country, the status of Argentina’s leader
in Latin America, and the maintenance of friendly relations with the United States.
Despite the deterioration of Ukrainian-Argentine relations over the past 5 years, out-
lines the main trends in relations between Ukraine and Argentina at the present day.

FORMATION OF ENGAGEMENT POLICY

Summary

Geopolitical processes in the modern world require from the states to form national
strategies that are orientated to the successful functioning of the nations under the
conditions of transnational systems basing on the diasporas abroad.

The mechanism of state policy management in regard to the Bulgarian communities
abroad has been formed in the Republic of Bulgaria during two decades. The institu-
tional system of the Bulgarian state bodies, which hold jurisdiction over the policy on
Bulgarians abroad, includes the highest governing bodies, bodies with general power
and specialized bodies.

This article considers the process of formation of the Republic of Bulgaria’s policy
on the Bulgarian diaspora in Ukraine, that is considered on the basis of analysis of
state laws and political programmes, and the system of state bodies and their activity.
On the basis of the conducted analysis, conclusions have been made that the national
strategy of the Republic has developed in the direction of the integration of all persons
of Bulgarian origin in the united nation that exists outside of territories and borders.
The state supports the idea of the creation of the supranational body with representa-
tive authority.

Bulgaria is interested in resources belonged to the ethnic diaspora of compatriots
(demographical and intellectual potential, institutional and social abilities) in the en-
vironment of the state of residence. Herewith, the Republic of Bulgaria demonstrates
the readiness to create mechanisms of attraction of the abroad compatriots to partici-
pate in the national-development of Bulgaria.

Summury

Being the point of intersection between Europe and the Middle East, from the
Eastern Balkans to the South Caucasus, not only in terms of important oil, gas, energy
and trade routes, but also in terms of different cultures and civilizations, the Black
Sea Region has always been a center of geostrategic importance, interests and activi-
ties of the main global and regional powers. Over the past decades, the distinctive
feature of the Black Sea regionalism has been the diversity of integration initiatives
and cooperation programs. On the one hand, it fosters the establishment and improve-
ment of communication channels, institution-building process, and on the other hand,
competing initiatives have a negative impact on regional development and on security
environment in the Black Sea Region in general.

The proposed article analyzes the experience of regional cooperation and regional-
building processes in the Black Sea region between 1991-2017. It deals with three
interconnected aims. First, to provide theoretical frameworks regarding the concept
of «region» and «regionalism». Second, to define internal and external actors in the
Black Sea region — their interests and approaches towards the process of regional-
ism. Third, to analyze the Black Sea regionalism dynamics and factors that hinder the
process of regional integration.

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FACTOR OF THE CONCEPT «EUROPE OF REGIONS»
IN THE PROCESSES OF DECENTRALIZATION IN UKRAINE

Summary

The article considers the process of development of the decentralization reform in
Ukraine, started in 2014. The aim of the article is to analyze the conformity of the
reform process with the strategic goals declared be government and expectations of
the European organizations that have directed their efforts to support democratiza-
tion and improve the quality of administration in Ukraine. The article focuses on
the historical and political significance of the concept of «Europe of Regions», the
influence of which determined the course of the integration process on the European
continent and of the task of regionalization of the countries of Europe. In the article
was proposed to consider the reform of decentralization in Ukraine in the context of
a pan-European trend that began more than sixty years ago. The author drew atten-
tion to the existence of a significant scientific base, formed in Europe as a result of
the development of decentralization reforms. Was considered the process of forming
the European policy of decentralization and regionalization, was noted the influence
of such organizations as the Assembly of European Regions, the Congress of Local and
Regional Authorities of Europe, the Council of European Municipalities and Regions,
the Committee of the EU Region. It was pointed out that devolution, deconcentration,
divestiture, and deregulation are traditionally the forms of decentralization, which
manifest themselves in the political, budgetary and administrative spheres with the
aim of weakening centralism and overcoming the unification and unitarist tendencies.

The article examines the strategic goals of the government of Ukraine from 2014
and the expert and institutional assessments of the four-year stage of reform in
Ukraine. It is indicated that the data of national sociological companies diverge from
the expert assessments presented in 2017-2018 by the organizations of the Council
of Europe and the EU, as well as by the parliamentary committee of the Ukraine-EU
Association. It is noted that the declared goals of the government to implement de-
centralization reforms in practice prove to be poorly supported by real actions. The
reason for this is the unwillingness to carry out a full-scale reform, on the one hand,
in connection with the events in Donbass and the Crimea, and on the other hand, due
to the divergence of the views of Ukrainian reformers with the ideas of the supporters
of the European idea of «Europe of the Regions».

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DIRECTIONS OF INTELLECTUAL MIGRATION OF UKRAINIAN
CITIZENS

Summary

The article examines the geographical dimension of the processes of intellectual
migration of Ukrainian citizens. On the examples of educational and scientific migra-
tion the most popular states among Ukrainian scholars and students, where they seek
to pursue their professional activities or receive education, are identified. Special
factors that shape the attractiveness of certain states as the place of final destination
of migration movement are determined. Current trends and dynamics in the changes
of the migration priorities among the mentioned groups of the Ukrainian citizens are
studied. It is emphasized that in the context of geographical direction the processes
of intellectual migration differ from the general migration phenomenon. Among the
Ukraine’s intellectual elite the Central and Eastern European neighbor-states are less
popular than among migrant workers. The scientific elite of the state is oriented to-
wards emigration to countries where it can fully implement its potential. Therefore,
some developed states of the Western world — such as the USA and Germany — be-
come the priority recipients of highly educated Ukrainian migrants. Another powerful
movement of scientific migration was directed to Russian Federation — however, after
the events of the Revolution of Dignity and the beginning of Russian aggression, it
become less popular. On the other hand, Ukrainian students are guided by the prefer-
ences and opportunities provided by other states in the field of educational processes.
A simplified system for joining foreign universities and the financial availability of
education determine the priorities of this group of migrants, which has considerably
expanded in recent years. The undisputed leader in this case is Poland, which offers
extremely favorable conditions for Ukrainian entrants. In general, the demonstrated
popularity of the western vector among intellectual migrants has a certain positive
result, as it strengthens the civilizational choice of Ukrainian society and strong ties
the state to the Western world.

DOSTOYEVSKY AND MODERN RUSSIAN CONSERVATISM

Summary

This article examines the issue of Dostoyevsky political ideas integration in the
political process of post-Soviet Russia. The broad spectrum of modern interpreters of
his political work is analysed: from communist to radical panslavists. It can be seen
connection of Dostoyevsky’s ideas with the ideas of contemporary Russian conserva-
tives, ruling elite and Vladimir Putin’s state policy. It is indicated both their com-
monness and differences, in particular, attempts of the latter to combine the ideas of
Russian conservatism and Stalinist socialism, to justify the «red idea». It is noted,
that Dostoyevsky has created an original political conception, which goes beyond the
slavophilism frame. It is studied Dostoyevsky’s critical attitude towards the ideas of
socialism and liberalism, mainly for their utilitarianism, disregard of religion, «high-
est meanings» and man’s soul and nation. In Dostoyevsky’s construct special focus is
on the study of historical roots of Russian modern orientation to external expansion,
spreading its influence to the East, saving the Slavic world and towards fighting the
West, with a positive attitude towards Russia’s force use in international politics.
The reasons of the Orthodox Church political role strengthening in the country and
the world are studied. The important are principles of political ethics developed by
Dostoevsky and the need to impart a moral sound to politics. There is a disagreement
about accusations regarding his adherence to the ideas of Russian fascism. In some
sense, it can be said about populism of some his ideas, uncritically and excessively
ideally «drawing» the image of a Russian man. The psychology and technology of an
authoritarian rule which have been developing by Dostoyevsky are studied, which is
widely presented in the political practice of modern Russia as well.

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PRINCIPLE OF INCLUSION IN GLOBAL POLITICAL PROCESS

Summary

The article analyzes one of the three principles of the political strategies formation
in the 21st century — the principle of inclusiveness (the desire of the global political
process subjects to include into their sphere of influence the possible widest range of
political strategy objects — peoples, states, cultures, economies).

The emergence of the globalism ideology is largely based on the principle of in-
clusivism, which has been substantiated and developed since the era of the French
Enlightenment and up to the present time. Western inclusivism is based on the belief
in the final triumph of the liberal principles of social organization. On this basis, glo-
balization has a very definite social and political context — the inclusion of the whole
world in the system of Western values, institutions and economic structures as «the
most effective». To justify this, the West has a sufficiently developed conceptual base.
The main meaning of these concepts boils down to the assertion that the West gave to
the world a universal set of political values and institutions, and the success or failure
of the development of non-Western civilizations and countries depends on the degree
of their inclusion or non-inclusion in the Western political model (that is, on the de-
gree of their inclusiveness).

However, at the beginning of the 21st century, a radical transformation of tech-
nological and socio-political relations, which cast doubt on the effectiveness of the
Western inclusive model takes place,. All existing civilizations, national communities
and states feel their uniqueness and exclusiveness more than ever before. They are in-
creasingly aware that any unilateral and uncritical inclusion of one civilization in the
value system of another civilization is doomed to a historic failure.

The authors come to the conclusion that the political reality of the 21st century is
likely to be determined by the confrontation of several distinct inclusive paradigms.

ABOUT ROLE AND FEATURES OF BIOGRAPHIC GENRE IN MODERN
HISTORIOGRAPHY

Summary

The article deals with the reasons for the «capture» of historians by the biographi-
cal genre at the present time. The author analyzes the phenomenon of addressing the
history of the historical faculty of the Odessa University named after I. I. Mechnikov.
The author argues that history is more than science, because it has a scientific compo-
nent (conceptual apparatus, rigorous selection of facts and their validation during the
study), and the literary basis (language, style of writing), and the mythological aspect,
related to imagination.

The author notes that critical articles on historiography, published in serious sci-
entific publications, once again convinced that it is almost impossible for a historian
to stand up to his time, to avoid general enthusiasm for the political trend. After all,
everything that hangs today will inevitably be condemned. Whatever the worship of
the majority, it will be thrown into the dirt. Knowledge in general and knowledge of
history in particular gives the man the illusion that he has the apparatus of truth.

The biographer is in a better position, since the center of his attention is a special
person. And the more a person, the more its gap with its time, the more it is inter-
esting to the historian of his independence, in the words of Pushkin. The author il-
lustrates his thoughts on the peculiarities of the work of the biographer by way of a
critical analysis of two biographical sketches.

A biography like the hero’s myth. Autobiography is the most insidious and treach-
erous genre, because it more reveals the personality of the author than he himself
desires. The author seems to him to be exposing and judging someone, but in fact he
reveals himself. The size of the soul matters, except, of course, the mind. In fact, it is
extremely important how a person thinks about himself, that he emphasizes in others,
what he insists, denies and what is silent.

In the last part the author draws attention to the actual lessons of the history of
the historians himself and points out that there are no bad sources if there is the abil-
ity to work analytically with them.

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PARADOXICAL ASPECT OF POLITICAL COMMUNICATION

Summaru

The article substantiates, that the variety of linguistic meanings and points that
a person uses in the process of communication, gives the opportunity to «reconcile»
the contradictory manifold of his motivations, including paradoxically. The variety
of communicative meaningsis formed not only by the variety of signs, but also, for
example, by the possibility of connecting a sign with another object (metaphor), a par-
tial change in sign with the corresponding transformation of meaning (pun).There is
curious example from the political sphere of changing meaning in the sign «anuuka»,
associated with the involuntary transformation by the previous president of Ukraine
this sign into the «iiomka». As a consequence, the meaning of «evergreen tree with
needles» is transformed into the meaning «Ukrainian president, who does not know
the Ukrainian language well». The contradictory «four-basicity» of politics, which we
designate as the paradox of «four P» (particularity, publicity, populism, privilege) is
coherent to diversity of motivations human’s behavior. The politics, managing social
behavior, is designed to mobilize the motivation of the majority. This is being done
with the help of political messages that generate political points, including manipu-
lating the public constituent. The ineffectiveness of political communication in post-
Soviet Ukraine is due to the eclectic compound of Soviet mental models in political
messages in the form of bureaucratic — etatist and populist rhetoric with post-Soviet
rhetoric of stylized patriotism and pseudo-market freedom. The roots of eclecticism
are not only in the Soviet past, but also in the modern consumerization of the public
component of politics. Relying on the paradox «follow your inclinations, overcoming
them,» or otherwise avoiding the politicization of the non-political spheres of life and
manipulating the «signed consumption» of the masses, you can try to return publicity
to Ukrainian politics.

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«IDENTITY» AND/OR «IDENTIFICATION»: THE CHOISE
OF CATEGORY FOR POLITICAL ANALYSIS

Summary

The article discusses the heated debates of the last decades about the practisability
of using «identity» as a category of social and political analysis. The main arguments
of the parties are presented and analyzed. The main problems here are: the ambiguity
and controversy of the terms «identity» and «identity crisis»; heterogeneity of their
use, both in everyday language practice and in the scientific sphere; too close connec-
tion between the practical (obviously essentialist) and analytic use of these terms, that
devalues their analytic significance. The article «Beyond «Identity»» (2000), written
by the well-known American researchers of nationalism and ethnicity R. Brubaker
and F. Cooper, is considered in detail. The article presents a definitely critical view
on «identity». There are given the main arguments of the authors in favor of the
complete replacement of «identity», as category of scientific analysis, by more ad-
equate, in their view, groups of terms. Such, for example, as: «identification» and
«categorization»; «Self-understanding» and «social location»; «commonality» «con-
nectedness» and «groupness». An alternative approach to «identity» is considered —
the attempts, undertaken by P. Ricoeur, Z. Bauman and many others, to reformulate
or, in other words, to deconstruct the concept, thereby saving it from the essentialist
roots and claims. Particular attention is paid to the icon work that represents exactly
this approach, namely, the article of the British culturologist S. Hall «Who needs
«identity»?» (1996). Speculating within the framework of this approach, which al-
lows an understanding of «identity» in a new, shifted or decentered form, we made a
conclusion, that the term «identification», as a dynamic and constructed process, and
the concept of «identity», as the position of identification at a particular moment in
time, are preferable.

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NUCLEAR HISTORY DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE/UKRSSR
IN 1930S

Ukraine has participated in the nuclear physics research since the begin-
ning of physics development. However all achievements of scientists made
in Ukrainian institutions were marked as general Soviet ones. The study of
the Nuclear History of Ukraine report from the origins is aimed to evalu-
ate the real role of the scientists who worked at the territory of Ukraine/
Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic, their contribution to the Soviet atomic
project. Based on the facts and data represented in documents, old and newly
published papers and books the author reached the following conclusions.

1. Initially research in the nuclear physics were conducted in Ukrainian
institution first of all Odessa’s Novorossia University (presently Odessa Mech-
nikov National University) and Kharkov University from the end of th 19" —
very beginning of the 20*" century, the time when Ukraine was the part of the
Russian Empire. The USSR authorities paid much more attention to physics
and technology development, the new laboratories and institutes were estab-
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lished as well as the old one were renovated during 1920s. One of the new was
the Ukrainian Institute of Physics and Technology (UIPT) founded as an all-
Ukrainian head institute of physics and technology in Kharkov in 1928. The
reasons were the following: 1) there was a previous experience of radioactive
physics research and 2) Kharkov was the capital of the Soviet Ukraine at that
time.

2. Very soon UIPT become the Ukraine’s first and the Soviet Union’s sec-
ond physics institute aimed to consolidate all Soviet theoretical and experi-
mental research in nuclear physics. Such experienced scientists and experts
like I. Obreimov (the director of UIPT), L. Shubnikov (physics of low tempera-
tures), K. Sinelnikov, A. Leipunsky (nuclear physics), L. Landau (theoretical
physics) worked here. They initiated the opening of the Soviet Union’s first
Department of physical mechanics. Many of the scientists travelled abroad
to work at world’s leading physics centers, to exchange experience, study
new methods of research etc.. A. Leipunsky spent two years at the Caven-
dish Laboratory, Cambridge University, England, where he met with British
physicists John Cockcroft, one of the scientists who split the atom up at the
first time in the world. Then he worked at Berlin where he met and invite fa-
mous German physicians to affiliate with Kharkiv Institute. UIPT Physicists
(K. Sinelnikov, A. Leipunsky, A. Walter and G. Latyshev) were the scientists
who split the atom in the USSR in 1932.

After this occasion UIPT immediately started the construction of the new
high voltage laboratory with the Europe’s largest ultrahigh-voltage electro-
static proton accelerator following the design of the American physicist Rob-
ert van de Graaf. It worth to be mentioned that R. van de Graaf visited the
institute and the generator’s construction site in summer 1935, and he was re-
ally impressed by the scale of construction; the generator was then the world’s
largest and remained unsurpassed for a long time. Thus nuclear physics was
promoted to be a leading discipline at UIPT.

In the beginning of the 1930s UIPT hosted international and all-union
conferences on nuclear physics attended by such outstanding international
scientists as Niels Bohr, John Cockcroft, Wolfgang Pauli, Victor Weisskopf,
and others. It attracted famous academics from Austria and Germany such
as Alexander Weissberg, Martin Ruheman, Friedrich Houtermans and Fritz
Lange by the Institute’s personals’ potential and technical capabilities. Here,
on the initiative of Weissberg, the Physikalische Zeitschrift der Sowjetunion,
the first Soviet journal on Physics, was published in German and English.

The last statement based on the information from the collection of declas-
sified documents and materials on Atomic Project of the USSR published in
Moscow and Kharkiv as well as memoirs of A. Weissberg and A. Leipunsky.
The valuable contribution to this research was made by exploring the next
documents — the Interrogation record of Professor Friedrich Houtermans
that is a part of A. Leipunsky’s case from Kharkiv oblast Archive of Security
Service of Ukraine as well as his Report «Evaluation of the Quality, Political
Institution and Present Situation of Physicists, Engineers and Technically
Trained Helpers in Soviet Russia» from Niels Bohr Library & Archives (Col-
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lege Park, USA). These documents contain the evidence of the top interest of
Nazi Germany to the Ukrainian Institute. According to F. Houtermans words,
Germany wanted to get data on all experiments of Lange and Walter connect-
ed with the military use of pulse generator as a high-energy X-ray cannon: to
know the work plans and research subject of the UIPT scientists as well as the
some famous Soviet experts in Moscow and Leningrad that might be useful for
German Uranium project. Houtermans also highly estimated UIPT facilities
including a pulse generation and developments of Atomic Nucleus Department
of the Institute which, according to his thoughts, «achieved a worldwide mo-
nopoly» in the 1937.

The second document described the results of Houterman’s visit to the oc-
cupied UkrSSR in 1942. In 1940 Houtermans was deported to Germany where
he immediately started to work for the German nuclear weapons project. Soon
he was sent to Ukraine to inspect facilities in Ukraine and decided, which un-
evacuated equipment and experts could be used for the needs of the German
industry and could help with some problems of German, probably, nuclear
weapons research.

The results of this visit in 1942 are described in Houtermans’ report. Ac-
cording to Houtermans’ verdict, 80-90 % of the remained highly qualified
technical helpers from the Ukrainian physics institutes might be useful for
Germany’s purposes. He mentioned some of scientists and technical assistants
dealt with the nuclear physics from Kharkiv and Kiev who «can be considered
for the service of the German army and for future reconstruction in occupied
territories». Also Houtermans examined the possibility to construct or sim-
ply to remove the van der Graaf generator, which was really valuable for the
needs of German nuclear program.

3. Ukrainian scientists’ contribution to the Soviet nuclear program was
very significant. UIPT academics split the atom up for the first time in the
USSR and the second in the world (after British physicists John Cockcroft
and Ernest Walton). They created the biggest van der Graaf generator that
helped to get special «nuclear constants» data used to create nuclear weap-
ons in the USSR, organized the Impact Stress Laboratory (ISL) that was im-
mediately transferred under the auspices of the USSR Academy of Sciences
«as a special purpose laboratory oriented at the defense program». The ISL
was also engaged in uranium studies as a central facility for this program.
The ideas to use uranium as an explosive and a poison, as well as to take the
centrifuge-based technology for preparation of U-235 enriched uranium mix-
ture were first developed within the ISL. A. Leipunsky elaborated neutron
physics issues and peaceful use of atomic energy. His data were broadly used
on the international scale. Other outstanding scientist D. Ivanenko suggested
the proton-neutron nucleus theory that very soon became generally accepted.
Lev Shubnikov created the state-of-the-art cryogenic facility at UIPT. Even
the first design of the atomic bomb was elaborated by two young physicists
of Karkiv Institute — Maslov and Shpinel in 1940. So the UIPT was one of
the leading nuclear physics’ institutions of the USSR. This was confirmed by
the words of Sergey Vavilov, the President of the USSR Academy of Sciences
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in 1937 that the Kharkiv Institute covers more than one-quarter of the total
scope of physics in the USSR.

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SOFT POWER VS HARD POWER: IS THERE PLACE FOR THE EU
AT SUCH «COMMON NEIGHBOURING» COUNTIRES AS UKRAINE?

Every time while choosing behaviour strategy we try to analyze our
strengths and find the right set of tools to reach particular goal. The large
heterogeneous space of the newly independent post-USSR countries caused
many concerns and confusion among the main actors being unable to find a
policy option suitable for all the targeting countries. Enlargement of 2004
made some of the EU member states and many others part of the European
Neighbourhood. Understanding that these «Eastern Neighbours» largely var-
ies on their characteristics and objectives bring dynamics to the EU policies.
Alongside with internal changes and challenges posed by external players,
it shapes EU’s path in the integration-enlargement paradigm. An important
question behind this is whether by choosing «multi-speed EU» path we open
a door for multi-speed Europe in a broader sense? As The less obvious inside/
outside paradox is, the more space for manoeuvre in involvement of our part-
ners is available.

Relations of the EU and its «Eastern Neighbours» has gone through at
least three stages, including European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP) creation
in 2004; new ENP in 2008 and recent revision of the ENP in 2015. Beginning
with the New ENP divided into two regions of Mediterranean and Eastern
Partnership (proposed in 2008 by Poland and Sweden) there is an understand-
ing of high demand for closer relations up to membership aspirations at the
New Eastern European countries. The mechanism of cooperation can be called
«all for all», as countries treated without prejudice to individual countries’
aspirations for their future relationship with the EU. Meanwhile Eastern
Partnership as such was created to support their aspirations for closer ties.
These are main countries for the EU to pursue change using «soft power»
between countries able and willing to change on the EU pattern.

The main obstacle on the way of these «closer ties» lies at the fact that
these neighbours are not only neighbours to the EU as such, but also to the
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Russian Federation that has no aspiration to forget its glorious past. Keep-
ing in mind the abovementioned fact, it becomes extremely difficult for the
Union to foster relations at this «common neighbourhood» in parallel with
the EU’s strategic partnership with Russia. And the core contradiction is
not only in lack of resources or will to cooperate on both dimensions, but
rather at the extremely different understanding of role of the «common
neighbours» by the EU and the RF. While constructing a «ring of friends»,
mentioned above for the EU, whose security and prosperity is crucial for the
security and prosperity of the Union these counties also treated as betrayers
of the «common past of friendly nation» if not being involved into newly cre-
ated by Russia unions. After the failure of «soft power» and soft approaches
by the RF, meaning leading by example and try to attract rather than compel,
Russia has returned to old reliable and «hard power». This indeed foresees
that countries which are not in line with the Russian politics are posing a
threat to become part of the Western block and even more importantly, show
to Russian people alternative way of transformation into democratic and
prosperous state.

Eastern partnership countries are different in their nature and aspirations
and by recognition of this fact enabled the EU to move toward a tailored ap-
proach to these states. Of cause a lot now depends on internal transforma-
tions of such frontrunners as Ukraine and further path of development of the
Union itself, combined with dynamics of the war and frozen conflicts used
by Russian Federation. One way or another multi-speed Europe in a broader
context with practical means of integration seems to be currently the only
alternative to all-or-nothing approach that do not grand membership or even
membership perspective but combined with funding reforms would stabilize
Eastern neighbours, provide them with real objective to keep orientation on
the EU and resist Russian new policy.

THE ROLE OF ECOWAS IN MAINTAINING PEACE IN WEST AFRICA

At the time of its creation in 1975 ECOWAS (Economic Community of West
African States) aimed to promote the economic integration of its 15 member
states. The civil war that broke out in Liberia in 1989, however, marked a
turning point: an interposition force led by a Nigerian staff composed of
nationals from several important member states was created under the name
of ECOMOG (Ecowas cease-fire monitoring group).This strong approach has
been formalized by the 1999 Protocol on Conflict Prevention, which explicitly
linked economic development with peace, and the 2001 Additional Protocol
on Good Governance, which states that «any accession to power must be done
through free, fair and transparent elections «. Among the other instruments
used, ECOWAS uses information and election observation missions, the ap-
pointment of special representatives and mediators, sanctions and the estab-
lishment of international contact groups to resolve or prevent conflicts.

The dispatch of a peacekeeping force to Liberia in August 1990 by ECOW-
AS without the endorsement of the United Nations or the United States set a
precedent in the history of peacekeeping operations around the world. How-
ever, after nearly three years of mission, the results of this mission were very
mixed. According to the 1993 Human Rights Watch report, ethnic cleansing
ceased in the fall of 1990 with the intervention of the regional force, but the
failure to take into account other factors has mired the West African force in
a conflict that went beyond it, to the point that it showed a bias in the reso-
lution of the conflict. And it is finally after seven years of intervention, in
1997, that the 20,000 soldiers of ECOMOG put an end to that conflict.

As soon as the intervention in Liberia was over, it was the turn of the
neighbouring Sierra Leone to receive the forces. In 1997 ECOMOG was largely
redeployed in country, which had been in a civil war since 1991. The Nigerian
ECOMOG contingent evicted a military junta from Freetown (1997-98) and
reinstated the president Ahmad Tejan Kabbah in power. Then the ECOMOG,
which numbered up to 11,000 men, gave way in 2000 to a UN mission.

After Sierra Leone, it was the turn of Ivory Coast to receive an ECOMOG
intervention in 2003 composed of 1,300 soldiers, just after an armed rebellion
in September 2002 divided the country in two parts. The Ivorian conflict was
hardly over when Mali found itself in the grip of an armed uprising by north-
ern jihadist groups in January 2012. But that time ECOWAS intervened at
the 25th hour, after the French army helped the country to repel an invasion
that would have inexorably grabbed the capital Bamako.

Thus, even when conflicts seem to be only the business of a single country,
ECOWAS is actually concerned and challenged. Several of these reasons are
included in its regional mandate in terms of peace and security. These include
the regional spread of conflicts due to the porous borders of countries in cri-
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sis and the existence of cross-border dynamics at the level of populations and
actors of political or criminal violence; the transnational and regional circula-
tion of fighters and weapons estimated at about 10 million in circulation in
West Africa, half of which is held privately and beyond any form of public
control; and also the civil war in Libya and the NATO intervention that ag-
gravated the situation especially with the dissemination of more than 10,000
missiles from the arsenal of the Libyan defeated regime.

Moreover, although there is no denying of the leading role played by
ECOWAS in the diplomatic, military and security fields to the service of
peace in West Africa, its efforts are still insufficient to achieve the goals it
has set.

THE REASONS FOR THE US WAR IN AFGHANISTAN IN 2001

The events of September 11, 2001, shocked the whole world. After all,
the most powerful state has shown its vulnerability to the group of Al-Qaeda
militants. The issue relevance is due to the fact that the US war in Afghani-
stan has been the longest in its history. Moreover, the territory of Afghani-
stan remains a dangerous region, as well as the export of extremist ideology
spread by the Al-Qaeda group threatens the security of not only neighbouring
states, but the region as a whole. The purpose of this research is to analyze
the causes of the US military intervention in Afghanistan, the comprehensive
study of US policy towards Afghanistan since 2001, and the identification of
the reasons for the war to continue till the present day. US policy analyzed
in the research is based on the theory of political realism, according to which
the state is guided by the protection of its own interests, which had been the
characteristic of US policy in Afghanistan from 2001 to 2002, and the theory
of political liberalism, according to which the state aims to spread values,
specifically the spread of US democratic values, the formation of a democratic
state in Afghanistan and the democratization of its population.

The huge amount of research, memoirs and publicist literature is devoted
to the political prerequisites for the intervention of troops of the internation-
al coalition, mainly the United States, into Afghanistan. The main precondi-
tion and cause of the Afghan campaign is the terrorist attack of September
11, 2001, committed in New York by the terrorists of the radical Islamist
movement Al-Qaeda. However, many researchers believe that this is not the
only reason, since this operation is still ongoing.

After the events of September 11, 2001 in the USA, the administration of
George W. Bush (2000—-2008) proclaimed a global war against terrorism. The
United States offered the Taliban government to extradite Al-Qaeda leader
Osama bin Laden. The offer was refused. In 2001, the United States, with
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the support of NATO and other allied countries, sent troops to Afghanistan.
Thus, in response to terrorist attacks and defending the interests of their
state, the United States responded with a war against Al-Qaeda, the terrorist
organization of Osama bin Laden. The strategy of war in Afghanistan formu-
lated by George W. Bush was the confirmation. It was necessary to find those
who are guilty of terrorist acts and bring them to justice. The two main objec-
tives of US policy in Afghanistan were a military victory over the Taliban and
the creation of a viable democratic regime in the country.

In particular, there is another opinion about the beginning of the US war
in Afghanistan. Afghanistan occupies an important geo-strategic region, be-
ing located near key but unstable places like the Persian Gulf and the India-
Pakistan border. And in the future, when oil and gas from Central Asia,
which, according to the available estimates, are capable of competing in terms
of reserves with the North Sea fields, will occupy a worthy place in the global
energy market, the strategic importance of Afghanistan is likely to increase
further. A country may be an important transportation corridor for the ex-
port of these energy resources and for access to the markets of Central Asia.
In addition, Afghanistan can serve as a link in trade between Central and
South Asia.

As a result of the research of the reasons for the operation «Enduring
Freedom», it was revealed that the Taliban regime was eliminated, but the US
military and political goals were only partially achieved. The main forces of
the Taliban were not defeated, but rather weakened. Most of the leaders of the
Taliban and Al-Qaeda, led by Mullah Omar and Osama bin Laden, respectively,
together with a large part of their armed units fled to neighbouring Pakistan,
where they were sheltered among the Pashtu tribes or dissolved among the
local population in the south and east of Afghanistan.

Moreover, from the very beginning, the United States was actively in-
volved not only in the defeat of the Taliban, but also in the development of
a new statehood of Afghanistan. Among other tasks there was the establish-
ment of peace in the country through the formation of a multi-ethnic govern-
ment elected by the Afghans without external interference.
